Judge to rule
on_civil rights

ABILENE — A hearing in a civil
lawsuit brought against the Big
Spring police chief, a city jailer
and two other police officers by a
former inmate of the jail was com-
pleted today in federal district
court in Abilene.

The civil rights hearing, schedul-
ed for 9 a.m., was completed by
10:30 a.m., according to Federal
District Judge Hal Woodward's
secretary, Ruth Wood.

Woodward has not made a deci-
sion in the case, she said.

Police Chief Rick Turner, jailer
Iris Blackmon and police officers
Ralph Howell and Juan Palacios
went to Abilene today to testify.

The four were sued in 1983 by
Carson, a former inmate of the Big
Spring Federal Prison Camp who
was being housed in the Big Spring
City Jail pending his transfer to
higher security level federal
prison.

Carson was in the city jail for 48
days — between July 17, 1983, and
Sept. 3 or Sept. 4, 1983 — before be-
ing transferred back to the federal
prison system, according to city at-
torney Doyle Curtis.

According to Curtis, federal in-
mates were supposed to be housed
in the city jail a maximum of 45
days, but federal prison authorities
failed to move Carson until three
days after the time limit.

Carson is in custody in Abilene
for the federal trial on a bench war-
rant from the federal prison in
Talladega, Ala. He is acting as his
own attorney. The four city
employees are represented by Cur-
tis, although they were sued in-
dividually and the city was not
named as a party to the suit.

Carson has charged Turner,
Blackmon, Howell and Palacios in
the lawsuit with a variety of civil
rights violations, most of which the
four deny or interpret differently in
documents filed with the federal
court.

Blast
burns

2 men

Two Big Spring men remain in
West Texas hospitals today after
suffering burns in a Thursday
afternoon explosion at a gasoline
station on the north side of town.

L.D. Cunningham, 67, of 203
Young remains in serious condition
at Lubbock General Hospital with
burns on his face, hands and legs,
according to a hospital
spokeswoman. He received second-
and third-degree burns on 40 per-
cent of his body, the spokesman
said.

Cunningham was transferred
Thursday to the Lubbock hospital
after being treated at Malone-
Hogan Hospital in Big Spring.

Cunningham'’s employee at D&W
Pump Co., Paul Allen Barber, 21,
of 1506 E. 17th, is in stable condition
in the intensive care unit at
Malone-Hogan Hospital. Barber
received first- and second-degree
burns on his right arm and both
legs, according to Malone-Hogan
spokesmen.

Cunningham and Barber were in-
jured in an explosion at 3:11 p.m. at
Thurman Oil Co. Fina Station No. 2
at 1100 Lamesa while the two were
testing the pressure on the service
station’s underground gas tanks,
according to Big Spring police and
fire departments.

Firemen are still investigating
the cause of the blast, but say they
believe the explosion was set off by
a spark from the air compressor
that Cunningham and Barber were
using.

According to arson investigator
Burr Lea Settles, Cunningham told
him that he and Barber ‘‘were
pressuring up the underground gas
tank. The test plug (on the tank)
blew off and the compressor set it
off.”

The spark from the compressor
ignited the fumes from the gas tank
and burned the two men, their
small motorized air compressor,
their truck and telephone and elec-
tric lines at the service station, ac-

Unemployment rate falls to 7.2%

Unemployment in Texas held
steady in November at 5.7 percent
as the state reflected the national
economy. The national unemploy-
ment rate dropped slightly for the
first time in four months, Labor
rtment officials said today.

Texas unemployment rate
has been at either 5.7 percent or 5.6
percent since August, reflecting
both the state’s strong economy,
with pockets of problems, and the
slow-down in the nation’s economy.
One year ago, unemployment in

Texas stood at 7 percent.
On the national level, civilian

joblessness fell to 7.2 percent last
month — the first drop since June.

“It's very obvious that we've
been following the national pattern
for four months,” said Labor

rtment economist Nic San-
tangelo in Dallas.

‘“Even though the national
numbers did do a little drop, there
has been a slow-up and Texas has
been feeling part of that despite our
stengths,” Santangelo said.

The creation of roughly 300,000
jobs pushed American employ-
ment to an all-time high, the
government said today.

With a record 1059 million

Americans holding jobs, the labor
force resumed its dramatic im-
provement after a four-month
period of practically standstill
unemployment, the Labor Depart-
ment said.

As overall employment set a
record, the ranks of those officially
listed as jobless plunged by ap-
proximately 275,000, from 843
million to 8.15 million.

The November report was the
brightest since unemployment fell
from 7.5 percent to 7.1 percent in
June. The jobless rate, however,
bounced back to 7.5 percent and
stayed in that range through

October.

Hiring for the Christmas shopp-
ing season usually is reflected in
December figures since the Labor
Department’s survey takes place
in the first half of each month, San-
tangelo said.

Since national civilian
joblessness hit a post-Depression
peak of 10.7 percent in November
1982, , with more than 12 million
people listed as unemployed, some
6.8 million jobs have been created,
principally service jobs in areas
such as retail, hotel, restaurant,
hospital, banking and insurance.

Meier's service station is the last of a dying breed

DALLAS (AP) — “Closed, clos-
ed, closed

Forever more

1948-1984.”

Those are the
words of the
epitaph spray-
painted on the
window

There’s usually
not much reason to get sentimental
about the mere closing of some old
gas station — but then, Meier's
Gulf wasn’t a gas station.

It was a “‘service’’ station, and a
venerable one, as service stations
go.

The station at the corner of Oak
Lawn and Maple avenues was a
neighborhood institution and
among the last of a dying breed in
Dallas, the full-service-only
station.

About 10 years ago, more than
100 full-service Gulf stations

“I'd bet over the last 10 years at

Ms. Rosenberg is being held on $1 million
bail at the Metropolitan Correctional Center
in New York City. Blunk is being held in lieu of
$500,000 bail at the facility.

The verdicts came Thursday in the trial of
112 suspected members of a Milan cell of the
leftist terrorist gang that has been weakened
in the past few years by arrests or by

Eight defendants were sentenced to 30 years
in prison each and 13 were acquitted.

The 19 given life terms, the harshest penalty
allowed in Italy, were found guilty of involve-
ment in one or more of eight homicides in the
Milan area between April 1978 and July 1983.

The victims included policemen,
businessmen and the medical director of a
public hospital.

According to the Associated Press, reporters waiting for
Monday’s news conference joked that someone needed to
point out Charlie Stenholm when he arrived, because most of
them didn’t know what he looked like.

But after Stenholm’s much-publicized tilt at the House
leadership windmill, he’s a familiar face to the Washington
press corps, and more importantly, to the Democratic leader-

ship in the Capitol.

The U.S. representative from Stamford, who represents Big
Spring in Congress, wants to stay in the Democratic Party. He
wants also to have a conservative voice in that party. His
threat to challenge Rep. Thomas P. “Tip” O’Neill Jr. for
Speaker of the House was more to make a point than actually

to mount a campaign.
That point has been made.

What Stenholm got from O’Neill was a promise not to stand
in the way of conservative legislative initiatives such as a

balanced budget amendment;

a deficit reduction program

that includes across-the-board spending cuts except for the
neediest of the needy; his promise to consider a list of conser-
vatives to fill positions on key committees like Budget; and a
promise of a new advisory committee that would have access
to the leadership throughout the Congress.

It is well that the Democrats are moving to embrace the
conservative element among them. Stenholm earlier was a
spokesman for the ‘‘boll weevils,”” Democrats who defied the
party line and voted with Republicans for President Reagan’s
economic program. One of the weevils, Phil Gramm, switched
parties and became a U.S. senator this year.

Stenholm prefers to remain a Democrat and work to bring
the party back toward the center. His efforts at breaking rote
Democratic ideology in favor of responsible case-by-case
decision-making are making headway. The Democratic Party

will be the stronger for having
components.

WASHINGTON — Last March, I had a run-in with
CBS’s super sleuth, Mike Wallace, who challenged a
column I had written about the Vietnamese
underworld.

I charged that some South Vietnamese generals,
whom the U.S. Army had saved from the com-
munists and had airlifted to the United States, are
now operating a Mafia-like organization that is prey-
ing upon Vietnamese communities here.

‘“‘Some of the more ruthless members of the South
Vietnamese hierarchy — the taste of power still in
their mouths — were not content to retire to a subur-
ban life, American style,” I wrote. ‘‘They allegedly
formed a subterranean network and continued the
plundering that they had learned in their official
capacities in Saigon.”’

I quoted from a confidential crime report, which
alleged that they are ‘‘involved in extortion, drugs,
loan-sharking, gambling, prostitution, smuggling,
welfare fraud, assault and murder.”

Wallace followed up my investigation with his TV
cameras, viewing the goings-on through rose-tinted
lenses. ‘‘All the Vietnamese we talked with,” he told
his vast “60 Minutes’’ audience, ‘“agree ... that
Anderson’s story and others like it that focus on
crime in the Vietnamese refugee community are
distortions and ignore the fact that most Vietnamese
are law-abiding, hard working and grateful to the
United States for giving them a home."”

In fact, I stressed that most Vietnamese refugees
are not only good citizens but, indeed, are the victims
of the Vietnamese underworld. I also added:
“Though the vast majority of the refugees are law-
abiding, they are reluctant to talk to police.”

Apparently, they were also reluctant to talk to
Wallace, who was a bit naive to expect them to con-
firm my allegations on coast-to-coast television.
~ The President’s Commission on Organized Crime
is more realistic. It recently produced a witness but
kept him behind a screen and assigned a dozen
federal marshals to guard him. This witness con-
firmed my story.

Meanwhile, an intelligence document on Viet-
namese crime, stamped ‘“‘For Official Use Only,”
has been distributed to a few key police departments
throughout the country.

@ Vietnamese criminals are subtle at the art of ex-
tortion. According to the manual, they rarely de-
mand payments for protection. Instead, “individuals
representing themselves as members of Vietnamese
resistance organizations or political groups have ap-
proached businesses for donations to the cause, war-
ning that refusal to cooperate will result in being de-
nounced as a communist, or in direct violence.”

® The Vietnamese fear Vietnamese criminals
above all others, declares the manual, ‘‘because of a
perceived potential for senseless violence.” Often
‘“‘the victim’s entire family will be held at gunpoint
and the house ransacked. In several noteworthy
cases, the victims of such robberies have been killed
or wounded even though they offered no resistance.”

@ ‘‘Prostitution is one of the most serious crime
problems to afflict the Vietnamese community,”’ the
manual notes. Young women are often forced into
prostitution and ‘‘engage in such activity with a
geal deal of relugtance and shame, Suicide follow-

g an arrest for-solieiting is:not~uncommon.’”’ In-
vestigators have found ‘‘a high degree of organiza-
tioh and concentration of ownership” in this ugly
business. Vietnamese prostitution rings also engage
in “illegal currency transfers, narcotics, gambling
and violence.”

® Welfare fraud is rampant in the Vietnamese
community. Reports the manual, ““There is evidence
to indicate that individuals arriving in Southeast
Asian refugee camps after their escape from Viet-
nam are able to receive information from camp
workers on the means by which they can exploit
American assistance programs.”’

® The manual also warns, ‘“There are indications
of a growing awareness of the possibilities for illicit
gain afforded by organized insurance fraud involv-
ing refugee insurance agents, lawyers and doctors."

Apparently, the United States is still paying the
price for the Vietnam War. Mike Wallace could serve
the public better by exposing rather than defending
the imported criminals.

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David Stockman drew up his budget recom-
mendations for President Reagan, one of his
principal sources was a conservative think-
tank that doubled its own budget and moved
from makeshift offices to a $10 million
building during Reagan'’s first term.

The Heritage Foundation, once regarded as
a minor player in the ranks of the organiza-
tions that try to influence policy in
Washington, is thriving.

Edwin Dale, Stockman’s chief spokesman,
said the “‘black book’’ containing the budget
chief’s recommended cuts was based on three
sources — a report that the foundation is mak-
ing public Friday, the recommendations of the
presidentially appointed Grace Commission
and a book by investigative reporter Donald
Lambro.

In 1980, the foundation’s annual budget was
$5.3 million, a big leap from its opening in 1973
with a grant of $250,000, but still modest by
Washington standards. Today, it is $10.6
million.

In 1980, the foundation was quartered, six
blocks from the Capitol, in three buildings that
had formerly housed a theater, a grocery
store and a halfway house for drug addicts.
Last year, with Vice President George Bush
cutting a ribbon, it dedicated its new eight-
story building closer to the Capitol grounds.

The foundation has placed a number of its
own in administration ranks, most notably
Norman Ture, who wrote the economic
recovery chapter of the foundation’s original
““Mandate for Leadership’’ in 1980 and subse-
3|‘1eently served a hitch as undersecretary of

Treasury for taxation and economic
policy.

The Heritage stamp also is on the first

““They can call it revenue enhancement or
anything they like, but it raises taxes and we
consider it backsliding,” Berkowitz said.

Soft corns can
be prevented

the bottoms of the feet, where it’s
dryer. But it's the rubbing of one
toe against another that sets up the

beginning of the soft corn.

You can prevent that pressure by
putting a foam pad or piece of
moleskin between the two toes and
by using shoes that are a bit wider
to permit the toes to separate a bit
more.

For some, though, the only per-
manent answer is surgery — if a
bone defect is creating abnormal
toe alignment, for example. I don’t
know what your answer will be, but
there is no harm, certainly, in try-
ing the simple corrective measures
I mentioned.

Boudreaux, Porter lead

Hawk-Queens hold on for

66-64 win over South Plains

Joyce Boudreaux made a lasting
impression on the South Plains
Lady Texans last night as the
Howard Hawk-Queens squeaked
out a 66-64 win.

Boudreaux, a 6-0 freshman post
player from Houston; shot and re-
bounded the Queens to their second
conference win in four tries. The
Queens overall record goes to 14-4.

Boudreaux blistered the Lady
Texans zone and and man-to-man
defenses for 28 points while pulling
down a career-high 21 rebounds.
She also found time to block three
shots despite missing 8 minutes of
playing times because in foul
trouble.

The Houston freshman and
guards Molly Early and Lorri
French were almost all of the
Queens offense. Early scored 15
while French added 11 from the
point.

The trio were the main reason
Howard hit 46 percent of their shots
from the field. Boudreaux hit 12 of
16 baskets, including eight-in-a-row
at the start of the game. Early got
her jumper going from the corner
and sunk 7 of 13 attempts.

But in the end Howard had to
overcome poor free throw shooting
and turnovers to hold on for the win
over the scrappy Lady Texans.

Once holding a a 36-19 lead late in
the first half, the Queens saw it
shrink to a 61-60 advantage with
3:46 remaining in the contest.

Cynthia Baker hit a jumper to
draw the Lady Texans to within
one. At that point Howard coach
Don Stevens inserted Boudreaux
back into the game. She left the
contest at the 8:33 mark with her
fourth foul.

The final six Howard points
came hard. French, Early and
Tammy Winsmann all sunk one
free throw each as Howard held on
to a 64-60 lead at the 1:40 mark.

Plains basket had little meaning.

Howard might have put the con-
test away earlier if they had sunk
their free throw shots. The Queens
shot a miserable 45 percent, hitting
14 of 31 attempts.

Things wasn’t much better in the
turnover department. Howard
gave the ball away 22 times.

It looked like Howard might be in
for a ‘‘easy one’’ as it jumped out to

a 165 lead in the first seven
minutes of the game. Boudreaux
was just warming up by hitting her
first five shots; Early hit two from
the outside and Vickie Wade
patrolled the boards.

Boudreaux’s turnaround jumper
was unstoppable in the first half.
She missed once in 10 tries.

The lead soon grew to 36-19 when
Howard reeled off six consecutive
points when French sunk two free
throws, Early hit from the corner
and scored again on a layup off a
Boudreaux steal.

Then SP ran off a tear of their
own, outscoring the Queens 13-4 the
remaining 4:22 of the half.

The Lady Texans' defense was
tougher on Boudreaux in the se-
cond half, ‘limiting her to seven
points. Boudreaux said the reason
was a change in the South Plains
defense. ‘“‘Everytime the ball was
passed to me they would sag back
and double-team me. We kind of
slacked up on our defense in the se-
cond half. The win should pull us up
and make us want to win more."’

The Queens won’t be in action
again untill January 17 when they
host Ranger Junior College in non-
conference action at Dorothy Gar-
rett Coliseum at 6 p.m.
