Tba clegs are clumsy and noisy, 
and therefore are not worn In the 
house. They are slipped o ff on the 
■loor-steps and ths people w alk over 
the spotless floors of ths kitchen 
and other rooms In their atocklnge. 
Bchool children leave their clogs In { 
the bsll and alt at .their desks In 
their stocking feet. It le wonder­
ful bow  thq boys a«d  girls play In 
theaa wooden shoea 1 have seen 
them riding blcyclea In them, and 
racing each other on foot along the 
canals.

Holland Is not quite HE] per cap­
ita. It Is oiie-irnth aa much as 
that of tha French, one-fourth that 
o f  tha Belgian and only a Im te 
mors than one-halt as much as our 
own,
