week. 
On Monday morning Judge Milam,

One of 
the cases before him was the Stute 
ajtulat W T. Brown for Sunday liquor 
selling. Brown waived a jury, and 
after hearing the evidence the judge de- 
cided in his favor. 
Tuesday morning Judge Milam sent a 

note to Judge Davis instructing him to 
adjourn court. Judge Davis consulted 
with the lawyers, and decided to go on 
with business. 
As soon as Judge Milam learned of 

this, he got out of bed, went to the court 
house, took his seat by Judge Davis’ 
side. and ordered court adjourned for 
the week 
Then the members of the bar held a! 

meeting, and re-elected Judge Davis, 
and on Wednesday morning he opened 
court as usual 
Then County Attorney Lattimore 

took a hand by refusing to prosecute 
cases before Judge Davis’ court The 
judge thereupon appointed W. R. 
Parker as county atlormey., and that 
geatleman ded to qualify himself 
and act. Upon the conviction of a de-
