Workshop slated here...

Etfective Schools concept
okayed by school trustees

School administrators gained
approval to implement the Effec-
tive Schools concept throughout
the Snyder school system
Thursday and received en-
couraging news that a workshop
will be held locally in September.

Snyder board of trustees voted
unanimously to approve the Ef-
fective Schools concept, which is
tied closely with the Texas
Education Association’s ac-
creditation requirements. The
concept is based on the idea that
all students are capable of learn-
ing and is based on five primary
correlates.

Administrators at one time had
hoped to send instructors to Ef-
fective Schools workshops out of
state, at what was expected to be
a substantial cost to the school
district. None of the workshops
are scheduled in Texas this year.

Junior High Principal Gary
Patterson informed the board
Thursday eveuing however, that
the concept’s originator, Dr.
Larry Lezotte, had agreed to hold
a workshop in Snyder on Sept. 11-
13. The workshop will be con-
ducted with a minimal fee, or
none at all.

“I'm very excited about the
possibility of this coming to
Snyder,” said Patterson. ‘I feel
like this is an excellent chance to
give Snyder some recognition it
really deserves and get all of our
people trained at once.”’

More details of the workshop
will be announced as they are
worked out. It is expected that a
number of instructors from out-
side the SISD will also be in-
terested in attending.

The Effective Schools concept
is based on five key correlates,
which are:

—1, Instructional Leadership
— principal takes an active role
in the instructional program of
the school.

—2, School Climate — school
exhibits a physical orderliness
and safety as well as a
businesslike atmosphere which is
designed to promote and reward
student achievement.

—3, High Expectations —
teachers expect all students to
learn; teacher behavior conveys
that expectation and their
classroom practices encourage
and demand that all children be
actively involved in the learning
process. ,

—4, Measurement — school
chooses tests which will provide
the appropriate information and
then analyzes that information to

identify strengths and
weaknesses to improve its pro-
By state...

Gorbacheyv

to promote
more reform

MOSCOW (AP) — Soviet Presi-
dent Mikhail S. Gorbachev vowed
today to promote more political
reform ‘“‘once we have solidified
this phase.”

At the start of a meeting with
Secretary of State James A.
Baker III, he hedged on whether
he would run for president as a
Communist if a contested elec-
tion for the post were held.

‘“Let's wait and see,”” Gor-
bachev told reporters at a
picture-taking session in the
Kremlin.

He also praised President
Bush'’s latest proposal for reduc-
ing U.S. and Soviet troops in
Europe. “It merits very, very
serious consideration,”” Gor-
bachev said.

The Soviet leader has called in
the past for even broader disar-
mament measures. Asked if
Bush should have gone further
than to propose leaving 225,000
American and Soviet troops in
Europe, Gorbachev said:

“I don’t know. It's up to the
U.S. government to make its own
proposal. It would be good if we
cooperate, just as we are
cooperating now.”’

The Soviet leader appeared
relaxed as he shook hands with
Baker and a half dozen U.S. of-
ficials.

“It certainly would be wrong
for the West and everyone to
believe we began these changes
only in the last few days,” Gor-
bachev said of the political
reform that was capped this
week with a decision to revoke
the Communist Party's monopo-
ly on ?ower and to open the 72-
year-old system to political
pluralism.

‘“They have been under way
since 1985," he said, referring to
the year he took over.

Prices soaring

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
double wallop delivered to
energy and food prices by
the holiday cold snap sent
wholesale inflation soaring
1.8 percent in January, the
steepest one-month rise in
more than 15 years, the
government said today.

The spurt in the Labor
Department’s Producer
Price Index was nearly tri-
ple the already brisk 0.6
percent gain in December. -
If wholesale inflation per-
sisted at the January pace,
it would produce an annual
price rise of 24.1 percent.

The last monthly increase
of greater magnitude was
recorded in November 1974
during the OPEC oil em-
bargo, when prices shot up 2
percent in one month.

Last month’s gain was
even steeper than the 1.2
percent jump predicted by
most analysts.

(AP) — The truck of a
Texas minister missing
since last week has been
found in a downtown park-
ing lot, and police say the
driver’s door was open and
the keys were in the igni-
tion.

The Rev. J. David
Scheyer, 61, of the
Unitarian Church in Austin,
Texas, has been missing
since Friday evening.
Church members have been
searching Austin and
posting fliers with his pic-
ture in hopes of fipding the
minister.

“There was no blood in
the truck, no apparent signs
of violence,”” Ott Cefkin, a
spokesman for the Fort
Lauderdale police, said
Thursday after Scheyer’s
truck was found.

She died
shortly after the attack.

Paramedic Alicia Macaluso
testified that Mrs. Stovall, suffer-
ing third-degree burns over 100
percent of her body, refused to

allow emergency workers to in-
sert a tube that would have allow-
ed her to breathe easier but
would have prevented her from
talking. When she heard how
serious her injuries were, she

Poor South had been reading books
about card combinations. He knew
that J-10-3 opposite A-7-4 was a tough
holding to play for two tricks. But he
also knew that if either opponent held
a doubleton honor, it could be done. So
he won the opening heart lead in his
hand, drew trumps ending in the dum-
my, and came off with a low club
away from the ace. He hoped that
East would hold only two clubs, one of
them being an honor. Of course East
won the queen of clubs and got off lead
with a heart. Later declarer had to
lose another club and two diamond
tricks. Too bad. This time declarer
couldn’t see the forest because of the
trees.

The right approach is to draw
trumps, play out the remaining high
hearts, and I“ﬁlay ace and a dia-
mond. As the cards lie, eventually the
defenders will have to play clubs
themselves, and that will result in an
endplay against East. Figure it out. If
West wins the queen of diamonds and
leads a club, declarer ducks and East
wins the queen. East can cash the dia-
mond king, but then is left to lead
away from the K-9 of clubs. And if

Jhys low on the low diamond
played- by South, East can win and
play a third diamond to West. Now
clubs must be played with the same ul-
timate result.

It's good to know card combina-
tions. But don't forget the first rule —
let the opponents play your suits for

you whenever possible.

DEAR DR. GOTT: My husband has
been diagnosed with Gilbert's syn-
drome. The only symptom he experi-
ences is a tremor, which is more se-
vere on his right side. Can you provide
ané information?

EAR READER: When worn-out
red blood cells are normally recycled
in the body, they are destroyed and
the chemicals within them are reused.
The red pigment (hemoglobin) in
these cells is such a chemical. When it
is released from senescent red cor-
puscles, it circulates in the blood-
stream as a pigment called bilirubin.
Usually, it is quick c{ absorbed by the

marrow, which uses it to make
new red blood cells.

Patients with Gilbert’s syndrome
have excess quantities of circulating
bilirubin. This is probably due to a de-
ficiency of certain enzymes. The con-
dition is completely harmleu and is
not associated with disease,
health hazard or shor llfe span.

Because bilirubin is (in the blood-
stream) a yellow pigment, it may
cause sallowness or mild jaundice,
which can be confused with other,
more serious disorders, such as hepa
titis. Thus, the main problem experi-

enced by patients with Gilbert's syn-
drome is that they are sometimes
mistakenly identified as having liver
problems. Fortunately, this percep-
tion is incorrect; their livers are quite
healthy.

Therefore, Gilbert's syndrome —
which may affect as much as 5 per-
cent of the general population — is a
non-disease, causing no symptoms or
health consequences.

Tremor is not a symptom of Gil-
bert’s syndrome. I suggest you ques-
tion your doctor about your husband’s
shaking. Further medical testing, in-
cluding a consultation with a neurolo-
gist, may be in order.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I've had a histo-
ry of high blood pressure for 25 years
and have seen many doctors. Why do |
have a constant throbbing in my ears
that disturbs my sleep and continues
through the day? I now take Calan,
Ca , Lasix and Normodyne.

EAR READER: Hypertension
(high blood pressure) can, unless con-

led, cause a pulsation in the ears.
lt can also lead to stroke and heart
disease. Although you are taking sev-
eral medicines for hypertension, I
wonder if the drugs have lowered

your blood pressure to an acceptable

Questions raised about Navy’s probe

SEATTLE (AP) — Three slay-
ings and a suspected suicide at
the top-secret Trident submarine
base have raised questions of es-
pionage and complairits that the
Navy has not conducted a com-
plete investigation.

The intrigue is focused on a 23-
year-old submarine technician
named Shyam David Drizpaul,
whose body was found last month
in a Vancouver-area motel, about
180 miles south of the Bangor Tri-
dent submarine base.

Navy investigators say they

believe Drizpaul killed two fellow
submariners in the Bangor
base’s barracks, then killed a
woman and wounded a man dur-
ing a pawn-shop robbery in near-
by Bremerton.

They claim Drizpaul then
drove to the motel and killed
himself.

But a lawyer for Drizpaul's
family, family members and
even a shipmfate said the Navy's
story doesn’t make sense.

Attorney Larry Scruggs Jr. of
Milwaukee, who traveled to the

base to investigate the shootings,
noted that Drizpaul had a sen-
sitive- position, working on the
weapons systems, aboard the
USS Michigan; that Drizpaul was
a computer whiz and his personal
computer is missing; and that he
was killed by a single bullet
through his forehead, which he
said was unusual for a suicide.

Scruggs also said he has
evidence of another person being
involved in the plot, but he would
give no details — not even the
person’s gender.

“I think he was either
murdered or compelled to do
those things,’’ Scruggs said of the
slayings. ““... Drizpaul had high
clearance, and my indication was
that clearance was extremely
high, extremely critical.”

‘““Maybe the thing fell apart and
people began to panic and
couldn’t accept the results. ...
There is one person who can
answer those questions,’’ he said,
referring to the other individual.
