A pond or a stream may be the source

How thick will depend on 

what normal winter weather will make 

for him.

When a plow is used, the ice is plow 

ed about half way through and is then 

split off with wedges or crowbars 

Breaking the Ground Deep. 

Many of our readers say they cannot 

understand or believe that all solls con 

tain about the same quantities of plant 

food and yet differ so widely in pr 

ductive power. Yet it is true. It Is 

not whether the soil contains plant 

food, but is the plant food seluble, and 

have you water to use it? These are 

the points for the farmer. By break 

ing deep you get both. If three inches 

of soll contains a certain quantity, 

then fifteen inches of soll will contain 

five thes as much. If you can plow 

three inches you can also plow fifteen 

if you keep on trying. When you get 

fifteen inches of soll you will no lon 

ger have a poor farm, but a rich one 

Your farm will all become productive 

like bottom land. We hope we have 

made this point clear. This is not thw 

ory only. It has been proved true in 

practice also. Many have quit the old 

way of scratching. They have plowed 

deep and made good crops and have 

cleared handsome profits on thelr 

farms. No doubt many of cur readers 

are getting tired of our repeated state 

ments on this subject. But we have so 

many who have been hard to convince 

and slow t give up their old habits 

that we must continue to say over and 

over much the same things —8outhero 

Cultivator.
