Mass "__,Educat'ion
Now Under Fire

News reports this week quoted a noted
American educator as predicting that Rus-
sia will corzrol world thinking by the end
of the cenfury, due to supremacy in sci-
ence and engineering accomplishments.

The idea is not new, having already
resulted in a super-emphasis at federal
levels on science,, mathematics and  ollied
studies. We do hasten to point out, how-
ever, that. the situation is due more to
the educational systems found in the two
nations than to their forms of govern-
ment,

The United States has always sought
to bring all citizens to the highest aver-
oge possible through its schools. Russia,
olong with other nations, siresses edu-
cation ‘of a few with emphasis on ex-
ceptional ability and natural tglents. Our
system, while it raises the standard of the
masses tends, at the same time, to drag
many outstanding students down to the
same level, '

Can Inflation
Be Side Stepped?

Inflation Is @ wicked, malicious robber
of the rights of all citizens, this no one
can deny. However, we have read so
much about forthcoming inflation in the
United States, olong with its dire evils
and results, that we sometimes wonder
if much of the sting may not. have been
taken out of the demon by the' fime it
gets into full swing.

Certainly, when and If it arrives, in-
flation will come as no surprise to the
average citizen, who has already seen
some measure of its effect in the past
decade, While the wiping out and whit-
tling down of purchasing power on sav-
ings is clready seen in a large measure,
we also get the impression that not too
many people still proctice the “‘rainy day"
system in 1959.

No one looks forward to paying $500
or $1,000 for a hamburger, we feel sure
and, by the same token, we doubt if our

. manufacturers and laborers would again

like to sell automobiles for prices under
$1,000 as they have done in the past,

Meanwhile, world trade ond competi-
tion seems to be now forcing many Am-
erican made items  off the market with
lower prices. This indicates that some
steps must be taken, or high prices, high
wages and long profits will force many
American citizens out of employment. should
the trend continue. There is always the
bare possibility that the United States may
be forced to curb inflation from this
source, and thus avoid the often predict-
ed period.

Inflation, so far, has taken its great-
est toll from older people with savings,
insurance benefits and pension plans.
The average American has geared his in¢
come to meet the period, and, seems fo
have done very well,

Those of us who lived through and re-
call the depression pesiod of the 1930's
are bound to admit that the condition
was, in a large measure, a result of men-
tal outlook. Let us hope that touted in-

~ Wation “may-~follow- - the - same_pattern.

Certainly, we have been forewarned.

Meanwhile, we are reminded of Mark
Twain's classic remark about the weather.
All of ws will talk abouf inflation, but
we doubt if very many of us can actvally
do. anything about it

The result has been the most highly
in  history; more bath
tubs, telephones, TV sets and automobiles
than any other population can imagine—

American industry has followed exactly
the opposite pattern, emphasizing effi-
ciency and developing specialists, who
can fturn mediocre workers into integral
ports of an ossembly line. Instead of
thousands of skilled artisans, who start
an automobile by hand personally stay
with it to completion, most of our work-
men learn one minute job—and spend
their lives specializing on the task,

No one, we feel sure, would wish jo
sbandon the American plan for educa-
tion. Many would probably like to sup-
plement the plan by providing special
classes for the outstanding students, while
others doubt that it con ever be success-
fully accomplished under our present sys-
tem,

Most ironical of all, though, is the fact
that the Russian form of government was
instituted on the idea of helping the mass-
es. The whole theory of Communism is
wrapped about elevation of the working
man. The end result finds this reality
better accomplished in the United States
than ever before in the world—yet, says
the American education leader—these
same masses of common people will
choose to follow the exact opposite
thinking by the end of the century.

District Leads
Child Aid Plan

Recent announcement’ of the appoint-
ment. of J, C. Reese as probation officer
in the é69th Judicial District faoiled to cre-
ate unusual interest but, at the same time,
ranks as @ new era in the way many peo-
ple of this area will conduct their lives. .

First, let us note that he is unusvally
qualified for the post with service as in
Texas way Patrol, Deaf Smith Coun-
ty Sheriff's office, and as an instructor
in Texas public schools. The appointment
was previously delayed, in foct, due to
difficulty in locating an administrator with
proper qualifications.

Of major importance, though, is the
fact that handling of probated sentences
—aespecially child welfare problems con-
nected with divorce cases in the six coun-
ties—will be shifted from county welfare
offices into the hands of the new pro- .
bation officer. Hopes and indications are
that the new system will provide more
diligent enforcement than has ever been
avoilable through county judges and, la-
ter, welfare offices of the district,

A pioneer in stressing child support in
divorce cases, the circumstance has been
a challenge to Judge Harry Schultz since
he became judge in the district and, for
the first- time, the machinery is set up
whereby the wishesr of the court may be
thoroughly pursued. Much depends on fu-
ture success of the plan, which could eas-
ily spread throughout Texas and, for that
matter, into other states all over the Un-
ion.

Certainly, we do not envy Mr. Reess
hig job. We do feel, however, that the ap-
pointment was a good one, and that he
is conscientious and well qualified to
carry it through,

ed one and.my horse held it

and we made a pet of it. But

it soon wondered off and end-
ed up with the Goodnight herd
of bufialo.

“Buffalo were so wild' that
the only way they could get
them to the train was to toll
them with a load of feed. They
would follow along and some-
times would wreck the chute be-
fore they could be gotten into
the cars. Once in, they were
tied until they were at their des-
tination, or I suppose they would
have' torn the freight cars to
splinters as they did the chutes,

“When threshing time came,
each man would take a team
and wagon and a bed roll and
go with the thresher, Sometimes
it would last a month or more
but we had to stay until the last
grain .was threshed and in the
granary or sold. We used an
old-fashioned thresher which
was powered with eight teams
of horses or mules.

“These would be hitched, one
team behind another, until all
were in a circle. Each team
was tied to the team in f(ront
and went in a circle, much as
a merry-go-round, to keep the
separator going. There was a
tumbie shaft laid in a diteh and
ran some- distance from the
separator.

“The ditch was covered with
a heavy board to keep the hors-
es from stumbling over the
shaft as théy walked. The fast-
er the separator would run and
the more grain was threshed.
.Two men stood on either side
of the feeder and cut the strings
of the bundles as they went in-
to the thresher.

“Another man stood between

and pushed the bundles into the |

machine, If he worked too
fast, it would choke the separa-
tor down and the teams would
have to stop while he dug out
the sheaves enough for the ma-
chine to start again.

“The grain was ejected from
the side of the separator into a
one-hall bushel basket,and when
the container was lifted to em-
