PRES. ROOSEVELT

Col. Makes More Than Hours 
Speech Inspite of Wound 

is Resting W  1.

Milwaukee, Wis., Oct. 14.— 
Colonel Theodore Roosevelt was 
shot in tlie breast by an assassin 
as he entered an automobile in 
front of the Hotel Kilpatrick to 
start for f ̂  luditorium where he 
was to speak tonight. He in­
sisted on going to the hall, there 
quieted the crowd that heard tie 
had been shot, spoke from 8:20 
until 9:45 o’clock, though appar­
ently weak, and then was taken 
to an emergency hospital.

The bullet struck a r o 11 o f 
manuscript of his speech de­
livered tonight and this probably 
saved his life. After an hour’s 
questioning the assassin gave 
his name as John Schrenk of 
370 East Tenth street, N ew  
York. From notes found in the 
prisoner’s clothes it is evident 
he is demented on the subject of 
Colonel Roosevelt running for 
a third term.

Membersbf the colonel’s party 
seized the man and held him un­
til policeman came up. A mob 
surged around the prisoner. 
The man, who is small of stature, 
admitting firing the shot and 
said that “ any man looking for a 
third term ought to be shot.’ ,

In notes found in the mans 
pockets at the police station 
were statements that the assail- 
and had been visited in a dream 
by the'spirit of William McKinley 
who had said, indicating Colonel 
Roosevelt, “ This is my murderer; 
avenge my death.”

Milwaukee^ Oct. 14—The posi­
tive statement that Colonel Roose­
velt was not injured seriously 
was made by Dr. Frederick A. 
Stratton of Milwaukee, one of 
the physicians who examined the 
colonel. Dr. Stretton said that 
there was no cause for alarm as 
to the colonel’s condition.

“ The wound was a superficial 
one,” said Dr. Stratton. “ The 
bullet is imbedded in the muscu­
lar tissues. All that we did at 
the hospital was to put on an an­
tiseptic dressing.

“You may say Colonel Roose­
velt is notin a dangerous condit­
ion. If tne bullet had reached 
his lugs it would have been evi­
dent, and he would have cough­
ing spells.”

 ̂ Our Cotton Crop.
The totals last Wednesday 

night indicates that there has 
been 1504 bales of cotton gined 
up to 4his time in Wellington, 
1200 up to the same time last 
year. Each of the three gins are 
averaging 45 bales per day at 
present.

With the market hovering 
closely around eleven cents, the 
amount already paid for cotton 
figuring on the basis of 500 lb. 
bales will approximate $82,720. 
This years output will probably 
attain 7000 bales, which if the 
price continues stationary will 
be worth $885,000. This con­
dition compared with the smaller 
crop and inferior prices of last 
year’s crop, all of which sold for 
around nice cents and brought 
but $247,000.

Of the $885,000 paid to cotton 
farmers this year they \<ill ex­
pend, say $100,000 for picking 
and ginning aside from a small 
amount for seeding and culti­
vation. Now the wages paid for 
pickers and other labor last year 
were very close to this year’s 
wages and following out these 
deductions we find that the far­
mers will retain for their cotton 
crop this year something near 
$700,000 as against only some­
thing near $147,000 for last year 
or more than five times as much.

Austin, Texas, Oct. 14.—It is 
learned on good authority that 
the Enid, Ochiltree and Western 
Railroad which has just passed 
out of a receivership, is to be ex­
tended and becomes a part of the 
Missouri, Kadisas & Texas, sys 
tern. Its purchaser at the re­
ceiver's sale was Charles Hamil­
ton of Waco, who for many years 
has been vice president and gen­
eral manager of the Texas Ceu. 
tral. The latter road is owned 
and operated by the Missouri, 
Kansas & Texas. The Enid, 
Ochiltree & Western is graded 
from Dalhart to Dumas, forty 
miles and fourteen miles of track 
have been laid. The Wichita 
Falls & Northwestern, which is 
also a Missouri, Kansas & Texas 
property, runs to Wellington, 
Texas,and is headed in the direc­
tion of Dumas.

The Enid, Ochiltree and Wes­
tern and the Wichita Falls & 
Northwestern are to be connec­
ted by filling in the intervening 
gap of about 120 miles. In ad­
dition to filling in this gap and 
giving a through line between 
points in Oklahoma and Texas 
and the western points of the 
Panhandle region, a branch line 
of the Enid, Ochiltree and Wes­
tern will be constructed from 
Dumas northeast to Ochiltree, 
through the wheat-growing belt 
of Moore, Hansford, Hutchison 
and Ocniltree counties, seventy- 
two miles.—Wichita Times.

The third quarter of the Mis­
sionary year closed September 
30th, and the report of the North 
West Texas Conference has just 
gone in to the General Treasurer 
of Nashville revealing the fact 
that the women composing this 
conference have not been idle. 
During the three months by their 
united efforts they have contrib­
uted $2,439.96 to home needs 
and enterprises, and at the same 
time have raised for the various 
lines of work they are .financing 
at home and in fdreign lands the 
sum of $1,036.11. We only re­
gret that time and space does 
not permit us to tell yor about 
the many, many needs that are 
being met by these brave unsel­
fish women. We will mention 
the work in one state only. The 
work of the Missionary Council 
for the Orientals in California 
where they sustain a Korean Mis­
sion in San Francisco being the 
only religious and social center 
for the Koreans of that place- 
And that they appreciate the 
opportunity afforded is evidenced 
by the fact that in winter months 
every service is . thronged—in 
summer ninety per cent of those 
in town attend the Sunday ser­
vices. It is, said that twenty- 
five per cent of the Koreans of 
San Francisco are Christians, 
which is the largest proportion of 
any foreign people on the Pacific 
coast. There are only about 
fifteen hundred Koreans in the 
United States and of the one 
thousand in California six hun­
dred are in touch with our work. 
We also have a Japanese Mission 
and Sunday School in Oakland 
and a Mission Sunday School, 
night school, primary school and 
kindergarten at Alameda, Calif. 
Four of the young men of the 
Oakland Mission are freshmen 
in t h e  State University a t 
Berkley another a sophomore 
and still another expects tograd- 
uate from the Oakland High 
School next May and to enter 
the University in August. To 
conserve the influence of these 
men is an object worthy of the 
greatest effort.

It is especially encouraging to 
the children in their work to 
know that it is said to be a fact 
that the Sunday school includes 
every Japanese child in the city 
of Alamedo that is old enoug to 
attend, because the Alameda 
Mission has been blessed by re- 
cieving from the children of 
Southern Methodism a greatly 
needed two story building. Tues­
day of this week, Oct. 15 was 
indeed a red letter day in the 
history of the Mission when 
Bishop R. G. Waterhouse dedi­
cated in the upper story of this 
building the first Oriental Chapel 
ever erected by our denomina­
tion in the Western Hemisphere.

Moving Pictures Do Good.
' It appears that the moving 

picture shows are putting the 
saloon on the “ bum” in Pennsyl­
vania. In one county where 
there had been 1500 saloons, the 
failing off in taking out licenses 
caused an investigation, and it 
was ago discovered that only 30 
per cent of the 1600 saloons had 
made any money the preceeding 
year, the “ Movies” being given 
as the cause. It was stated that 
the working man took their fam­
ilies to the shows instead of lin­
ing up at the saloon bar, ■ and 
nearly every community in the 
county had from one to fifteen 
and twenty “ Movies,” depending 
on the population. Chicago also 
is experiencing a similar uphea­
val in the saloon business, due to 
the hundreds of moving picture 
shows in that city. If moving 
picture shows make for the tem­
perance cause, they should have 
all the support, moral and other­
wise, ihat can be extended to 
them.—Ex.

Wheeler County Texan: A few 
months ago there were consider­
able press comments regarding 
the spirit of restlessness that 
seemed to pervade the country. 
We prophesied at the time that 
bumper crops would in a large 
measure elimate this feeling. And 
we now contend that to a certain 
extent the prophesy has come 
true. ‘ For when people have 
something to keep them busy 
they are usually contented. But 
back of this there is probably a 
greater reason why the restless 
spirit has been subdued. Look 
back four, eight or twelve years 
ago, in fact any Presidential 
year within your memory, and 
see if this same spirit was not 
manifest until after the election. 
Why, then, has it subsided so 
early this year? It is due in a 
great measure to the fact that 
the masses have the utmost con­
fidence in Woodrow Wilson, the 
man who will in all probability 
be our next President,

Yes of course. But there is 
some restlessness that won’t 
rest. There are thousands of 
men hunting easier jobs, other 
thousands hunting jobs with 
more pay, still other thousands 
trying to avoid jobs, and yet 
more thousands who are trying 
to make the few remaining thous­
ands dissatisfied. Never in the 
history of this country was the 
average wage as high as now, 
never were there more chances 
for an energetic man to get work 
than at present, and never were 
there so many, embittered agi­
tators at large. The reason is 
that within a decade the Ameri­
can people have changed their 
standard of living. The poorest 
family now considers itself en­
titled to what are called th e  
modern conveniences. The era 
of ease is' upon us and workers 
are demanding less labor and 
more pay. The backwoodsmen, 
even, is not now willing for his 
wife to go a year with ily one 

""d his child to go

shoeless. Poverty was endur­
able when on’s neighbors were 
poor. The prosperity o f the 
class has made the masses am­
bitious. And who shall say it is 
right that poverty should be 
content with rags while its 
neighbor parades in silks and 
salins?—State Press.

Hon. B. B. Cain.
Dallas, Texas. October—Mr. 

B. B. Cain, President of the 
Texas Commercial Secretaries 
and Business Men’s Association, 
has recommended the organiza­
tion of a Farm Life Commission 
to study agricultural problems.

Mr. Cain, in connection with 
Mr. Peter Radford, President of 
the Farmers’ Union, has made a 
searching investigation into the 
agricultural needs of the state.

‘Tam so deeply impressed 
with the importance of aiding the 
producer that I present for your 
consideration as the special fea­
ture of our work for the coming 
year, the creation of a Farm Life 
Bureau, whose duty it shall be

Union if possible, and make a 
thorough study of farm life and 
farm problems with the single 
purpose of making the business 
of farming, fruit growing and 
truck raising more remunerative 
and the environment of thatclass 
of citizens more attractive.”

however, about half were dis­
missed and about half the bal­
ance were pleas of guilty. Some 
of the civil cases were also dis­
missed and there were some 
judgments by default. In all, I 
have actually tried about 500 
cases, civil and criminal and have 
been reversed six times. Of the 
cases tried by me, civil and crim­
inal, about sixty were appealed.

The moral of the above story 
is: I am competent. The same 
principles of law, pleading and 
practice obtain in the district as 
in the county court. I have had 
exactly the experience best cal­
culated to fit me to perform the 
duties of a district judge. I 
need the office and you , need me 
in the office. It ’s a good thing 
for both of us. Let us get to­
gether and make my election 
as near unanimous as possible.

The Parcels Post Beneficial.
One of the cheerful messages 

concerning the new year of 1913 
is that living is going to be cheap­
er, And the basis for this 
prophecy of good will is that the 
parcels post, which will become 
operative Jan. 1, is to bring this 
condition about.

Prom Washington, where the 
provisions of the new act have 
been more closf'ly analyzed, 
there comes dispatches to the 
effect that all sorts of farm pro­
ducts—fruit, vegetables, eggs, 
and even poultry—will be ad- 
missable to the parcels post, and 
this means that the farmers will 
be able to fiujd, a ready market 
for their produce and that the 
town people can get fresh table 
supplies directly from the farm 
at a much reduced rate, with a 
small cost added for a postal 
charges.

It is hard to reconcile our­
selves to the idea of butter, eggs 
chicken and even Thanksgiving 
gobblers being shipped in such 
a manner, but all such produce 
is handled by the parcels post in 
other countries and, of course, 
our parcels post will be just as 
good as anybody’s, if not a little 
better.

It may take a little time to get 
the people at both ends of the 
line to patronize it freely, but in 
a short time we expect to see the 
city house-wife call up a farmer 
friend early in the day and place 
an order for a half dozen young 
fryers, some vegetables and 
fruits fresh from the garden and 
orchard, some eggs and butter 
that never have felt cold storage, 
and other wholesome products, 
at figftres the farmer could not 
sell at before because he had to 
save up his product for a week 
or so before he had enough to 
justify a trip to market and had 
to have something for his pains 
in preserving i t. But t h a t  
charge will be eliminated under 
the operations of the parcels post 
and the consumer will get the 
benefit of it.

Then, too, the ease with which 
the farmer can dispose of his 
produce will encourage him to 
raise more of it, as the time and 
expense of marketing will be re­
duced and the increase in supply 
will operate to reduce the cost to 
the consumer.

We expect to see, also, a great 
increase in the number of farm­
ers engaging in the raising of 
truck, poultry and the like, fol­
lowing the installation of the 
parcels post, and it will easily be 
possible for them, where they 
live within reach of a good mar­
ket to make enough off the pro­
duce they can sell, without ever 
leaving their place to pay their 
dry goods and drug bills for the 
year. And when they begin 
raising more food products for 
the market they will produce 
more for ’ consumption, 
thus 1 * own grocery

I bills. In this manner all the 
I people will have fresh, better 
and cheaper supplies to eat and 
there will be money left for the 
comforts of life.

It is easy to manufacture pipe 
dreams about the good things 
ahead, just as it is to recount the 
benefits of the good old days 
agone, but it is no idle thing to 
contemplate the good things that 
will come to country and city 
folks alike through the parcels 
post if iu is properly utilized, and 
we are counting on seeing the 
good Yankee sense of our Amer- j 
ican people use this instrument 
for promoting their own welfare. 
—Waco Tribune.
