and ecumenism*—  so we thought it might be well 
we discussed the word o little, tor without it it will be
almost impossible to read the news dispatches that will 
soon be coming from Evanston, III., where the Second
Assem bly of the W orld Council of Churches will be held. 

Now. ,Jow you might think that words like ecumenicity and 
the doings of o church conference hove little to do 
with the garden variety American who is concerned with 
many other problems . . . who takes his religipn or leaves 
it alone ond feels thot a religious conference is some­
thing for the preochers to fuss over but of no real im­
portance.

And  so you couldn't be wronger.
So to ecumenicity. The dictionary soys that the 

word comes from the Greek oikoumenikos, meaning the 
inhabited world. Thus, o ecumenical movement is o 
movement for, in, ond concerning the inhobited world. 
To go from o ecumenical world to "one w orld" is o 
simple ond short step ond it is one thot the Protestant 
church leaders who will attend the Second Assembly ore 
opporently determined to bring about —  through the use 
of force wherever necessary. The goal envisioned is a 
sort of world-wide fellowship, more or less loosely orgon- 
faed, which crosses oil geographical boundaries ond 
mokes of the Protestant nations ond churches o sort of
religious United Nations.

Naturally, ot such o conference os will be held in
Evonston from Aug. 15 to A ug  31, leaders Of Protestant 
churches from countries behind the Iron Curtain will be 
welcome. They will be speaking, of course, for the na- 

Ltotions from which they come ond they will follow the 
Soviet Russia porty line or they won't speak. W e  con be 
sure thot they will not be permitted to attend the confer- 
enceond walk obout freely in America without the Soviets 
having mode sure thot they will not kick over the traces 
ond speak the truth One meons of having this ’assur­
ance is to keeo os hostage the families of those who ore 
permitted to come to this country.

On the foce of it, you might wonder what is wrong 
With some sort'of ecumenicol movement Of itself, pos­
sibly nothing. But if you hove wotched, os we hove, 
the monner in which such things ore achieved, you will 
hove discovered that the efforts ot unity ond fellow­
ship ore brought r 'x>ut not by holdinq fast to standards 
to which Americans ore accustomed but by compromise 
with nations whose life blood depends upon the kind 
of slavery thot exists in the notions of the Soviet bloc. 
W hat unity is brought about will not be done by bring­
ing the Soviet notions closer to on understanding of ond 
<Mmand for more freedom but by compromise and ap­
peasement.

That we are not dreaming up this prospect has been 
demonstrated over and over again by the leadership of 
those who will direct the World Council and who hov# 
been the spokesmen for the W orld Council since the 
first W orld Assembly in 1948. Since thot time, pro­
nouncements of oil kinds hove been made in the name 
of the W orld Council, principally in this country by the 
leaders of the Notional Council of Churches of Christ in 
th* U. S. A. Thot wodld include such stolworts as Bishop

A  Confuting Postage Prom 
Paul—Liberty or Statlsm 

The statement made by St. Paul 
In the 13th chapter of Romans 
can either promote liberty or a be­
lief in statlsm. It will be remem- 
hered that according to the K 1 n g 
James version Paul wrote:

“Let every tould be subject to 
the higher power, for there is no 
power but of God; the powers that 
be are ordained by God. Whoso­
ever therefore resisteth the power 
resistelh the nrriinnnre nf fkvi and 
they that resisteth shall receive to 
themselves damnation."

1 have heard this quotation used 
quite olten, even by ministers, to 
mean that we must not disobey the 
government. This caused me to 

little study ot this text. 
I want to give my interpretation 
so that it will lead to liberty fath­
er than to collectivism or statlsm 
or socialism or communism.

Ths word "power” according to 
Young's Concordance comes from 
the Hebrew word “exousia." This 
has several meanings — such sa 
liberty, right, privilege, strength, 
aa well as authority and furlsdic- 
tion and power.

Now. if v.y translate (his passage 
to read “Let every soul be sub­
ject to the higher liberty for there 
is no liberty but ot God. The lib­
erties that be are ordained' by 
God,” then we are promoting lib­
erty. And since St. Paul s a i d  
“Where the spirit of the Lord is 
there is liberty,'’ it seems rational 
to conclude that he meant liberty 
in this passage, since he used the 
words higher power, according to 
the King James version.

But the more modern texts like 
Goodspecd and Moffatt and Wy- 
mouth and the New Revised Stand- 
aid Version, do not use the words 
higher power. This is the Moffatt 
translation: •

“Every soul must obey the gov­
ernment authority, for no authori­
ty exists apart from God.”

Now, if that statement be inter­
preted with the word government 
to mean the same as its present 
nae. then during the American Rev­
olution the people in the United 
States would not have had a moral 
right to revolt against England. 
Then they should have supinely 
obeyed what the government ord­
ered. Nor would the citizens of (he 
United Slates years ago had the 
moral right to refuse to catch 
slaves who escaped from t h e i r  
“ mastera.” They would have been 
rnqrally obliged to catch them and 
return them.

balance by its periodic roundup of 
p a rty  leader*.

They aald that party  function,-, 
arise, with top leader* already be­
hind bare, a re  becoming Jittery 
over where FBI agents wtll strike 
next and when. These government 
experts aald party  leadere atlll a t 
large fear they m ay be next.

The first tim e the FBI openly 
confirmed It has followed party  
m em bers underground, the gov­
ernm ents agents aald, cam e with 
the arrea t during the past two 
days of seven party  leader* In 
Colorado and Los Angeles.

At least three of those arrested, 
the FBI said, were in the Red 
underground. The FBI said one of 
them , A rthur Bary, 42. chairm an 
of the Colorado Communist party, 
had been assigned to check opera­
tions of the FB I undercover 
agents.

The seven arrests  brought to 117 
the num ber of Communist leaders 
arrested  since 1*48 on-charges of 
conspiring to teach and advocate 
the violent overthrow of the U.8 
governm ent in violation of the

Smith act. Over 80 already have 
been convicted of the charge.
