The American birth rate Is go-
ing down so fast that If everyone
up lo 46 who died between 1830
and ‘38, hnd lved, they could
mot halance the deficit of unhorn
babies,

The American  Philosophleal
Soclety was told thin today as It
opencd Its fall meeling with a
symposium on American popula-
tion growth, The program was
arranged by the Uopulntion Ase
sociation of Amzeriea.

The present rute was described
by Frank W. Notesteln, of
Princeton unlversity's school of

public  affairs, lke n  budget
which has  been  “fixed™ It
showed, he explained, that In

1956 the population was Increas-
Ing at the rtte of five for every
thousand persons.

But if that 1936 rate continues
it will wing up In a loss of two
persons per thousand, due to ex-
cens denths over births. The
present alight favorable balance
of “five” Is due to a preponder-
ance of persons at ages of low
mortality and high fertility,
They are producing the alight
margin of extra children,

newer balance In the country’s
“Life Books,” he sald, means

When that balance Is complet-
od, If the fertile are producing
only at their present ratio, the
country’s birth rate will read the
“minus two"

Negroes In the oities are los-
Ing thelr fertility, Notesteln sald,
having already hecome less fortile
than native whites, who In turn
rank behind foreign-bhorn Amer-
leuns, The reason for the negro
birth decline, he added, appears
to bhe n higher proportion  of
chlldlessness Among ealored
women,

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Calvin Coolidee onece related that when
he was a boy in the hills of Vermont the only
merchandise he saw was in the country
store, but his horizon was broadened by the
advertisine of thin=s that appealed to youth.
With his desires aroused for the interesting
and better things in life, he strove to obtain
them. Asserting that advertising performs
a distinet public service, Mr. Coolidge ex-
plained, “It is essential in the first instance
to produce good merchandise but it is just
as essential to create a desire for it."

This, in a nut-shell, Is the service of ad-
vertising. As Calvin Coolidge implied, the
most useful household appliance, the long-
est-wearing rubber tire, or the best mouse-
trap in the world will never be popular if
hidden from the public. We cannot have
desires for things we do not know about. No
motorist was concerned about having knee-
action in his car until he learned sbout its
advantages through advertising. Yet it rep-
resents a marked improvement In riding
comfort.

A century ago it took a long time to in-
troduce any improvement in the way of liv-
Ing.
