Warehouse Fire 
Monday Night Here

Loralne suffered its worst fire 
In many years last Monday 
night when one o f the cotton 
warehouses belongin'? to J. L.. 
W oodrow and Carl Pratt burned 
to the ground with Its contents, 
approximately 800 bales o f gov 
em ment loan cotton In storage 
Damage was estimated at about 
$120,000, the cotton being fully 
covered by Insurance but the 
building, valued at $5,000, had 
only $2200 insurance.

The fire  was first discovered 
about six p. m. in the west end 
o f the warehouse but within 
few  minutes had spread to cov­
er the entire warehouse. Some 
believe that sparks from the bur 
burner at the Producers Gin set 
the cotton afire, others believe 
the bur burners do not put out 
enough sparks to set a fire.

Loralne volunteer firemen and 
a crew from  the Colorado City 
fire department fought the blaze 
fo r several hours before bring­
ing It under control. The l/>r- 
alne firemen stayed all night to 
keep another warehouse nearby, 
containing approximately 1000 
bales, from  catching tire.

A salvage crew went to work 
Tuesday morning to save what 
cotton they could, though not 
much o f it was worth salvaging.

Insurance rates w ill be higher 
In Loralne next year as a result 
o f the fire  losses this fall. A  25 
percent credit fo r good fire 
record w ill be wiped out and 
possibly a penalty attached.

TRANSPORT:
Policy Boord Asked

A move to establish a central 
policy board to Integrate and su- 
I>ervlse United States programs 
covering air, water, rails and high­
ways was to be urged upon Presi­
dent Truman. Charles Sawyer, 
commerce secretary, was the cabi­
net rrrember who would broach the 
matter to the President.

According to proponents of the 
move, it would save the taxpayers 
• big part of the 15 billion dollars 
now being spent by the Individual 
agencies having to do with various 
forms of transportation.

THE REPORT on the matter, 
which is to go to the President, may 
call for studies as to whether the j 
government should Impose "user 
charges'* on the air and trucking 
lines, shipping firms and railroads 
which benefit from federal outlays 
on highways, airports, harbor work 
and other facilities.

It was said the commerce secre­
tary's report was now in the rough- 
draft stage after talks with all agen­
cies concerned.

According to supporters of the 
move, it was designed only to effect 
an efficient national transportation 
system, with high emphasis on mil­
itary usefulness—at lowest possible 
costs in federal outlays.

HOWEVER, most Americans and 
certainly the transportation com­
panies would see quite a great deal 
more in the proposal, especially in 
the mention of a "users' charge" 
plan.

To tax the transportation agencies 
for use of highways, air or sea lanes, 
would mean nothing more than in­
creased cost to patrons of these 
■ gencies, which would mean added 
tax. but under another name. With 
railroads already granted passen­
ger fare rates over large sections 
of the country, with air lines scream­
ing for subsidies and with the mer­
chant n.arlne requiring subsidy if It 
Is to remain in action, the "users' 
charge" proposal was certain to 
meet with monumental opposition.

The people, at long last, were be­
coming aware of the growing hypoc­
risy In federal promises of better 
service and cheaper costs, by add- 
teg to the price of this or that com­
modity or service vital to the peo- 
ple.

CHINA:
A New Try?

Chinese Reds 
seemed easily in the saddle and 
likely to remain there barring some 
militant action from the West—a 
wholly improbable occurrence.

THE U N IT E D  STATES and the 
United Nations had asked 30 coun­
tries to join in a demand on Chi­
nese Cor.imunists that U S. Consul 
Angus Ward be freed, and those 
nations agreed But there was little 
said about what would be done if 
the Reds declined to free the U S. 
consular official

In another move, the ailing LI 
Tsung-jen. acting president of the 
practically defunct Nationalist re­
gime since Chiang Kai-shek " re ­
tired" some months ago. might at­
tempt to form a third Chinese gov­
ernment. independent of both the 
Reds and Chiang. Informed quar­
ters in Hong Kong speculated to 
some extent on the possibility of 
such a maneuver.

FOREIGN OBSERVERS arriv­
ing in Hong Kong argued that it 
was fair speculation that I.i might 
attempt to form an anti-Cornmu- 
riist. anti-Chiang organization and 
go to the United States to seek sub­
stantial material a.d. According to 
these sources. Li was experted to 
go to Washington soon to bolster 
the aid pleas of his personal con­
tact man. Kan Chieh-hou. who has 
been there several months.

But wouldn’t Li be whistling up 
a drain pipe in any effort to involve 
American cash in a China venture 
which for all practical purposes 
has been written off the books'*

If Chiang, with the Nationalist 
government behind him and sup­
ported by extensive U S. funds and 
arms, couldn’t stem the Red tide, 
how could Li believe he could con­
vince the U S. that he could do it, 
especially since he’d have to split 
Chiang's forces and followers to 
grt any followers of his own?

U.S. PRESTIGE:
Suffers in China

The prestige of the United States 
was Buffering in China and wasn't 
gaining any ground elsewhere as a 
result of the fence-sitting policy on 
what to do about U.S. consul gen­
eral Angus Ward, a prisoner of 
the Chinese Communists. Ward and 
four consu-lar attaches were being 
held incommunicado in Mukden on 
charges they heat up a Chinese 
workman in the consulate some 
weeks ago.

NO O N E  wanted war and there 
was no intention of jingoism in 
charges of U S .  indifference to 
Ward’s plight and its own prestige 
that were being hurled generally. 
It just looked bad for the most 
powerful nation in the world —al­
ready up to the shoulders in a pres­
sure war with Russia—to let Rus­
sian-dominated Chinese hold a top 
consular official. {

As even a schoolboy knows, 
“ face,”  or prestige, is a great 
thing In the oriental mind, and if 
the U.S. planned ever to do any­
thing about recovering China from 
the Communists, a sustained hands- 
off policy In the Ward incident 
wouldn't aid the effort.

Gerhart Eisicr, t h e  balding. | 
chunky little Communist who fled 
the U S. aboard the Polish-owned 
ship Batory while on bail on a con- 
tempt-of-congress charge, had bet­
ter stay put in the Russian zone 
of Germany.

THE UNITED  STATES supreme 
court emphasized that advice when 
It rejected Eisler’s appeal, a ruling 
which meant Eisler faced a $1,000 
fine and possible imprisonment if 
he returned to America. Eisler 
had attracted widespread notoriety 
because of reports that he was the 
Number One Communist in Amer­
ica.

While on bail. Eisler left America 
by stowing awav on the Batory. He 
went first to England, which re­
fused to hold him for U.S. aclion, i 
and then to Russian-held Germany. , 
Recently he was named chief of 
the newly formed Soviet zone in­
formation ministry.

THE CASE against Eisler arose 
when he refused to be sworn as a 
witness before the house un-Amer­
ican activities committee.

Cut Demanded

Byrnes, former U.S. senator and 
one-time secretary of state, sharp­
ly criticized administration spend­
ing and called for a cut In federal 
taxes and public debt.

BYRD INSISTED that the spend­
ing slash he urged could be brought 
about by eliminating recent In­
creases In "ftjore than SO budget 
Items:" a two billion dollar cut in 
"nonessential and deferable spend­
ing through "prompt and effective" 
unification of tha armed services.

Byrnes declared the nation’s 
"real trouble is debt and taxes. 
We cannot cure It by more debt 
and more taxes. We should devote 
to cutting expenditures seme of the 
thought we are devoting to taxing 
and borrowing.'*

These vlcwa srould endear neith­
er gentlemen to Prcaldent Tram an 
srho la alwaya less polite to critics 
of his Spending policies.

To Make Sachets

Personalized sachets make ideal 
gifts when given with handkerchiefs 
or lingerie, or in sets of two or 
three.

El e c t r ic it y  was discovered,

So it is in the realm 
of the spirit. Jere­
miah b e  prophet. Dr. Foreman

i b e  ''man who discovered b e  in- 
I dividual.”  But 2700 years after hii 
> time, the individual needs redls- I  covering. Even in the chi'rch. somt 
' people live and act as it Jeremiah'i 
discovery had never been made.

A Man Stands Alone

Al t h o u g h  j e r e m ia h  was a
priest and aristocrat by birb, 

his own class disowned him. The 
story in Jeremiah 26 shows dram- 
aticaUy why b is was. He predicted 
doom for his nation, and since hit 
own ''upper-bracket”  people were 
b e  nation's leaders, b ey  con- 
tidered Jeremiah's attitude noi 
only unpatriotic but a downrighi 
personal insult.

If it had been left to b e  
priests and the official prophets, 
b e  day of Jeremiah’s sermon 
at b e  temple would have been 
his last. To put it bluntly, b e  
difference between Jeremiah 
and an b e  other "propheta” 
and priests could be put b is  
way: He knew b e  nation was 
too rotten to last, but they 
bought it was plenty good 
enough.

They probably could have agreed 
w ib  him ba t a wicked nation de­
serves divine punishment; only they 
could see nobing wrong w ib  Judah.

Religion by Proxy?

Th e y  were mistaken many ways.
Mistake number one: They

bought b e  Temple, w ib  all bat 
went on in it, was much more im­
portant to God ban it really was. 
The whole business—Temple, white- 
robed priests, chanting choirs, b e  
burning of animals, b e  bcense 
and b e  mystic lights—it had be­
come b  b e lr eyes a sort of im­
mense good-luck charm. They 
bought: Surely God will not de­
stroy a city ba t contains bis 
Temple!

But Jeremiah saw brongb 
b a t  mistake. Institutiona, rit- * 
naiR arganisations, ceremonies, 
■acraments, these are all simply 
means to an end, b ey  have no 
valno In bemselves. Every­
thing we call ’ 'pnblio worship’* 
la good only If and so far as It 
lifts and cleanses b e  spirits of 
the worhipers and brings bem  
nearer God.
The most perfect and impressive 

worship, engaged b  by bose whose 
hearts are evil, beomes a blas­
phemy. A fine church is no substi­
tute for fb e  people. A beautiful 
worship program will not conceal 
from God’s eye unbeautiful souls.

Mistake number two: The priests 
and prophets supposed llWrc was 
such a b b g  as religion by proxy. 
They bought b e  priests by carry- 
b g  on b e ir duties could take care 
of b e  aibation.

God writes on the heart

An o t h e r  m is t a k e  made by
bose poor fools of falso proph­

ets and priests was in supposing 
b ey  had b e  Law of God, when all 
b ey  had was two tables of stone 
shut up in a box (I Kings 8:9).
