Head Coach James Wil­
liams describes Hollis as 
having “ real good height—a 
pretty large team.”

The Tiger backfield will 
average 180 to 185 pounds, 
while the line should average 
around 190.

In a scrimmage with 
Memphis Friday, Sept. 27, 
Hollis tied the Cyclone with 
two touchdowns each. In spite 
of this tie, the Tigers seemed 
to rpove the ball a little better 
than their opponents.

Their first scrimmage was 
with much larger Altus JV, 
when they showed some good 
passing and long runs, yet 
Coach Bill Cummins was 
disappointed over the condi­
tioning of the team, which he 
thought had some lack of 
self-discipline when they 
tired.

“ It’s tiresome for a 170 
pounder to move a big 220 or 
230 pounder all night long, but 
we are just going to have to 
get in good enough condition 
that we can do it,” he told 
Tiger fans.

Hollis coach Larry Taylor, 
who scouted the Wellington- 
Seymour scrimmage, said the 
Skyrockets “ looked outstand­
ing against Seymour.”

Back at Hollis quarterback 
position is Gary Jones, 6’4” 
and 185 pounder. About the 
same size is linebacker-offen­
sive end Floyd Rogers. This 
boy had a cornea transplant 
on one eye and was out for 
part of the 1975 season.

Hollis is running a similar 
offense to last year, the I

formation, with a 5-man front 
on defense.

“ As far as I can tell, they 
look real strong, with a lot of 
height. For us to win, we are 
going to have to play 
outstanding ball for our first 
game,” Coach Williams de­
clared.

The Skyrockets have come 
out of two scrimmages with no 
injuries. “ We are fortunate.

Miss Pearl'Strong of Abra 
community celebrated her 
86th birthday Friday, August 
27. For 84 of those 
years, she has lived on the 
same farm, since 1892 when 
her father, the late G.H. 
Strong, homestead there.

A highlight of the birthday 
was a party given by Mrs. 
Rudie Tate and her mother, 
Mrs. W.R. Breeding, in the 
Tate home. This was to have 
been a surprise until someone 
suggested that the energetic 
and lively honoree might have 
other plans for the afternoon.

Miss Strong lives much in 
the present, reading her 
newspaper every day. Neigh­
bors, however, know of her 
vast reservoir of memories and 
her clear precise mind that 
enables her to give great 
amounts of early Collings­
worth history accurately and in 
detail.

Within the last year, when 
Mrs. Clyde Magee of McLean 
wrote the history of the 
Enterprise School, she had 
Miss Strong’s help in 
remembering many happen­

ings, and m checking the 
accuracy of others.

The birthday party was a 
time to draw out some of these 
memories.

Her parents brought their 
family from Denton County, 
where so many other people 
here have their roots. They 
came in a covered wagon.

But they were not the first of 
the family to come. Miss 
Strong’s grandfather, Ralph 
Byrum arrived in 1889. By 
1901, he had moved to 
Hutchinson County.

As late as 1894-95, people 
came through in wagons 
drawn by oxen. But these were 
transients, on their way to 
New Mexico seeking land. 
Miss Strong points out.

Mr. Strong was one of the 
early wheat growers. He found 
he could make as much profit 
again from his crop if he 
hauled his grain to Quanah, a 
6-day round trip, had it ground 
into flour, then made the long 
haul back. He sold it to 
neighbors and the big 
ranches. She recalls the Rowe 
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points beyond that.

Crops that are the pride of 
Collingsworth will be on 
exhibit at the county fair 
Friday and Saturday, Septem­
ber 10 and 11.

Chairmen of the agricultural 
and horticultural crops are 
County Agent Don Reeves and 
Tim Detweiler, farm research 
assistant for the Northwest 
Texas Research-Demonstra­
tion program.

Exhibits will be in Bura 
Handley Community center.

Community exhibits are 
open to all rural communities, 
and applications for a booth 
must be made with one of the 
chairmen by Tuesday, Sep­
tember 7.

Booths must be set up by 
5:00 ^.m. Thursday, Sept. 9 
and remain until 5:00 p.m. 
Saturday, Sept. 11. Judging 
will be after 7:00 p.m. 
Thursday.

Those in charge of booths 
may replace products after the 
judging. The building will be 
open to the public at 11:00 
a.m. Friday.

Each entry must have been 
grown in 1976 by members of 
the community represented.

Each booth must have 20 of 
the products listed in the 
various classes below, in the 
quantity specified.

Booths will be scored on 
neatness, attractiveness and 
arrangem ents, and their 
products will be judged on 
quality, maturity, preparation, 
purity as to variety and 
uniformity.

There will be an open 
division displaying the same 
products as the community 
booths.

Any predominant crop 
grown in the county not listed 
in Class 1 through 7 may be 
used in the booth exhibits, but 
not in the individual competi­
tion.

First through third place 
ribbons will be given.

AGRICULTURAL CROPS
Class 1: 10 heads or ears of 

open or closed head milo 
hybrids, any other variety 
milo, kaffir, yellow or white 
com.

Class 2: grains and seeds, 
one-half gallon, of any variety 
of wheat, oats, rye, and 
barley, also milo hybrids, any 
other variety milo, kaffir, 
hegari, Spanish peanuts, 
cream peas, blackeyed peas, 
any other variety peas, pinto 
beans, any other variety 
beans, common sudan, any 
variety sweet sorghum, alfal­
fa, millet, any variety guar, 
any variety clover, sorghum 
almum, soybeans and sun­
flowers.

Class 3: grass seed, one 
pound: weeping love, sand 
love, side oats gamma, sudan, 
s^nd bluestem, Indian or any 
other.

Class 4: sheaf forage
bundles: samples must be 3 
inches in diameter at center 
and 18 to 48 inches or more in 
length: millet, alfalfa, sudan, 
clover, sorghum almum, or 
any variety sorghum.

Grasses: sand love, weeping 
love, Indian, Sand bluestem, 
switch, side oats gamma, little 
bluestem, or any other variety.

Cotton: 20 bolls or three 
pounds of picked cotton.

Fruits (5 each): apples, 
pears, grapes and peaches.

Vegetables: one cashew; 6 
of okra, onions, ears of com.

tomatoes; three cantalopes; 
one watermelon; three sum­
mer squash; one pie pumpkin; 
12 Irish potatoes, 12 sweet 
potatoes; three green cucum­
bers; one winter squash; one 
field pumpkin; 6 hot peppers;

other type melon; greenbeans 
of any variety; and three 
eggplants.

the cowboys slowed the cattle 
to count them as they went 
through. It took three or four 
hours for them to pass, and 
when the last one was counted, 
cattle, walking two to four 
abreast, were in a line 
stretching for two miles.

The first time Miss Strong 
came to Wellington there were 
two stores. She came in 1904 
to attend school, boarding 
with Mrs. D.M Henard. She 
had previously gone to school 
at Enterprise. There are many 
lively memories of this 
period .. . “ when Kate Cocke 
fell in the cistern” (Neighbors 
had the child almost out by the 
time someone could run to 
town for her father)...and a- 
gain when Dr. S.A. ̂ Street, dri­
ving his “ little red racer” , lost 
control and drove through the 
fence into the family garden. 
The machine bogged down 
and friends had to help him

dig it out.
Preaching was important in 

the lives of these early 
settlers. M inisters of all 
denominations were welcome 
and everybody went to hear 
them.

The first Sunday school was 
at Dozier, with Mrs. Claude 
Caperton, T.B. Starkey, Mrs. 
Sam Norwood and Mrs. John 
Coleman (mother of the 
Coleman brothers) as teach­
ers. This was about 1898. 
Later, they went to Sunday 
School at Lake Creek until the 
Methodists built their church 
at Dozier. There were many 
young people in the commun­
ity. Dances and picnics 
provided fun.

Since the death of her 
brother, C.E. Strong, Miss 
Strong has lived alone.

She milks her cow, looks 
after a few chickens, and 
checks her windmill every day.
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She walks a round trip of one 
mile to get her mail. She 
regrets she can no longer walk 
a mile in 15 minutes. It was 
just a few years ago she quit 
driving her car.

50-pound sacks.
Then there was the time 

Wellington ran out of flour.
E.T. O’Neil owned the 

general mercantile and was 
trying to find a source. L. A. 
Stall said he’s seen Mr. Strong 
going south with a load of 
wheat. They waited for his 
return.

Mr. O’Neil offered to buy 
flour, or even to borrow some, 
said Miss Strong. The sale was 
made, Mr. Strong adding that 
when he ran out he’d just take 
another load to Quanah.

Miss Strong was along when 
her father started to Memphis 
with another load, last of the 
season. Now everyone who 
crossed Salt Fork knew about 
quick sand and risked being 
caught in it.

The Strongs were almost 
across. The team and front 
wheels were on solid ground, 
when the back wheels 
suddenly dropped. The entire 
load of wheat poured out in the 
river as the horses struggled 
to pull the wagon free.

Sometimes she, herself, was 
caught in the quicksand while 
riding horseback. She simply 
shrugs this off.

Big cattle drives still came 
through during her childhood.

One herd of several 
thousand came from the west 
en route to the Rocking Chair 
Ranche. At the Strong’s gate.

There are more than 13 
million living veterans of 
World Warr II at an average 
age of 57, the Veterans 
Administration reports.

Remember the ill-fated 
BRAVO cigarettes? These 
were the non-tobacco ciga­
rettes made in Hereford from 
lettuce leaves. That scheme 
didn’t work, although the idea 
had a tremendous amount of 
merit. Now, Qeanese Corpo­
ration is marketing a cellulose 
mixture to European cigarette 
makers. The cigarette supple­
ment is called Cytrel and 
Celanese has been working for 
18 years to develop it for 
commercial application at a 
developmental cost of $18 
million. Cytrel and a British 
compound, “ NSM” are mixed 
with tobacco in order to reduce 
tar and nicotine without 
eliminating the taste . The 
usual mixture is 80% tobacco 
and 20% supplement.

The big market for the 
“ false fags’’, as the British 
call them is England where 
there are 22 million smokers 
who consume 138 billion 
cigarettes a year, despite a 
strong government campaign 
against smoking. Eventually, 
all smokers everywhere will be 
the target.

Courtaulds, an English 
textile m anufacturing giant 
gave up on its attempt to 
produce a synthetic compound 
because it would have had to 
bet another $5 million on top 
of almost $2 million already

But millions of 
additional dollars will have to 
be spent before the British 
government appointed Inde­
pendent Scientific Committee 
on Smoking and Health will 
make a final ruling on the 
acceptability of the substitute 
compounds. Without a favor­
able ruling from that gorup, 
none of the European 
countries including Great 
Britain will permit the “ false 
fags’’ to be sold.

Other Editors Say . , . .

Making America Beautiful
Most of us have been visuaUy assaulted by 

commercials or billboards urging Americans to keep 
America beautiful. The ads are sponsored, not by 
people tired of being trashed by careless tourists, 
b u t by an  o rg an iza tio n  ca lled  K eep  A m erica 
Beautiful.

The organization includes several business 
firms, mostly those that m anufacture or distribute 
roadside litter—more generally known as throwaway 
beverage containers.

Purpose of the commercials is to convince 
Americans that people, not disposable, containers, 
are the cause of litter, just as the gun lobby insists 
that people, not guns, do the killing.

This finally has dawned on the Environmental 
Protection Agency, which endorses legislation to 
require a deposit on containers and which has been a 
m em ber o f the advisory council of Keep America 
Beautiful. So the EPA withdrew.

Sure, picking up litter is an admirable pastime. 
But the public should bear in mind that the real 
purpose of th e  commercials is to convince Americans 
that they can live with throwaway containers. 
Diverting attention from the real cause of roadside 
litter is the actual motive.

The most effective way to reduce roadside trash 
is to encourage the purchase of soft drinks and beer 
in returnable containers.

AUSTIN — House Speaker 
Bill Clayton is crusading to 
check the constant upward 
spiral of state spending but 
getting little encourage­
ment.

Clayton’s motion to order 
the Legislative Budget 
Board staff to cut agency 
budgets 10 per cent was 
toned down to recommend 
the reduction where there 
would be "no significant 
loss of services.”

Few agencies so far have 
indicated they could oper­
ate without "significant 
loss of services” with a re­
duced budget.

LBB Assistant Director 
Jim Oliver said selected 
agency requests would 
boost spending above the 
projected surplus (not in­
cluding increases for pri­
sons, youth correctional 
facilities and welfare).

Meanwhile, LBB ap­
proved for inclusion in the 
proposed budget draft a 
pay raise of about six per 
cent for state employees.

Clayton argues that if 
spending continues to in­
crease at the rates of re­
cent years, the state will be 
bankrupted or major new 
taxes must be enacted.

The speaker is aiming at 
House reorganization to 
save a quarter of a million 
dollars. Some jobs will be 
eliminated.

Gov. Dolph Briscoe has 
recommended creation of a 
$1 billion capital reserve 
fund for investment in the 
era of surplus and 
Clayton has come up with 
a similar idea. The speaker 
concedes, however, passing 
a temporary one per cent 
reduction in the sales tax 
might be easier. Demands 
for increased budget de­
monstrate neither will be 
very easy.

Capitol ’’H istoric”
Texas State Capitol at

last is "historic”.
A marker proclaiming it 

as such was dedicated in 
the rotunda last week.

Only one former gover­
nor, Preston Smith, was on 
hand for the ceremony. 
There were conflicting re­
ports as to whether or not 
Gov. Briscoe was invited.

The Constitutional Con­
vention of 1876 set aside 
three million acres of pub­
lic land to help finance the 
now-historic building, 
which was completed in 
1888.

Aid P lan Developing
Public meetings by the 

State Bar this fall will at­
tempt to determine needs 
and develop a plan to meet 
needs of the developmen- 
tally disabled.

Plans will attempt to aid 
those suffering from au­
tism, cerebral palsy, 
epilepsy and mental retar­
dation. Hearings will be 
held September 13 in El 
Paso, September 14 in Mid­
land and September 16 in 
Amarillo.

Loan H earing Held
A key state loan prog­

ram for Texas college and 
university students may be 
in danger of a $6 million a 
year cutback.

A Coordinating Board, 
Texas College and Univer­
sity System committee 
held a hearing this week to 
discuss a proposed U. S. Of­
fice of Education restric­
tion on the Hinson- 
Hazlewood program.

The program could face a 
substantial cutback in its 
line of credit for federal in­
surance in 1976-77 unless 
the Board and USOE can 
agree on a plan to reduce 
the overall default rate of 
15.56 per cent.

USOE wants the 
Hinson-Hazlewood loans 
limited to students at 
Texas institutions where

Austin State School may 
not use appropriated funds 
to lease or otherwise ac­
quire facilities in San An­
tonio for residential ser­
vices programs for men­
tally retarded persons in 
Bexar County.

Facade easements to a 
building’s exterior (without 
disturbing private control 
of the interior) are valid in 
Texas and may be granted 
to Texas Historical Com­
mission.

Unemployment Down
State unemployment 

rates dropped to 5.7 per 
cent in July — four-tenths 
of one per cent below the 
June figure.

Texas Employment 
Commission Chairman 
Harold K. Dudley said the 
decline follows a seasonal 
pattern, since many re­
move themselves from the 
labor force if unable to find

employment by midsum­
mer.

Last year’s July rate of 
joblessness was six per 
cent.

The July work force was 
5,469,500, with 5,156,500 
employed. Total employ­
ment for June was 
5,149,000.

National unadjusted job­
less rate for July was 7.8 
per cent.

Texas rates vary region­
ally from a low of 3.5 per 
cent in the Amarillo area 
to 12.1 per cent in the 
Laredo area. The Dallas- 
Fort Worth rate was 5.1 
per cent and the Houston 
rate 5.9 per cent.

Explorer Scout Tells 
Of Philmont Experience

N orw ood FFA Begins W ork

Craig Darter, along with 
Jimmy Morgan, Neal Van Pelt 
and Chuck Darter, attended 
the Explorer Challenge Camp 
at Philmont Boy Scout Camp 
in northeastern New Mexico in 
late July and early August. 
Here he tells in diary form of 
the 13 days wilderness trek.
By Craig Darter

Monday, July 26: We 
arrived at the Philmont gates 
at 10:00 o’clock Mountain 
Time. We unloaded our gear 
and Joe Mingus (the leader) 
checked us in a the main 
office. We were then assigned 
tents. After this we ate lunch 

. at the dining hall.
*' Later on, we went to the 

trading post to see what we 
wanted to get. After supper, 
we got our money together 
that we were leaving at the 
Base Camp and Joe took us 
down to the Welcome Center.

We went to a campfire, 
where they told the New 
Mexico Story. It rained that 
afternoon from about 1:30 
p.m. to 6:00 o’clock.

Tuesday, July 27: We got up 
at 5:45 a.m. and went to 
breakfast. We had pancakes, 
hot chocolate, sausage, and 
cereal. Next we got our packs 
checked and weighed. The 
heaviest pack weighed 48 
pounds. We left at 10:00 a.m. 
for our first hike. We hiked 
1V2 miles to Rayado River 
Camp where we spent the 
night. Scott Goodfellow, our 
ranger, showed us all the 
things to do, how to put up our 
tents and mainly how to cook 
the dehydrated food. We 
camped by a creek.

Wednesday, July 28: We 
got up at 6 o’clock and had 
breakfast, and left about 7:30. 
While hiking to Toothache 
Springs, our next camp, we 
saw five deer. We had about 
one mile to go and it was 
steep. We stopped and rested 
about six times going up it. 
The deer acted as though they

were posing for pictures.
We reached our campsite at 

10:00 o’clock, set up camp and 
ate lunch at 11:30. We went on 
a side hike to another camp 
and had a program about 
useful plants. We got back 
about 4:00 p.m . and had 
supper then went to bed.

Thursday, July 29: All of us 
were up by 5:30 a.m. and had 
breakfast. Scott Goodfellow 
left us on our own this 
morning. We left camp at 8:00 
and hiked SV2 miles to Miner’s 
Park. We got there about 
11:30 and had lunch.

After lunch we hiked up to 
the top of a mountain to learn 
how to repell off of mountains. 
We all took showers and 
washed our clothes (it was 
nice). It hasn’t rained in two 
days and we hope it won’t any 
more. It has been another 
beautiful and tiring day.

Friday, July 30: We got off 
to an early start because of a 
long, uphill hike. We ate 
breakfast on the trail. It took 
us about 30 minutes for us to 
eat then we were on the trail 
again. Around 9:00 Joe’s pack 
frame broke down. It took one 
hour to fix.

We got to Fish Camp at 
11:30, the hike was 7 miles 
from an elevation of 7,600 feet 
to 9,400 feet.

We were shown Waite 
Phillips house. He was the 
man who donated Philmont to 
the Boy Scouts of America. 
The house is insured for 1 
million dollars. After that we 
went and learned how to tie 
flies.

Saturday, July 31: We had a 
long hike so we were up by 
5:45 and had pancakes for 
breakfast. We hiked up to 
Phillips Junction to get food 
and supplies. We left there 
and headed for Apache 
Springs our next camp. We 
got there about 1:00. It 
sprinkled a little but not hard. 
Craig caught a chipmunk in a 
snare and we saw some elk.

Sunday, August 1: We had a

Camp. Here we learned about 
trapping and hunting. We also 
were able to load and fire the
old black powder guns. At 8:00 
p.m. we went to watch the 
sunset. From where we were 
we could see over 80 miles to 
the Twin Peaks in Colorado.

Wednesday, August 4: This 
morning we got up at 6:00 and 
left without eating breakfast. 
We hiked to the top of Mount 
Phillips which is 11,860 feet 
tall. We took some pictures 
then ate breakfast.

We got to Cyther’s Mine at 
11:30. They had little shelters 
for you to sleep under. We 
went through a mine and were 
shown tools and different ways 
of mining. After that we 
panned for gold without any 
luck.

After supper we went to a 
campfire, sang some songs 
then went back to camp. 
About 3:30 a.m. we woke up to 
the sound of Joe hitting on the 
wall of our open faced cabin.
