Burns was placed on probation 
for a year and a day.

The film and radio comedian, 
who is the straight member o f 
Burns and Allen, did not speak 
while Judge William Bondy as­
sessed a fine, which was almost 
twice the value o f the smuggled 
gems and nearly eight times what 
the duty would have been.

Bums turned white when the 
judge said. “ I aentence you to 
one year and a day in prison— ” 
but he sighed with relief a mo­
ment later when Judge Bondy 
uddod — “ I shall suspend Imposi­
tion of sentence during good be­
havior.”

After the brief proceedings fed­
eral authorities announced that 
Bums would be available as a 
witness at another trial growing 
out o f the activities of Albert M. 
t'haperau, international soldier of 
fortune, who has pleaded guilty 
to smuggling Jewelry and clothing 
for clients of film and cafe so­
ciety.

The Impending trial referred to 
was obviously that of Jack Benny, 
Burns' rival for film and radio 
honors, who pleaded not guilty to 
similar charges.

Cisco Man Given 
Term In Stamford 

Robbery Of Nov. 13
ANSON, Jan. 1.— Blame for his 

entanglement with the law Mon­
day was given two companions by 
J. M. Eudy, 42, o f Cisco, who 
pleaded guilty to the November lit 
armed robbery of a filling stdtion 
in west Stamford.

Eudy, who said he has a wife 
and seven children, received a 
minimum sentence of five years 
in prison from Judge Milbum S. 
Long, who had exchanged courts 
with Judge W. R. Chapman.

Eudy told 104th district court 
jurors (required in trial on a capi­
tal offense even when the plea is 
guilty) that he understood he was 
accepting a ride to Fort Worth 
when he left hi* home with Kex- 
field Holt o f Cisco and L. L. Pow- 
ell o f Eastland. They are in jail 
in default of bond, pending trial 
in connection with the same rob­
bery.

Subsequently, the n  defendant 
testified, he was informed the au­
tomobile in which he rode was 
stolen. He said his companions told 
him they were bound not for Fort 
Worth but El Paso, where a mar­
ket assertedly awaited the car.

Eudy said they drove by a cor- 
cuitous route to Stamford, where 
a filling station with Glenn Dod­
son in charge was robbed, then 
fled, but not to El Paso. The tnio 
drove to Oklahoma City, failq* tp 
sell the automobile because tM g 
were without proper papers, tnen 
finally went to Fort Worth, he 
recounted.

The Ciscoan left his companions 
only 15 minutes before their ar­
rest and later surrendered “ to 
face the music.”

CHAMBERLAIN

LONDON, Jan. 31. —  Prime 

Minister Neville Chamberlain of 
Great Britain called on European 
nations tonight to consider a halt 
in the arms race and hold a gen­
eral conference to assure peace.

In a speech to the house of com­
mons, replying to Adolf Hitler’s 
speech o f last night, Chamberlain 
extended to other nations a plea 
to show their emphatic desire for 
peace and thus make a conference 
possible,

"What is wanted is not merely 
words, which indicate a desire for 
peace,’ ’ he said, "but what is 
wanted is willingness to enter in­
to arrangements for, if not dis­
armament, at least limitation.”  

Then he enlarged his point that 
such a conference would be un- 
urcessful unless the nations en­

tering into it were determined on 
its success.

Chamberlain told the house of 
commons that the “ huge resources 
and the alliances and friendships 
we have with other countries,”  
would assure Great Britain o f 
victory in event o f a new Euro­
pean war.

"It is untrue to say that the 
policy o f appeasement has failed,” 
he declared. “ On the contrary I 
maintain that the policy of ap­
peasement is steadily succeeding.”

Witnesses said 
that words were exchanged and 
that suddenly White and Sheriff 
Hose drew their guns and started 
shooting.

More than 200 dancers were 
panic stricken as the bullets 
whizzed among them. White and 
Hendrix fell to the floor dead.

The wounded were Mrs. John 
Strange, said to be in a danger­
ous condition from a thigh wound, 
which cut an artery; I. J. Huval, 
commander o f the Kerley-Croas- 
man Post of the American Le­
gion, wounded in the left foot; G. 
F. Mitchell, a flesh wound in the 
right arm, and an unidentified 
woman who suffered a slight leg 
wound.

Sheriff Rose had raided the
club earlier this month and had 
filed charges against White for 
illegal sale o f liquor.

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Business Men 
Have Writer’s Cramp

To read that the United States is attempting to simp­
lify systems under which individuals and business con­
cerns had to render 13.">,500.000 returns and reports to the 
federal government last year brings a mixed reaction.

First, there is faint pleasure that something is being 
done about it. And second there is chagrin that we have 
allowed ourselves to be overwhelmed in such a mass of 
bookkeeping.

Many a business man can tell you these davs of special 
clerks hired and of the increasing amount of time of regu­
lar employes and himself devoted to answering question­
naires. filling out reports, and mailing both to Washing­
ton. It is a serious handicap to,the conduct o f business.

Many tme Americans have laughed at the methods of 
the German dictatorship wherein 60 to 80 forms have to be 
filled out to consummate an ordinary business transaction. 
Many times they have laughed at Russian Communist red 
tape which so ensnarls executives that they dare not make 
the slightest administrative move without an endless cor­
respondence with Moscow.

Are we getting ourselves in the same boat? If there is 
any chance o f it, we’d better get out quickly while there 
is still time.

One of the outstanding advantages which a system of 
free enterprise has over any kind of a socialist setup is the 
lack o f centralized control, the ability of individual man- 
agers and executives to make decisions, right or wrong, on 
the spot without clearing them through a central point. 
With all the faults of free enterprise, this advantage is a 
real one. It makes for flexibility, speed, efficiency.

It is difficult, however, to see how any socialistic sys­
tem (or any totalitarian system) can help being largely 
centralized. The sheer inability of any central clearing 
point to funnel through itself the mass of decisions neces­
sary to the day’s work of a great countrv is one of the most 
valid objections to socialism.

But to have the disadvantage of centralization with­
out the other advantages claimed for socialism, is folly. 
Ever)* scrap of this red tape that can possibly be snipped 
away without sacrificing objectives that have properlv 
found a place in the central government, ought to be shear­
ed o /f  without delay.

rHE New York Stock Exchange
is looking for a new economist. 

This may seem a matter of no 
noment to anyone, but it does 
l ive some public significance.

Nothing is more ambiguous or 
iven dubious now than the role 
if the economist in business. 
Large manufacturing concerns 
unploy engineers, accountants, 
buyers. They hire them to ad- 
rise them on engineering prob- 
-ims, accounting problems, legal 
iroblems. When they hire them 
hey want the truth from them.

But economists have seemed to 
play a different role in business. 
There are some economic factors 
shich business concerns ought to 
ie advised about, but the average 
|irge scale business man regards 
timself as quite an economist. 
He also realizes that he has 
lomething to sell to the public 
resides his product. He wants to 
I'll good will He wants to con­
vince prospective stock and bond- 
i liters that his place in the 
conomic world is sound.
Very often, therefore, when he 

iires an “economist" he is 
looking for someone who will act. 
not so much as his adviser, as 
he public's—someone who will 
xeep inventing and pumping ar­
guments into the public to con­
vince it that the organization is 
ound, to convince legislatures 
nd Congress that laws the or­

ganization wishes or opposes are 
either sound or unsound.

In other words, the economist 
loo often play* the role of a sort 
of glorified publicity man. He 
often play* a part like that of 
.hose old-time quack doctors in 

| eedicino lactones, who gave

testimonials as to the value of
the producers’ nostrums.

If you will remember this, you j 
will see why, when the Stock 
Exchange hired the man who was 
I believe, its first economist, they 
went to Yale and employed a 
professor of English. A id  when 
a large New York bank wanted 
an economist they hired a pro­
fessor of romance languages Iron- 
another university. They wanted 
someone who could write.

In the case of the Stock Ex­
change, the professor of Eng­
lish turned out several books and 
pamphlets, all of which were 
widely circulated to prove that 

| the Stock Exchange was a great 
I institution, that speculation was 
socially essential, that liquidity 
was important to the capitalist 

' system, that specialists could not 
be kept from apeculation without 
ruining society, that margin trad­
ing was a blessing and so on.

Wall Street swarms with these 
kinds of economists. They get 
great reputation* for profound 
wisdom. But some of these days 
the American Economic Associa­
tion. like the Medical Association 
is going to pin the name, “quack,” 
on such economists.

Meantime, tlie Exchange, which 
has instituted many reforms u n -; 
der the leadership of William j 
McChesney Martin, Jr., has an­
other chance to do itself and the 
public a favor.

I It should pick out an able and 
eminent economist wbo will hon­
estly conduct researches for it 
and advise it realistically, but 
who will refuse to permit his 
name to be used to back up iU 
trade crusades. It will turn over 
to its able publicity department 
the job of selling its ware* to 
the public.

Hitler Told on Visit

BARBERTON, O.' —  A one­

time schoolmate of Adolf Hitler 
returned recently from a four- 
month stay in Europe during 
which he had a two-hour chat 
with the Nazi dictator. Charles Ti­
bensky. a stationary engineer, was 
in Czechoslovakia during the cri­
sis there.

He said he asked Hitler during 
their chat to explain the “ hooks" 
forming the Nazi swastika. Hitler 
chuckled, Tibensky said, and re­
plied :

“ Those are to hook the other 
countries.''

Tibensky said he knew Hitler 
35 years ago when both were go­
ing to school in Vienna Tiben­
sky, who came to the United 
States in 1907. had returned to 
Europe for a visit and study in 
1913. Hitler was in day school.

New York Isn’t So 
Big to Westerner*

BRAZIL, Ind.— The tomb of 

Oliver Cromwell, Clay county, 
Ind., pioneer and descendant and 
namesake o f the famous Lord 
Protector of the English Common­
wealth, has been found buried 
deep in a woods in Southern In- 
diana.

For many years the burial site 
was unknown but Harry L. Elkin 
o f Bowling Green, Ind., a great- 
great-nephew o f Cromwell, locat­
ed some family recTds and start­
ed an extensive search.

He came upon the stone vault 
in a dense thicket o f sassafras 
trees on the old Cromwell farm 
near Bowling Green. The tomb 
was built in 1855.

Cromwell settled in Owen coun­
ty, Indiana, in 1824, and later 
moved to Bowling Green where he 
held several public offices. He was 
born in Kentucky in 1783 and en­
listed in the Kentucky militia dur­
ing the War o f 1812, later coming 
under the command of Col. John 
Durley.

He was with. Dudley when the
colonel lost his life in a battle 
with Indians. Dudley has disre­
garded orders concerning pursu­
ing Indians and his troops fell in­
to a trap. Cromwell was taken 
prisoner and saved by the timely 
arrival of Chief Tecumseh.

“Sourdough" and Wife Dig $10,000 
In Ores From A Gold Mine In Year

By United Presa
KRKMMLING. Colo. —  Ten 

thousand dollars a year for pick 
and shovel work—that's what Mr. 
and Mrs. Walter McDaniels dug in 
gold, silver and lead ore from 
their Big Four mine seven miles 
south of here last year, and thus 
realized the dream of every pros­
pector.

McDaniels, an experienced 
"sourdough," two years ago sank 
a shaft in what appeared to be a 
hopeless venture. The nearest pro­
ducing mine was in the Dillon 
area, 20 miles distant. With his 
wife working at his side, the 
prospector sent 196 tons of ore 
out of his diggings to earn the 
distinction o f having the only 
property in Grand county to send 
ore to smelter.

However, the man and his wife 
really earned the money. Out of 
those 430,000 pounds of ore, only 
a little more than 5 bounces of 
gold were refined. That had a 
value of approximately $2,500, 

| The ore averaged only .3 of on 
ounce of gold per ton of ore.

Companion yield o f the ore, 
however, was 11,246 ounces of 
silver and 15,989 pounds of lead.

The uncommonly high silver con­
tent brought approximately $7,- 
200 at the current stabilized 
price of 64.64 cents an ounce. 
The lead, which sold at approxi­
mately 5 cent* a pound, brought 
$h00.

While this was the gross income, 
the profits to Mr. and Mrs. Mc­
Daniels were greatly reduced by 
trucking and smelter expenses.

McDaniels discovered the claim 
more than two years ago when he 
was working on a trail building 
crew for the bureau of reclama­
tion. He said he was not working 
on a lower vein in this present 
mine that promised to be just as 
productive as the present one.

However, a threat to his mining 
operations was seen in the $t,- 
000,000 Green Mountain dam 
which already has been started as 
part of the $44,000,000 Colorado- 
Big Thompson project. When the 
Green Mountain dam is completed 
it will push water almost to the 
shaft of McDaniel's Big Four 
mine. While he didnt’ believe the 
waters would halt work in his 
present mine, work on the lower 
vein probably would be stopped.

secretarial force, thoes of special 
law enforcement trips, and those 
incurred in extradition of indicted 
offenders.

The secretary of state approves 
the expense accounts of traveling 
employes of the state comptrol­
ler’s office in collecting the nu­
merous special taxes. The comp­
troller checks expense accounts of 
other departments before issuing 
warrants to pay them.

The state auditor goes over 
them all as he audits the depart­
ments.

The supervising officers ami 
auditor, however, see that the ex­
pense accounts meet legal pro­
visions. These allow a maximum 
of #4 a day for state travel ex­
pense. The traveler may spend it 
■11 for a hotel room and eat with 
his friends, or he can sleep in his 
automobile and spend all $4 for 
food. He must furnish receipts 
for all expenditures over 50 cents.
