It was a coal
burner and John Kennedy was
the engineer.”” Johnson said

Johnson went on the ‘‘extra
board’ for about a year. In this
capacity, he acted as a relief
fireman. He fired coal until 1924
when T&P switched to ol

From here to Toyah, we
would burn. between 14 and 20
tons of coal,’’. he said. “There
was no place to eat along the
way so we would carry our lunch
with us

Johnson said he got a regular
job with T&P in 1925 and fired
on freight, local and passenger
trains until December, 1927 when
he was promoted to engineer

Project With Possibilities

The city has announced plans 1o
employ the sanitary fill method of
garbage disposal. and this project has
some real potentialities

For one thing, the site is in a badly
eroded area immediately northeast of
town, thus it is in proximity to the
area from whence the garbage comes.
The short haul means efficiency and
greater economy .

For another, it is a proven method
of disposal which avoids the problems
of flies, and of burning with its attend-
ant smoke and unpleasant fumes

- When garbage is dumped. it is cov-
ered with earth, packed and left to de-
compose underground
" For still another. the method will be
filling up some deep ravines, which

Few people realize how
much of the drainage problems of Big
Spring, of the highway department in
its planning and maintenance of inter-
state and state roads, are created by
the erosion from the area set out for
use in the sanitary fill project

It will be interesting to watch how
this progresses. If it turns out as we
have every reason to hope, there
may be other places where it can be
applied effectively

To Your Good Health
Fat A Factor In Diet After Removal Of Gall Bladder

By JOSEPH G. MOLNER, M.D.

Dear Dr. Molner: How long
does it take for the inside
stitches to heal after a gall blad-
der operation?

How long must one stay on
a strict low-fat diet afterwards”
— MRS. BDM

Strictly speaking, it's the in-
cision that heals, not the
stitches. In any event, healing
inside, just like healing of the
outer Incision, is quite prompt.

If stitches have to be removed,
this usually takes place about
the first week after surgery.
Removal depends on the suture
material used. Gut, of course,
gradually absorbs and need not
be removed, such as some other
materials — silk, for example,

A specific answer would have
to be given by your surgeon —
but the practical answer is: For-

. get about it.

Except for just a few days
immediately after surgery, you
have no need to be on anything
resembling a rigid diet.

After removal of the gall blad-
der, you no r have a reser-
voir of EXTRA bile, the diges-
tive juice produced by the liver
With the gall bladder, you store

up bile between meals, and it is
then released when you eat
Without a gall bladder, you de-
pends (and very well, too!) on
the amount being released con-
tinuously from the liver.

Bile is particularly necessary
in digestion of fats. So it is
only reasonable not to eat more
fat at a sitting than the supply
of bile can handle. Otherwise,
little change iIn diet is neces-
sary

By the time you leave the hos-
pital after the operation, you
are back to a full, normal diet,
except for keeping fats at a
moderate level.

There are also types of epilep-
sy in which the individual at-
tacks may be more frequent
but are so mild that they may
last only a second. or so, or
even less. This is the petit mal
type, and may be evidenced by
nothing but a brief pause in
conversation

Whether a person with epilep-
sy should travel depends entire-
ly on the type of epilepsy, and
the degree to which it is con-
trolled.

Well, it didn't rain enough last
week to fill the cisterns.

And if you can’'t appreciate that,
you just haven't lived where every
drop of water is as valuable as a
pearl, and at a time when water soft-
ners and municipal services were un-
heard of.

WHEN I WAS a young spriggins,
the old home town was a windmill
town, and evervbody had his own
well to supply the cows and horses
and chickens, to irrigate the orchard
and garden, and--if there was any
left—to take care of household needs.

Problem was that most of the wa-
ter from these wells wasn't what you
would call up to certified standards.
Let's face it, the water, was “hard,”
it was , and I don’t know what
else. Only consolation was that ff it
was the only water you knew, it
seemed to be acceptable water.

EXCEPT WHEN there came those
fine downpours that would flood the
housetops. This is where and when
the cisterns came in.

Some of us po’ folks didn't have a
cistern, and the best we could do
was to spot No. 2 tubs under the
various gutter drains, and catch all
that prized rainwater that the tubs
would hold.

This was water to be stingy with,
and no matter if the tubs attracted
mosquitoes, the last drop of rainwa-
ter was to be saved for essential use

MY OLDER SISTERS used to revel

just hair-washing then) after the
rains came. There was some special
laundering and other vital uses of this
oh, so soft water.

But the real thrifty people—those
who knew a good thing when they

found it—built big cisterns, under-*
ground, into which was channeled all .

the housetop run-off through the -gut-
ters and downspouts.

IF YOU HAD a cistern, you had
class, man. A good-sized storage of
rainwater may have been the mark of
status in those times, for all I know,

I remember that the Adams family,
who lived across the block, had what
seemed to be a tremendously large
tank under the floor of their back

This was a valuable adfunct in
he water supply. You could just draw
the soft water—via a hand pump—
when you needed it, or when you
just wanted to live it up.
