Turning Point
With the long and frustrating Vietnam 

war seemingly near an end, the season for 
second-guessing will begin. Could we have 
ended the war sooner? What was the turning 
point that made the Communists decide to 
negotiate seriously?

There is no doubt that somethimg im­
pressed the Communists. When the history 
books are written, they should say the turning 
point occurred on May 8,1972 when President 
Nixon ordered a blockade of Haiphong harbor, 
mined the rivers and imposed a strategic 
strait-jacket around Hanoi’s supply lines. It 
was a decisive step, and in view of bitterly 
divided public opinion in America, it was a 
politically risky one. Obviously President 
Nixon wanted a second four year term . But he 
laid his political future on the line with the 
decision to blockade and it worked.

It was a correct move, a signal to Hanoi 
that they could not conquer Sout Vietnam 
through propaganda on the campuses and 
street corners of America, Sealing off Hai­
phong was the kind of decisive military action 
that so long was lacking in the Southeast 
Asian war.

Remember the uproar at the time? There 
were dire warnings that “ escalating” the 
war would mean more American casualties. 
The same cries of foul were made during the 
Cambodian invasion. But the invasion of Cam­
bodia did not result in more American losses. 
Instead, it gave South Vietnam greater mili­
tary mobility and permitted the continued 
withdrawal of American forces. South 
Vietnam did not fall, the war did not widen. 
Nor did the blockade of Haiphong cause 
more American casualties as the vocal 
“ peace at any price”  crowd suggested.

It did not torpedo President Nixon’s 
summit meetings in Moscow or Peking. It 
had ± e  opposite effect. It cut the flow of

Communist supplies and earned for America 
a new measure of respect in Moscow and Pe­
king, Communists understand military force.

It’s no secret \^ y  massive bombing did not 
force Hanoi to surrender years ago. We were 
bombing the wrong targets, inhibited by the 
peace demonstrations at home. Destroying a 
bull cart loaded with ammunition mayhender 
the enemy in a limited area, but it won’t 
settle a war. Wiping out the ammunition 
factory and blocking the supply routes will 
deliver the kind of crippling blow that forces 
an enemy to negotiate for peace.

President Nixon took that kind of decisive 
action on May 8, 1972. It is a lesson that 
should never be lost on America’s leaders. 
There are only two realistic ways of ending a 
major military conflict; through effective ac­
tion or surrender.

In Vietnam, the decision to impose mili­
tary strength effectively came too late for 
thousands of young Americans.The war could 
have been settled early in President Jdin- 
son’s term of office. It may have meant 
more casualties over a short period of time, 
but winning then could have saved the lives 
of thousands more Americans who died be­
cause we went into Vietnam with a no-win 
strategy, committed our forces in a piece­
meal fashion and fought the war largely on 
the enemy’s term s for seven years. When 
President Nixon finally faced up to the agon­
izing decision of whether America really 
was prepared to suffer a major defeat, he 
ordered America’s military muscle used in 
a potent way.

Future historians should note ± is  well. 
Those “ sm art bombs”  did more to hasten 
peace than all the diplomatic conferences, 
in the prior seven years. TTiey delivered a ' 
message the Communists understand.

ment of Public Safety Law E n- 
forcement Academy in Austin, 
Texas for a 12-week training 
period. The training is designed 
to equip the cadet to handle 
any of the various situations 
he may encounter as a patrol­
man. The training of a patrol­
man is a test of an individual’s 
intellectual, emotional and 
physical stamina. It is also an 
educational process which 
prepares him for a rewarding 
career in law enforcement.

In addition to classroom 
work the cadet is taught self­
protection by means of Judo, 
boxing, wrestling, and other 
police-protection methods.

Salary during training is 
$600 per month.

Upon being commissioned a 
patrolman, the salary is auto­
matically raised to $743 per 
month. Patrolmen receive ad­
ditional longevity pay for each 
five years of service to a max­
imum of 25 years. Uniforms, 
vehicles, weapons, ammunition 
and necessary equipment are 
furnished. They are also 
granted a monthly uniform 
cleaning allowance and receive

travel expenses when away 
from their assigned station._ 
Group life and hospitalization 
insurance are available at rea­
sonable cost. The patrolman 
become members of the Texas 
Employees Retirement System 
and the Social Security System. 
Vacation, holidays and sick 
leave are also provided for the 
patrolmen.

Assignments will be made to 
one of the four uniform ser­
vices— Texas Highway Patrol, 
License and Weight, Motor Ve­
hicle Inspection, or Driver 
License. These assignments 
are made according to the in­
dividual’s preference, his apti­
tude, available vacancies, and 
the Department’s needs. Re­
quests for a specific home sta­
tion will be given every con­
sideration.

After two years of exper­
ience each patrolman is eli­
gible for promotion to Sergeant 
in the uniform services and also 
eligible for transfer into the 
Narcotic and Intelligence Sec­
tions.

YOUR HEALTH

THE IMPORTANCE OF VITAMIN C
Vitamin C, or ascorbic 

acid, is a delicate vitamin, 
not well stored in the body 
and easily destroyed by heat.

It supplies a kind of cem­
enting substance that binds 
together in the blood ve.ssel.s, 
teeth,bones and other ti.ssues. 
Loss of it cau.ses the capillary 
blood vessels to break rather 
easily, producing such .symp­
toms as .spongy and bleeding 
gum.s,bleeding under the skin, 
poor teeth, and tender joints.

The best known sources 
of vitamin C are citrus fruits 
and tomatoes.

Daily requirements of vita­
min C are in the range of ,30 
to 100 milligrams in healthy 
individuals; much larger doses 
are used therapeutically.

Since the body cannot 
store vitamin C, foods con­
taining it .should be eaten 
daily. As far as getting the 
vitamin from cooked food, 
you have to be careful. Since 
it is unstable in solution, it 
may be destroyed by pro­
longed cooking.

There is increasingly per­
suasive medical evidence link­
ing low vitamin C levels with 
oral contraceptives. Recent 
te.sts indicate that women 
who use birth control pills 
may develop a much greater 
need for ascorbic acid than 
women who do not u.se them.

Reimpose the 
Death Penalty?

The Supreme Court has de­
clared that capital punishment, 
under existing laws and prac­
tices, is unconstitutional. But 
the issue is f a r  from dead.

In F l o r i d a ,  Gov. Reubin 
Askew has called a special 
session of the Legislature, to 
begin November 28, at which 
a new law to reimpose the 
death penalty will be consid­
ered. A Study Committee on 
the Death Penalty, composed 
of 17 distinguished citizens in­
cluding two former governors, 
has voted to urge the Legis­
lature to enact such a law.

Other states a r e  contem­
plating similar action.

Emphasizing the urgent ne­
cessity of legislation provid­
ing a  way of controlling men 
who are murderers, California 
State Sen. H. L. Richardson 
pointed out recently that in 
just one prison in that state 
— San Quentin — an inmate 
dies at the hands of another 
inmate every 10 days!

Dueine Lowe, sheriff of Sac­
ramento C o u n t y ,  California, 
commenting o n the abolition 
of the death penalty, s a i d ,  
“I want to express my . .  . 

profound concern.” Mentioning 
some men from h i s county 
who were in San Quentin, he 
said, “One of them has so far 
committed four murders; an­
other has committed three. If 
they had been executed follow­
ing t h e  first murders they 
committed. I’ll tell you this: 
they wouldn’t have murdered 
another five people.”

Our American society is on 
the horns of a dilemma. If we 
spare the lives of murderers, 
are we indirectly — and un­
wittingly — condemning to bru­
tal death still other victims?

The situation has l e g a l ,  
moral, ethical, a n d  spiritual 
aspects.

Some opponents of capital 
punishment point to the com­
mandment, “Thou shalt n o t  
kill.” They say that this com­
mandment i s being violated ^ 
when a murderer is executed.^

Others call attention to the 
fact that the p e n a l t y  pre­
scribed f o r  violation of this 
commandment was, “He that 
smiteth a man so that he die 
shall be surely put to death.”
So the execution o f  a m ur­
derer is not a violation of the^ 
law that God gave, but the 
fulfilling of it.
