The farmer is
nofi generaly aware of their de-
cline in value, because he begins
with so few individuals that
when he has grown his flock
they have already deteriorated
so far that future comparisons

He should get a
real good cock from a reliable
breeder to mate with these pul-
lets. These should be kept sep-
erate and all eggs hatched on
the farm should be from this
pen. This pen should have
extra care and attention. They

should be fed plentifully on
sreen feed and a variety of
srains. A dry mash of one

part beef scraps, two parts corn
meal, and four parts wheat bran
should be kept constantly before
them. Water should be changed
morning and noon. Theyshould
have no medicine unless sick.
When sick they
treated with the same care and
attention as a baby. A little
reading, a little thought,.a little
advertising,  and the farmer
would double his poultry prafits.

ithat the apple growers have to con-
| sider the possibility of giving it up, but
| the russeting of the fruit and the
burning of the foliage caused by it are
so objectionable that it seems highly
desirable if oot necessary to adopt a
less injurious fuugicide even ut the
risk of a partial sacrifice of efficiency
in the control of diseases.

During the past three years Mr.
Scott has been working ou the prob-
lem of securing a satisfactory substi-
tute for bordeaux mixture and not
without some success, The seif bolled
lime-sulphur wash which was devel-
oped primarily for spraying peach
trees has been found to be an exceileat
spray for the control of mild cases of
apple diseases aund to be entirely harm-
less to fruit aud foliage. The concen-
trated lime-sulphur solutious, both
commercial avcd bome prepared, when
diluted to contain about four pounds of
sulphur to fifty gallons of water have
proved to be about as effective in the
control of apple scab and leaf spot as
bordeaux mixture and to be much less
injurious. i

Experiments conducted by the bu-
reau of plant industry during 1909 give
further evidence of the value of the
lime-sulphar sprays as fungicides for

summer use. These experiments cover
a2 wide range of conditions, having
been couducted in Virginia, Michigan
and Arkansas. Eleven varieties were
treated. Four different brands of the
commervial lime-sulphur solution and
a similac bome prepared solution were
tested at various strengths. The com-
mercial brands registered from 31 to
33 degrees on the hydrometer scale.

Mistaken Beliefs About Manure.

it is argued by some farmers that
hauling manure out on the field every
month in the year is a mistake and
that if spread out in midsummer the
sun will scorch it to-a tinder and burn
out all the good. The Maryidnd ex-
periment station some years ago de-
tecmined to test this theory. with the
result that its experiments bave ex-
ploded two very common beliefs, the
summer burning theory being cue of
them. <

| second experiment better yvields were
secured after allowing the manure to
lie on top of the land all winter and
plowing it under in the spring than
were obtained from plowing it under
in che fall.

Multiplication of Weeds.

To give some idea of how weeds
multiply it may be stated that a single
plant of pepper grass will produce 18.-
000 seeds: dandelion. 12.000: sheplierd's
purse, 37.000; wheat thief. 7.000: ¢om-
mon thistle, 65.000: camomile, 16.000;
ragweed. 5,000: pursiaine. 375.000:
plantain. 47,000, and burdock. 43.000.
The importance of not allowing # sin-
gle weed to produce seed cannot be
urged too frequently. A single hour’s
work in destroying weeds may save
weeks of labor next season.

Poles For Climbing Plants.
Poles for climbing plants should al-
ways be set gbefore the plants are
transplanted or the seeds put in the
ground. because the thrusting of the
pole in the ground is apt to destroy
some of the roots.

Planting Asparagus.

It requires three or four years frow
the planting of asparagus seed to the
time when the plant produces shoots
suitable for eating, and for this reason
two-year-old shoots are desirable.

It was not the Delaware peach crop
which was ruined this year by the
April freezes, an exception to what
has seemed to have become a very
general rule.

With string and sticks as cheap as
they are we never could see a good
excuse for crooked rows of vegetables
and berry brshes in the garden. Such
rows are not only unsightly from the
bouse and the road, but they make the
work of machine cultivation difficult.

Notwithstanding the thousands of
acres of burdock that yearly mature
their unsightly crop of seed in vacant
lots all over the country. we ‘neverthe-
less import annually from European
countries 135.000 pounds of dried bur-
dock root, those preparing it receiving
from 3 to 8 cents per pound for it.

The Maine experiment station pub-
lishes the following recipe for the dry
mash which it has tested and found
excellent as a poultry feed: Two bup-
dred pounds good wheat bran, 100
pounds cornmeal. 100 pounds wid-
dlings (or Red Dog flour), 100 pounds
gluten meal or brewer's grains, 100
pounds linseed meal and 100 pounds
beef scraps. This should be thoroughly
mixed on a clean floor before being
put in the feed hoppers. The scratch-
ing ration recommended by the same
station 'consists of four quarts of
screened cracked corn, two quarts of
wheat and two quarts of oats for each
bundred hens (Plymouth Rock) daily.

Wild morning glory is one of the
common weeds difficult to kill out be-
cause of the habit of multiplying by a
system of underground rootstalks, usu-
al cultural methods ouly serving to
spread the pest. One old fellow we
heard of the other day got rid of a
ood sized. patch by hoeing off all of
the vines which showed above ground
every Monday tnarning. Tuesday morn-
ing would probably have doue just as
weil, but he thought Moonday tnoraing
was the appointed time. The impor-
tant fact in connection with the in-
stance is that this weekly attack wor-
ried the life out of the morning glo-
ries. sapping the vitality of the root
systems to such an extent that there
was pot enough plant food left to car-
ry the plants through the winter.
