“It la now eight* daya since the j
fighting In Um  Fureat at ------- ’■i 1,
think ol the event with n ahudder. 
It ia different when you are fighting 
out in the <>|ien. but to fight In the 
wooda—In the deep dark foreat—Is 
awful. The exploal'ona of the shell 
mverberntad through tha (orast and 
the heavy bombs ru t lanes through 
the trees. We did not even know 
moat of the time where the shells 
came from. It was Impossible to re-

um  the fire. In the morning we saw 
h e  French cook thalr hreakfnaL hut 

we could do nothing baenuae wa had 
to conceal our position.

“Thera la one picture I will navar 
forget. On Septambor first iwa nbot 
down a patrol of chnssaura; two man 
who were in cover w s n  taken prts- 
oaara. When tha skirmlab was over 
I went with one of the chnsseura to 
where the oflteer te  charge ot the 
patrol bad fallen.

“I saw Immedintely that the man 
bad died from a  shot tbrongb^ tha 
heart. Bat lha Obasssur who accom- 
iwnled me, a^d who ayldantly was 
very fond of the oflicer, naked 
with great conegrn In hla foica; 

“Does my oflloar ItveT 
“I shook my bead, aaying:
“ ‘No. he Is dead.'
"And then a very touching thing 

orcurrad. The soldier fell te  hla 
knees beside th e ' dead officer and 
r.'ayed for s  long time. A gripping 
picture. On tho ground, In a flood 
ui sunllghL lay tour dead korsee.. My 
iiion stood about them la n ring and 
in tbla circle rested the dead oflicer 
with the private praying at hla side. 
We were silent—the alienee of death 
was upon us; but through It wa 
heard the steps of death, who may 
gather us tomorrow.
