I have wanted to write to you
long before now but due to the
‘husle and busle of this big move

I have made I have hardly had:

time to think. We are about to
get settled QOWn now so maybe
things will get back to normal as
far as normal goes in the Army.
It has been nearly a month
since we landed in Bramahaven,
the port of debarkation for+most
all troops coming to Europe. We
" landed there on the 29th of June
about 8 o'clock in the morning.
It gave me a strange feeling when
I took my first step on this for-
eign soil. Whether it was realiz-
ing the fact that I actually was
in a new and strange country or
~ whether my sea legs weren’t ad-
justed to the land I don’t know
‘but I imagine both contributed
their part. The ceremony we were
greeted by here wasn’t quite like
‘the one we had left ten days be-
fore in New York. It was the
same thing that thousands of
others have gone through before
me. In New York we had a large
band and many people biding us
farewell which was somewhat dif
ferent to the greetmg we got in
Bramqhaven Any way we were
over here and that was our first
Q'bjectwe As we passed through
the ‘English Channel a few of us
guys were commentmg about
how it 'was in the very spots we
were in a little over ten years
ago. From the looks of some of
" the ruins still around here it was
Eothmg but hell. These people
ave done a very good job in re-
'bulldmg their cities. From what
I hear the city of Hanau, which
is about 7 km. from my kaserne,
‘was 95 percent destroyed. It is
nearly back to what it was be-
fore the war. Even though I have
been here only a short time I
have found that these people are
very hard workers. It seemed
rather odd to walk down the
streets and not see men sitting
around on curbs whittling and
talking over the weather as one
would see if he were to walk

down the streets at home. It is

impressive I thmk I could
about the country and peo-
iu day and still not tell every
tiMg. From my first look at Ger-
many I think it is a'very pretty
‘and truly educational country.
~ Luckily I have managed to get
“a rather good job here. I am now
~working in a small hospital as
clerk for our German Doctor. I
take care of all records, order
