Struggle Indicated

Strikes Back At

Taxation Efforts

All of those who use elther the
commercial or privately owned
motor truck, bus or automobile, in
the state of Texas are today faced
with a demand from the railroad
Intereats that more regulation and
more taxatlon be applled to these
malor wvehicles.in order to give
the rallroads "equality of competi-
tion,"

This stat nt was today
by O. L. Williama, oll fleld truck-
{ing: contractor of this city who
claims that the rallronds centerlng|
in Chicago have announced that
they are taking steps to encour-
age the enactment of laws in  the
states ig which they operate pro-
viding for restrictions on ‘the
weight, slze, load, and speed of
molor vehicles and for higher taxn-
ton,

Mr. Willlams urged all classes of
motor users to write to thelr repre-
santatives and senators protesting
against the campaign to raise the
cost of highway transportation “so
that those who travel by bus or ship
by truck will have to pay at least
as much as {f they used the rall-
roads."

The rallroads insist, according to
Mr. Willlams, that it ia the com-
mon carrier that ls hurting them,
“but the public should bear in mind
that the common carrler truck rep-
resents not more than 5 to 10 per

A

cent of the 3,500,000 motor trucks|

in operation and handles from 156
to 20 per cent of the freight ton
mileage of the country handled by
trucks.”

Mr. Willlams sald that regulat-
Ing the common and contract ear-
rler will not force this business
back to the railroads because, no

matter how much these wehicles|

are regulated, they still have the
iprivate currier as a competitor, If
necessary, the shipper will buy
new or second hand truck and haul
the goods himself because the rall-
roads can't give him the service on
ruils, he declared,

“The rallroads charge that the
truck and bua do not pay for the
roads they use,” he continued. *The
average tfuck owner in the United

|States pays twice as mueh for his
registration permit as do the own-|;

ers of private cars and eightesn
