Weeds Are 
Major Crop 
Problem

Crop-robbing weeds are a 
direct problem in raising 
food and fiber crops, but 
consumers eventually pay 
most of the bill through 
high production costs, 
according (o the assistant 
director of the Texas Agri­
cultural FAperiment Station

Dr Dudley T. Smith said 
southern farmers have been 
fighting weeds by sharply 
increasing their use of 
herbicides -the cheapest and 
most effective means. The 
State Agricultural Ex­
periment Stations and U.S 
Department of Agriculture 
weed scientists have worked 
cooperatively with various 
commodity organizations

and chemical companies in 
developing e ffective, low 
cost weed control methods. 
However crop losses due to 
weeds are still greater than 
those of any other plant 
pest.

In 1958. herbicides were 
applied to 15 per cent of the 
seven leading crops--corn, 
cotton, sorghum, sovbeans. 
rice, peanuls and vegetables 
in southern slates. Bv 1968. 
treated acreage rose to 70 
per cent An estimated 90 to 
95 per cent of cotton, rice 
and peanuts is treated 
today.

Smith said current success­
ful herbicide research, 
development and marketing 
are strongly oriented toward 
two areas— weed removal 
economics and the ecologi­
cal succession of new prob­
lem species.

He pointed out that losses 
in southern crops may range 
from 40 to 90 per cent due 
to season-long competition 
by weed pests. Even when 
weeds were removed after 
four to six weeks, yields 
were generally reduced 8 to 
30 per cent Losses were 
greatest in cotton and 
peanuts due to the long 
growing seasons of these 
crops.

The economics of weed 
control is a major concern. 
For example, each pigweed 
in cotton costs about 2 
cents. This means. Smith 
said, that a light infestation 
of 250 weeds per acre w ould 
impose an economic loss of 
$5 per acre. Thai is after all 
the usual weed control 
methods have been employ­
ed Since farm fuel prices 
will probably go up, pro­
ducers may have to rely on 
herbicides even more Jo do 
the cheapest job of weed 
control in crops.

To get to the general area, you follow the 
dust trail of a ranger’s car for several miles 
down a narrow dirt road, hoping he won't get 
so far ahead you can't see the dust, and 
hoping you won’t take a wrong turn (Some of 
the media people made some wrong turns at 
forks in the road, and I ’m not sure if they’ve 
been found yet )

Then in a climb which stretches out about a 
mile and a half you ascend what they describe 
as 500 feet, but which seems vastly more. 
Take your own water and anything else you 
want, because there are no creature comforts 
out there The path to the top has been 
valiantly laid out, but in spots, it is little better 
than a goat trail.

It’s a pretty strenuous climb, and when you 
finally reach the top after what seems like a 
couple of weeks, the work isn’t over. There 
are no lights in the cave, so flashlights are 
handed out to every third or fourth person. It's 
a good idea to take your own flashlamp, as I 
did. only get better batteries than I had My 
light, like the guy holding it, kept getting 
weaker as the trek went on.

The paths in the cave are often slippery, 
often rocky and a couple of times some of us 
got off the trail without even realizing it. 
Despite several near disasters. I never did fall, 
although I explored some of the cave on all 
fours.

One little fat kid kept falling around all over 
the place, and once the ranger told him to 
‘ watch it, laddie,” He indignantly retorted 
that he was no lady The ranger explained that 
there were laddies and lassies, but the boy 
wouldn't listen He said he'd heard of 
mommies and daddies but never laddies, and I 
guess he figured lassie was a dog.

At one point in the tour the ranger 
commented that when the cave was first 
explored, they found remains of some extinct 
bats in one place This kid then wanted to 
know "what are stink bats?” I ’m not sure he 
ever finished the tour

Portions of the movie "King Solomon's 
Mines” were filmed in New Cave I could tell 
you lots more, but let's just say the mine is 
beautiful and worth seeing And Carlsbad is a 
fine place, and the Park Motel people are most 
accommodating, and Ray Davis has a home 
there you wouldn't believe.

And I'm so sore from climbing that I feel 
like I've been kicked by an elephant.

AUSTIN  — Some time 

ago, our column mentioned 
problems a few Texans have 
had with in-state land deals.

Other Texas consumers 
have expressed concern a- 
bout promotions for out-of- 
state land developments and 
how to avoid difficulties in 
such transactions.

Responsible land develop­
ers are concerned, too. They 
say the keys to avoiding 
trouble with out-of-state 
land buys are to deal with a 
reputable company or indi 
vidaal and to investigate 
carefu lly before entering 
inlo any agreement or 
commitment

It's always a good idea to 
view any land development 
in which you're contemplat­
ing making a sizeable in 
vestm ent. If it 's  worth 
several thousand dollars of 
your money. It’ s worth the 
extra cash and time it would 
take to see it

But what makes such 
rules difficult to follow in 
purchasing land in another 
state is that it is sometimes 
Impassible to travel to the 
state to Investigate the 
property. and the company 
offering the deal may be 
unknown to the consumer

If. tor some reason, vott 
cannot inspect land that you 
are considering purchasing 
you CAN find out certain 
things about it bs asking 
the land (tevektper for a

property report.
Since passage of the 

Interstate Land Sales Act 
developers of tracts of more 
than SO subdivided lotv that 
arc promoted as a unit 
must file a property report 
with the Department of 
Housing and Urban Dcvel 
opment.

This report gives the 
exact localinn of the land, 
clearly outlines the method 
of financing to be used, tells 
how much monev it backing 
the project, and discloses 
whether or not the promoter 
actually has clear title to the 
land.

So if you're considering 
the purchase of out-of-state 
land that you can t go see 
prior to the sale, ask for a 
property report You can 
•Iso cheek with the Depart­
ment of Housing and Urban 
Development for possible 
information about the land 
promoter

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Overfed Baby Can Crow Into Too-Fat Adult
H> SUSAN HAYNES, R. D.

Many adult-, think a fat 
baby is a healthy baby.

IT * more food eaten, the 
“ healthier”  baby will be — 
or so the opinion runs.

Parents who hold this 
opinion art* apt to coax or 
even force their children to 
overeat.

For the first year or so of 
life, many babies will get a 
bottle pushed into their 
mouths every time they cry.

As toddlers and older 
children, they may be made 
to sit at the table until they 
have finished every morsel 
of food.

Unfortunately the child 
often must finish his meal 
without any thought on the 
part o f the demanding 
parent as to how many 
calories the food contains

After the child is verbal, 
it is frequent to find the 
parent using guilt to get the 
child to eat everything in 
front of him by telling him 
to “ think of all the little 
children in the world who 
arc starving."

Adults who follow  this

chain of events with their 
children are making a big 
mistake.

Obesity is seldom a 
glandular problem. The ma­
jor cause o f being over­
weight is that the person's 
calorie intake is not bal­
anced with his energy 
expenditure. And all too

frequently, the habit o f 
eating too much begins 
when one is newborn But it 
begins in the mind of the 
parent, not the child.

Children may be encour­
aged to overeat in many 
ways, but the result is 
always the same — extra, 
useless fat And eating

habits established in early 
childhood are very difficult 
to change later.

At only two periods in the 
lifetime of a person can the 
number of fat cells in the 
body be increased: infancy 
and the onset of puberty.

How? By overeating.
During all other periods 

of life, only the size of the 
fat cells will increase if 
there is too much intake

As an adult, the number 
of fat cells will always 
remain the same The only 
thing the overweight adult 
can do is to decrease the 
size of his fat cells. That is 
what a person thirty-five 
years old is trying to do 
when he goes on a diet.

Studies have shown that 
those persons with the 
greater number of fat cells 
have a lot harder time 
reducing than those with 
few.

Dietitians and physicians 
knowledgeable about obes­
ity will tell parents the same 
thing: a fat baby can stiil be 
malnourished. This doesn't 
mean mothers should starve

their children, only that 
they should feed their 
children a properly balanced 
diet of good, nutritious food 
rather than overfeeding

Parents who know that fat 
cells can increase only 
during early childhood and 
early adolescence should be 
expecially cautious about 
overfeeding their children 
during those key periods.

Obesity is a problem 
itself, but it can lead to 
other, far more serious 
health problems.
