Presidential Race 
Hottest

The General Elecion over the 
nation next Tuesday selects the 
president and vice-president and 
other state and local officials. 
There are two amendments to 

the Texas State Constitution that 
deal with water bonds. They 
would allow the state to issue 
bonds for loans to cities and 
authorities to fund water devel­
opment and such. Both are 
reconimneded by Governor Bris­
coe and other high state officials.

ith the two top ranking par­
ties ( Democratic and Republic­
an) in the limelight. President 
Gerald Ford and contender Jim ­
my Carater, have the main in­
terest of voters. But there are 4 
other candidates for president on 
the Texas ballot. They include 
Eugene McCarthy as an Inde­
pendent. Thomas Anderson on 
the American Party and Peter 
Camejo on the Socialist Workers 
Party. If none of them please 
a voter, they can write in their 
choice in the write-in column.

It is said that there are 172 
candidates for president on bal­
lots over the nation. A lot of 
them qualified for places on the 
ballot in only one sute. So Tex­
as voters will not see most of 
them.

For Supreme Court, place 2, 
a write-in campaign is being 
waged by Judge Sam Houston, 
and one other candidate. Over 
the state that will be a hard win 
—that of a write-in.

The Republicans have candi­
dates only down through that of 
Railroad Commissioner. The 
Raza Unida Pary has candidates 
only for Congress and Railroad 
Commissioner. Eugene Mc­
Carthy is the only candidate list­
ed on the Independent Party 
column.

A voter can vote a straight 
ticket by marking an X  in the 
top column of a party or they 
can go down the line and mark 
each one or scratch some and 
vote a split ticket or for a 
write in candidate.

Voting will take place at the 
regular polling places in Ster­
ling County. They will be in 
the courthouse, at Way land , Pos­
er ranch house, at Bill Blair 
ranch house and at Cotton Friz­
zell ranch house.

It is expected that a moder­
ate turnout of voters will be 
seen here. There are no local 
contested races and the race of 
general interest is that of the 
president.

a month at the start of 1976, 
Frank Upp, social security man­
ager in San Angelo, said.

Of the 194 social security ben­
eficiaries living in Sterling 
County, 104 are retired workers 
and 7 are disabled workers. An­
other 83 are receiving benefits 
as the dependents of workers 
who are retired, disabled, or 
deceased.

In Sterling County, 47 people 
under age 65 and 147 people 
age 65 and over are receiving 
monthly social security benefits. 
Of total beneficiaries 74 are 
men, 9.3 are women, and 27 are 
children. The children receive 
payments bc*cause a working 
lather or mother has died or is 
getting social security disability 
or retirement benefits.
