GM Reports 3rd 

Quarter Losses 
DETROIT (AP) — The 

second worst quarterly 
showing in history for 
General Motors Corp. 
could push the ailing U.S. 
auto industry's losses to 
nearly $1 billion in the 
third quarter of 1981. 
The nation’s largest 

automaker said Thursday 
its third-quarter loss of 

$468 ‘million amounted to 

$1.59 per share, more than 
twice as much as had been 
predicted by analysts. 
GM was the second U.S. 

automaker to report a loss 
for the third quarter. 
American Motors Corp. 
earlier said it lost $16.8 
million for the quarter. 
Ford Motor Co. and 

Chrysler Corp. are ex- 
pected to issue their third- 
quarter reports by the end 
of next week and analys 
have predicted losses 
about $280 milfTon for Ford 
and about $150 million for 
Chrysler. . 

~ That would bring in- 
dustrywide losses to about 
$915 million for the third 
quarter, down from total 
losses of $1.74 billion in the 
same quarter of 1980, but a 
definite sign of continued 

ill health. 
The latest loss, smaller 

than GM's record quarter- 
ly loss of $567 million or 
$1.95 per share in the 1980 
July-September period 
“certainly was bad tidings 
for the entire industry,” 

said Arvid Jouppi, a 
* Detroit-based analyst for 
Rooney, Pace Inc. 
He had predicted a $150 

million profit for GM in the 
third quarter, while other 
analysts had foreseen 
losses of up to $210 million. 
GM officials blamed the 

loss on a weak U.S. 
economy, unusually heavy 
model changeover ex- 
penses and growing labor 
and material costs. 
Maryann Keller, auto 

analyst for Paine Webber, 
Mitchell Hutchins & Co. in 
New York, said analysts 
may have been taken by 
surprise because they 
underestimated the cost of 
GM's.
