sight is inspiring. Its situation 
ssed for heau- 

ty, and being built at the ex- 
perl tremity of a long peninsula, it 

gives the impresion of a magic 
city rising out of the sea. 
There were few things that 
interested me there. They 
have an old cathedral built in 
the 13th century, and one 
more modern built early in 
the 18th century, which have 
beautiful paintings and inter- 
ior decorations, but these 
things did not appeal very 
strongly to my unartistic 
mind. There is one thing in 
which the people of Cadiz are 
100 per cent efficient, and 
that is begging. | never saw 
such beggars in all my born 
days. They beg from the cra- 
dle to the grave. | am sure 
we saw little children not over 
two or three years old swarm- 
ing the strects begging, and 
all the way up to the very old- 
est who were able to creep. I 
was glad when the time came 
for us to leave. 
From Cadiz we went by rail 

to Seville, about 100 miles in- 
land. Although it was early 
in February, the fruit trees 
were out in full bloom: and pre 
sented a lovely appearance. 
There were apples, peaches and 
pears in bloom, also oranges 
and lemons and other sub- 
tropical fruits.

Seville is indeed a beautiful

characteristic buildings and its 
mest unique products of hu- 
ran genius in its churches, 
galleries and palaces. We did 
nct have time to make a com- 
prehensive survey of the city, 
but after dining at one of its 
finest hotels, we were driven 
over the resedential portion 
of the city. In the suburbs 
sme of its boulevards and 
fine residences rival those of 
the great capitals of Europe. 
They are erecting extensive 
buildings where they will hold 
a great intern ational exposi- 
tion in 1926, and | was told 
ttat our country would be ad- 

me | equately represen 
But the pride of Seville is 

its great cathedral, probably 
the finest in the world, and 
the second in size, being only 
exceeded by St. Peters in 
Rome. St. Peters has 162,000 
square feet, Seville 124,000 
s;uare feet, Milan has 90,000 
and St. Pauls 84,000. The ca- 
thedral itself is 880 by 250 
feet; and has many massive 
columns and illars, which 
seem to be lacking to a great 
extent in most of the other 
large cathedrals. I never saw 
such a lavish display of gems 
and treasures of all kinds as 
are seen in this cathedral. All 
hinds of ormaments and trink- 
ets are of solid gold studded 
with diamonds and all kinds of 
precious stones, 1 was told 
that at some of these special 
festivals, that they would pa- 
prade on the street with the 
statute of the Virgin Mary, 
ornamented with jewels to the 
amount of a million dollars or 
rire. It occurred to me, that 
some of this enormous wealth 
which is lying dormant, might 
be given hack to the poor peo- 
ple who seem to subsist from 
what they can beg from the 
tourists, 
One of the greatest sights 

in Seville ix the Alcazar, for- 
merly a Moorish palace, dating 
back to the 12th or 13th cen- 
tury. It is said to be a com- 
petitor to the Alhambra, and 
i many respects its superior. 
It is very large, covering prob- 
ably a city block, and is con- 
sidered one of the finest sSpec- 
Hinens of Moorish architecture 
in the world. It is built of 
fine marble, inlaid with mosa- 
irx, and the high ceilings rich- 
lv decorated gives it an im- 
posing appearance. It is now 
used as a palace for several 
months in the year by the 
royal family who spend their 
winters here. There are many 
other wonderful sights in this 
interesting city which are 
werth mentioning, especially 
the “bull ring.” We were ta. 
ken through, but they did not 
favor ux with a hull fight, 
which they said was not in 
season, though they showed 
vs all the paraphernalia they 
used in it. They said it was 
still one of their great nation- 
al sports, and would likely con 
tirue to be.
