Dr Dick Hodges introduced 
a statem ent w hen asked  for 
discussion from those w ho are 
contesting the election It was 
pointed out th a t the co u rt's  
only au tho rity  is adm inistra- 
ive and non-judd inal, it w as 
agreed that th e  cou rt could 
and  would go ahead and can- 
vans the vote as re tu rned  by 
election officials. Dr. Hodges 
indicated th a t fu r th e r contest 
of the procedures of the elec­
tion which a re  being question­
ed would he persued through 
the d i |  ri'-t a tto rn ey 's  office 
and the grand ju ry .

In a  p rc lim ig iry  advisory 
capacity . Bill M arslender erf 
Ranger presented the court a 
petition, b .'ir in g  the nam es of 
239 property  ow ners asking 
tha t lan election be called by 
the court " if and w hen" state 
legislation is passed Treating 
a hospital d is tr ic t in  Ranger

"T h is situation cannot be 
dismissed a , a m ere not know ­
ing the law o r some sm all 
technicality  W hen o ther sun- 
u la r conditions have heen 
brought to their attention  that 
the School board was violating 
laws no action was taken or 
effort made to correct these 
w rongs.

“Two years ago it was 
pointed out to them  th a t the 
tax roll was not certified  and 
to collect taxes under such 
conditions was illegal and thi3 
too w as ignored. It has also 
been brought to their a tte n t­
ion th a t one of th e ir  board 
m em bers also serves as a 
board m em ber of the local 
w ater d istric t which is a vio­
lation of state laws and  once 
again nothing was done to  
comply This past year the 
tthool hoard appointed a tax 
equalization hoard and one of 
this hoard was also a m em ber 
of the locril waiter board. This 
m an was sciv ing two m asters 
o r interest bu t the school 
board allowed him to serve.

"A s w ith all tax  equaliza­
tion hoards the hours w ere 
long and tne w ork confusing 
and no doubt some m istakes 
w ere made One outstanding 
m istake was called to  their 
a tten tion  by the tax  accessor 
and th is was not corrected — 
tnen there L  some doubt tha t 
school in terest w ere really  
served. The local w ater sys­
tem  w as installed a t a cost of 
approxim ately $85,000 and 
should be placed on the tax 
roll for approxim ately $25,500 
and pay approxim ately  $390 
for th e ir fair share  of the tax ­
es. This p roperty  was placed 
on the tax  roll for $3,060 and 
naid $90. cheating the school 
d is tric t child ren  oof of about 
$300 The school board also 
failed to advertise the budget 
hearing and was well aw are  
of this law having  complied 
w ith it *he previous year.

“The school d is tric t is fu r ­
nished by the sta te  d ep a rt­
ment of education. Public 
School Bulletin No. 647 a n d  
Laws and Resolutions affec t­
ing public education enacted 
the 59 & 60 legislature. I do 
not know if the Texas E lect­
ion Lpws 1968 8r 1969 book is 
fu rnished by the state dept 
of education but it can be ob­
tained from  Steck and Co. or 
from  the local political p re ­
cinct chairm an. The state 
dep t nf education also has a 
fu ll tim e legal advisor to 
c larify  any law or give advice 
at no cost to  the school.

“This is the condition tha t 
existed before the last e lec t­
ion. This school has had th ree  
superin tendents in the p a s t  
year and this condition still 
exists and continues and no 
superin tendent or clerk should 
be made a scape goat of or a l­
lowed to take th e  blam e for 
the schtx>l board.

"I did not m ake an answ er 
to  the new spaper or do I care  
to  engage in such a game 
w hich serveR only to em barass 
the tax payers o f this d is tric t 
and make the school d istric t 
th e  laughing stock of West 
Texas. I say if any o ther ch a r­
ges are to be made, firs t place 
the one that m akes them  u n ­
d e r  oath.

“These a rt the reasons com ­
bined w ith election violations 
tha t I asked the Commission- 

1 ers C ourt not to m ake a can 
| vaas of the votes until th is  is 

settled by court action or has 
been investigated by the grand 
ju ry  o r which course of action 
the  D istrict A ttorney wanes to 
foilov.

In  19661 J. T. G regory p u r­
chased 310 ucres about 5 miles 
northeast of Kusiland Of this 
310 acres, approkim ately  262 
acres w ere in native range- 
land. J. T. could obviously see 
the need  for im provem ent of 
his rangeland. In  1062 he be­
cam e a co-operator w ith  th e  
Upper Leon Soil & W ater Con­
servation  D istrict, and began 
a p lanned application on  his 
farm.

Mis firs t job was to rid  th ­
ese alm ost barren  p astu res  of 
prickley  pear, w eeds and  b ru ­
sh.. J.T. stated  that he burned 
pears on th u  farm  w ith  no fe­
a r of bu rn ing  off his pastures 
ps there  w ere alm ost bare of 
desirable forage. 'H e  estim at­
ed that it took around 30 to 
35 d r ie s  to run  an anim al unit 
yearlong A fter burning the 
pears, t  limit sating some of th e  
brush and weed com petition, 

. and  doing som e range seed­
ing, he began a  $-year long 
rest period for each pasture. 
For 3 years he rested his run- 
gelund during  the grow ing 
season, from  about May until 
frost. J.T. said even 11 tough he 
deferred  during the grow ing 
season, he d id n 't lone an  en tire  
year of grazing because forage 
was utilized during th e  w in ter 
months. H' also noted as the

He also noted when his ran ­
geland was in its barren  con­
dition, he was losing u high 
percentage of his annual ra in ­
fall to runoff.

-ainfall was routined fo r for- 

uge production
On Feb. 19, 1965, Mr. G reg­

o ry  signed an agreem ent un­
der the G reat Plauis C onser­
vation program  in o ld e r to  get 
governm ent coat share  to fu r ­
ther aasist him  in m eeting the 
needs of his land

Today, J.T. has established 
37 acres to  Coastal B erm uda- 
grass to graze from May th ru  
O c t , in  order to  continue his 
system of resting his range- 
land during  the grow ing sea- 
eon. J. T. now estim ates it ta ­
kes only about 15 acres  to  run 
an  anim al un it yearlong on 
his farm . In Jan u ary  of this 
yoar, he purchased tan add it­
ional 198 acres joining his o th ­
e r  farm  a .'d  has added these 
acres to his orig inal G P  Con­
tract He h&» already chopped 
and seeded 76 acres on his 
new acrcagepand is in Uie p ro­
cess of p reparing  a seed Us t 
to p lant an additioaal 62 acres 
of native grasses, and sprig 52 
acres m are of Coastal Bcrm u- i 
dagilass.

J . T. believes that now adays 
a partia l application on a farm 
is not enotjgh. He sys tihsit ev­
ery  acre  should be trea ted  ac ­
cording to its need i and capa­
bilities. o r a sound m anage­
m ent program  designed to in- 
engise forage- production each 
year for hi3 livestock cannot 
be accom plished.
