it's true that knowl-
edge is power - and it
is - then secrecy,
/ which denies people
knowledge, is bad.

Of course, there is justifi-
cation for reasonable secre-
cy in time of war. You
would not, for example,
want to publicize the sched-
ule of troopship sailings or
the date of a planned inva-
sion, etc. Nor would you
want to publicize some
information
gained by
monitoring if
the person or
people being
monitored
didn't know
they were
under sur-
veillance.

That being
said, the gov-

ernment has CHARLEY
an inclina- REESE
tion to make

e

classified all
sorts of information that is
harmless. Except for a pres-
idential pardon by Bill
Clinton, the son of a promi-
nent historian would have
gone to prison for giving a
satellite photo of a Soviet
ship to Jane's, an outfit
that is the world's best
compiler of military infor-
mation.

Now, the Soviet Union
knew it had an aircraft car-
rier, obviously. It also
knew we had satellites
capable of photographing
anything on land or sea. It
knew we were photograph-
ing its military facilities.
So what harm was done?
No harm at all. The photo-

graph should never have
been classified in the first
place. Doing so only denied
the people knowledge that
they were entitled to have.
And here's the rub:
Governments have a ten-
dency to classify every-
thing. An old colleague of
mine who served in Army
counterintelligence said
they used to clip articles
out of Japanese newspa-
pers, stamp them "classi-
fied" and send them into
headquarters. You think
that's an exaggeration?
Another friend of mine
recently spent two years
trying to get his dossier
from the FBI through the
Freedom of Information
Act. The FBI insisted it
contained classified infor-
mation and could not be
released. Finally, a federal
judge ordered it released.
And do you know what it
contained? Nothing but
newspaper articles about
my friend. .
There are far fewer con-
spiracies than there are
examples of stupidity,
incompetence and a keen
desire to cover up both.
There is still stuff classi-
fied that dates back to
World War I. After all, you
wouldn't want a dead
Kaiser Wilhelm to know
what we knew about the
imperial German army.
_When I was last on active
duty, I had a Secret clear-
ance. But one day I had to
type a report that, once I
typed it, was classified Top
Secret. The commanding
officer decided to make a
change, and when I

r

reached for the report to
make the change, he said:
Can’t have that. It's Top
Secret."

"But sir," I said. "I just
typed the report. I know
everything in it (which, by
the way, was useless infor-
mation)."

"It doesn't matter," he
said. "You don't have a Top
Secret clearance. Somebody
who does will have to make
the change."

That's a true story.
Never, never underestimate
the stupidity to be found in
government ranks, both
civilian and military. The
more you learn about how
government really works,
the more religious you
become, because it's obvi-
ous that without God's
help, we would never have
won a war.

I've read estimates that
two-thirds of American his-
tory remains classified. I
don't know if that's true. I
haven't any means of mea-
suring it. I'm sure there are
tons of harmless informa-
tion still classified. I'm also
sure that a lot of what we
think we know isn't true.
Governments, in addition
to their tendency to classify
and keep secret both the
truth and miscellaneous
trivia, also have a tendency
to lie.

Most government
bureaucrats and politicians
know darn well that knowl-
edge is power, and they
intend to make sure it is
they, not the people, who ,
have the power. Sort of the
(t)ﬁposite of what our forefa-

ers intended.

Two short weeks after
moving from California
with her husband, Kenmn,
the new associate pastor
of the First Church of the
Nazarene, Debbie was
caught up in a whirlwind
of events landing her in
the new position.

“I was expecting te run
the Nazarene’s pre-school
when it began but that
wasn’'t for a year,”
Childress said.

God doesn’t run on the
same timetable it seems.

When board members of
St. Mary’s Episcopal
School announced the
school would close after
40 years of providing pri-
vate education, the
Nazarenie church board
agreed to pick up the
mantel and carry the
school under the name of
New Hope Christian
School for at least the
next seven months.

The church happened to
have a member with an
associate degree in early
childhood development
and seven years experi-
ence running a pre-school
in California. Childress
found herself in a new
job.

“I was getting ready one
morning to look for a new
job,” she recalled. “I had
not had to do that in
seven years, so I wasn't
looking forward to it.

“l was still in my paja-
mas when Roger (Huff,
pastor of the First Church
of the Nazarene) called.
He asked me if I could be
there in 20 minutes and I
haven'’t stopped since.”

In order to make the
school financially viable,
the board had i 'to rmake:
some tough choices -
cutting several programs,
including ' lunch - and
transportation and elimi-
nating the grade level
classes.

“We function as a pre-
school right now,” she
said.

Once the possibility of
the new school became a
reality, a whole new set of
tasks needed to be accom-
plished

“Everybody had to get a
tuberculosis " test
(required by the state),”
Childress said. “We called
around and the nursesaid
she would do it for free
and came to us. The same
thing happened with the
notary public.” :

“It’s been that way ever
since,” she said. “God
doesn’t take you out the
middle of the lake and let
you drown...We're just
trying to keep our eyes on
the Lord and trust in
him.” ‘

Now in its third week of
existence, the school has
about 32° students
enrolled.

“We're almost ready to
start our 2-year-olds
class,” Childress said.

New Hope offers a struc-
tured curriculum pro-
gram and is open from
7:45 a.m. to 5:30 p.m.,
preschool runs from 8:30
a.m. to 11:30 a.m. with
extended care after 11:30
a.m.

The school’s schedule
follows the Big Spring
Independent School
District school year.

The hard work paid off.

Three weeks into the
season, Zubiate once
again took the course in
Big Lake and shattered
her school record, taking
nine seconds off the old
standard. The following
week, she cut eight more
seconds off the mark by
running a time of 13:16 in
Iraan. .

Individually, Zubiate
finished fifth in the dis-
trict race and helped the
Lady Buffaloes qualify as
a team to the Region I-2A
Cross Country Meet

Later that year, she put
the finishing touches on
her prep track career by
breaking the Forsan
record in the 2-mile run,
clocking a mark of 13
minutes, 30 seconds
Under the direction of
FHS track coach Johnny
Schaffer, she went on to
break the record two
more times as a senior
and earned a berth in the
regional track meet in
both the 1- and 2-mile
races.

At the regional meet,
she again bested the
school’'s 2-mile record,
running a time of 13:07.

Following graduation,
Zubiate began the wait-
ing game again. She sort-
ed through several non-
scholarship offers from
small colleges, including
NMJC, before deciding to

step back and wait for the -

one thing she felt she
deserved a college
scholarship.

To help pass the time,
she turned to running
again. This time, as a sis-
ter/coach helping train
her younger brother,
Kevin. Six months later,
the call many felt would
never come came.

“I was kind of sur-
prised,” said Dianna
Zubiate. “He told her he
had a scholarship for her
and wanted to know if
she was still interested.”

The answer was a
resounding yes. Zubiate
and her mother traveled
to Hobbs the following
Monday to tour the
NMJC campus. Less than
two hours later, the girl
voted “Most Likely to
Never Leave Forsan” by
her classmates inked a
college deal.

Back in those days we
could either walk the
route or ride a bike. All
newspapers were put into
bags that were designed
for that purpose, which
we had to buy. I learned
real quick that money
seemed to go by faster
than it was earned. Not
only did I have to buy
the newspapers but the
bag as well. If you had a
bike you could configure
the bag to hang on the
handle bars. If you did it
right you could ride the
bike and if not, you
ended up just pushing
the bike.

I ended up with a route
that was the second
largest in Big Spring for
a paperboy. There were
some routes that

papers were the heaviest
it was a real burden. The
newspaper bags had two
sides into which the
papers were inserted.

- The center had a hole

into which you put your
head, much like wearing
a poncho. The weight of
the papers would pull on
your neck muscles. After
delivering a whole bunch
from the front bag you
would swing it around so
that the bag in the back
would now be in the
front. You repeated this
cycle until it was very
light.

My route started on the
corner of eighth and
Gregg on both sides and
goes to about 10th and
Gregg, then over to 10th
and Scurry all the way to
24th and Scurry, then
back over to Gregg until
I got to about 17th Street,
then I would go to
Lancaster Street and
deliver both sides as
needed until I got to 4th
St. and then I had to go

morning was so cold and
I really did not want to
get out in it. This was
one of those rare occa-
sions that my parents
helped me deliver. They
followed me along my
route in a toasty vehicle
while I delivered papers
and sought refuge from
time to time, thawing
out.

It was slippery out
there as well and I slid
more than walked but
eventually the route was
completed.

Dr. Darrell Ueckert and
Dr. Allen McGinty of the
Texas A&M experiment
station in° San Angelo
have developed’ some
treatments that can aid
in the transformation
back to a functional
rangeland. Without the
aid of frequent rainfall,
recovery of the range-
land is a slow process
but can be expedited
with the application of
certain water conserva-
tion techniques.
