Fireworks
provide
pleasing
spectacle

Winds gusting up to 35 mph
threatened to cancel West Texas’
biggest fireworks show but it went
off, about 10 minutes late but with no
major problems.

“Everyone seemed to be real
pleased,” said coordinator Eddie
Cole, who collected the $8,000 in
donations for the show.

An estimated 8,000 parked in
Southside parking lots, along streets
and Comanche Trail Park to watch
the half-hour show from South
Mountain. When it was over, north-
bound traffic on U.S. 87 was lined up
from F.M. 700 to the Brass Nail.

A small fire on the mountain side
and a couple near where more than
261 shells ranging from three-inch to
eight-inch were launched were the
only reported fires from the show.
County firefighters stood by to keep
flare ups under control. The two fires
near the firing tubes looked merely
like small glowing campfires.

However, fireworks by residents
may have caused several fires last
night. There were nine reported in
the city and five more in the county,
according to city fire and sheriff
departments. Six of the city fires and
three or four of the county fires were
grass, indicating possible cause from
fireworks. No injuries were reported.

“There’s no way of knowing for
sure,” said Big Spring Fire Depart-
ment Lt. Fred Newman. One county
fire was reported to be caused by

Weather keeps C-City

COLORADO CITY - For decades
flight students from the Elmdale
Flight Training School in Abilene
have been required to participate in
the Colorado City Fourth of July Fly
In and Break[ast.

The event started in 1962 to com-
memorate the city’s new airport.
Throughout the years it has grown in
size and popularity, as well as outliv-
ing other fly ins. It is the longest con-
secutive running Fly In and breakfast

in the state, according to the Texas
Aeronautics Association

As early as 7 a.m. and from all
directions, planes begin humming
above the landing strip, circling and
waiting their turn.

Leonard Horton flew in from Clo-
vis, N.M., receiving the longest dis-
tance award. Robert Ford flew the
1941 AT6, winning the oldest plane
award. Ray Britton at age 81 flew in
from Odessa, winning the oldest
pilot.

He flew in from Semi-
nole.

“Usually the longest distance is
about 200 miles,” said J.0. Dockery,
Fly In committee chairman. “But we
have had some exceptions, such as
the pilot from Alaska. We had an
homemade acrobatic plane fly in
from Chaney, Kan. last year.”

An avid flyer since 1948, Dockery
has been instrumental in organizing
the Fly In for more than 15 years.
Late in the week, he said if the
weather was good he thought the
event would attract about 100 pilots,
like last year.

Unfortunately, the winds were
gusting at about 25-30 miles an
hour, deterring some pilots from
making the trip. The 55 plane atten-
dance is almost unheard, he said.

Although the number of planes
were low, breakfast served topped

Perseverance key to que for Dub Martm

Local resident Dub Martin believes
a lifetime of success can be built on
perseverance.
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Martin retired as an administrative assistant
from Big Spring Independent School District in
June after 31 years in education. He monitored
student attendance and safety.

As he reflects on his life’s path, he remem-
bers traveling a rocky road, in his early years.
His experiences as a young man were pep-
pered with road blocks - obstacles he overcame
at each turn.

“You must persevere in achieving your goal.
Don't stop the first time someone says ‘No,”” he
said. “Regardless of the hazards on the way,
you can achieve.”

Born in 1935, Martin was the son of a Pecos
cowboy. Martin remembers an extremely poor
but nurturing home environment as an only
child.

“We lived in a wooden shack with a dict floor
and the toilet out back; no oloctru or gas. We
hauled the water from a pump,” Martin said.

“My dad was promised $35 a month and a side
of beef for his work. Mother was a custodian
for the Mexican school.”

As young as five years old, Martin would help
his mother gather coal from a pile in front of
the school he would soon attend.

“I was very involved in school. You had to get
involved; be a part of the program,” he said. “1
loved my teachers. I couldn’t imagine missing
school.”

His attitude then mirrored his ethic as an

educator, when he encouraged youth to attend
school regularly

Achieving perfect attendance eight out of 12
years, Martin graduated in the top 10 percent
of his class. He was a student leader in sports
band and student government

“Even in high school, we began to talk aboul
four years in college with no way of knowing
how | was going to do it without the mon
he said. “They would tell me, “To get
you've got to get this education.”

His experience making money started as
early as eight years old, when he made 25
cents an hour and a sweetroll-a-day washing
dishes.

He tried unsuccessfully to obtain a baseball
scholarship at Sul Ross University

His next attempt at maintaining finances for
school was a band scholarship at Hardin-Sim
mons University

“It wasn't nearly enough; not what | expect
ed, so I left,” he said. “I was desperate to go to
school, but their were no grants or anything
like that back then.”

Martin joined the military a year later. A
massive downsizing in defense after the Kore-
an Conflict relegated him to the reserve pro-
gram months later.

Gang rape, murder
of girls latest crime

HOUSTON — Although crimes
such as the recent slayings of two
teen-age girls are not typically com-
mitted by gangs, Houston police
warn that the city's gangs are getling
bolder and more violent.

“It's random most of the time, with
no real pattern you could say,” Lt.
Art Carson, the Houston Police

-~ Department’s head gang coordinator,
said Saturday.

“People shouldn’t be alarmed that
the gang problem exists — but they
should be alarmed enough to want to

find a solution to the problem.”

Jennifer Ertmann, 14, and Eliza-
beth Pena, 16, were raped and mur-
dered June 24 as they crossed a park
on their way home from a party.
Police said they apparently stumbled
upon gang members drinking in the
park

Five teen-agers, who officials say
bragged about the slayings to fellow
prisoners after their arrests, have
been charged with capital murder. A
14-year-old is being held by juvenile
authorities.

Officials say the killings were
unusual for Houston gangs, who gen
erally are thought to participate prin-
cipally in crimes such as theft, drug
traflicking and assault.

But gangs also are described as
being very opportunistic, a trait that,
apparently doomed the two teen-age
girls last month.

Carson, who started his job last
month, said he plans to fight the
growing problem through local
groups and neighborhoods.

“The community has to get
involved,” he said. “"Parents also
have to open their eyes and say my
kid may be involved in gangs. It's a
total effort.”

Leonardo Soria, founder of Parents
Ganging Up On Gangs, said parental
involvement is the key

“There are a lot of children with
one parent out there, who are not
getting the attention they need,” he

said. “We are supposed to be the role
models, but unfortunately something
went wrong — they are getting
younger and younger with their vio-
lence.”

Odometer
roliback
prosecutions
increasing

HOUSTON — Ever since a Houston
wholesale auto dealer was caught
boasting to a hidden camera on “60
Minutes” in late 1990 that he had
changed the mileage on as many as
75 cars a month, the government has
sought jail terms for those who
would illegally roll back odometers.

That dealer, William Frank Whit-
low, 71, is now serving a seven-year
term in a federal prison at Fort
Worth.

Abe Martinez, an assistant U.S.
attorney in Houston, says the 60 Min-
utes expose provided the impetus for
odometer prosecutions that have
taken place in the last two years. So
far,12 people have pleaded guilty
since 1991.

From 1988 until 1991, the govern-
ment says, car crooks purchased
high-mileage vehicles from out of
state, brought them to Houston
where body work and detailing were
performed, and then rolled the
odometers back, thus increasing the
market value of the cars by thdu-
sands of dollars.

Titles and odometer statements
were then falsilied to correspond
with the rolled-back vehicle odome-
ters.

Not among the dozen who have
entered guilty pleas is Monroe Kirk-
patrick, 51, of Houston, who recently
freely admitted to the Houston Post
that he began rolling back odometers
on cars at age 12 and has continued
doing so ever since.

Or he continued it at least until the
day he was indicted, arrested and
jailed three months ago.

While Kirkpatrick, the only defen-
dant so far who is insisting on a jury
trial, admits to tampering with thou-
sands of odometers over the years,
he says he’s not about to plead guilty
to the government’s case against
him.

"“They can’t prove it,” he says, not-
ing that he has been working on his
own for the past several years, after
quitting his job with a wholesale car
dealer who was among the 12 who
pleaded guilty.

Kirkpatrick, who has a trial date
scheduled for August, says he
worked six days a week rolling back
the odometers of cars to change the
mileage.

Individuals, he says, frequently
sought his services so they could
qualify for warranty repairs on their
cars, which were covered by 5-year,
50,000-mile warranties.

“We couldn’t keep up with the
work,” Kirkpatrick said. “Every car
dealer in town (hd it. Business was
booming. There's not a car dealer in
town who doesn’t know who we were
and how to get a hold of us.”

Kirkpatrick, who remembers Whit-
low as one of his best customers,
recalls doing plenty of work for vari-
ous auto dealers, but in recent years
he says he conducted most of his
business with individuals who had
heard by word of mouth how he
could wipe off thousands of miles on
a vehicle in minutes.

Congress passed a law in 1972 that
prohibited tampering with automo-
bile odometers, the very “repairs”
Kirkpatrick had been charging indi-
vidual car owners $45 to perform for
years and years.

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — A long-run-
ning federal investigation of Albert
Bustamante moves into the court-
room Tuesday when the former con-
gressman goes to trial on racketeer-
ing and bribery charges.

Bustamante, 58, and his wife
Rebecca, 49, later were named in a
10-count federal indictment accusing
Bustamante of accepting bribes in
return for his influence in Congress.
The indictment alleges Bustamante
received a total of $344,000 in sever-
al illegal transactions.

Among the accusations are that
Bustamante helped a food service
company renew its contract with
Lackland Air Force Base in exchange
for $35,000 and that he gccepted
$30,000 from a realty company con-
nected to the politically powerful

Jaffe family of San Antonio.

Two receive transplants

after drug side effects

PITTSBURGH (AP) — Two people
whose livers began to fail because of
an experimental drug for hepatitis B
received emergency transplants.

Both liver transplants were per-
formed Sunday, one at the University
of Pittsburgh Medical Center and the
other at the University of Virginia
Health Science Center in Char-
lottesville.

The patients had been taking
fialuridine, manufactured by Indi-
anapolis-based Eli Lilly & Co.

Last week, clinical trials on 20
patients taking the drug were sus-
pended after they began to suffer
side effeéts including liver and kidney
failure, numbness and tingling in the
extremities.

In Pittsburgh, a 44-year-old man
from Arlington, Va., was in “‘very
critical” condition after the five-hour
operation, said hospital spokos
woman Lisa Rossi.

The other patient was admitted to
the Virginia hospital on Wednesday.

The drug, which was being tested
by the National Institutes of Health,
had already passed a preliminary
trial phase, Edward A. West, an Eli
Lilly spokesman, has said.

Other patients in the study are
being treated with antitoxins to com-
bat liver damage

SARAJEVO, Bosnia-Herzegovina —
The town of Maglaj, which controls
access to some of the last major gov-
ernment strongholds in central
Bosnia, was reported ablaze as Serbs
and Croats battled Muslim-led
troops.

“Maglaj is literally burning and the
ground is shaking from detonations,”
Bosnian radio reporter Hajrudin Fer-
mic reported Sunday via ham radio.
“The picture of plundered houses on
fire now is horrible.”

Fermic reported close-range com-
bat and constant shelling and said
Croat forces were pushing a “living
shield” of Muslim civilians toward
government lines.

The offensive on the town of
30,000 appeared aimed at gaining
land and linking it with areas under
Serb and Croat control. Maglaj forms
the northern tip of a strategic trian-
gle — including Zepce and Zavidovici
— that contrals access to some of the
last major government-held towns in
central Bosnia.

To the southwest, fighting between
government and Croat forces contin-
ued around Fojnica and several other
towns, said Maj. Jose Gallegos, a U.N.
spokesman in Sarajevo. Croatian
radio reported Sunday night that
government forces had taken the
town.

Bosnian forces Sunday also block-
aded a U.N. base in Visoko, just
northwest of Sarajevo, demanding
that peacekeepers hand over for trial
on war crimes charges a Croat com-
mander who has been at the base
since Thursday, a U.N. spokesman
said. In retaliation, Croat forces
blockaded two U.N. bases, one in
Kiseljak, west of Sarajevo, and north
of Kiselajk.

French Gen. Philippe Morillon,
commander of U.N. forces in Bosnia,
was in the main Kiseljak base and
planned to return to Sarajevo today,
possibly by helicopter.

Croats and Muslim-led government
forces were allied at the outset of the
16-month-old war, which erupted
when Bosnian Serbs rebelled against
Bosnia's declaration of independence
from Serb-dominated Yugoslavia.

Muslim-Croat fighting over land in
central Bosnia strained the alliance,
which collapsed last month when the
Serbs and Croats — who now control
most of Bosnia — agreed to carve up
the country into three ethnic regions.

The Muslims oppose the plan, fear-
ing it would leave them only small
patches of territory, even though they
constitute Bosnia's majority. They
also fear Croats and Serbs eventually
will merge their territory with neigh-
boring Croatia and Serbia.

In other developments:

—Four mosques in Banja Luka, the
largest town held by Serbs in Bosnia,
were blown up Sunday, the Yugoslav
news agency Tanjug reported. Nine
of the town’s 16 mosques now have
been damaged or destroyed in explo-
sions.

Relief promised to

ELDRIDGE, lowa — President Clin-
ton has olfered the Midwest a $1.2
billion package of flood-relief assis-
tance, saying the high water along
the Mississippi River is “as bad as it
gets.”

Clinton, touring the flood-ravaged
area Sunday, met with about 100
farmers huddled under a tent on a
farm just outside Eldridge. He
offered sympathy for those affected
and said he would back up the sym-
pathy with more federal money.

“We're trying to be responsive and
to be helpful,” the president said.

Before leaving Washington, Clinton
said he authorized the release of
$100 million in federal disaster
funds. He also said he would use
another $297 million that's available.

And Congress will be asked to
approve another $850 million on an
emergency basis, something lawmak-
ers are almost certain to endorse,
Clinton said.

“I don’t think we're going to have
any trouble getting it,”" Clinton said.

In-addition, Clinton said he would
move to give flood victims more time
to seek disaster aid and pledged a
“long-term reform” of the nation’s
system of crop insurance.

While cities along the swollen Mis-
sissippi have suffered enormous
damage, millions of acres of farm-

:land also have been flooded and offi-

cials are projecting heavy crop loss-
es

In lowa alone, officials have pro-
jected the loss at $750 million.

Clinton, heading for an economic
summit in Japan, spent three hours
in the region where the Mississippi is
experiencing its worst ﬂ(mdlng ‘f
ne dll) 30 years.

“I've seen a lot of this an my }fe
and this is as bad as it gets,” Clinton
said.

The disaster aid package Clinton
said he would seeck is designed to
provide flood victims the same level
of relief given victims of Hurricane
Andrew.

Agriculture Secretary Mike Espy
accompanied Clinton to his hour-long
meeting with farmers. Dressed in
jeans and a flannel shirt, Clinton
perched on a hay bale, occasionally
chewing on a picce of straw.

He told the crowd that his history
as the governor of a small, rural
state makes him a sympathetic lis-
tener.

“I'm going to be very sensitive to
people like you," he said.

Clinton said Congress would be
given a choice of either directly
appropriating the money or finding
spending cuts elsewhere in the bud-
get.

While Clinton got a generally warm
reception, 23-year-old Steve Lous-
saret of nearby Long Grove had a
testy exchange with the president
over financing the disaster program
and tax increases in Clinton’s eco-
nomic package.

The mystery of Greenville is in its
people, the high-stakes farmers who
pout and dream through winters;
the industrious Chinese who came to
build the levee and now prosper in
business; the redneck river rats who
have six months on the barge, six off
to dance and drink.

On Greenville's Nelson Street life
teems, and if you leave your car
windows down or, better yet, walk,
you can wade through humidity and
expectation. People wear red on
Nelson Street, and high heels, and
Saturday night is a state of mind, not
a day of the week.

sonal occasion. There are just cer-
tain things that should not be for
sale.

So I climbed aboard the Good Ship
Doe’s one Saturday night not long
ago, and it was exactly as | remem-
bered, even more so. I followed a big
waitress into a little room where
tables were crowded in just such a
way that it was no strain to hear
everyone else’s conversations.

Two Sansabelt men and their
younger, chirping wives were talk-
ing about one of the couples’ last
trips to Vegas. At another table, a
man was talking about a basketball
game, and at another, an antique
auction.

A waitress, sensing | wasn't a reg-
ular, brought me tamales as an
appetizer, compliments of the house.
And people all around ate and
burped and went home and slept a
heavy sleep.

And I drove around Greenville for
a while, thinking about my time
here, how long ago and how rela-
tively uneventful it had been.
Greenville was a good town for a
reporter, especially one who likes to
write about people.

It lacks the mansions of Natchez,
the beauty of the hills. But
Greenville cannot be beat for inter-
esting people. Or a steak the size of
a dinghy.

How to spice
up Wimbledon

WIMBLEDON, England — If the
snoozer of a final between Pete
Sampras and Jim Courier proved
anything, it's that Wimbledon needs
to be made safe for television once
again.

Ratings have been melting faster
than an ice cream cone left on a
sun-baked Centre Court since
Jimmy Connors, John McEnroe and
Bjorn Borg stopped reaching the
championship round some 10 years
ago. And you don’t have to be a
television executive to understand it
isn't solely a matter of personality
— because Borg never owned one.

In contrast to those classic match-
es, Sunday's Sampras-Courier tilt
produced exactly one memorable
point — it came, fittingly, in the
final game — even if Princess Diana
was sighted on the edge of her seat
in the Royal Box clapping every now
and then.

“Maybe she has a crush on me,”
Sampras said after winning his sec-
ond Grand Slam title.

That's as plausible an explanation
as any. It couldn’t have been the
tennis that made her so jumpy.

The match was five minutes old
before a rally went beyond three
shots. Thirty-seven minutes passed
before a rally lasted long enough for
the crowd to inject “‘oohs’ and
“aahs" (these are Brits, after all)
between shots. Ninety minutes
elapsed before either player held a
break point; that would have been
Courier, who managed exactly two
of them.

“Really, 1 didn't have many
chances to break him and when |
did, I generally broke,” Courier
said. “It was just grass court tennis
— roll the dice.”

Viewers more likely changéd the
channel.

So what's to be done?

Since the All England Club won't
stand for ripping up the grass, and
the manufacturers making millions
off the high-tech hewitzers being
wiclded by the players won't allow
a return to wood rackets, the cheap,
easy solution is this:

Speed up the ball.

“I know it sounds crazy,” said
Tony Trabert, a former Wimbledon
champion who now works as a tele-
vision commentator, “‘but it will
work.

“Grass has always been a serve-
and-volleyer’s surface, but the
equipment and players are develop-
ing to the point where it’s like play-
ing indoors on a wood court. Even
players we used to think of as base-
liners, like (Andre) Agassi and
Courier, hit their groundstrokes so
aggressively, they're almost like vol-
leys.”

So far, most suggestions have
centered on slowing down the ball
by making it heavier. But with the
incredible topspin today’s players
already generate, they're likely to
adapt to such a change quickly. The
beauty of speeding up the ball is
that it would force them to throttle
back on the power themselves.

Trabert recalled practicing for
matches in the rarefied air of Mexi-
co City some years ago, watching
ball after ball sail way past the
baseline.

“Because you couldn’t hit the ball
hard without hitting it out, you had
to learn to protect the court, to use
all of it, to set up your points better.

. Because the arc of the ball
wouldn’t bend as much in the thin
air, you couldn’t hit such flat serves.
You had to make certain it had
plenty of spin.

“Those things would put some uf
the rallying back in the game here.”

The 1991 Wimbledon final
between Michael Stich and Boris
Becker lasted 2 hours, 33 minutes
and someone calculated the ball
was in play for a little longor than
nine minutes. Last year's final
between Agassi and Goran Ivanise-
vic, who had 34 aces in the match
and 206 for the fortnight, went 2:50

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Wlmbledon win shows
Sampras ready for elite

WIMBLEDON, England — Pete
Sampras couldn’t handle Grand Slam
success the first time. This time, he
says he's ready.

“This is something that I'm more
prepared for than I was in 1990,”
Sampras said Sunday after serving
his way past Jim Courier on a
scorching Fourth of July to win his
first Wimbledon championship.

Three years ago, Sampras became
the youngest man te win the U.S.
Open at the age of 19. But he felt
uncomfortable in the spotlight and
frequently complained that the Open
mantle was too heavy to bear.

“In 1990, I was very new at being
a top player in the world and had a

tough time with that at first,”” Sam-

pras said. “But I'm more pr(*par(-d to
handle this. The only goal that I
made for myself since I was a little
kid was to one day win this tourna-
ment. Winning this in my mind is
priceless.

“This victory means just a little bit
more than the U.S. Open victory. The
U.S. Open happened so fast that |
never really had tod much time to
really tlsink about what had hap-
p« ned. Now, being a top player the
last couple of years, | can kind of

appreciate what it takes to win a

Grand Stam.”

The Wimbledon title is one the 21-
year-old Sampras intends to savor
for all its worth.

“I'll take three weeks off, get away
from everybody, spend some time
with my girlfriend, reflect and enjoy
it,” he said. “After winning in 1990, |
did exhibition after exhibition. Now I
can just sit back and let it all sink
in.”

By beating Courier 7-6 (7-3), 7-6
(8-6), 3-6, 6-3, Sampras maintained
the world No. 1 ranking that he took
over from his American rival in
April. Since then, many — including
Courier — have wondered how Sam-
pras could be No. 1 without having
won a Grand Slam title since 1990.

“He can’t take this title away from
me, and now that I'm No. 1 for the
past three months, | don’t think
there’ll be any more controversy,”
Sampras said.

Certainly not after the way he
played Sunday in the first all-Ameri-
can final since 1984.

With the on-court temperature at
105 degrees, there were few long
rallies or exciting points. But that
was also due to the dominant serve
of both players, particularly Sam-
pras.

LOS ANGELES — The man who
caught most of Don Drysdale’s pitch-
es for the Brooklyn and Los Angeles
Dodgers believes intimidation helped
make theynan known as the “Big D"
a Hall of Famer.

“I think he was a little bit above a
competitor,”” John Roseboro said
Sunday. “He was kind of a warrior
out there, a fighter. He went out to
destroy. you any way he could. And
when he was in the lineup, we had
another good bat. '

“l don’t think too many people
liked to hit against him. If somebody
knocked down one of our players,
Drysdale would try to get two-for-
one, at least. He was a very nice guy
off the field, but when he put that
uniform on and got on the mound, he
was all business.

“He kept the hitter a little intimi-
dated at all times. I think the intimi-
dation factor helped make him a
great pitcher, definitely._ It was like
pulling teeth to bat against him.”

Roseboro could hardly believe his
former batterymate died, just a week
after Hall of Fame catcher Roy Cam-
panella passed away.

Better late
than never
for Hobnay

MASON, Ohio — Now that
Simon Hobday, a former cattle
farmer and car salesman in
Zambia, has won his first Ameri-
can golf tournament, he's kick-
ing himself for not trying the U.S.
tour 25 years ago.

“When | was younger and my
time came to come over here
and play — | was playing in
Etrope — I chickened out,” said
Hobday, who shot a 5-under-par
66 Sunday to win the $850,000
Kroger Senior Classic. .

He stayed overseas because he
didn’t see any future playing
against the likes of Jack Nicklaus
and Tom Watson week after
week. -

“Over the years | thought,
‘Hang on, you made a mistake.’
So when the Senior Tour came
up again, | didn’t even hesitate. |
was here like a shot.”

lHobday has won more than $1
million since 1991, when he
joined the Senior Tour. In retro-
spect, even the thought of facing
the regulars on the PGA Tour is
less daunting.

“After you'd played with them
a few times in Europe ... | knew
they were good, but they weren't
miles ahead,” Hobday said.

Hobday won the Zambian
Amateur five successive times,
had two wins on the European
tour between 1969 and 1986
and four victories on the South
African tour.

“The biggest check | ever won
was $8,000 in the old days,”
Hobday said

Sunday’'s win was worth
$127,500. He finished the 54
holes in 1]1-under 202, one
stroke better than defending
champion Gibby Gilbert, Bob
Reith and Mike Hill.

“I'm surprised he hasn’t won
before this,” said Gilbert, who
had seven birdies and shared the
lead until he bogeyed No. 16,
missing a 2-footer for par.

“He's a character. That's the
thing about the Senior Tour.
We're not a bunch of clones. We
all have fun.”

Hobday said he would call
home to Pretoria, South Africa,
to let his family know that he
had won — finally.

“It's been a bad week,” Roseboro
said. "l saw Don at Campy's funeral
on Wednesday. Here he is, 6-foot-6,
in his loud clothes, as happy as
ever.”

News of Drysdale’'s death of an
arparenl heart attack in his Montre-
al hotel room on Saturday was a
shock to a lot of people. After all, he
appeared the picture of perfect
health at age 56, and there were no
outward indications of any problems.

Sandy Koufax, who teamed with
Drysdale to make up one of the best-
ever 1-2 starting pitching punches in
big-league history, found out about
Drysdale’s death while watching the
Dodgers-Expos game on television in
nearby Anaheim, where he dppeared
at a card show over the weekend.

“At first, I didn't want to believe
it,” Koufax told reporters Sunday.
“It's taken a while to set in and it still
hasn't. It's been a rough week with
Campy dying and now Drysdale. But
Don wouldn't want us to mourn over
him, he'd want us to go on.”

Ironically, Drysdale died in a city
where he once played as a minor
leaguer and later began his big-
league broadcasting career. This
season was his sixth as a member of
the Dodgers broadeast team.

“We played here, he was my
roommate, | took him under my
wing,” Dodgers manager Tom Lasor-
da recalled Sunday.

“On the field, he was as mean as a
snake,” Lasorda said. “Off the field,
he was as nice a guy as you'd want
to meet.” :

Known as a fierce competitor with
a sidearm delivery that made him
Farticularly tough on right-handed
hitters, Drysdale was 209-166 with a
2.95 ERA in 14 seasons with the
Dodgers from 1956-69. He was elect-
ed to baseball's Hall of Fame in
1984.

Older fans certainly remember
some of the great confrontations
between Drysdale and Hall of Fame
hitters such as Hank Aaron, Willie
Mays, Frank Robinson and Willie
McCovey.

McCovey, in particular, owned
Drysdale. And Aaron hit more of his
755 homers against Drysdale (17)
than any other pitcher.

“I respected Don not only as a
player, but as a-man,” Aaron said. 'l
just saw him a couple of weeks ago
and we had the best conversation
since he retired. We were both
unhappy about some of the things
going on in the game."”
