Annenberg, a former ambas­
sador to Great Britain, said the 
ads were typical of ones run by 
the magazine periodically, fea­
turing reprints of his column In 
TV Guide.

Lady pilot horn too-soon

Like many persons who have seen 
nearly e i^ t  decades come and go, 
Edna Gardner Wh'^e has witnessed 
her share of revolutionary changes.

Perhaps not enough, however.
They tell Edna that she was bom 40 

years too soon; that if she was a 
young, experienced fem ale pilot 
today she would have it made.

Maybe that’s true; maybe not.
There’s no doubt that most men 

with her flying credentials easily 
went from piloting World War II war 
machines to flying the lucrative skies 
of the commercial airlines.

Edna never got to be one of the 
flghter pilots. '

She Just taught them how to fly.
And after the war, the airlines 

either avoided her, made excuses or 
flat out told her that no passenger 
would trust his life in the hands of a 
woman pilot.

The frustration for Edna Whyte 
must have been at times overpower­
ing.

A pilot since 1926, she has logged 
tens of thousands of hours in the air 
and is certified by the FAA as a 
commercial pilot capable o f  flying 
multi-engine planes. She also holds 
helicopter, glider and instructor rat­
ings and is considered one of the best 
stunt aerobatic pilots in the country.

She is nonetheless a buoyant boost­
er of aviation, giving anyone from

teenagers on up an evangelical spiel 
on the fun and career possibilities in 
flying.

According to Edna, things are get­
ting better.

“ It was very difficult the flrst 25 
years,’ ’ she said.

“ The men would sit right ndxt to me 
when I flew and wouldn’t tell me 
anything. This was a time when they 
would ask you to come to the airfield 
before dawn, dressed like a man, and 
maybe then you would get some in­
struction. They seemed to think you 
were stealing their glory. I learned 
more listening in on their conversa­
tions in back of the hangar than I ever 
did with them in the planes.’ ’

Mrs. Whyte was a good enough 
student to open her own flight school 
— the New Orleans Air College — 
which she sold before moving to Fort 
Worth, to train N avy/and Army 
pilots.“

Also a registered nurse, Mrs. Whyte 
served in the Army Nurse Corps'in the 
Phillipines and South Pacific after 

' enough pilots had been trained for the 
war effort.

Throughout her flying career, a 
continual backwash of resistance to 
women pilots h indered E dn a 's
progress.

“ When I applied for my flrst license 
with the Department of Ck>mmerce, 
the man made me sit there until all 
the applicants had gotten their li­
censes,’ ’ she said. Then he walked me 
around the back of the hangar and

asked me what I wanted with a li­
cense. He said, T never gave a woman 
a license and I don’t know if I want to 
start now.’

“ Once I was refused a Job because I 
was supposed to be too short. Two o f 
my own male students who were 
shorter than me got hired instead. 
And I had 3,000 hours flight time 
compared to their 200.’ ’

She received similar treatment at 
Braniffs old headquarters in Hous­
ton.

After being kept waiting for all the 
other applicants to be interviewed, 
she was finally allowed to see the 
personnel man.

“ I ll bet you’re Edna Gardner,’ ’ 
said the man. “ Sit down, please.’ ’

“ I thought, oh. I’m going to get it! ’ ’ 
recalled Mrs. Whyte.

“ But instead he said, ‘Now, Miss 
Gardner, do you really think our pas­
sengers want to walk into a plane and 
see a woman fly it?’ I said I didn’t 
know what he meant; I had had hun­
dreds of students and passengers fly 
with me and never had a problem. He 
didn’t know what to say to that, but I 
didn’t get hired.’ ’

At this point many people would 
have quit, as did most of Mrs. Whyte’s 
contemporaries. “ They ail got mar­
ried or Just gave up.’ ’ '

But Edna continued in aviation, 
concentrating on instruction, precis­
ion flying and derby racing, ^ e  gath-

An Iranian legislator said Friday 

that freedom for the 52 American 
hostages is Just a problem “ of time. 
-Otherwise, everyone wants the ques­
tion to be settled.’ ’ He said conditions 
,for their release could be announced 
Sunday after parliamentary debate.
. Assadollah Bayat told The Asso­
ciated Press in a telephone Interview 
the Parliament is split three ways; 
Whether the captives should be freed 
before or after the U.S. elections 
Tuesday or if they should be held until 
there is an end to the six-week-old war 

' between Iran and Iraq.
The Parliament - Majlis - has been 

stalled by hard-liners, but Bayat pre­
dicted there would be a quorum at the 
session scheduled for Sunday and 
“ maybe it will approve the conditions 
Sunday and announce them the same 
day.’ ’

Earlier, Iran’s government radio 
declared Iranian militants had won 
their year-leag confrontatioa with the 
United States over the hostages and a 
“ Just method’ ’  had been worked out to 
release them. U.S. officials continued 
to express skepticism that an end to 
the crisis was imminent.

State Department spokesman John 
Trattner told reporters in Washing­
ton, “ I have no no way to indicate to 
you that I feel any more hopeful, that 
we are any closer.’ ’ But he said the 
Carter administration offered assur­
ances that it recognizes AytoUah Ru-

boUah Khomeini’s revolutionary Is­
lamic regime as “ the legally consti­
tuted government in Iran”  and 
America would lift economic sanc­
tions against Iran if the hostages are 
freed.

It was disclosed in Stockholm that a 
Swedish airline' company had been 
contacted about filing a Jetliner to 
Tehran, presumaUy to pick up the 
hostages. But a communique issued 

. by Scanalr’ s managing director, 
(George Olsson, corrected earlier re­
ports that the plane was on standby at 
Stockholm’s Arlanda airport for a 
fli^ t  to Tehran on two-hours notice.

Olsson’s statement said, “ Various 
world-wide news media today report­
ed that Scanair has a DC-6 passenger 
aircraft, with some facility  for 
stretchers, standing by at Stockholm 
airport to depart for Tehran to trans­
port American hostages to Europe.

County sets record 
in absentee voting

Absentee voting in Midland County struck a record Friday, as 6,972 
voters — more than 15 percent ofAhe 44,102 registered voters in the 
county — either cast ballots in person fotTuesday’s general election or 
had been sent absentee mail-oUt ballots.

The previous absentee balloting record here was 5,375 in 1968, when 
Republican Richard Nixon edged out Democrat Hubert Humphrey for 
the presidency. That year, 23,529 voters cast ballots in Midland.

Absentee voting here began Oct. 15 and closed 2H weeks later.
During that period, 5,209 Midland (^untians cast “ in-ofnce’ *l>allots in 

the Midland (bounty Courthouse, said (bounty Qerk Rosenelle Cherry, andi  ̂
an additional 1,763 ballots were mailed out. Of the latter, apinroxi- 
mately 90 percent of the mail-out ballots will be returned to the clerk’s 
office. They-must be returned no later than 7 p.m. Tuesday in order to be 
counted in the election, Ms. CHierry said. Many have been or will be re­
turned by Express Mail to ensure speedier returns.

On Friday, 786 voted in person here, and 51 ballots were mailed out, Ms. 
Cherry said.

Headlined in the 1980 general election are Repitolican Ronald Reagan, 
who is bent on ousting President Jimmy Carter firom the White House 
3 nd sending him back to Plains, Ga.

In the 1976 general election, which pitted Democrat Carter against 
then- President Gerald Ford, 4.418 absentee ballots were cait in Midland. 
In that election, 27,368 voted in Midland.

In 1972, when Nixon successfully defended his presidency against chal­
lenger George McGovern, 24,290 Midland Countians cast ballots. Of that 
number, 4,748 were absentee voters.

McGinnis lists his law enforcement 
experience with federal, county and 
city agencies.

Jones notes the responsibilities of 
the office are primarily involved with- 
servicing Justice of the Peace'Cknirt. ^

The Dsmocrat says the county’s 
population is growing which corre­
lates to a bigger load of paperwork in 
civil matters like forcible detainers.

Webster lodges formal
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BIG LAKE — Two Big Spring men 
were being held in Reagan County 
Jail Friday night in lieu of charges of 
attempted cjyjital murder of a police 
officer.

Big Lake City Police Officer Johnny 
Ortegon was Jumped by one of two 
men be had stopped for a traffic 
violation around 6; 15 p.m. Friday in 
the MOO block of Texas Street in Big 
Lake. While the officer was looking at 
the license of the driver, the passen­
ger allegedly came up behind him 
with a knife and slit his throat.

Ortegon pulled Ws revolver and 
fired a shot, but did not hit anything. 
Staggering, he made his way back to 
the patrol car and radiod for help 
while be drove himself to the emer­
gency room of Reagan Memorial Hos­
pital.

Ortegon was listed in fair condition 
late Friday night after undergoing 
emergency surgery at the hospital.

Chief of Police Terry Cowin later 
arrested two m^n at a residence 
near the scene of the incident at 
6:30 p.m. Hie two men are related, 
officers said. ^

Formal charges against the rtien 
were expected to be filed shortly after 
midnight as a district attorney had 
been called in to hear the report.

Three Texas Rangers from Midland 
were also involved in the arrest of the 
men as well as a Department of Pub­
lic Safety officer.

J.D. Webster, Libertarian Party 
candidate for Congress in the 19th 
District, lodged a formal complaint 
against his opponent. Incumbent Rep. 
Kent Hance, Friday to the House 
Committee on Congressional Mailing 
Standards in response to Hance’s 
mailing of some 300 letters to voters in 
that district.

In a hastily-called news conference, 
Friday afternoon, Webster said 
Hance had “ abused his office”  by
mailing out a reprint of a congratula 
tWy letter he had received from a
renUl-housing lobbying group for the 
representative’s vote qn a bill con­
cerning the group. Webstew said 
Hance reprinted the letter at taxpay­
er expense, assembled it with federal 
employees (which is prohibited by the 
Hatch Act), and mailed them in post­
age-free “ franked”  envelopes.

“ Mr. Hance’s reproduction of this 
letter was purely political,”  Webster 
said. “ The vote in question was taken 
in early September, and was publi­
cized at that time. There was no 
compelling reason to alert the citizens 
of this area to a bill that had already 
passed ”  Webster continued, “ and 
there is no compelling reason the 
taxpayers should have to pay for Kent 
Hance’s public relations.”

Neither Hance nor his local aide 
was immediately available for com­
ment on Webster’s charges.

Hance sent the letters, dated Sept. 
28, to rental-housing owners with a 
note attached saying, according to 
Webster, “ that he knew that these

people would be viUlly interested in 
this piece of legislation he got 
througlf.”

Webster said he learned of the let­
ters earlier this week when one of the 
recipients forwarded a copy to him. 
He said he debated what type of ac­
tion to Uke until Friday when he 
alerted the House subcommittee.

“ As abuses of congressional privi­
leges go,”  Webster said, “ this isnot a 
terrible abuse. But, if you add all of 
them up it becomes pretty terrible.”

Webster said he suspected Hance 
has also used his power to keep both 
candidates from appearing at a num­
ber of candidate forumS throughout 
the district, including one sponsored 
by the Lubbock League of Women 
Voters, which he said reversed “ 16 
years of history.”
. “ I don’t think he would have done 
this if he had a Republican oppo­
nent,”  Webster added. ^___

However, Webster said he had no 
conclusive evidence against-Hance 
except for the letter mall-out.

“ I an^questioning his abuse of the 
franking’ privilege to Influence this 

election,”  Webster said. “ I am ques­
tioning his use of federal employees to 
produce a political advertisement and 
I am questioning his willingness to 
stick the taxpayers with the bill for 
this.”

Webster continued, “ He does all 
this, then calls himself a conserva­
tive.”

Webster said he had initially decid­
ed to file a "class action suit on behalf 
of the taxpayers to return the money”  
used to produce and mall the letters, 
but he later opted for the complaint to 
the su^ommittee.

Webster said the letters were 
mailed from Washington “ the,day 
before he (Hance) left" the congres­
sional meetings.

LOS ANGELES (A P ) — Actor 
Steve McQueen will return “ in a few 
days" to the Mexican clinic he left 
earlier this week after undergoing 
three months of cancer treatment, a 
spokesman for his doctors said Fri­
day.

McQueen, SO, and his wife have 
been at his ranch at Santa Paula, 
Calif., since his release from the 
Plaza Santa Maria Hospital in Baja 
California, where he was following a 
nutrition-based treatment program 
developed by William D. Kelley of the 
International Health Institution of 
Dallas, Texas.

McQueen was admitted to the Mex­
ican hospital with mesothelioma, a 
form of lung cancer generally consid­
ered incurable.

The doctors said that by early Octo­
ber, malignant tumors on his neck.

abdomen and chest had shrunk by 
about 25 percent.

“ Dr. Kelley had promised Mr. 
McQueen he could take some time off 
if _he followed the program at the 
hospital, that-he could go home and 
take care of things,”  Institution 
spokesman Ed Haag said in an inter­
view from Dallas. “ We expect him 
back at the hospital In a few days, 
when he’s had his holiday.”

“ We look at it as encouraging”  that 
McQueen felt up to the trip home, 
Haag added.

Haag said that while McQueen U 
home, he is supposed to be maintain­
ing the'hospital regimen, which in­
cludes doses of vitamins, minerals, 
enzymes and the controversial anti­
cancer preparation Laetrile and a 
diet of mostly unprocessed raw vege­
tables.

State voters get chance to Bingo

That may he the comment by thousands of people 

around the state Tuesday night if Amendment Nfo. 4 
passes.

That proposal and tw o ^  increase the governor’s 
capabilities are included on the ballot as part of the 
nine constitutional amendments requiring the pub­
lic’ s approval befgre they can ^com e law.

If No. 4 is passed, voters in a county. Justice 
prednct oVincorporated city can hold elections to 
determine if oingo games for charitable 
will be held in those areas.

If enacted, the legislature would also require that 
proceeds from the bingo games be directed for a 
charitable purpose of the organization conducting 
the games; the games are limited to one location on 
the organization’s property; the games are con­
ducted, promoted and administered by members of 
that organization; and that organization must report 
quarterly to the comptroller of public accounts a wut

th  ̂ proceeds colleciea irom the games and where 
those proceeds'were spent.

AT NO TIME since TuWtas became a state has 
bingo been legal, according to a.booklet prepared by 
the Texas Legislative Council.

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — University of Texas Ath­
letic Director Bill Ellington said Friday he has told 
NCAA officials about Johnny ” Lam”  Jones’ alleged 
improper sale of football tickets. , *

A federal indictment returned herfc Thursday 
charged Lloyd Davis, a former Lampasas bank 
official, with spending bank money on UT athletic 
teams. The indictment included a count charging 
Davis used $700 to buy 14 tickets from Jones, a 
former UT receiver now with the New York Jets, on 
Aug. 18, 1978. Jones is a Lampasas native.

At that time, the NCAA did not aljow players to sell

tickets above face value. EUington said the tickets 
were priced at $8.50 each.

“ This is the first lime in my 23 years here that I 
have heard of any ticket selling,”  said Ellington. “ I 
know our coaches have counseled our players time 
and again not to do it. But it would be hard to 
police.”

Ellington said UT could be held responsible for any 
rule infraction by Jones, and could be reprimanded 
or placed on probation.

“ This (allegèd incident) was strictly between Mr. 
Davis and Mr. Jones,”  Ellington said.

SEATTLE (AP) — A'man whose 
father and stepmother died and were 
buried at sea In the South Pacific two 
yearq;pgo has accused his brother of 
slaying the couple and is askin^ji 
civil court to bar him from scaring in 
their father’s estate.

Larry Edwards made the accusa­
tion against Gary Edwards of Rich­
mond, Calif., in an affidavit filed in 
King Count^uperior Court on Oct. 18 
in support of a motion to bar Gary 
Edwards from sharing in the inherit­
ance of the estate of Loren Ed>tiards, 
their father.

Larry Edwards, who waa not on the 
yacht, said he based his claim on 
conversations with others aboard the 
vessel and relatives.

Gary Edwards denied the charge 
and pointed out that his half-sister 
Kerry Edwards did not Join in the 
accusation. The affadavit alleged that 
Gary Edwards sexually assaulted his 
half-sister, setting off a chain of 
events that led to the deaths.

A copyright story on the charge was 
published in Friday editions of Hie 
Seattle Times.

The newspaper said the FBI has ' 
investigated the case, but would not 
make its findings public. A  federal 
grand jury also investigated, author­
ities said, but no charges were 
deemed necessary.

Steve Schroeder, a spokesman for 
the U.S. Attorney’s office, said the 

' investigation could be o p e n e d  if the 
affidavit shed new light on the case. 
However, he said he was not familiar 
with the affidavit.

Loren and Joanne "J o d y ”  Ed- 
wards, of Kirkland, died aboard the

53-foot Spellbound in February 1978 
when the yacht was about 240 miles 
from Tahiti.

Three other people were aboard the 
yesset: Gary Edwards, then 27; 
Kerry Edwards, then 18; and her 
friend, Lori Osken, then 22.

Larry and Gary Edwards aî p Loren 
Edwards’ son by a previous mar­
riage. Kerry Edwards is the daughter 
of Loren and Jody Edwards.

Two daughers of. Jody Edwards by 
a previous marriage are part of the 
motion to disinherit Gary Edwards on 
the grounds he was the ̂ ‘slayer’ ’ of 
Loren Edwards.

On Feb. 25, 1978, distress messages ' 
from the Spellbound said Loren Ed­
wards was fatally injured when his 
head struck the rigging. Later mes­
sages said his wife shot'herself in the 
head, committing suicide because she 
was despondent over the death of her 
husband.

The Spellbound continued on to Ta­
hiti where Gary Edwards remained 
six months before sailing the yacht to 
Richmond, Calif. Court r e ç o is  indi- 
•cate the yacht was sold in Juñe for 
$110,000,Apparently the bulk of the 
estate.

Larry Edwards’ affidavit gave the 
followii)g account:

Gary Edwards, while on watch in 
the early morning of Feb. 24, 1978, 
began assaulting his half-sister and 
was apparently discovered by his fa­
ther. The woman was hit on the head, 
“ causing extensive bleeding, a frac­
tured skull ... as stated to me by 
Kerry in March of 1980,”  Larry Ed-

Oldest emigrant 
coming to U,S.

MOSCOW (AP) — An 111-year-old Soviet Arme­
nian wdman picked up her U.S. Entry visa Friday at 
the American Embassy in Moscow, diplomats said, 
the qldest emigre of that nationality on record.

Khatun Karapetyan, whose maroon-colored Soviet 
passport lists her birthdate as March 12, 1889, is 
departing with three other family membérs Nov. 16 
to Join her daughter in Montebello, Calif.

“ I am excited because at my age I want to see my 
dau|d>ter again before I die,”  said the tiny, gray- 
haifed woman, who was bom in Turkey and came to 
the Soviet Union in 1946.

Informed by a Turkish-speaking interpreter that 
winter weather Is mild in Southern California, Mrs. 
Karapetyan Smiled and said, “ If thaf’s the case, 
then r ’ll probably live longer.”

She attributes her long life to avoiding smoking 
, 'and alcohol. She uses a black cane because of a 

broken right leg suffered in a fall last year.
Mrs. Karapetyan, her 50-year-old son karapet, 

daughter-ln-laa^ Lena, 40, and nine-year-old grand- 
• daughter Narine raised their right hands in the U.S.

Consular office to swear that information on their 
i emigration papers was correct.

Hie difference is the distance and altitude the planes are designed to 
achieve.
