Locol Birth Rote Differs 
From Nationwide Trends
Nationally, the birth rate trend 

has shown a slight upward shift 
since last August, according to 
a study of national statistics In 
1960, the records indicated that 
the birth trend was down com­
pared with the peaks it had 
reached in the years immediately 
before.

However, when IMI began, the 
stork went back to work, it is re­
ported. As a rasult, the trend ia 
now climbing again.

That’s the national picture— 
here in Howard County It does 
not fit too well.

The number of births for the 
past decade has been steadily in­
creasing locnlly. Obaervera credit 
this to the increase in the town's 
population. And if there was a 
dip naUonally in 1980, it was not 
a marked one locally.

A check of the records of Mr*. 
Pauline Petty, county dork, for 
the period Jan. 1 through April 
30. for the present yrer shws 
389 births. For the same period 
in 1960, the total was 387. If there 
was any trend indicated at all, it 
was that the number of boy 
babies waa up considerably UiU 
year as measured against the 
number of girl babiea.

In 1981, the first four montha 
of the year produced 183 girl 
bebiee and 908 boy babiea For the 
same four montha In 1990. there 
were 194 girl babies and 193 boy 
babiea.
