Why the hue and cry over 
Supreme Court nominees? 

It's politics, plain and simple

seen just how powerful the Su-
preme Court has become, dic-
tating practically every aspect 
of our lives. As the Senate hear-
ings on Judge Roberts have 
clearly revealed, especially in 
the Senators' comments, it is a 
war over competing philoso-
phies. Thus, the judicial philoso-
phy of the nominee is of para-
mount importance. 

There are many ways to de-
scribe the two views: relativist 
vs. absolutist; liberaivs. conser-
vative; evolutionist vs. 
originalist or strict construc-
tionist, but it boils down to 
something very simple. On one 
side is the idea that the Consti-
tution is a "living" document 
that we can "evolve" and rein-
terpret to say whatever we want 
it to say, thereby making it the 
supreme social-engineering 
tool, while the other side is com-
mitted to the proposition that 
the Constitution says what it 
says and the framers intended 
and understood, and that's that. 
As we've seen, the former is 
dead wrong, and the latter is 
absolutely correct. But, unfortu-
nately the wrong view has main-
tained a majority on the Su-
preme Court for more than sixty 
years, during which time the 
country has decidedly shifted 
conservative and in the White 
House and Congress. This has 
taken liberal relativists out of 
power everywhere except in the  

everybody. Maybe it would even-
tually take hold and everyone 
would really get along and live 
happily together. Maybe if we all 
think happy thoughts, we can 
really fly - up and beyond the 
hate that fills our world, and we 
can "tingle, tingle, tingle" with 
a melody in our hearts. 

Federal Courts. Hence, their 
resort to those courts to get 
what they could never have got-
ten through Congress. Witness 
the success of the ACLU, and 
the exit of God, official prayer, 
and the Bible, from our public 
schools, along with the recent 
declaration of a "Constitutional 
right" to homosexual conduct.

(Austin) - More than 182,000 
Texans could find their names 
in the newspapers on Sunday, 
Oct. 16, when Texas Comptrol-
ler Carole Keeton Strayhorn 
publishes her annual Un-
claimed Property List. 

"The Texans on this year's 
Unclaimed Property List could 
reclaim about $80 million that 
they have somehow lost track 
of," Strayhorn said. 

"The list published in the 
newspapers includes the names 
of Texans with property valued 
at $100 or more that was re-
ported to the state within the 
last year," Strayhorn said. 
"When you include people who 
have less than $100 and the mil-
lions of dollars that remain un-
claimed from previous years, 
our total unclaimed property is 
$1.3 billion that belongs in the 
pockets of hardworking Tex-
ans." 

Unclaimed property re-
ported to the state within the 
past year includes: 

• $27.5 million in unclaimed 
wages, 

• $8.9 million from dormant 
bank accounts, 

• $4.9 million in uncashed 
checks, 

• $12.8 million in insurance 

proceeds, 
• $2.6 million in utility re-

funds, 
• $4.8 million in mineral roy-

alties and 
• $11.8 million in other valu-

able assets. 
Banks and businesses are 

required to turn unclaimed 
cash, safe deposit box contents 

and other assets over to the 
state, if the owners cannot be 
found, but the rightful owners 
can reclaim the property at any 
time. Since taking office, Comp-
troller Straynorn has returned 
about $426 million to its original 
owners.

depending on term of the loan. 
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Quail hunting outlook bright for parts of Texas 
Austin -- Quail hunters have 

enjoyed the rewards of ideal 
range conditions and above nor-
mal bird production during the 
last couple of years. Although 
hunting prospects are still fa-
vorable heading into the 2005-06 
season, they probably won't 
measure up to recent years in a 
few locales where it has gotten 
dry over the summer. 

Except for the Rolling 
Plains region, which continues 
to shine thanks to lush habitat 
and above normal bobwhite 
quail production, expectations 
this season should be tempered, 
according to state wildlife biolo-
gists, due to hot and dry condi-
tions throughout much of the 
southern and central parts of 
Texas.- 

"I think we got spoiled the 
last two years with cool, moist 
summers and we're not likely to 
have that again for awhile," said 
Robert Perez, quail program 
leader with the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department. "Given the 
base of birds, with carryover 
from last year we should have 
an average year. But, an aver-
age year in Texas is still better 
than most anywhere." 

The statewide quail season 
runs from Oct. 29 - Feb. 26. The 
daily bag limit is 15, 45 in pos-
session. Legal shooting hours 
for all non-migratory game 
birds are 30 minutes before sun-
rise to 30 minutes after sunset. 
The bag limit is the maximum 
number that may be killed dur-
ing the legal shooting hours in 
one day. 

Ideal quail production oc-
curs in years that remain wet 
and cool during the spring and 
early summer months because 
it extends the window of oppor-
tunity for reproduction, accord-
ing to Perez. He noted hens typi-
cally would make as many nest-
ing attempts as conditions allow 
until they pull off a successful 
clutch. This year, conditions be-
came hot and dry from late 
spring through September over 
a good portion of the state, 
which could have an impact on 
extended nesting success. 

"Based on field reports, 
Texas had a regular spring with 
moisture and quail paired up on 
time," he noted. "Emily pro-
vided some needed moisture in 
July, but that moisture didn't 
stay around long. I wouldn't say 
it's been an extended hatch, but 
we had a hatch." 

South Texas is truly a semi-
arid region where much-of the 
annual variation in bobwhite 
quail populations can be attrib- 
uted to the timing and amount 
of rainfall. Over much of South 
Texas, especially the western 
half, there was not enough soil 
moisture (significant rainfall 
events) to result in successful 
nesting, Perez noted. The east- 
ern and northern portions of the 
region did receive enough 
spring moisture for normal 
spring nesting to occur and in 
areas under proper range man- 
agement should have huntable 
numbers of bobs. TPWD field  

staff reported very little produc-
tion in the mid to latter parts of 
the summer 

"Based on numerous re-
ports, the best bobwhite hunter 
opportunities will be found in 
the pockets of good quail habi-
tat under proper range manage-
ment, which received adequate 
rainfall," he said. "I would rec-
ommend looking for healthy 
stands of native bunch grasses 
and an abundance of forb." • 

Much of the Rolling Plains 
region of Texas experienced 
excellent range conditions for 
the majority of the spring and 
summer. There were also a 
good amount of carry-over birds 
from last season and nesting 
conditions remained good to 
excellent over most of the sum-
mer. There are plenty of forts 
(weeds) and insects (chick food) 
on the ground and hunting con-
ditions should be excellent. Nu-
merous field staff reported see-
ing different size classes of 
broods throughout the summer, 
indicating a significant repro-
ductive effort. 

Bobwhite hunter opportuni-
ties should be plentiful, espe-
cially in the southern half of the 
region, which received the most 
favorable weather conditions. 

In addition to the Rolling 
Plains region, the Trans-Pecos 
has, received a third year of 
timely spring and summer 
rains. As a result, the number 
of scaled quail observed during 
annual TPWD quail counts in 
the highest for the region since 
1981. Field staff report excellent 
production over the better part 
of the summer and are expect-
ing an excellent season. 

The western edge of the 
Edwards Plateau transitions 
into the Trans Pecos in an area 
called the Stockton Plateau 
where above average scaled 
quail production has been re-
ported, as well..  

Elsewhere around the state 
quail numbers in the Cross tim-
bers increased slightly from last 
year but still remain far below 
the long-term average for the 
region. During the past decade, 
cumulative effects of changes in 
the quality and quantity of bob-
white habitat have negatively 
impacted the abundance of 
quail at the regional level. How-
ever, there are certainly hunting 
opportunities at the local level 
where good quail habitat re-
mains, especially in the 
westernmost counties of the re-
gion. • 

TPWD quail surveys also 
indicate bobwhite numbers in 
Gulf Prairies (south of Victoria) 
where there are still larger land-
holdings of native rangeland. 
According to field reports these 
areas should have an above av-
erage quail crop. 

For those who don't have 
access to private land or are on 
a budget there are ample oppor-
tunities to take part in the up-
coming quail season on public 
land. Wildlife biologists at the 
Chaparral and James

CRP CONTRACT 
EXTENSIONS 

Producers with CRP con-
tracts expiring in 2007 through 
2010 will have an opportunity to 
re-enroll the contract or extend 
the contract. Offers will be 
ranked to determine eligibility. 
A site visit will also be con-
ducted to determine if the exist-
ing cover in the contract is in-
compliance with the conserva-
tion plan. This includes the con-
trol of weeds, etc... Producers 
will notbe eligible for cost share 
to get back into compliance, and 
will not be eligible for exten-
sions if they are not in compli-
ance. More information will be 
made available to us in the fu-
ture. 

DCP PAYMENTS 
During the week of October 

1st you may have received a 
2004 counter-cyclical payment. 
These payments are a part of 
the direct and counter-cyclical 
program. The direct payments 
are made during the year of the 
contract, but the counter-cycli-
cal payments are made the fol-
lowing year if the price of the 
particular commodity is low 
enough. 

Direct payments are a fixed 
amount per farm depending on 
your base acres. These pay-
ments are to help in the begin-
ning of the crop year. The 
counter-cyclical payment is not 
fixed or even guaranteed. It is 
to help the producer after the 
crop has been harvested when 
prices were not high enough for 
the' producer to break even or 
make a profit. There was a 
counter-cyclical payment for 
cotton and peanut bases. There 
was not one for wheat or other 
small grains. If you received an 
advance CC payment on small 
grains, it will be paid back. 

When you elect to receive an 
advance on a counter-cyclical 
payment, you are taking a risk 
of ending up having to pay it 
back. Direct payment advances 
are guaranteed, so there is no 
risk. 

The final 2005 Direct pay-
ment should be made by the 
time this is in print.

SMALL GRAIN AND 
GRASS CERTIFICATION 

If you purchased NAP cov-
erage on wheat for grazing or 
grass, you must certify the 
wheat 15 days prior to grazing 
and certify the grass by Decem-
ber 15. 

If you did not purchase NAP 
coverage certification for wheat 
is May 15 and grass is July 15. 

WHY DIDN'T MY NAP 
POLICY PAY WHEN I 

HAD A LOSS? 
You may have had a loss and 

submitted a notice of loss to the 
FSA within 15 days as you are 
required to on a NAP crop, but 
never received a payment. 

On grazing crops, in order 
for a producer to get paid on a 
loss, the entire county must 
show abloss. On grazing crops, 
in order for a producer to get 
paid on a loss, the entire county 
must show a loss. This county 
loss is based solely on the total 
county average rainfall for the 
year. It must be a 50% loss from 
normal. There is not much con-
sideration taken on how, when, 
or where this rain fell. Even if 
there is a county loss, you are 
still required to submit a notice 
of loss on your crop within 15 
days of when the loss is appar-
ent. Failure to do this will keep 
you from getting paid. 

If you have NAP on an APH 
based crop such as hay grazer 
that is intended to be baled in-
stead of grazed, you must estab-
lish an APH by turning in pro-
duction and having good yields 
each year. Once you have had a 
loss 2-3 years in a row, the APH 
will drop and it will be harder for 
you to show a loss. This is just 
like other crop insurance. If you 
do not turn in production 
records, you receive a zero yield 
for the year and your APH will 
really be low..
