He said neither the six 
Democratic candidates 
nor REagan are offering 
ideas about curbing 
unemployment. The White 
House, he said, offers no 
concern — "zero, zip, 
nada." 

Fernandez said he was 
not running a minority-
oriented campaign, but he 
said Hispanic voters — of 
whom he said there are 
9,000 in New Hempshire 
— would give him a base. 

"My God — who could 
be a better role model than 
yours truly, born in a box 
car, raised in a field?" he 
asked. 

The I.N.S. And 
The Sojourners 

From Yalaj 
by Aurora Camacho de

Steven Spielberg's film, 
E.T. -- on the friendship 
between a young boy in 
need of affection and an 
intelligent creature from 
another planet -- received 
the acclaim of millions of 
people. Although the 
symoblism used by 
Spielberg tended to point 
to more depth than the 
story had to offer, it was 
very successful in showing 
not only the compatibility 
of the two protagonists, 
but in some ways their near 
identity. 

One of the things that 
made the story so 
endearing to us was the 
clash between the adult 
world that must reat E.T. 
with suspicion and the 
accpeting world of 
children, where extra-
terrestrial-looking beings 
can exist comfortably in 
closets and in minds. 

Two hours of film are 
enough to convince us that 
a stranger who is green, has 
a telescopic neck and 
igniting fingers, and is far 
from meeting human 
standards of beauty, is 
indeed a person. By the 
time the story is over, we 
want the friendship 
between Elliott and E.T. to 
last. E.T. is one of us. 

At the Krome Detention 
Center of the U.S. 
Immigration & Natural-
ization Service in Miami, 
the opposite process took 
place before my eyes 
recently. Here, our senses 
told us that we were in the 
presence of human beings. 
It was the job of the 
government's attorney to 
prove to the immigration 
judge the alienage of 
Guatemalan Indians who 
haetained by the Border 
Patrol in rural Florida. 
And he did. 

The presence of 
Guatemalan Indians who 
speak no English or 
Spanish (but Canjobal, a 
dialect of the Mayan) in 
southern Florida is almost 
as unexpected as the 
descent of a spaceship 

leaving behind a member 
of its crew'. In our state of 
amazement, we can react 
like Elliott, asking some 
questions; or like the 
scientists who surrounded 
E.T. with germproof 
plastic to prevent 
contamination of the 
human race, nearly 
destroy:rig the visitor in the 
process. 

Some of our questions 
may be why people whose 
very definition of life is 
attachment to the land 
would uproot themselves 
for the first time in 
centuries (only to find one 
of the worst jobs anyone 
could have in the United 
States: farm labor in 
Florida); how could they 
travel 3,500 miles without 
money or the benefit of 
knowing Spanish or 
English; what interests in 
rural Florida are served by 
the presence of hard-
working people who are at 
once immensely vulnerable 
and immensely strong? 

The Guatemalans had 
free legal counsel from our 
agency. As a colleague in 
Florida prepared his case, 
we learned more of their 
story: they are from Yalaj, 
an Indian village near the 
Mexican border, the San 
Miguel Acatan area where 
many massacres of Indians 
have occured. They left 
after the army moved in 
one the town. They are 
survivors. 

After a time in Mexico, 
they feared the incursions 
of the Guatemalan army 
into the refugee camps. 
They also may have fled 
from the hunger of these 
camps, which are under the 
dual protection of the 
Mexcian government and 
the United Nations High 
Commissioner for Refu-
gees. But we do not know 
how they came to the 
United States. 

Since they did not meet 
the technical requirement 
of identifying themselves 
to immigration authorities 
upon arrival on U.S soil, 
the immigration judge at 
the hearing was incredu- 

lous when the legal counsel 
said they weere filing for 
political asylum. The judge 
found the Indians' silence a 
sign of hostility to the 
country. 

Fortunately, at a critical 
juncture, some "Elliotts" 
came forward to befriend 
these particular aliens. The 
Mohawk Indians from 
Akwesasne, N.Y., on 
hearing about the plight of 
these indigenous people, 
sent representatives to 
Florida to urge the judge to 
release the Indians and to 
pledge financial and social 
support for them. The 
Roman Catholic Archbi-
shop for Miami also 
pleaded for their release. 

The judge evidently was 
swayed by these initatives, 
for he subsequently did 
sign an order of release, 
referring to " the unique 
community support" 
which they enjoyed. 

As of this writing, 
however, the Guatema-
lans' application for 
asylum has not been acted 
upon. If the united States 
were to admit that the 
Guatemalans face danger 
if they return to their 
country, it would be 
admitting the the govern-
ment of Efrain Rios 
Montt, a born-again 
Christian, is expelling 
Indian peasants to Mexico 
and the United States, and 
that a regime backed by the 
administration is as 
repressive as its critics 
charge. 

I do not want to lost 
hope, but it is hard to 
believe that justice will be 
done. 

E.T. wanted to phone 
home and ultimately,, to 
go home. 

These friendly aliens 
want to go home, too, but 
until there is a change of 
regime, they must instead 
ask to stay. 

Let us hope we can 
summon the national 
compassion to invite them 
to remain among us for as 
long as they wish.

Something Does Not Add Up 
and We Want to Know Who is 
Behind these Strange Facts... 

by Richard Salvatierra 
In the immediate 

aftermath of the recent 
earthquake that struck the 
Colombian city of 
Popayan, leaving a total of 
nearly 250 dead, the 
United States sent food, 
medicines and other 
supplies to help some of 
the survivors of that 
tragedy. 

Perhaps more so than 
any other people on earth, 
Americans have been 
quick and generous in their 
response to such catastro-
p hies. Compassion, 
friendship and solidarity at 
the time of trial for other 
peoples have becom deep-
seated traits in the 
American character. 

Today, however, these 
traits are being tested as 
never before as a result of 
the world refugee situa-
tion. Pressures upon the 
United States to open all of 
its doors to this potential 
flood of humanity keep 
mounting. 

The time is at hand when 
a hard decision is going to 
have to be made. The 
decision, in my view, can 
go in only one direction: to 
place realistic limitations 
on the numbers of persons 
who would be allowed 
entrance into this country, 
either as political or 
"economic" refugees, 
outside of established 
immigration quotas. 

Obviously, this is in part 
a moral issue. It is also one 
that relates to the finite 
resources of the country. 

Let's take a quick look at 
the record. After World 
War 11, on the assumption 
that the refugee problem 
was only temporary, 
Congress enacted legisla-
tion allowing for entrance 
of 400,000 displaced 
persons. Congress allowed 
another 100,000 for 
Hungarians in 1956. 

In the more than two 
decades since the ascen-
dency of Fidel Castro as 
Cuba's dictator, about 1 
million Cubans have made 
it to these shores. This does 
not include the 125,000 out  

of Mariel in 1980 nor the 
countless thousands of 
Haitians who have slipped 
into southern Florida in 
recent years. 

Since Vietnam, several 
hundred thousand Indo-
Chinese refugees have 
entered this country under 
special conditions -- a good 
number having been 
airlifted by U.S. military 
aircraft. 

As a result of the civil 
wars in Central America, 
an estimated 600,000 or 
more persons from that 
region are in the U.S. 
illegally, most of them 
Salvadorans. 

Illegal entrnats from 
Mexico are believed to 
number at the very least 
some 600,000 each year — 
and the numbers are rising. 

Refugee agencies of the 
United States and the 
United Nations points to at 
least 3 million to 4 million 
refugees in various corners 
of the world waiting for the 
green light to settle 
somewhere, preferably in 
the United States. 

This has now become a 
permanent crisis, and 
Americans understanda-
bly are becoming increas-
ingly apprehensive abou 
the social and economic 
costs of what, for all 
intents and purposes, has 
become "open immigra-
tion." It has been rightly 
described by numerous 
U.S. experts as "immigra-
tion out of control." 

Because of the underly-
ing Judeo-Christian 
influence upon the lives of 
most Americans, the 
opinions of religious 
groups naturally have 
rested heavily on the 
conscience of the citizenry. 
But there surfaces a 
dichotomy between 
religious teaching and 
what is practical: If 
resources are finite, now 
far are they to be stretched 
and at what point does one 
draw the line on declining 
standards of living because 
of one's charity? 

In a perceptive treat-
ment of the question, 

Gerda Bikales, of the 
Federation for American 
Immigration Reform 
(FAIR), has been highly 
critical of the unique 
nature of religious 
leadership's intervention in 
the refugee question. 
Writing in The Humanist, 

she says: 
(The moral influnce of 

religious institutions and 
religious leaders) gets 
skillfully translated into 
political coercion for a 
more charitable posture 
through a process 
somewhat akin to moral 
blackmail. The technique 
has been higly successful.. 

The flow...iks the fact 
that, once the refugees 
have been brought to the 
United States, the costs of 
their resettlement do not 
fall vrushingly upon the 
religious intitutions but are 
imposed upon the Ameri-
can commonwealth... 

Bikales makes the point 
that refugee admissions are 
not the religious leader-
ship's to give. By law, she 
emphasizes, tht gift must 
come from the American 
people, "many of whom 
perceive a clear need to cut 
back." 

Besides the vested 
interests of religious 
institutions, of course, 
there are those of other 
groups, lay organizations 
whose members are 
enthralled by the social 
prestige (and pay) derived 
from championing the 
cause of refugees. 

Given their past record 
of humanitarianism and 
charity, however, Ameri-
cans need not suffer guilt 
feelings about not being 
able to take care of every 
world disaster and every 
single refugee. Even the 
most liberal-minded 
person has to doubt the 
capacity of the United 
States to accept all of the 
victims produced by the 
unending disasters in a 
heavily populated world.

Texas law provides that 

"it shall be unlawful for a 
landlord or his agent to 
wilfully exclude a tneant 
from the tenant's premises 
in any manner except by 
judicial process." This 
means that generally a 
landlord should file an 
eviction suit to get a tenant 
out. The policy behind this 
law, of course, is to protect 
tenants from being thrown 
out on the street without a 
hearing to determine if 
there is cause to do so. 

If a tenant pays for 
utilities directly, a landlord 
may not under any 
circumstances cause those 
utilities to be interrupted. 
If, however, an interrup-
tion occurs because of 
repairs, construction, or 
emergencies, the law has 
not been violated. 

Willful exclusion means 
some act on the landlord's 
part intended to deprive 
the tenant of the use of the 
premises, such as changing 
the locks or cutting off all 
utilities. Although a 
landlord may not wilfully 
exclude a tenant except by 
judicial process, he or she 
may change the lock if the 
tenant is behind on the 
rent. 

If a lock is changed, the 
law says that "written 
notice shall be left on the 
tenant's front door 
describing where the new 
key may be obtained at any 
hour and describing the 
name of the individual who 
will provide the tenant 
with such key." The 
landlord must provide the 
key. even if the tenant does

Estados Unidos enviaron 
alimentos, medicinas y 
otras provisiones para 
ayudar a algunos de los 
sobrevivientes de aquella 
tragedia. 

Quizas en una medida 
mayor que cualquier otro 
pueblo de la tierra, los 
estadounidenses han sido 
prontos y genersos en su 
reaction a tales catastro-
fes. La compasiOn, la 
amistad y la solidaridad en 
tiempos de tribulaciones 
para otros pueblos han 
Ilegado a ser rasgos muy 
arraigados de la naturaleza 
estadounidense. 

Hoy, sin embargo, estos 
rasgos estan siendo 
puestos a prueba como 
nunca antes, como 
resultado de la situation 
mundial de los refugiados. 
Continfran aumentando 
las presiones para que los 
Estados Unidos abran 
todas sus puertas a esta 
posible inundation de 
seres humanos. 

Se acerca la hora en que 
habra que adoptar una 
decision energica. La 
decision, segun mi modo 
de ver, puede encaminarse 
imicamente en una 
direcci6n: La de fijar 
limites realistas al nOmero 
de personas a quines se 
permitiria entrar a este 
pais, ya sea como 
refugiados politicos o 
"econOmicos", fuera de las 
cuotas de inmigraciOn 
establecidas. 

Evidentemente, este es 
un asunto parcialmente 
moral.

Esto no comprende 
a los 125,000 que salieron 
por el Mariel en 1980 - ni a 
los incontables millares de 
haitianos que han entrado 
subrepticiamente en el sur 
de la Florida en los arios 
recientes. 

Desde la guerra de Viet-
Nam, varios cientes de 
miles de refugiados 
indochinos han entrado a 
este pais bajo circunstan-

cias especiales - y un gran 
ninnero de ellos han sido 
transportado por aire por 
aviones militares de los 
Estados Unidos. 

Como resultado de as 
guerras civiles de la 
America Central, se estima 
que unas 600,000 personas 
de esa regiOn se hallan 
ilegalmente en los Estados 
Unidos, la mayor parte de 
ellas de origen salvadore-
no. 

Los que entran ilegal-
mente desde Mexico se 
cree que por lo 
menos, a unos 600,000 al 
arm, y su flamer() continua 
aumentokdo. 

Las entidades para 
refugiados en los Estados 
Unidos y de las Naciones 
Unidas serialan una cifra 
de por lo menos 3 a 4 
millones de refugiados, en 
diversos rincones del 
mundo, esperando por la 
luz verde para asentarse en 
alguna parte, preferible-
mente en los Estados 

U nidos. 
Esto ha Ilegado a tener 

ahora proporciones de 
crisis permanence, y es 
comprensible el que los 
estadounidenses se sientan 
cada vez mas aprensivos 
sobre los costos economi-
cos y sociales de lo que, 
para todos los fines y 
propositos, se ha converti-
do en "inmigracion 
abierta" - "inmigracion sin 
control alguno" - como se 
le ha descrito acertada-
mente por numerosos 
expertos estadounidenses. 

Por razors de la 
influencia judeo-cristiana 
subyacente en las vidas de 
la mayor parte de los 
estadounidenses, las 
opiniones de los grupos 
relgiosos han descansado, 
en gran medida, en las 
conciencias de la ciudada-
nia.

Por la ley, 
recalca ella, esa dadiva 
debe llegarles del pueblo 
estadounidense, "una gran 
parte del cual percibe la 
necesidad clara de efectuar 
una rebaja." 

Ademas del interes 
inherence a las institucio-
nes religiosas, desde luego, 
hay otros grupos, organi-
zaciones laicas cuyos 
miembros se sienten 
cautivados por el prestigio 
social (y la remuneration 
economica) que se 
dereivan de abogar por la 
causa de los refugiados. 

Dada su ejecutoria 
pasada en lo tocante al 
humanitarismo y a la 
caridad, sin embargo, los 
estadounidenses no tienen 
por que albergar senti-
mientos de culpabilidad 
por no series posible el 
atender a todos los 
desastres mundiales y a 
cada uno de los refugiados. 
Hasta la persona de 
mentalidad mas liberal 
tiene que dudar de la 
capacidad de los Estados 
Unidos para aceptar a 
todas las victimas 
producidas por los 
desastres sin termino de un 
mundo densamente 
poblado.

In addition, the 
tenant may recover actual 
damages, one month's 
rent, and reasonable 
attorney's fees, minus any 
rent or other sums owing.

Such 
collisions also happen 
between nations, in this 
hemisphere and elsewhere. 

That's partly because 
each society of people 
thinks about itself — and 
about others — in terms of 
symbols. Some recent 
events illustrate the 
problem. 

At the May 1983 
Williamsburg Economic 
Summit conference, 
United States autorities 
tried to use a musical 
symbol to transmit to 
Japanese Prime Minister 
Yasuhiro Nakasone that, 
despite current disagree-
ments, the United States is 
a reliable long-term friend. 
So, apparently to show we 
don't bear grudges, the 
band played him a military 
song Japan's namy had 
used to get its men into a 
fighting mood when the 
Rising Sun and the Yankee 
eagle were dueling for 
control of the Pacific in 
World War II. 

Nakasone's staff were 
unhappy and said so. The 
tune chosen, which the 
people in Japan would 
hear about, is associated 
with something most 
Japanese dislike. Namely, 
their country's pre-1946 
militarism, which Mr. 
Nakasone is accused back 
home of tending to revive 
under U.S pressure. 

To us, the symbolism 
signaled: "Trust in the 
United States." 

To the Japanese, it said: 
"Here we come bulling into 
your china shop again." 

And consider poor 
Mr. / Monsieur Pierre 
Elliott Trudeau, Canada's 
Prime Minister, who has 
spent so long trying to get 
the French Canadians (of 
whom he's one) and the 
English Canadians to 
forget their more than 200-
year-old quarrel and live 
peacefully together. 

So which of his 
country's tunes did our 
band serenade him with at 
the Williamsburg con-
ference? 

Americas, two countries 
fought over some symbol-
charged real estate of 
economically dubious 
worth. To London, the 
Falklands crown colony 
signified national duty: the 
moral obligation to wind 
down an outdated imperial 
enterprise slowly and 
carefully, so the 1,800 
inhabitants' individual 
interests would not be 
jeopardized. To Buenos 
Aires, British rule fot he 
Malvinas stood for an 
antique insult grown 
intolerable once the 
principal of surrounding 
the islands to Argentina 
seemed to have been 
accepted. 

So, blood was shed. 
Today, the U.S. builds 

apocalyptic, first-strike 
weapons to signal 
defensive intent and talks 
of, carries out, armed "aid" 
missions to shores once 
harassed by our filibuster 
and Big Stick. In 
Washington, some crash 
courses non gringo 
symbolism, and in the 
historical and cultural 
forces which have shaped 
it, are long overdue. 
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 speech, symbol codes vary 
from social category to 
social category, culture to 
culture, land to land. The 
various peoples all have 
their own respective 
symbol languages (or 
dialects), each with its 
particular vocabulary and 
grammer. 

The symbols are often 
words, but can be other 
entities as well: songs, 
colors, flags, pictures, 
legends, movie or literary 
or storybook characters, 
personality types, psycho-
logical attitudes, places, 
situations, forms of 
behavior...anything which 
catches the imagination 
and comes to stand for an 
idea, a trait, an emotion. 

It's whatever the 
symbol-making indivi-
duals feel strongly about. 
A given symbol can signify 
one conept for one group 
and quite a different one 
(or nothing at all) for 
another.

Hoy, los Estados Unidos 
fabrican armas apocalipti-
cas de primer ataque para 
indicar la intention 
defensiva y hay charlas 
sobre misiones armadas de 
"ayuda" a playas una vez 
asoladas por nuestros 
filibusteros y por el Baston 
Grande.
