The press dispatches say that 
Monday when the junketing legis­
lators returned to Aus in, the gov­
ernor took occasiou to indicate to a 
number of members of the legisla­
ture who visited him that the 
Houston, Gdveston and Dallas 
trips did not meet with hF approv­
al. He also complained of the 
slight consideration shown bills em 
bodying so called platform de­
mands, and said the legislature 
would have to do something besides 
passing the appropriation bill as 
quickly as possible and then getting 
away, to satisfy him that it had 
performed its duty. And he inti­
mated that if such a program was 
not followed he would call an extra 
session to put the legislature on 
record. The immediate result of 
all of this was the overwhelming 
defeat of the Mobley-Cuirey reso­
lution, providing for an amendment 
to the rules so as to make it out of 
order for the speaker to lay before 
the house iuvitatious to take trips 
anywhere. This resolution was in­
troduced and almost immediately 
acted upon.

In defending it, Mr Mobley said 
that he did not think the motives 
behind the invitations complained 
of bad; that it was the effect of ac­
cepting them he deplored. And, 
among other things, he declared 
that all the real work the house had 
done in the past six or seven weeks 
could have been performed in 12 
hours. He was not one of those 
who thought the legislature had 
nothing to do but go visiting, pass 
the appropriation bill and go borne. 
Inasmuch as there were some eight 
billion dollars worth of property 
escaping taxation, he thought that 
something should be done for the 
relief of the two and a quarter bil­
lions of propei ty that is bearing the 
wnole burden now. And it occur 
red to him that the penalty for vio 
lating the anti-trust law should be 
increased as there were some trusts 
that could afford to and would 
gladly pay $1,000 a day for the 
privilege of remaining iu the state. 
Continuing, the gentleman from 
Henderson alleged that the school 
fund had been robbed of millions of 
acres of land which should be re 
covered, and that the bill compel­
ling railroads to engage in the ex 
press business themselves, instead 
of furnishing the facilities for bar 
nacle corporations to milk them of 
the profit thereof, shoull pass for 
the relief of the fruit and trucit 
growers of the stale.

The resolution was opposed by 
Fuller, Reedy, Highstnith, Davis 
and Fiizhugh. Mr. Reedy said 
that the Thirty first legislature was 
not open to the charge of laxity in 
the performance of its duties, and 
that he knew that it had worked as 
hard and as faithfully as the Thir 
tieth. In so far as he was con­
cerned, he had taken the trip to 
Dallas and had profited by it. In 
company with the gentleman from 
Robertson, Mr. Goodman, he bad 
taken a ride down the Trinity and 
acquired valuable information with 
regard to the progress of the work 
of improving that stream. The 
average legislator, like the average 
citizen, Mr. Reedy declared, is woe­
fully ignorant of the vastness 
ot his state and cannot on 
the meager salary paid him travel 
and inform himself, hence he 
thought the cities who had paid 
the expenses of the trips that hnd 
been indulged in bad performed a 
great service for the state at large.

Hamilton of Childrtss favored 
the resolution on the ground that 
the invitations came from the cities 
which lacked a great deal of being 
the whole thing. Jenkins thought 
so, too

Curry favored the resolution not 
because he was opposed to the

members taking the trip, but be 
cause he did not think those trips 
should be taken on time belonging 
to the people. And in so far as 
getting information was concerned 
the legislators could get an abun 
dant supply of that out of the news­
papers which kept up with the de­
velopment of the state and made 
a specialty of heralding its re­
sources.

After legislation had been suc­
cessfully blocked for an hour and a 
half by discussion of the resolution, 
it was put to sleep by a vote of 84
to 29.

Ridicule R oosevelt ’ s Life Com ­
m ission Report.

Washington, March 2 — A par­
tial agreement on the agricultural 
appropriation bill was reported to 
the senate by the conference today 
and approved. Only one item ol 
disagreement between the two 
houses was left undisposed of. 
Tiiat was the senate provision ap 
propriating $25,000 for thepublica 
tiou of the report of the country 
life commission. The house con 
ferees refused to accept the amend­
ment and the senate has so far de­
clined to surrender.

The conference report was also 
adopted by the bouse, but not with 
out considerable discussion of the 
provision for the publication of the 
report of the country life commis­
sion in which Messrs. Stevens, Fitz 
gerald, Hepburn and Tawney par 
ticipated.

The democrats generally took the 
position that the commission had 
been created by the president with 
out authority of law. Mr. Stanley 
was among the more pronounced. 
He said:

“ We don’ t want to have a 
bunch of men in frock coats and 
siik bats, ridtug around in automo­
biles and eating canvasback duck 
and drinking champagne trying to 
tell farmers how to eat greens,draw 
water and milk cows. We don’ t 
want a city commission to teach 
farmers.”

He said the commission probably 
would not know the difference be- 
tween a chicken and a turkey or a 
horse and a yearling calf.

Mr. Tawney was sarcastic in his 
opposition to the amendment.

“ If we continue these commis 
sions,“ he said, “ we will be having 
government by executive choice 
and not by law. ”

The provision was sent back to 
•conference. At the second confer­
ence of the day on the agricultural 
bili, the senate conferees receded 
from their demands for an appic- 
priation of $25,000 to print the re­
port of the commission on country 
life.
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O ut-Rides Roosevelt.

Piqua, Ohio, Macrh 2.— Dr. G. 
C. Throckmorton, 65 years, yes­
terday beat the militarary ride of 
President Roosveltof 96 miles,mili­
tary gait when he rode the three 
horses in relays from Sidney 
through Piqua to Troy, 20 miles 
and return, three times, 120 miles 
in all, in thirteen hours and forty 
five minuets. The result was tele­
graphed to President Roosevelt, 
who has manifested some interest in 
the effort to break his record.

seized at the instance of the gov­
ernor.

Judge Strang, who presided, 
handed down a lengthy decision 
holding that the writ of search and 
seizure issued uuder an affidavit 
signed by Governor Haskell al­
leging that MacReynolds had in 
his possession papers which he in­
tended to publish thereby libeling 
the governor was without sufficient 
fact to justify the action of the 
officers and ordered the papers aud 
other property of Mr. MacReynolds 
returned to him.

Better Houses. S T A T E  N E W S.

State, yet in many places the old 
bouses are being torn down to 
make room for new ones. It is a 
notable fact that the old ones were 
better built than the new ones are 
as a general thing.

In the larger cities the method of 
building has been much improved; 
but in ordinary homes the material 
is lighter and the work is more 
careless and less satisfactory than 
work done forty or fifty years ago.

There needs to be a general re 
form at this point. The bouses of 
today should be better built than 
the old ones were. There should 
be fewer leaks rather than more 
leaks. The material should be bet­
ter rather than worse. The work 
should certainly be as good as that 
done more than a generation back.

Church Membership.
The growth of the Christian 

churches of the United States in 
the year 1908 was not so rapid as 
in any one of the preceeding five 
years, according to statistics of all 
the religious bodies just compiled 
by Dr. H. K  Carroll ofN ew Y oik. 
In the report are included only 
church members in the United 
States In all Christian churches 
in this country— Protestant and 
Catholic— there are now 32,282,543 
raembcis. Of this total 12,094,656 
are credited to the Roman Catholic 
church. In all the churches 720,- 
647 communicants were added in 
1908, far less than was the gain in 
1907, which was reported as 1,241,* 
286, but more than half of that 
total was credited to the Roman 
Catholic church, whereas for 1908 
the Roman Catholic increase is only 
298 843 This leaves the total 
Protestant gains for the two years, 
respectively, 571,443 in 1907 and 
421,804 in 1908 Compared with 
the results of the government cen 
sus of 1890, the new figures show 
that in the 18 years the number of 
communicants has grown from 20,* 
618,3071034,282,543, an increase 
at the rate of 66 per cent. The 
number of ministers has grown 
from 111,036 to 165,725. an increase 
of 49 per cent. In 1890 there were 
142,639 churches; now there are 
213,049. Religious bodies having 
more than 250,000 communicants 
each, in order according to size, are.

New M exico Affairs.
Santa Fe, N. M., March 1.— A f­

ter a spirited debate the lower honse 
of the New Mexico legislature to- 
d ,y passed a bill providing for 3c 
passenger fares on alt railroads op 
erating in the territory, the fares 
now charged by railroads ranging 
from 4c to 6c per mile.

The outlook for the passage of a 
local option or prohibition law at 
this session is good. Hundreds of 
petitions, bearing thousands of sig­
natures urging the enactment of 
such a law, are being sent to the 
legislature. One of these petitions 
contains the signatures of Govern­
or Curry and every Territorial of­
ficial.

The factory and excelsior buildigs 
of Hantshorn Bro. upholstering es­
tablishment at Ft. Worth, were de­
stroyed by fire Monday with a loss 
of about $15,000, only the office 
building being saved. The loss 
was covered by insurance. The 
same night the two story framed 
residence owned by Mrs. Tillman 
Smith, just nearing completion and 
the homes of Dr. R. B. Graturner 
and Leon Gross were badly dam­
aged by fire. The fire started in 
shavings in the back yard of the 
Smith place and soon reached the 
house aud spread rapidly. The 
losses are approximately: Mrs. T ill­
man Smith $4,000. Leon Grqss

Austin, Mar. 3 — With theopen- 
ing of the first week of the month 
of winds, the Texas law makers are 
fast approaching the home stretch 
of the legislative race course and 
are running with such a vigor and 
determination that they bid fair to 
come under the wire by the time 
limit, March 13th, set by the house 
several weeks ago. It now appears 
that a special session may not be 
necessary. In this event, however, 
adjournment can be taken on 
March 13th, but the regular session 
may be allowed to run until, say 
about April 1st, by which time it 
will be possible to dispose of all 
business pending and pass the ap­
propriation bill.

The finance committee of the 
senate expects to be able to bring 
in a report on the appropriation 
bill some time this week and mauy 
members believe that ten days will 
be sufficient to make up the bud­
get. In such event the legislature 
could work out its destiny aud de­
part from the capitol corridors by 
the time All Fools’ Day rolls round. 
Of course from March 13th on, the 
recompense for the solons will te  
only $2 per day. unless a special 
session is convened.

The last week has been produc­
tive of large quantities of tropical 
debating, but not much legislation 
of state wide interest. The Thom­
as investigating committee has been 
sitting nights, but nothing has been 
given out concerning its findings. 
It will probably finish its labors 
during the week. The bill of Sen­
ator Holsey of Navarro county, 
providing that corporation officials 
should not he entitled to hold con­
gressional or legislative positions, 
was giveu its death blow after a 
heated debate in the upper bouse, 
during which Senator Holsey ex­
ploded some vitriolic oratory. The 
senate refused to consider the bill, 
out of its regular order by a vote 
that indicates the majority of the 
senate is against the measure.

During the week the governor 
signed a number of bills, all of 
local purport, with a few excep­
tions. The anti racing Gill is still 
pending before the senate and the 
pure food bill before the house. A  
good roads measure has been intro­
duced and will have little, if any, 
opposition. It was drawn by for 
mer Representative Camp of Rock­
dale and provides for the issuance 
of bonds by political sub divisions 
of counties for the purpose of build­
ing highways. The merit of the 
measure is evident to the most cas­
ual observer and if passed it will 
accomplish much toward the better­
ment of Texas roads.

The members returned Monday 
fnm  an excursion of two days to 
Dallas, pretty well tired out but 
greatly pleased with the trip. Only 
a short session was held Monday 
afternoon and neither branch got 
down to actual business before 
Tuesday. From now on the legis­
lative mill will grind rapidly and 
the various committees will see that 
only the cream of the grist offered 
will be permitted to be thrown into 
the hopper.

Terrible Storm Mars the Pres­
idential Inaugural.

' Washington, March 4.— Wash 
ington was swept by a blizzard 
early today aud through President­
elect William Howard Taft insisted 
up to almost the la t moment that 
his inauguration should be held in 
front of the capitol building as had 
been anuouuced, the committee of 
arrangements finally decided that 
the ceremonies should be held in 
the sanate chamber. Mr. Taft 
said he did not mind the wind and 
the snow in the least, hut Senator 
Knox, who was in charge of the 
program, declared it to he unwise 
to subject the ag d chief justices 
and the older membeis of the sen­
ate to the adverse weather condi­
tions.

President Roosevelt <nd Mr.Taft 
were escorted to the capitol in a 
closed carriage promptly at the 
hour set, their progress tiirou fih 
blinding snow being inti with 
cheers from a thin fringe of specta­
tors, who braved the demerits and 
stood ankle deep in snow and slu>h 
along the distance of Pennsyivauia 
avenue.

The presidential party reached 
the capitol building at 11 o’cl-ik  
and were escorted to the president’s 
room in the senate wing.

Taft’s inauguration imm-di itely 
toliowed that of Vu-e President 
Sherman, which was carried out 
according to the original program. 
The distinguished company which 
gathered in the senate to witness 
the inauguration of the vice presi- 
lent simply remained in their 
places in the chamber to view the 
more impressive ceremonies at­
tending the induction into office 
of the new chief executive of the 
tation.

President Roosevelt, arm in aim 
with President-elect Taft, entertd 
the crowded senate chamber short 
ly after 12 o’clock.

KILL 2 CENT FARE BILL.
In the house committee on com­

mon carriers the 2 ceut fare bill 
was given a death blow and will 
perhaps not be heard of again this 
season.

The Rayburn bill, providing that 
railroads shall erect and maintain 
track scales at division points for 
the weighing of carload freight,was 
reported favorably.

The bill amending the anti-pass 
law was reported favorably and 
recommends that the operation of

A Lawyer’ s View o f  “ Hunting 
B usiness”

It is encouraging on occasion to 
find in a publication devoted to the 
interest of lawyers a clear statement 
of ethical regard that appears to con­
flict with the hasty opinion that the 
legal profession is arrayed as a 
whole on the side of graft, corrup­
tion and lawbreaking by wealthy 
criminals The Call has never be­
lieved that this opinion was found 
ed on fact,despite the activity of cer­
tain eminent lawyers that the pro­
fession is as a whole for sale to the 
highest bidder without regard for 
morals. Thus in Case and Com­
ment, a legal magazine, we fiud 
these timely remarks:

“ Only au incorrigible pessimist 
would deny that probing of evils, 
tht exposures of graft, the convic­
tion of gratt, tht conuptionists, and 
the re formes that hrve been 
brought about iu the last decade 
have put the business of this coun­
try ou a sounder basis, its politics 
on a higher level, and made the 
public service more efficent, vigor­
ous and faithful to the public inter­
ests. Yet it will contiuue to 
be true that in every city or lo­
cality where an ulcer of graft or 
co<ruption of any kind may be dis­
covered, any attempt to probe and 
punish it will be met by the cry 
that this will hurt business. Some 
may houestly think the methods 
adopted are wroug, or fancy that in 
some way suchcnmes can be effect­
ively dealt with without punishing 
the criminals. Of course' prosecut­
ors will not always he infallible in 
wisdom, or free from just criticism; 
but the main question is whether 
they are substantially doing 
their duty and workiug for the 
public welfare. If they are the com 
plaint that they’ re hunting business 
is likely to come in the main from 
tuusc who fear that tue trail of in 
vesligation may lead to their own 
doorstep.”

That seems to hit the nail on the 
head. We have heard in San Fran­
cisco a tremendousclamor onthein- 
spiraton that the graft prosecution 
was “ hurling business” but a brief 
analysis of the situation is suf 
ficient to demonstrate that the cry 
“ comes iu the maiu from those who 
fear that the trail of investigation 
will lead to their own doorstep”  —  
San Francisco Call.

Disc and Moldboard Plows
Compared.

Shall I buy a disc or moldboard 
plow is a question frequently asked 
by the farmer. The conditions 
under which the plow is expected 
to op rate must h"lp answer It.

All farmers are acquainted with 
the moldboard plow aud know how 
to operate it to the iaest advantage. 
The disc plow, on the other hand, 
is a new invention, and has not 
been used so extensively. It is 
harder to operate successfully, and 
for that reason has not given the 
general satisfaction which should 
be obtained. The use for the disc 
plow, however, is gradually grow­
ing, and in a few years it will have 
almost as large a place, especially in 
the western states,as the moldboard 
plow.

Uuder similar conditions, the 
disc plow is of lighter draft, but 
this difference is not so much as is 
often claimed by the manufacturers. 
Rolling friction makes it pull some­
what easier than sliding frictiob. 
Because of the rolling motion of the 
disc and its cutting effect it is not 
so likely to clog as the moldboard 
plow. What the disc cannot cut it 
will roll over.

The disc is capable of plowing 
ground that has become too dry and 
hard for the moldboard plow. This 
is oftentimes of much value as it is 
not necessary to wait for rain, and 
the seed can be planted at the prop­
er time.

For humid sections and irrigated 
lands, the moldboard plow must be 
considered superior. Under favor­
able conditions for plowing, where 
the soil is not dry, the moldboard 
plow pulverizes and turns the soil 
more satisfactorily. It also handles 
sod to better advantage.

To do the same amount of work, 
the di-c plow will require very 
little sharpening compared to tht 
moldboard plow, 'this makes the 
running expenses of the disc very 
much less than that of a mold 
board.

The disc should not be of too 
large diameter. The 24-inch disc 
will piilvanze the soil more than a 
28 or 30 inch one. The draft is a 
trifle more on the smaller one, but 
the difference is more than madt 
up by the class of work it is able to 
do.

The disc should not cut too wide 
a furrow. It is far better to use 
two discs 24 inches in diameter, 
each one cutting 8 inches in width,

Fill the bottom with small 
stones and cement. On this set a 
stout cedar post with a stout Iron ring 
Inserted in the top. Fill In about the 
post with the small stones and cement 
to the surface of the ground. Then 
cover the post to 
the top with a 
thick coating of 
cement—not less 
than 212 Inches at 
any point—build­
ing It up in the 
s q u a r e  s h a p e  
shown In Fig. 2.

H o w  It Is Made from  Resin, Beeswax 
and T a lio w .

The best grafting wax Is made from 
four parts of resin, two parts beeswax, 
and one part tallow, all by weight, 
melted together over a rather slow 
fire In an Iron vessel of some kind. 
The resin Is melted first, then the 
beeswax is added, and subsequently 
the tallow. The Ingredients are gently 
stirred with a small stick and thor­
oughly incorporated. This will take 
from twenty minutes to half an hour, 
being careful In the meantime to 
avoid burning the fluid. When prop­
erly mixed, a convenient portion—not 
too much—is poured into a bucket of 
cold water. In a minute or less It 
will be cooled sufficiently to be lifted 
out with the hand and pulled like 
taffy. The hands must be kept mod­
erately greased with tallow, to pre­
vent sticking. When the wax is pulled 
until it becomes pale yellow it has 
been worked sufficiently and may be 
made Into rolls of convenient size— 
three or four inches long by about an 
Inch In diameter—and placed in an­
other vessel of cold water to harden. 
More of the mel*od material Is to be 
poured Into the cold water from time 
to time, and treated as before, until 
the whole Is worked up. The rolls 
(when they become hard, as they soon 
will) are to be put away until re­
quired In grafting. This wax when 
applied to the trees will not crack 
In cold weather, nor melt and run 
down In warm weather. If the graft­
ing Is done In cool weather, the wax 
may need to lie In warm water for a 
time before applying to the grafts, In 
order to have It o f the proper con­
sistency to work well; if used in warm 
weather It may need to lie In cold 
wateri Care Is naeded in lifting It 
out to free It from the water as much 
as possible. In putting It on the 
grafts the hands must have a little— 
very little—tallow, to prevent the wax 
from sticking to them. This requires 
judgment, for If the hands are too 
greasy the wax will not adhere prop 
erlv to the cut surfaces of the grafts. 
It should be pressed closely.—Ex­
change.
