No
American city can be bombea; the
planes have not yet been bullt that
can cross elther ocean, drop bombs,
and return home acroas the o el
No nation has an air base witaln
striking distance of our own terri-
tory, or even of this hemisphere,
and no nation would be free to at-
tack us through the air, even if it
wanted to, because in both Asia
and Europe all the nations are
pinned down by thejr potential ene-
mles,

This gives us a security which is
unigque. Where other nations may
feel that they could beat off an at-
tack if they were challenged, we
are able to feel that we cannol even
be challenged.

Does it not follow that the whole
object of American forelgn policy
must be to preserve this unique
security? Is there anyone who will
dispute that? Is this not the touch~
stong by which every question of
foreign policy and of armaments
must be declded?

One of the things America can
thank old England for is its liking
for roast beef, the aristocrat of
meals,

You ean't go wrong, when your
budget permits, if you serve a juicy
rib roast.

One of the best ways of getling
A good romst is to patronize a re-
llable butcher, There are certain
testa you can apply In pleking the
cut of meat, but they're not con-
clusive. Tender beef usually ls well
streaked, with clear, cream-colored
fat, the flesh is firm to the touch,
smooth, fine-gralned and gloasy,

Freshly cut beef la bright red,
When it has been hung—exposed
to the alr—the meatl darkens. Many
people who fancy themselves as
eploures spurn the freshly cut beef,
They say it's not worth eating un-
til the meat is dark. With some it
has to be quite dark, too,

Note the Weight
Two or three ribs will be enough
to serve the average family, four
or five for a larger group. Bome
people like to wserve a standing
roast—one that is cooked with the
bones in it. But if the butcher re-
moves the ribe you get a rolled
roast—the meat s tightly rolled
and held together with cords or
akewers,

It iIa wise to note the weight of
the roast when you buy it. That
will help In the cooking. To bring
out the flavor of a standing roast,
proceed this way:

Wipe the roast with a damp

medium, and 3 minutes a pound
for well done.

You should not cover the pan;
the fat not only seasons Lhe roast,
but also keeps it moist while cook-
Ing. Baste the meat every 15 min-
utea or so with the drippings.

A rolled roast is coaked in much
the same way. But since it doesn't
have guite so much fat you'd bet-
ter put half a cup of water In the
roasting pan. And since the rolled
roast is thicker than a standing
one, add five minutes to the cook-
ing time in each of the classifica-
tions just given.

When you roast Is done, lift It
off the pan. Pour out of the pan all
but four tablespoons of fat and
then make your brown gravy in
the pan in this manner: Sprinkle
In four tablespoona of flour and
mix well, add two cups of bolling
water and a little salt and pepper
and boil the mixture on top of the
stove, stirring it frequently,
Yorkshire Pudding

Before starting the gravy, be
sure to remove from the pan any
Iittle burned particles of flour;
they would darken the gravy —
might even give it a bitter tante.
If the pan s too brown, {i's betler
to make your gravy in a separatle
receplable.

If you like your beef the
English way, you'll serve
shire pudding with iL
good recipe:

Mix a cup each of flour and miik,
two eggs and a fourth of a tea-
spoan of salt.
