A check of tw o score industrial 
centers showed th a t thousands of 
new jobs have been opened up in 
the past few  days w ith hundreds 
of thousands in prospect next 
week.

Estim ates made by hundreds of 
employers,, industrial experts, re ­
lief w orkers and federal represen­
tatives brought this figu re  a t a 
conseiwative estim ate.

An estim ate in Chicago of 50,- 
000 new jobs w ithin th ree  days 
was made. D etroit expected 60,- 
000 men to  find  new jobs in the 
m otor industry  alone. A lready 30,- 
000 have been given work in the 
past few  days.

From  the corn belt of the  mid­
w est to the steep districts of the 
east and throughout the tex tile  
production centers of the south 
came rep o rt a f te r  rep o rt o f em­
ployers signing the code.

COTTON MILLS ARE RUNNING AT THE 
HIGHEST SPEED

This American world was dragged out of the ditch. It 
began to happen after the inauguration of Roosevelt. This 
was in the month of March. Now we are facing the Ides 
of July. Operating at the highest rate of speed American 
cotton mills during June used 696,472 bales of raw cotton. 
Consumption of the cotton for the 11 months of the cotton 
season to June (the season closed July 1) amounted to 
5,536,282 bales. An extraordinary showing when com­
pared with the record of 1932.

Secretary Honry A,. Wallace has proclaimed the drive 
to redpce the 1933 cotton acreage a sweeping success. He 
also announced a processing tax of 4.2 per cent per pound 
should be paid by all manufacturers of cotton goods.

Moreover, he said sufficient offers had been received 
from growers to reduce this year’s potential crop 3,500,- 
000 bales. In other words more than 9,000,000 acres will 
be taken out of production. He estimated the revenue 
from the processing tax, proceeds of which will be used 
to compensate farmers for plowing up acreage, will pro­
duce about $120,000,000. Texas farmers made a marvel­
ous showing. Reports from 212 counties show the total of 
4,155,665 acres had been contracted for retirement with 
five major and a small number of minor cotton growing 
counties yet to be heard from.

Cotton and wool and mohair and meat-stuffs are the 
high money staples of Texas. A year ago the lowest levels 
for years told the story. It is different today. There are 
high levels everywhere with the petroleum industry'' push­
ing its head far above the low level of last winter and early 
springtime. There is a coordinator of railroads. There is 
a coordinator of industries. There is a coordinator of the 
petroleum game in Texas and the Southwest. There is to 
all intents and purposes a coordinator of the wool and 
mohair industry. There is a coordinator of wheat and other 
grains.

Radical measures were deemed necessary to drag the 
agricultural ox out of the ditch. All in all, it is the greatest 
gamble in history for the rehabilitation of agriculture and' 
the restoration of the purchasing power of an industry 
which began with the early civilization of mankind. Amer­
ica was in the ditch—face downward. America is out of 
the datch with face to the rising sun and the courage to 
give battle, in an economic sense, to all peoples and all 
nations who challenge the right of the republic to its share 
of the commerce of the world and a proud place among 
the governments of the earth,

Bank robbers in small towns of the South, the South- 
westj the Middle West and the Northwest have led New 
York bankers and casualty writers to adopt a new basic 
insurance ruling of keeping at least 85 per cent of banlb 
Cash in time vaults. Indeed the National Bureau of Surety 
and Casualty Underwriters has acceded to the request of 
small town bankers and applied the time lock policy to 
banks in towns of less than 25,000 population in 23 states.

Just now the Barrow brothers, noted Texas outlaws, 
are in the picture. Missouri officers of the law surround­
ed a cottage where the Barrows were behind barricaded 
doors. It was this old story of recent years. Using their 
machine guns they blasted their way through the cordon' 
of guardians of the peace and made their escape “to parts 
unknown.”

There, they say, m any of the 
crimes th a t are committed in Dal­
las and F o rt W orth are concocted. 
There also, they say, is the under­
world haven of the pursued.

A.lthough th a t area has beautiful 
homes, of known and well-respect­
ed citizens and is inhabited by 
many workers, much of it is 
wooded, flanking the T rin ity  river, 
and offers seclusion.

O ther persons, however, claim­
ing to know w hat they are talking 
about, .=̂ ay th a t this conception is 
popular im agination and th a t per­
haps only one gang has operated in 
the sector.

The trip le slaying however, 
served to arouse the churches both 
here and a t Handley.

Houston May Have 
^Doorstep Oil Field’

By U n ited  P ress
HOUSTON.— Soon it m ay be­

come possible fo r persons living 
in  the southw estern p a rt of Hous­
ton  to glance from  the windows of 
th e ir  homes and see the tim bers of 
oil derricks rearing  themselves 
above the ta ll pines.

Business men in downtown sky­
scrapers may be able to  look across 
the rooftops and see the same der­
ricks so plainly th a t they  will be 
able to make out the figures of 
the drilling crefs a t  work.

These things may come to pass 
as the resu lt of a te s t well to be 
drilled soon on the very fringe of 
River Oaks, the city’s most ex­
clusive residential district. The ' 
derrick is now being built.

The hunt fo r oil along the gulf 
coast has been pushed almost w ith­
in the city lim its of Houston. The 
city  long has had a “backyard oil 
fie ld” in P ierce Junction, about 
eight miles to  the south, bu t if  the 
P ost Oak area  is proved it  will 
have a “ doorstep field .”

The wildcat test, according to 
reliable reports, is m ore than a 
shot in the dark. In  the past month 
considerable exploration through 
reflection  shooting surveys has 
been done in the area. The indi­
cations, the reports say, have been 
excellent.

Two m ajor companies are un­
derstood to have been behind the 
exploration work, although they 
w ere expected to rem ain in the 
background. The test will be 
taken  to a depth of 5,000 fee t if 
necessary.

Cattle Shipments 
From Texas About 
Equal to June, 1932

AUSTIN. Ju ly  29.— June ship- 
 ̂ ments of all classes of livestock 
I combined, to F o rt W orth and in­
te rs ta te  points, an ijun ted  to  3,980 
cars or about 3 per cent less than  
the 4,095 cars during the same 
rion th  last year, according to  the 
University of T exaj Bureau of 
Business Research. C attle ship­
ments Avere slightly la rger than
those of last year while calf ship­
m ents were sonVeWhat smaller. On 
the o ther hand hog shipm ents 
were more than double those of 
June, 1932, while shipm ents of 
sheep were only about half as
great.

F or the f irs t six months ship­
m ents of all classes combined to ­
taled  29,618 cars, against 26,633 j 
cars during the corresponding 
period last year, an increase of l l j  
per cent. Shipm ents of cattle  for^ 
the en tire period increased 4 per, 
cent, calves 31 per cent, hogs 
more than  100 per cent, while 
sheep decreased 14 per cent.

“ Shipments of sheep to the Ft. 
W orth m arket were only about 
40 per cent as large as in June  | 
last year, while hog shipm ents to j 
this m arket from  Texas p o in ts ! 
were alm ost th ree tim es as great] 
as those a year ago,” the B ureau’s I 
report said. “ Normally, ship­
m ents of sheep to F o rt W orth duT-l 
ing the spring m onths greatly  ex-j 
ceed those to out of S tate  points, I 
while in the fall, the reverse is 
true. D uring June  this year, how-j 
ever, shipm ents to  out of S tate  j 
points were com paratively close to 
those to F o rt W orth and were a | 
little  la rger than a year ago. A ( 
marked increase occurred in ship-j 
m ents of sheep to  Chicago while, 
an equally sharp decline occurred 
in shipm ents to Kansas City and

CiUSTARDS are ideal desserts to 
' serve with vegetable dinners. 

The main ingredients of every 
custard are eggs and milk, two 
excellent sources of protein. So 
when this factor has beer, lack­
ing in the first part of the meal 
the dessert may well supply it.

A perfect cu.-txrd is not diffi­
cult to make and is sure to be 
liked by every member of the fam­
ily. Children w'ho do not like to 
drink milk can be given it in this 
foriu. However, custards are 
among those simple things which 
must be perfect to be enjoyed, and 
precautions must be taken in their 
making.

Avoid Long Baking
The number of eggs used in 

proportion to the amount of milk 
determines the consistency of the 
custard. The eggs act as the 
thickening agent for the milk. 
Less than one egg to one cup of 
milk will not thicken the milk 
enough to make a firm custard. 
Individual custards do very well 
with this proportion, but large 
puddings that are to be unmold­
ed will need more eggs. Soft cus­
tards, commonly called “boiled,” 
and actually steamed, are made 
with one egg to one cup of milk. 
Large puddings should have at 
least six eggs to four cups of-milk.

The amount of sugar used in 
custards is quite important, too. 
Too much sugar will liquify and 
settle to the bottom of cup or 
baking dish.

Always bake a custard in a 
large pan of hot water and never 
let the water boil. The custard 
Is really “oven poached” rather 
than baked. A slow oven, or one 
■'vhich registers 350 degrees F. 
should be used. Do not hake it 
too long, either. An over-cooked 
custard is “weepy” and far from 
appetizing.

It’s a good idea to scald tlie 
iiilk before combining it with the

This insures a 
smooth texture and aids in pre­
venting curdling.

Baked Custard
Six eggs, 3 cups milk, 2-3 cup 

sugar, 1-2 teaspoon vanilla, 1-8 
teaspoon salt, nutmeg.

Beat eggs slightly with salt and 
sugar. Either granulated or light 
brown sugar can be used. Scald 
milk over hot water and slowly 
beat into egg mixture. Stir until 
sugar is thoroughly dissolved. Add 
vanilla and pour into a lightly 
buttered baking dish. Sprinkle 
top with nutmeg. Put baking dish 
in a large pan and at the edge of 
the pan pour in hot water until 
it is half-way up the sides of the 
baking dish. Bake in a slow oven 
until firfn to the touch. When a 
silver knife is thrust into the cus­
tard and comes out clean the cus­
tard is done. Remove at once 
from the pan of hot water. Cool 
and unmold to serve.

The food value of the custard 
in calories may help you in plan­
ning meals. Protein, 252; fat, 
534; carbohydrate, 704. Total 
calories, 1,490.

PORTLAND, Ore.— Dog racing 
and horse racing, somewhat new 
to young Oregonians, is expected 
to pay fo r Oregon’s sta te  fa ir, its  
county fa irs  and the annual Paci­
fic In ternational Livestock Exposi­
tion in Portland.

The recen t legislature, moved 
by a dem and fo r economy, erased 
the usual appropriation of $87,- 
500 fo r fairs from  its budget, and 
in its stead legalized dog and 
horse racing, the ta x  revenues 
therefrom  to finance the fa irs  and 
livestock exposition.
