Discovery 

Is Assured
An unidentified Permian 

gas discovery apparently has 
been assured in Crockett County 
with the flowing o f gas at the 
maximum rate o f 992, 000 
cubic feet o f gas per day on 
production tests at Harding Oil 
C o ., Abilene, No. 1 Helbing, 
in 17-GR-TTRR, five miles 
southwest o f Ozona, one m ile 
southeast o f the four-well 
Clearfork. oil area o f the Ozom 
Southwest multipay field and 
1| miles west o f the lone Spra- 
berry producer in the Ozona, 
South field.

Flow was natural through a 
20- 64- inch choke and perfora­
tions at 3, 250-257| feet.

After fracturing with 260 
barrels o f oil and 15, 000 pounds 
o f sand, it flowed gas at the 
rate o f 990, 000 cubic feet 
daily on a 16 -64 -inch choke.

The project was shut in 
for pressure buildup.

TIPCO, Midland, will 
drill the No, 1 Mrs. S. M. 
Harvick as a one-m ile south 
outpost to a south area o f Can­
yon gas production in the 
Ozona multipay field o f Crock­
ett County, 30 miles south- 
southwest o f Ozona.

Location is 1, 050 feet from 
the north and 660 feet from 
the west lines o f 48-A-TCRR.

A south Canyon sand gas ex­
tension area o f the Ozona multi­
pay field o f Crockett County 
gained its fourth well and a 1| 
m ile northeast extension with 
completion of Gulf Oil Corp.

Production was through 
perforations at 5, 834 feet to 
6,306 feet, which had been 
acidized with 3, 000 gallons 
and fractured with 80, 000 
gallons and 80, 000 pounds o f 
sand.

The No. 1 Helbing, same 
section, was continuing to 
test. It assured production with 
the flowing o f gas at the rate 
o f 992, 000 cubic feet daily on 
a 20 -64 -inch choke and perfora­
tions at 3, 250-257^ feet.

Exports Hike 
Grain Prices

The export situation is the 
key to the longterm outlook 
for feedgrains.

"If export sales continue 
at or near current volumes, 
above average prices are 
anticipated at harvest, " says 
Roland Smith, grain marketing 
specialist for the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service. "How­
ever, if  the U, S. returns to a 
low level o f export marketing, 
prices o f grains could be 
sharply reduced."

Massive grain purchases by 
the Soviet Union beginning 
last July are having a major 
impact on the current U. S. 
grain situation. Soviet wheat 
imports are projected to be 
four times t W  o f  1971 and 
the U. S. will supply most o f 
this trade. U. S. exports of 
com , grain sorghum and soy­
beans are up due to production 
problems in many foreign 
countries.

"Domestic grain usage has 
gone up as well, " points out 
Smith. "Increase in livestock 
numbers is the primary cause. 
Cattle on feed last fall were 
up 19 percent in the Southwest 
30 percent in Texas."

Severe cold, wet weather 
this past winter also brought 
increased livestock feeding, 
according to the specialist, 
thus adding to the demand for 
grain.

What about the supply 
situation?

"Production should reach 
record levels in 1973, " con­
tends Smith. "Nationwide, 
feedgrain acreage should 
increase about seven percent. 
The U. S. Department o f 
Agriculture's decision to re­
duce the 'set-aside' acres for 
the feedgrain program has 
promoted increased plantings.

"Grain sorghum acreage in 
Texas should be up about 10 
percent over 1972 while soy­
beans should show a phenom­
enal 56 percent increase, " 
says Smith. "About 125, 000 
more acres will be planted to 
soybeans this year as a result 
o f skyrocketing prices in 1972 
and indications ahead. How­
ever, except for soybeans, 
acreages are still expected to 
be below 1971 levels. "

Cora acreage will increase 
only slightly while the state’ s 
winter wheat acreage is re­
ported to be up by about nine 
percent.

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Nixon On Watergate
President Nixon’ s agreement to have White House aides 

and former White House aides testify under oath in the 
Watergate bugging scandal was a welcome decision.

The President’ s commitment to suspend anyone indicted 
and dismiss anyone convicted is also welcome and proper. 
These decisions should satisfy even the ardent critics of 
the Administration that President Nixon wants investiga­
tors to get to the bottom o f the Watergate affair.

With televised hearings and a continuing emphasis on 
the bugging scandal, some Democrats still hope to parley 
the political espionage into an issue which will win them 
congressional seats in 1974 and the White House in 1976.

Mother's Day
The observance o f Mother’ s Day is a recent one in the 

United States, beginning only in 1907. Then it was the idea 
o f Miss Anna M. Jarvis, o f Philadelphia, that at least once 
a year sons and daughters should pay tribute to mothers. 
Miss Jarvis arranged for a special service in one o f the 
Philadelphia churches and suggested white carnations be 
worn by those attending.

The observance, on the second Sunday in May, has rapid­
ly spread to every part o f  the United States and the fact 
that it became custom in all the states only four years after 
it had been suggested testifies to the sentiment for such an 
observance in this country.

In later years, the custom o f wearing a white carnation 
on Mother’ s Day was changed and those whose mothers were 
still alive wore red flowers, instead o f  white. First observ­
ed in the United States, Mother’ s Day has become an inter­
national occasion and mothers in every area o f the world 
are now honored each year on Mother’ s Day.

More than anyone else, the mother who cares for both 
home and her children is destined to influence the character 
and future o f the country. And often this responsibility is 
combined with a back-breaking and steady ordeal o f sewing, 
washing, mending, cleaning and teaching. It is to this 
mother, who dedicates her life to her home, her family and 
children, that the country owes a debt o f gratitude. It is 
this mother who represents the finest in our civilization.

V-E Day
As time races along, V-E Day falls further and further 

into history’ s background and to those who remember it 
emotionally, it’ s surprising to realize most Americans to­
day have no memory o f  that memorable Tuesday in May— 
the 8th, in 1945, when the Second World War ended for most 
o f the world.

There is impressive new evidence that many o f today’ s 
younger generation now want to learn more about that war, 
its causes, its settlements—to understand today’ s world 
and its problems. For World War II, in many ways, made the 
world we live in today. That explains the rash o f  new books 
and magazines, and growing interest in history’ s greatest 
conflict.

For Americans, May 8th, 1945, came after a hard winter, 
like a new lease on life , and the new growth and warmth o f 
springtime almost seemed to visually express the great re­
lie f and new hope to servicemen in Europe. The hope was 
the world could avoid another war o f such magnitude. So 
far the world has managed that, but the United States, 
among the winners, has suffered two costly , long wars in 
Asia. (France and Britain, also winners in 1945, have ex­
perienced lesser struggles away from home.)

The hope o f 1973, looking back, must be that the United 
States will avoid wars in the future, big and small. But it 
would be unrealistic to carry that policy and hope to the 
point o f allowing the nation’ s defenses to grow weak. There 
have always been hungry nations ready to conquer the rich 
and weak, and as the world’ s population problem worsens 
in future years there is no assurance this situation will 
change. The lesson o f World War II is  that we must remain 
strong—to prevent war and preserve cherished American 
freedoms.

Should there be a viable 
wool and mohair industry in 
this country? That is a recurr­
ing question which in 1954 
was reflected in the National 
Wool Act whereby it became 
a national policy to seek an 
annual production level o f 300 
m illion pounds. Availability 
o f raw wool had been declared 
an essential for national de­
fense, since in time o f war 
only domestically produced 
wool could be counted on to 
meet our minimum require­
ments.

Due to low- cost foreign 
competition, domestic wool 
producers were in plenty of 
trouble in the early 1950's.
A Tariff Commission study at 
that time found our domestic 
production costs to be about 
10(̂  below what low -cost com ­
petitors could produce and de­
liver it, including tariff, to 
our markets, and recommend­
ed addition o f a 10-cent per 
pound import fee.

Instead, President Eisen­
hower proposed what becom e 
the Wool Incentive Act, where­
by the Secretary of Agricul­
ture would annually establish 
an incentive price level de­
signed to encourage increased 
production o f up to 300-m il­
lion pounds which since 1954 
has been from 62 to 72 cents 
on wool.

The Wool Act provided for 
an annual incentive payment 
to growers o f the percentage 
difference between the aver­
age annual domestic price and 
the incentive level.

In 1971 our wool and m o­
hair prices were the lowest 
in 33 years, and the incentiv­
es, to approach the incentive 
level, were high. Wool 
prices that year averaged only 
190; in 1972 it was 350 and 
this year (1973) no incentive 
pa3rments are expected be­
cause o f good market prices 
for both wool and mohair.

It sould be pointed out that 
no incentive payments what­
ever can be made from U. S. 
appropriated funds. Such pay­
ments, i f  any, com e exclus­
ively from import tariffs im­
posed on imported com peti­
tive products. Thus, technical­
ly at least, Australian and 
New Zealand growers pick up 
the tab for most o f the cost 
o f financing our incentive pro­
gram and payments made to

Drowning Time

curring in some sections o f 
the nation—in the ocean and 
in lakes and streams.

Some o f the d i f f e r e n c e  
might be in higher labor and 
production costs; but the 
truth is that some drugs and 
medicines are priced on the 
basis o f exclusiveness and 
what the public will bear- 
in its ignorance.

Dew co lle cts  on surface 
ob jects , like blades o f grass, 
and is  moisture taken from 
passing, warmer air. The 
earth ob jects which co lle ct  
it from the air must be co ld ­
er than the air—so as to con­
dense some of the moisture 
out of the surrounding air.

Seeing dew, either at night 
or early morning, is  a clear 
weather indication—though 
not a foolproof one. The ab- 
sense of dew tells  you that 
chances are good that rain­
fa ll is  ahead—sometime in 
the next twenty-four hours.

The question has recently been raised whether authorities 
should intervene when individuals carry faith convictions 
to the point o f endangering lives. One case which raised it 
was a deliberate drinking o f poison by two individuals to 
demonstrate the truth o f  Bible quotations thought to recom­
mend such an act.

The two fundamentalist preachers died in Tennessee after 
drinking strychnine to test their faith. A rescue squad 
which rightly rushed to the church where the drinking took 
place was reportedly not allowed to take the men to the 
hospital.

Some members o f that church were quoted immediately 
afterward as saying they would continue to preach the 
drinking o f poison and allowing snakes to bite members, 
as tests o f faith.

No editor wishes to i n t r u d e  into anyone’ s particular 
faith; it is nevertheless true that authorities have an obli­
gation to provide for the public safety. It is also true that 
o f the many, varying human interpretations o f the Bible, 
some are certain to be o ff the mark.

In cases where public health and safety are concerned, 
anyone endangering lives by his or her advocacy should be 
the subject o f careful and gentle persuasion, by the proper 
authorities—more fcHrceful persuasion i f  necessary.

Probation— that is, letting a 
prisoner go free “ on condition”  
— is a common method of dealing 
with lesser lawbreakers. Judges 
do have a right to put reasonable 
limits on the person’s activities, 
such as not leaving the county 
without the permission of his pro­
bation officer.

But, as the above case shows, 
the judge cannot use probation to 
take away basic constitutional 
rights. Irf another case, a require**- 
ment that the probationer would 
have to donate a pint of blood to 
the Red Cross was also held un­
constitutional as a “ cruel and un­
usual”  penalty.

Nevertheless, special restric­
tions may make sense in the con­
text of a particular situation. An­
other case involved a woman who 
had twice been convicted o f un­
lawful conduct during anti-war 
demonstrations.

The judge granted probation on 
condition that she not take an 
activist part in any more such 
demonstrations. And this restric­
tion was duly upheld on appeal.

“ The conduct it forbids,”  said 
the appellate court, “ even if law­
ful in itself, is conducive to future 
criminal activity of the same kind 
of which (she) was convicted.”

The court added:
“ The granting of probation is 

within the sound discretion o f the 
trial court. A  defendant has the 
right, if he feels that the terms of 
probation are more harsh than 
the sentence, to refuse probation 
and undergo such sentence.”

Due to the unpredictable 
late spring and freeze, grass is 
late coming out, as well as 
many spring blooming shrubs 
and flowers.

May is not too late to start 
planting glad bulbs every two 
weeks for late blooming.

If the once- a- year blooming 
climber rose has finished bloom ­
ing, cut them back and remove 
all old and dead limbs. Also, 
prune all early blooming shrubs 
that have finished blooming so 
the new growth will be the 
height you want them to be 
next spring.

Potted plants may be taken 
outside now to becom e hardened 
before the sun gets too hot.
Place in the shade for a few 
days, out o f direct wind.

If you have a sunny spot, 
and want color year after year 
with very little care and expen­
se, try some o f the new cannas. 
They give showy blooms all 
summer if  given fertile and 
moist soil and their "banana 
tree" foliage gives a tropical 
accent to the summer scene. 
They need fertilizer with high 
phophrous content. Plant so 
the eye is less than two inches 
below the soil.

When setting out petunias or 
other small plants, protect

them for several days from the 
sun and wind until they are 
well established. Uncover be­
fore night i f  pill bugs are bo­
thering or sprinkle insect pow­
der nearby.

To supplement the color 
provided by summer annuals 
and prennials, don't overlook 
the summer blooming bulbs. 
Some o f  these are fine for 
hanging baskets, containers 
and borders. Dahlia, Agapan- 
thus (evergreen), tuberous root­
ed begonias, peruvain daffodils, 
tigerflower, tuberose, Gladiola 
and Zephyranthes (fairy lily).

If not controlled, insects 
can take over this month, C ire- 
fully inspect trees, shrubs, bed­
ding plants and lawns for signs 
o f damage. Also look for black 
spot and powdery mildew which 
are encouraged by spraying 
leaves and foliage o f shrubs 
and plants, especially roses.

Before it gets too hot, the 
roses and other perennials should 
be mulched. If you are lucky 
enough to have cottonseed hulls, 
spade these into the soil around 
the roses. Hulls and cotton seed 
m eal are among the best or­
ganic mulches and fertilizer.

Nine items are listed on the 
U. S. Department o f Agricul­
ture's May list o f  plentiful 
foods. Dried beans and split 
peas, eggs, peanuts and pea­
nut products are econom ical 
sources o f  protein. Cranberry 
sauce, cranberry juice, fresh 
oranges, chilled, frozen and 
canned orange juice, and 
grapefruit can add color and 
vitamin C to May meals.
Corn, hominy, grits, and com  
m eal are also good buys in 
May. The plentiful foods in 
May are important nutritional­
ly and can provide color and 
econom y to your menus.

The pre-school years are 
a time for learning by discovery 
and nutrition is no exception. 
Pre- school children can learn 
nutrition through actual ex­
perience. The basic four food 
groups can provide some very 
good experiences.

Pre-schoolers are interested 
in finding out how things grow,
which foods keep us healthy, 
and how to prepare and store 
foods.

Very young children usually 
are eager to learn food soi^rces. 
Explain that cows produce milk 
and meat comes from animals 
on farms, and ranches. Fruits 
and vegetables, grow on trees, 
vines, or under the ground. 
Field-grown grains are used to 
make breads and cereals.

Learning to eat--and lik e -- 
foods from the four food groups 
help a child establish good 
eating habits to last his en­
tire life.

Sharing food experiences 
with the fam ily makes learning 
more exciting for pre- school­
ers. For example, a meal can 
becom e extra special when 
the child helps in the planning 
or preparation. Food prepara­
tion requires physical activit­
ies such as using muscles to 
stir,to roll, grate, cut, and 
m ix. Mother's patience with 
pre-schoolers is another neces­
sary requirement. She can 
instruct children in correct and

safe use o f equipment.

Cutting away from one's 
self rather than toward, mak­
ing sure no one is near a sharp 
edge, and putting equipment 
away properly so no one gets 
hurt, are important safety pre­
cautions. Pre- schoolers also 
begin to form sanitation hab­
its. Instead o f just insisting 
they wash their hands, explain 
why it's necessary, tell them 
about germs that cause illness.

Teaching pre-schoolers 
about food habits and nutrition 
can be fun. If pre-schoolers 
learn that trying new foods 
are fiin, you're o ff  to a good 
start with nutrition.
