The nation offers no spectacle more
colorful than the Sunday procession
in Lowiez. In rude farm wagons and
on foot, the peasants come from hum-
ble villages in the widespread plain
whence Poland gets its name,

The abbey church, walled into a
grassy inclosure, backs up to a great
cobbled square, On fine Sundays, each
of the three entrances is a hovering
place for a rainbow whose colors, in-
tensified by fixing them in stiff, sturdy
homespun, bell out in broad skirts and
bright aprons, below which even a

color of the costume, has a pleasing

The men, wearing long frogged

Gdynia Is Its Seaport.
Gdynia 18 Poland’s patriotic hope as

| & seport. At the end of the World war

Poland was denied the ownership of
Danzig, through which its seaborne
commerce has ever come. The city
was made free, under the League of
Nuations, however, to facilitate Polish
commerce. At the same time Poland
was given a narrow strip of a dreary,
gandy stretch of the Baltie coast. On
this coast, at Gdynia, Poland has been
feverishly building a port, which it is
hoped will become the main doorway
between the republic and the sea trade
of other nations.

Gdynia now consists of several plers,
many incongruous villas, an ambitious
band-shell, a bulky Pharos, and a fish-
ifng strand cobwebbed with nets.
There are a easino and a hotel called
the Polish Riviera. It is decreed that
Gdynia is to be a pleasure resort, the
rival of Zobbot as well as of Danzig.

Poznan is the most thoroughly Pol-
ish and the most modern city in the
republic. One should see this cradle
of the Polish rac¢e In a half fog which
gives grice to the bulky palace of the
kaiser, adds just the proper note of
northern softness to the classic facade
of the Raczynskl library, and banishes
the ugly from the buildings overhang-
ing the Warta. A

Poznan gives one an unusual oppor-
tunity to study the Poles, not because
they are more Polish than their broth-
ers In Warsaw or Lwow, but because,
gince they form 95 per cent of the pop-
ulation Are among the most pro-
gressive of thelr race, each can be less
aggressively Polish than in a eity
where they form a bsre majority of

ary, the Carpathians, two salients pre

mountains called the Tatras, whose
further slopes are in Czechoslavakia;
the other to the bank of the Czere-
mosz, over against Bukowina, In these
two salients are to be found two of
the most interesting peoples Iin the
Polish complex.

Mountain Resort and Salt Mines.

In the Tatras lies Zakopane, Poland's
chief mountain resort, with a beautl-
ful situation, several large sanitariums
for weak-lunged patients, and the most
charming group of villas in Poland.
Many of them, though larger and finer,
are built in the same “Zakopane” style
as the modest wooden houses, which
were there before Doctor Chalubinski
“discovered” the place, in 1873, and
the railway came, in 1886,

There are attractive promenades,
plenty of mountains to climb, an ae-
tive Tatra society serving those who
don’t do all their exploring by aute-
mobile, and up in the mountains a
gem of a lake called the “Eye of the
Sea.” Either it Is absolutely without
bottom or the tradition that it is con-
nected with the ocean is without foun-
dation. But it is a very charming
lake.

Near Wieliczka are the great salt
mines of which all the world has
heard—salt beds from which have
been carved chapels, corridors, cham-
bers and ballrooms. There is a huge
chapel with rock-salt saints, well pre-
served in spite of their age. The rock-
salt chandeliers have almost as much
glitter as glass. There Is a ballroom
with a gummy floor of rock salt and
a buffet as empty as the ballroom it-
self,

The chapel! service is held once a
year. The ballroom is used at infre-
quent intervals, but the post box is
important. A man follows the visitors
hundreds of feet below ground with a
tray of souvenir post cards in order to
induce them to use this abysmal mail
box.

The prize city of Poland is Krakow,
Jagiello came all the way from Lithu-
ania to be baptized and made a Pole-
in-law on the Wawel—Hill of Kings—
after Casimir the Great, “who found
a Polund of wood and left behind
him a Poland of stone,” had carried
Krakow to such heights of glory as

was rather Krakow's usefulness as a
trade mart which won it continental
favor and support. :

The grain of Hungary, the silks of
Italy, the amber of Danzig, and the
spices of the East passed through Kra-
kow. Men trusted their lives to yew
bows from Galicia and her oaks fur-
nished the framework for many a ship.

On
the station is the inscription “Leopo-
lis Semjer Fidelis.” Considering the
frequent changes of ownership and
government, either the “Always” or the
“faithful” must be poetic license.

Lwow
has never recovered from the role of
fortress, which it has played ever since
the Ruthenians built it as a defense
against the Tartars.

N KENTUCKY, in the old days, we
had for the chief justice of our
highest court a gallant old Conederate
cavairyman, This gentleman was
learned In the law but otherwise sim-
plicity itself. He divided his tlme be-
tween Frankfort, the capital, and the
little town where he had beeh born
and reared. Until he was nearly sev-
enty years old he had been north of the
Ohio river but once in his life. And

and one-half cupful of bouillon. Cook
three minutes, then add two cupfuls
of ‘resh or canned lobster meat cut
into pieces and one-half cupful of
cream. Beat two egz yolks well, add
and pour into a buttered casserole,
Cover with buttered crumbs and bake
until the crumbs are brown.

Cheese and Egg Custard.—Spread
bread with butter and place in a cus
serole, cove. each slice with finely
chopped rich cheese. After sufficiens
bread has been added cover with
enough milk to thoroughly soak the
bread. To each pint of milk add two
lightly beaten eggs, salt to season,
with a few dashes of cayenne.

To get top prices for his eggs
and bring repeat orders, the poultry-
man must have strictly fresh eggs that
he can guarantee, But, it pays to sell
them, for city customers are willing to
| pay from five to ten cents a dozen
above the retail prices for strictly
| fresh eggs,

| Often a single Insertion of an ad-
vertisement will bring enongh in-
quiries to build up u steady trade for
months to come, but the sales eopy

| must be attractive enough to draw at-
tention in competition with all the
other advertisements in the column.
In writing the advertisements, Sum-
per gives this hint: *“Make the
copy detailed enough to furnish all
| the necessary information, Including
prices.” The copy must be brief, for
it Is paid for bv the words, but no
Important facts should be left ont,

A trade mark also helps when sell-
| Ing to out-of-town customers, if it is
attractive and easily remembered,
