F inal figures in the national | 
census s.how Texas entitled  to a j 
23rd congressman. S tate 's  popu­
lation rose 24.2 per cent—to 9,- 
579,677—m aking it the six th  most 
populous state in th^  nation.

Even though population in ­
crease accounts for Texas’ getting 
another representative to Con­
gress, population will not be the 
'c le  consideration w hen law m ak­
ers decide w hore to put the new' 
district.

Population of Texas districts 
ranges widely, from  about 227,-
000 to 614,000. It is highly un- 
likelv tliat the legislature w ill 
undertake to rearrange the d is­
tricts .statewide so as to f.von out 
iho differences. 3’his would in ­
convenience too m any incum bent 
congressmen, tak ing  from their 
districts counties w here they are 
popular and adding counties 
.vhcre they are  unknown.

Nor is it expected tha t D allas 
County, the sta te ’s most popu­
lous district, w ith 614,000, will 
get the ex tra  congressman. Dallas 
now sends Texas’ only R epubli­
can to W ashington, and a Demo­
cratic legislature likely w ill not 
w ant to create an opportunity for 
another GOPer to be elected.

Texas’ biggest congressional 
district—and Ih enation’s biggest 
—are w'ise, is the 16th, s tre tch ­
ing all the w ay from Ozona to 
El Paso. But if El Paso, the onl.v 
m etropolitan area, v/cre taken 
out, w hat was left would be short 
on population for a district.

A fter the 1950 census, the Leg­
islature ducked for aw hile the 
question of w hat to do w ith the 
ex tra  congressman, by having him 
serve “a t large” (the  whole st.ate). 
Later H arris County (Houston) 
■vas given the ex tra  eone^i'essman.

“CON’TROVERSIAL” BOOKS 
ADOPTED — In the enormous 
and often touchy job of adopting 
textbooks for public .schools, the 
S tate Board of Education rejected 
one and accepted two of three 
books against which protests had 
been rai.sed.

Board asked the publishers of 
the history text, “Texas and our 
Spanish Southw est,” to correct 
errors before it reconsiders the 
book in January . 'Two o ther books 
c'.iticized by J. Evetts Haley and 
a com m ittee known as Texans for 
America were accepted by the 
Board.

These arc “Language for Daily 
Use’’ for grades 7 and 8 and ‘The 
Stockm en's Handbook” Haley’s 
eommittcf' said the language book 
was based on loo lim ited a vocab­
ulary  and the stockm en’s book 
was too w elfare state-ish in its 
discussion of farm  issues.

Seven books opposed by Texans 
for .America already had been 
elim inati d by a teacher-composed 
advisory com m ittee which screens 
textbook offerings before they 
are considered by the Board of 
Education.

LOCAL FIFLP ’TO AGED, ILL
—A plan tha t would divide part 
of the responsibilities for care of 
the aged and m entally  ill, be­
tween sta te  and local governm ent, 
may be proposed in the next Leg­
islature.

It would take a constitutional 
am endm ent approved by the peo­
ple to put the plan into effect.

Legislative Budget Bc'ard has 
tentatively  approved a recom ­
m endation whereby the state 
would split with a city, county or 
di.slrict the cost of such program s 
as out-patients care for m ental pa­
tients and nursing home ca ie  for 
elderly patients.

It is felt that thi.s approach 
m ight be ’.-nore economical and 
effective for some patients. Ncar- 
ly-i’icovered m ental patients, for 
exam ple, could be released from 
bed space at expensive sta te  in­
stitutions and get trea tm en t as 
needed from a nearbv clinic.

At that tim e one of the mem­
bers holding in Saunders' favor, 
Judge Lloyd Davidson, goes out 
of office. If incoming Judge W.
T. McDonald took the o ther side, 
ihe scales would be- tilted and 
Saunders’ conviction uphell.

OUT-OF-STATE TAX DENIED 
—Texas cannot collect a tax  on 
the prem ium s of an insurance 
policy EO'd to  a company in  Tex­
as by an  out-of-state firm  not li- 
cen.'ed to do business in Texas.

Third Court of Civil Appeals 
ru led  tha t this would conflict v/ith
U. S Suprem e Court decis'ons 
now in effect. A Texas law  re ­
quires purchasers of insurance 
from companies not licensed in 
Texas to pay a tav equal to 5 per 
cent of the promiunis. This is 
hi.gher than the tax on companies 
licensed in the state.

Appeals Court suggested hope­
fully th a t tho Suprem e Court 
m ight reconsider its position so 
that the Texas law would become 
valid.
