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THE BREWERS ASSOCIATION IN-
STITUTE A COMPARISON.

Awhile back we paid our respects to the
reform efforts of the Calveston Brewers
Association, and we strained a point and
gave them all the eredit for work, ]m--ihh
under the circumstances. Since then, a
member of the Association has mailed us a
copy of the Galveston News giving an ac-
count of their doings in a few cases. This
account has signed to it the name of R.
Adoue, President of the Association; and he
institutes a comparizon between the methods
of the reform stafed by the brewers and
those adopted by the prohibitionists. And
he takes advantage of the press to indulge in
some criticising of the way some of us are
trying to reform the liquor business. He
even goes further and perverts the facts in
the killings which took place some time ago
at Hempstead and Cameron, and holds us
responsible for them. Read his self-exalted
deliverance as he tells how he disposed of
one casge of saloon gambling:

“Compare our method of handling that
case with the work of Prohibitionists, if
they had undertaken to accomplish this re-
sult. 1. The preachers of the locality de-
Lver exciting sermons. 2. Lists are circu-
lated to obtain signatures requesting a call
for a local election. 3. Lists and petitions
presented to the County Commissioners, who
issue a call for the election. 4. Revs.
George Rankin, Granville Jones, Cyclone
Davis and Mrs, Zeliner appear on the scene,

lammatory sermons and addresses

making int
in the Churches and on the street corners;
great excitement prevails in the distriet;

wives, mothers and sisters are arrayed

against hushands, sons and brothers; and
animosities aroused between neighbors, at
times ending in murder, as was the case at
Hempstead and Cameron. Heavy expenses
must be paid by the communities, the Pro-
hibitionists have carr.ed their point, the
district goes dry and the whiskey traflic is
transferred from the saloon to the express
oflice. Whe is  benclited ? Which of
the two methods is the better? 1 shall
not say, but like the Rev. Sexton, “Will leave
that to be decided by my audience.””

Mr. Adone evidently imagines that he is
rather an extraordinary man when it comes
to handling crimes in connection with the
beer and liquor business. And he is more
than pleased with his showing. He seems
to have an idea that preachers are an ignor-
ant herd. knowing nothing of the practical
affairs of life; and that they are nr:lp;lm"
of doing anything but to stir up strife and
alienate wives and mothers and sisters from
their hushands, brothers and sons. But it
never seems to occur to him that the liquor
business in Texas has filled more bloody
graves, given cause for more divorces, put
more wives and sisters in the poorhouse and
lunatic asvlums than all other causes com-
bined. Yet he has the audacity to hold up
his reform movement az the only panacea
of the woes of the human family. Asto his
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unfortunate reference 1o the Hewmpstead

tragedy, he knows as well as he knows an)
thing, that local option had rothing to do
with it; and he further knows that liquor
inspired it and is responsible for it. And if
he is intelligent enough to investizate and
comprehend the facts, he further knows that
prohibition had nothing to do with the kill-
ing at Cameron; that the tragedy there
grew out of an old politicaj grudge, and
that if the victim of it had been free of
liquor it would have never occurred. And
nine-tenths of the diabolism  that alilict
the peace and order of society grow out of
the beer and the Lquor business. Wherever
the barroom prevails, erimes go steadily on.
In the counties where local option prevails,
notwithstanding itz abuses by the pupils of
the Brewers’ Ac-ociation, felonies are re-
duced more than one-half according to the
official reports sent in to the Attorney-Gen-
eal’s office at Austin. Morally. there is no
comparison between the methods to suppress
saloon crime by the brewers and those adopt-
ed by the local optionists. Local option rids
the community of the source of the crime,
while the brewers only build up and foster
this source. Our work i permanent and
serious; theirs is temporary and hypocriti-
cal. Take Waco as an example. Last win-
ter Mr. Adoue’s gang sent a detective to
Waco. He soon furnished the Grand Jury
with information that resulted in about one
hundred indictments against the pupils of
the brewery business. They were tried and
convicted and given the minimum fine. Dut
the'r violations never stopped for a singl
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They went right on; and thev ar

in progress now. That effort was all a
blind, and it is a blind in Galveston. The
business represented by the Brewers® Asso-
ciation is a lawless business. It has never
been known to keep the law, and it never
will keep the law. It was conceived in law-
lessness and born in violence. If Mr. Adoue
and h's so-called reformers were to put all
the liquor and beer men out of business in
Galveston who constantly vielate the law,
there would not be a saloon loft inside the
city. There iz but one way to reform a saloon
and that is to kill it. This is what local
option is doing; and to prevent this, Mr.
\doue has rushed into the arena of morals
as a mighty reformer! Hence his flings and
contemptible sneers at “Rev. George Ran-
kin, Granville Jones, Cyelone Davizs and
Mrs. Zehner.” All this show of reform is
the sheerest pocTisy, \dien., “President
\doue.” On with the battle!

I had aluwost forgotten to say that in
spite of the most eareful revision te
which the roils were ever subjected
there was an aggregate inerease in
the membership of between three and
four hundrod and material gains in
the benevolent collections. By all tok
ens we have a living Church in Bra
zil. Nearly every question that emerg-
ed at Corinh and Philippi comes up
again for a fresh solution in the lttle
congregations under the Southern
Cross. Let us_not despise the day of
small things. The kingdom of heaven
cometh not with observation. Silently
like the biush of the dawn in the
astern sky, slowly like the growth of
the corn in the fleld, yet surely and
steadily, the roign of our Lord is draw
ing nigh. His pure gospel will yet be
triumphbant in all lands,

The first wireless message to an-

The Oificial Messenger at St. Pe
tersburg published an iwperial ukase,
daied Octwover 15, dismissing Grand
Duke Cyril trom the service because
ol his recent marriage to the Prn-
cess Victoria, the divorced wile of
the Grand Duke ol Hesse. The ukase
also deprives the Grand Duke of his
decorations and other honors, in
audition to the other punishments al-
ready mentioned, Grand Duke Cyril
is deprived ol the rnight to bear the
title ot imperial highness and his en-
tire Russian income, which is derived
from the $2,000,000 set aside for cach
Grand Duke at his birth, and which
has since been augmented in various
ways. The Grand Duke left Peter
hot at once.

Accompanying the announcemein
in Tokyo ot the ending of the war, an

Judge Mariin A. Knapp, Chairman
ot the Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion, delivered a lecture before the
undergraduaces of Cornell University
at Ithaca, N. Y., in the course ol
which he suggested the possibiuty
that a condition of affairs might exist
in the railrouds simiiar to that re
vealed in the investigation of the lil
msurance companies. The control of
the two is in the same hands, he
pointed out. The great Inquiries
which are in progress imn cegard to
our life insurance companies,” Mr.
Knapp said, “and attempts which
have been made to ‘pry off the lid’
in these matters give us only an ink-
ling of what the full extent of graft
may be. In looking over the names
of the mea who are connected with
the lile insurance scandals one thing
alarms me, and yet it is a thing that
I can hardly believe o be true. Thes=
men are the same as those who con
trol many of the great railroad inter-
ests of the country. Is there not »
possibility that we shall find the same
rottenness and graft at the bottom of
the railroad system? This 1s an idea
that seems too awfal to be true, but,
nevertheless, it is one that cannot
help but present iself.” Nine rat-
way systems in the United States,
Mr. Knapp declared, controlled 70 per
cent of the total mileage of the coun-
try, 15 per cent of the valuations, 77
per cent of the traffic and 75 per cemt
of the revenues. Mr. Knapp paid a
high tribute to President Roosevelt,
whose unalterable determination and
wonderful courage, he said, was go
ing to be the chief factor in the so
lution of the railway rate problem.

The following dispatch from Rome
is dated October 16. Official reports
of the enormous damage done by the
earthquake in Calabria, which have

just been received at the vatican from
the Bishops of the Dioceses most al-
flicted, bring the disheariening infor-
mation that the number of Churches
totally destroyed or very seriously
damaged 12 about 300, including seven
cathedrals. Pius X had already coun-
tributed $200,099 for the urgent needs
of the Churches and now he has add-
ed more money to the sum named.

President Roosevelt has cleared up
a delicate question which has beean
puzziying Secretary Shaw and the
Collector of the Port of San Francisco
as to how the baggage of Miss Alice
Roosevelt should be treated upon her
return to this country. The Presk
dent says his daughter will pay duty
on everything dutiable, the same as
any other American eitizen. Miss
Rousevelt is bringing home many
rich gifts which she received during
ner trip fo the Phulippines, China, Ja-
pan and Korea. Some reports have
it that these gifts are worth as much
as $100.000, upon which the young
woman would pay the usual rate ot
duty, 60 per cent, or $60.000, Some
have suggested that these things
should come mto this country duty
free, as Miss Roosevell has periormed
a vaiuable service to the Uniled
States in cementing friendships be
tween tnis and other countries. The
Secretaty of the Treasury was puz
zled as to how to proceed, but the
President has answered the question
in his usual decisive manner.

Mail advices from Japan, received
at Victoria, B. C, on the Empress ot
Japan, are to the effect that such
scant provisions were made for the
entertainment of Miss Roosevelt and
her party while at Peking with the
Taft contingent as to cause public
comment. General Corbin severely
censures  United States Minister
Rockhill for de:eliction of social duty.
The Japanese Advertiser says: “Ex-
ecrable mismanagement of the recep-
tion and ditect discourtesy omn the
part of the minister are charges free-
ly made. The returning party say
the marked scantiness of attention
paid them was suflicient to elicit sur-
prise from the variwous legation staffs
of the other Peking embassies

Charles E. hugles, inquisitor for
the legislative commiitee investigat-
ing lite insurance companics, has,
through his severe examinaion of
wiinesses, including John A. MeCall,
President of the New York Lite, and
Kichard A. McCurdy, President of
the Mutual Life, developed sensation-
al testimony showing the methods
used by the big nsurance cCompanics
in the conduct of their business. Mr
Hughes has brought out that the
“big three” coumpanies have used
enormous sums of mouney to “wateh”
the Legislatures of the various States
and prevent the passage ol any radi
cal measures affecting insurance com-
panies. Mr. Hughes recently de-
clined the nomination for Mayor of
New York on the Kepublican ticket,
Mr. Hughes is the senior member of
a leading New York law firm. H.
was born in Glens Fails, N. Y., n
18462, the son of a Bapust clergyman.
He was educated at Brown and is a
zraduate of Columbia Law School.

‘Let me warn you against the sus-
picion that we, as Jews, have no po-
htical econvictions,” Dbr. Emil G
Hiresh, of Chicago, sald in an address
to his congregation. “There is a mis-
taken idea that Jews are gypsies in
polities, but this is not true. There
is no Jew in the world who coutrols
my vote, except one Jew, and that is
1. myself. The appeal has been mad -
on behalf of a candidate for drainage
trustee, ‘Vote for a tellow Jew.” Even
it 1 had made up my mind to vote
for that man, | would not vole for him
now. He has prosiituted my people
and my Judaism for his own scliish
ends.”  Dr. Hirsch declared that the
Jews originally were farmers, and
that it was a publie duty to try to de
flect the Russian Jews who are pour-
ing into this country from the city
tenements to the farms.

Jerry Simpson died October 23 at
Wichita, Kan. “The Sage of Nedi
cine Lodge,” as Jerry Simpson was
called, was in many respects one of
the most unique characters adorning
the history of Congress. He was
swept into the Fifty-Second Congress
by a wave of Kansas Populism,
charged with the task of reforming
the whole Government and living
down the only information his ecol-
leagues had of his personality—that
he wore socks. The latter task he
suecceeded in accomplishing; in faet,
although he never quite lost the title
“Sockless Jerry.” His legislative aec-
complishments consisied in turning
popular Eastern sentiment regarding
Populism from scorning ridicule to
respeetful  consideration during his
six years in Congress, when he was
swept out by another Kansas wave.
There was not a question of Congres-
sional action during that time on
which Jerry Simpson did not think
and on which his conclusions were
not strikingly and entirely different
from those of any one else. His lan-
guage and manner of speech were
quaint in the highest degree. Jerry
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Simpson always tried to make his ad-
versaries  look ridiculous, always
threw new light on every subjeet
made a personal friend of every mem-
ber of the House and his political op-
ponents  declared never changed a
vote on any question of legisia‘ion.
As an enteriziner and as a personali-
ty the House came to have the warm-
est regard for him.

Seeretary Taft has just received an
exhaustive report from Surgeon Gen-
eral R. M. O'Rellly on the health con-
ditfons of the army. The report says
that the enlisted strength of the army,
as shown upon the monthly sick re-
ports, was 58710, and on the returns
of the military “secretary 60139, and
calenlations are made upon the latter
figures. There were 79586 “admis-
slons to the sick report™ during the
yvear. 406 deaths from all cans s, and
1377 discharges for disability. The
figures. he says, show a steady and
progressive improvement in  the
health of the army. The report says
that by far the mos: important dis-
case affectirg the efficiency of the
army during the year have been those
resulting from immoral habits, which
eansed 16 per cent of all admissions.
The strength of the army in the Phil
ippines wae 11990, and there wore
20.246 admissions to the sick report
and 105 deaths. The strength of the
Filipino troops was 4610, and there
were 5,212 admissions and 102 deaths.

Health Officer Tabor, October 23
raised the quarantine of the State of
Texas against nonlafeeted points In
Louisiana and Mississippl. He stated
that such action s taken in view of
the second cold spell which pene
trated the South. However, the guar-
antine against New Orleans and other
infected points will eontinue In force,
the State retainiag its inspectors at
the border and its system of inspec
fwon,

The little colony of Nedfoundland
fs eausirg trouble again over the fish-
eries which may involve two nations
in furthed diplomatic sparring or ne-
gotiation. The situation presented
by the Gloucester fishermen has be-
come serious. They represent that a
Newfoundland eruiser with the min-
ister for marines on board has for
bidden the American vessels to fish
along the treaty cost. The New-
foundland governmert denies knowl-
edge of anything of the sort. Secre
tary Root took it up with the British

Gloucester fishermen, laid the matter
ter before the authorities at Wash-
mgton. Tley demard prompt ae
tion. The claim is made that under
ihe treaty which was made follow-
Ing the war of 1812  fisiing  1igucs
were guaianteed to Americans on
the Newfoundland coast; that the
governor last year gave a warning
that he would 1estrict this fishing,
and that now some action has been
taken to decide a number of ques-
tions under the treaty. There is a
question alsc as w0 whether or g
American registry carries with Rt
fishing rights

The ratification of the treaty of
peave between Kussia and Japan is
formally announced in  the Official
Messenger in St. Petersburg, which
says its operation began Sunday, O«
tooer 15, the document having been
signed by the emperors of the two
countries en Saturday. As a graceful
mark of sppreciation of the part he
took in bringing about the confer-
ence at Portsmouth and the resultant
peace. Fresident Rooscvelt was the
first person notifiad by the Russian
Government that the Czar's signature
had been affixed to the instrument.
Before it had  been brought back
from Peterhof for the counter signa-
ture of Foreign Minister Lamsdorf
the news was sent direet to the Pres
ident. The necessary orders for the
bringing home of some of the ships
interned in neutral harbors have been
tssued. The date for the exchange of
prisoners of war has not yet been
fixed.

LETTER FROM MISSOURI.

Our antumnal equinox for 1905 will
bhe remembered because of the flood-
ed streams, the resalt of two weeks
of rainfall. The farmers and rail-
roads lost millions worth of prop-
erty. Many of our wa‘er courses
were higher than ever known to be
since the historie flood of 1844, and
some of the old settlers say they
were higher now than then, while
others think differently

As our conferences in Missouri all
meet in September, we were much
hindered In going to and fro by
swollen streams Some of ns were
just nine times longer gettinzg home
than we wonld have heen hut for the
floods.

Yet, so far as | know, no fatal ac-
cident occurred.

The conference sessions were har-
monious and pleasant.

The reports, both statistical and
financial, show gains, though small.

For the first time in many years, !
failed to attend any of the confer-
ences, except my own, the South-
west Missiouri: and as our paper, the
St. Louis Christian Advocate, is not
worth a peuny, as the reporter of
conference proceedings, T know but
little of what was done in the other
conferences,

The Missouri Conference elected
five clerical delegates to the General
Conference, none of whom have ever
heen members hefore, all yonng men
and all but one began their ministry
in Missouri, and that one, a transfer,
is chairman of the delegation.

Two of the lay delegates elected
have been members before. The
Southwestern Missouri Conference
elected four clerical and four lay
delegates, only one of whom serves his
first term, and he is a transfer. The
others began their ministry here
Two are sons of Methodist preach
ers. Also two of the lay delegates
are sons of Methodist preachers, and
have been members before.

The other two are new men. One
of them is sixty-six years old and
heads his delegation The other is
but a vouth. Al Missourians.

The two preachers’ boys are emi-

nent lawyers, one of whom is a judge
and the other is the author of a his-
tory of the State.

The St. Louis Confercnce elected
three each, all of whom are natives,
The fathers of two of them were
pioneer Methodist preachers in Mis-
souri; one of these received 95 per
cent of the votes on first ballot, and
is good bishop timber. He was a
member of the last General Confer-
ence and made his mark.

Of the 24 delegates from the State
only one-third have meca members of
any former General Conference.

Our Veteran Missouri Methodist
Preachers’ Association met with the
Southwestern Missouri Conference
this year. None were present in
person except members of our own
conference, some others were pres-
ent by letter and others by proxy.
We had a good meeting. The an-
nual sermon was preached by Milion
Adkisson and was worthy of the
man and the ocecasion. It was a great
sermon.

The officers for next year are: J.
H. Prickett, D. D., president; W. B
Henry, D. D., vice-president, and W.
S. Woodard, secretary.

We organized in 1900, and have
enrolled 72 members, 19 of whom
have died, leaving us a present mem-
hership of 53.

We have in our conference a souve
nir cane of which the oldest member
is the custodian. It was made out of
a stick of an oak log taken from the
first Meeting House ever built in our
conference territory. It was, when
first made, presented to W. J. Brown,
who was for 14 years the senior
member of our conference., January
1, 1905, he emigrated to the country,
where people never grow old, and
canes are needed never more. H.
N. Watts is now our senior men
ber, but as he has not been present
at a session of his conference since
1896, and is now living in Texas, and
as I am next in the suceession, T have
charge of the cane.

For five years I have been the
ranking member of my conference
present. We have four members
who are older than I in years, but
only one in the ministry.

I have never missed but one ses-
sion of my conference, and that one
was held in the Confederacy and I
was living in the United States and
could not get through the lines.

A VISIT TO LIBERTY.

For sorie time we ave becon under
promise to Rev. J. R. Ritehic and
Lis people, of Liberty, to make them
a visit and take part in the dediea-
tory serviees of their mew Chureh.
So last Friday night we tueked our-
selves away in a Santa Fe sleeper
end woke up in the suburbs of Hous-
ton about six o'clock. That gave us
a whole day in Houston. We took
advantage of the opportunity and
shook haads with scores ef our old
friends of other days. Houston has
made marked improvement materially
in the past few years. Streets have
Leen paved, fine residences have been
crected, and large business houses
kave been built. In the latter class
we noted the Commercial and First
National Bank buildings. They would
do eredit to New York or any other
large Eastern eity. We ezlled at the
study of Shearn Methedist Chureh
and had a pleasant visit with Rev. J.
W. Moore. He is now closing his first
vear, and he has been abundantly
sueecessful. So far he has received
into his memberskip more than two
Londred poople, and he has had fine
ccngregatiors. He has also organ-
ized speeial work among the news-
loys of the eity and he has had mar-
velons suecess with them, It is now
permanent, and he has Rev. Wallace
Crutehficld as his as-istant to aid in
that other work. He has also or-
canized a nizht sehool! for such per-
scns who have not the time to takoe
lvsons by day. This is practical and
the results are fine. Old Shearn
Chureh building is siidl s‘anding as

was when we left it nine years
ago. It is a commodious structure
and comfortable, but bekind the spir-
it of improvement otherwize in the
city—in faet, is almest a thing of the
past, and the time is at hand when
they onght to build a better cne. We
‘re sure that they will take the mat-
ter up before long. For some time
the people have had under contempla-
t‘on the building of another structure
ond the organizing of another
Church ont in the old fair ground
sddition. But they have only Kkept it
under  contemplation. They have
done nothing yet in that dircetion.
They ouzht to move in that matter at
enee. Shearn Chureh has about four-
teen hundred members, and half of
them live onut in that direction. No
man can look aficr that many people,
and no one organization ean give any
speeial work to each one of them
Henee, they are in danger ¢f beeom-
ing eonzested desides thet, the ter
ritory out that way neceds an active
Chureh to develep the pecple religi-
ongly, as well as to save the unsaved.
Dbt le «omcthing will take shape
cut that way very soon. The old Tab-
ernacle Chureh has conecluded not
to move from its present site. but in-
stead to make some improvements,
Marhe this is the wise thing to do,
but we have always regarded this
Chureh as badly located. Rev. Ellis
Smith is doing his best out there, and
he has some decided improvements
The other congregations are
doing well, and their pastors are
Lopeful. We ealled on the Daily
Post people and reecived a eordial
weleome. The Post is a great paper
and our only eriticism is that it has
a leaning to the anti loeal option
side of the temperance question.
But it is up-to-date, well edited, frosh
and filled with the latest news from
all over the world. We had the
pleasure of spending some time with
the family of Mr. and Mrs. 8. F. Car-
ter, stanch members of Shearn
Chureh. They were among our most
devoted friends for four years, and
we rarely ever pass that way withont
zbiding with them. They have great-
1y prospered in this world’s goods in
recent vears, but their prosperity
has not dampened their devotion to
tie Chureh. They are its regular at-
tendants and supporters. We ecalled
for a few minutes on the good family
of Mr. and Mrs. W. B. Chew. It was
in their good home that we were en-
tertained when we first went to Shearn
Chureh. The memory of our earlier
associations abides, and our friend-
ship has grown with the passing
vears. At night we took tea with Dr.

in view
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Moore and his estimable family, and
tken boarded the Southern Pacifie
for Liberty.

When we reached the depot, forty
two miles from Houston and the
same distanee fron: Beaumont, Rev. J.
R. Ritehie and Brother MeManus
were there to reecive us. They soon
kad us installed in the good home of
Mr. and Mrs. Frank Richardson,
where we were most delightfully en-
tertained during our stay in the town
We were much pleased to find Rev
©O. T. Hotehkiss, the presiding el
der, on hand to take part in the dedi-
cation of the Church. He was also
kolding his fourth quarterly meeting.
The Chureh is a frame structure,
neatly built, modern in design, and it
has a seating capacity of three hun-
ired. It is beantifully furnished with
polished oak pews and pulpit, and the
aisles and altar floor are covered with
handsome earpoting. They have a
good organ. The building has eost
them $2.500, and it and the ground
are easily worth from three thousand
to thirty-five hundred dollars, We
have not seen a more tasteful build
ing than this one. Twenty-five hun-
éred dollars put into a Church may
rot look large to some of our readers,
Lnt in this instance it is a marvel. We
have only thirtyeight members in
this econgrogation, eounting them all
And none of them are rich people.
Several of them are welltodo, but
not wealthy. Besides this, they live
where Roman Catholicism overshad-
ows everything. Protestantism is weak
in the town., and, what there is of
it, is divided among three Church or-
ganizations. Yet our little hand went
Lkeroically to work a couple of years
ago to build a new Chureh. The old
one had been there for more than
half a century, and was old and di-
lapidated. They needed a better and
iarger one. The undertaking was a
big enterprise for them. But they
went to work. The Church Extension
Board gave them one hundred dollars
and they raised the rest among them-
selves and friends. And last Sunday
they had it ready for dedication with-
out any debt on the building. They
owed $456 on their furniture, and this
was the only barrier in the way of the
dedication. The house was filled with
people. The oceasion was an interest.
irg one. 1 preached to them, and had
some liberty. The serviee was a zood
one. At the close of the sermon Diro
Hotehkiss undertook to raise that
€450, 1 thought he would get one hun-
dred of it, and =o did many others. But
in a few minutes he had every dollar
of it secured. | never saw a colleetion
go off so well and so suecessfully
Then the Building Committee  pre
sented the house and we set it apart
for the worship of God aceording to
our beautiful ceremony. It was a glad
day for those worthy people and thoy
were in a jubilant spirit. The musie
vas specially prepared and good. I
added mueh to the serviee. In the
afiernoon, I delivered an address al
the ecourt house on local option. It
was well attended. That is a whiskey
section of the State. A saloon man is
one of the Connty Commissioncrs, and
another one is a member of the Town
School Poard. They run the town and
the county. But the people are waking
up to the sitnation, and one of these
days there will be a change in the
condition of things. At night we had
another good congregation and a good
serviee.

Liberty is the county site of Liber-
ty County. It is the third oldest town
ir Texas, they say. It was founded
away back in the forties. And it was
a village before then. At one time
it was the meost prosperous town in
the State. It is located on the Trinity
River, and the Trinity is a real river
down there. It is not far from the
Gulf. and the boats used to run up
the stream some distance. It was a
great business place in the carly days,
All the cotton for miles and miles was
Lrought to that point for sale. But in
the eourse of time, the railroads came
into the country, and other places grew
irto prominence, and Liberty lost its
prestige. It has not grown any for a
great many years in its population.
though it is still a reasonably good

town. It has a great many very fine
old families among Its citizenship.
They located there in the fifties and
sixties, Back in those days our Church
was strong, but it has suffered the
decadence of other institutions. It has
Leen a mission point for some time,
but now it is in a good cirenit, with
six other appointments, They have ser
viee now only once a month.

Liberty has some history connected
with It. A few days after the famons
battle or San Jaeinto, General Sam
Houston had Santa Anna taken to
Liberty, and he was kept in the old
ecalaboose as a prisoner of war for ten
days or two weeks., Many of the sol
diers in that battle lived in Liberty.
The old site is still pointed out where
the little shack stood in which the
notorious prisoner was detained. It
i« only a couple of blocks from where
the beantiful court honse now stands.

In some portions of Liberty County
oil has been discovered, but not in
the immediate vielnity of the town,
Dayton, some six miles away. is more
fortunate in this respeet, Oll wells are
necar there, and the town s growing
rapidly.

Brother Ritehie is doing a most ex-
cellent work in that seetion. He has
huilt a hand<ome little ehurch in Day-
ton. Brother Hotehkiss told me that
his distriet would report eight new
churches this year. T appreciate my
visit to that little band of fine work-
erz, And they showed their appreeia-
tion of me also. We have a number
of Advoeates taken there. and they
were glad to have the editor visit
them, T ghal not soon forget my pleas-
ant visit to those good people. Monday
morning [ left them, and when 1
reached Houston, 1 found our pastors
there in a body to speak to me. 1 ap-
preciate this compliment. There they
were, Dr. Moore, Reve, J. M. Perry. )
W. Bergin, Ellis Smith. 8. J. Hayzood,
W. M Crutehfield and W. A. Knolle.

JUDGE M. M. BROOKS' LETTER.

«Aitorial reeently declaring that some
snch bill as the late Willaey bill would
heintroduced Intothe next  Legislature
in the interest of fairness toward the
| quor traffie, and the paper called
vpon Judge Brooks to express him-
#1f on the subject. The letter is in
1oply to the demand of the Express.
The Judge does not mince matters,

but comes out boldly and tells what
he thinks of such a bill and what
he thinks of the present local option
laws. And he backs his statement by
citing decisions of the Court of Crim-
iral Appeals rendered on that subject
by the late Judge Hurt, who was an
anti in belief, but as a lawyer he de-
cided eases according to the law and
the constitution, and not according to
his bias and persomal views of local
option. And Judge Brooks stands on
this question with that great jurist,
ond think: our local option laws are
eminently fair and ought not to be
weakened or tampered with by the
Legislature. While he i« not making
Iie raece for the office of Governor as
a local optionist, bu* as a life-time
Democrat, vet he belleves that the
loeal option laws of Texas are Dem-
ocratie and in harmony with the eon-
stitution of the State. Thercfore as
a great constitutional lawyer he be-
lHeves In their validity, and he does
not hesitate to say that if he is
clected to that hizh office as Governor
of the State of Texas. and the Legis
lature were to pass any bill akin to
the Willaey bill that he would prompt-
Iy veto it. It required courage and
nerve to make that statement, and we
commend the Judge for his bold and
open stand. He does not dodge mat.
ters, hut speaks ont his mind.

JUDGE M. M. BROOKS AND THE
LOCAL OPTION LAWS.

On my return to Dallas from Tyler,
where I have been holding court, my
attention was called to the following
editorial which was recently published
in the San Antonio Express and af-
terward reproduced in State Topies,
under the headline, “Will Judge
Brooks Declare Himself?”

“The question of prohibition—State
prohibition—bids fair to become one
of the issues in the nex: gubernato-
rial eleetion. Judge M. M. Brooks,
whose candidacy is championed by
some of the prohibitionists, has an-
nounced himself as opposcd to State
prohibition, but as being in favor of
local option.

“Local option. is, in the broad sense
of the word, simply loecal seclf-govern-
ment, one of the ecardinal tenets of
the Demoeratie faith. There are, how.
ever, certain inequalities in the exist-
ing loecal option laws which are both
undemocratic and unjust. The most
zlaring of these is the provision
which allows the Prohibitionisis in any
preeinet or county to eall an election
in any precinet in thirty days in case
that precinet or county has gone ‘wet.’
In case it has gone “dry’ the anti-pro-
hibitionists can not call an election
for two years.

“For exemple: In Williamson Coun-
ty the city of Tavlor showe] S0
majority against prohibition, hut the
rest of the county went for prohibition.
Tavlor is therefore ‘dry,” and ean not
hold a precinet election on this sub-
jeet for two years., Had the county
zone ‘wet,” Tavlor could have had a
precinet election and have voted it-
self dry within thirty days. Mani-
festly by this state of affairs, the
Iaw favorz prohihition and diserimi-
na‘es azainst anti-prohibition. The
pros can hold tweniy four elections
to test their strenzth to every elec-
tion of the antis,

“Again: In Cooke County the pro-
hibitionists called elections in certain
preeinets, gronping in such a way as
to couple weak anti precinets with
strong pro preeinets, to the manifest
advantagze of the pros. In one case
they went so far as to couple parts of
‘wet’ precinets with sirong precinets,
thus forecing local option by jug-
glinz. The Court of Criminal
Appeals, however, overrnled this,
and held that loeal option elee-
tions conld be held only in the lezal
subdivision—the entire county, the
Commisioner’s precinet, the Justice
precinets or any single precinet—but
not in fractional parts thereof. Nev-
ertheless, the question of grouping
precinets to the advantage of one of
the other side is not yet absoluiely a
setiled one.

“In these two important matters the
people of Texas have a right to de-
mand a new and square deal. Under
the law the prchibitionists and anti-
prchibitionists should be treated alike.
In the Twenty-Eighth Legislature,
Senator Willacy introdueed a bill to
cory the inequality referred to, but
the Prohibitionists were strong enough
to defcat him. Some such law will
be introduced in the Thirticth Leg-
islature, and the people of Texas have
a right to know the position of the
various gubernatorial candidates on
this important matter. Judze Brooks
has many friends in this scetion of
the State who would like to know his
position more elearly in this particmar
detail of loecal option.”

I am entirely willing to embrace any
opportunity which is offered to de-
clare my position upon any question
which may be of inter to the peo-
ple of Texas, and in response to this
publie invitation for an expression of
my views on the subject referred to,
I beg to say, that as to the provis-
ion of the law which is referred to
as “the most glaring inequality.” name.
ly, that which allows the Prohibition-
ists in any precinet or coun:y to call
an election in any precinet or county
in 30 days in case that precinet or coun.
ty has gone wet, while, if it has gone
dry, the anti-prohibitionists ean not
call an election for two years, this is
entirely a misconception of the law.

Art. 3393 of our Revised Statutes
expressly provides that “No election
under the preceding (local option)
articles shall be held within the same
preseribed limits in less than two
vears after an election wunder this
(the loeal option) title has been held
therein.” This statute has never been
construed otherwise than to prohibit
an election being held for any precinet
within two years after a precinc: clee-
tion has been held thercin, or for any
county within two years after a
county election has been held therein,
without regard to the question wheth-
er the election has gone wet or dry.

As to the example cited in William-
son County, the loeal option laws of
Texas plainly provide that when a
county election is held and the county
goes dry, the county and every part
of it must remain dry for two years,
no minor subdivision having power to
vote itself wet, while on the contrary,
when a county goes wet in a county
election, any minor subdivision recog-

nized by the Constitution and law may
immediately thereafter vote itself dry.
This is the construction which has uni.
formly been placed upon the local op-
tion laws by our courts of last resort,
and it has been repeatedly held that
the statute is in response to the ex-
press mandates of the Constitution.
The lcading case upon the subjeet is
that of Ex Parte Fields, 39 Texas
Criminal Reports, page 50, in which
the opinion rendered by Judge Hurt
nses the following lancuage:

“Let us suppose that a county elee
tion is held. A number of precinets
vote azainst prohibition, but when all
the votes are connted prehibition car-
ries. Can it be contended that pro-
hibition is not in foree in every part
of that county notwithstanding the op-
position in  such preeinets? If the
contention of the relator be correct, no
county election should ever he held.
The e¢leetion should be had by pre-
cinets, towns, cities, ete, and if all are
in favor of prohibition, then prohibi-
tion would be in forece in the entire
county, We do not so understand the
Constitution. The ecounty has the
same right to declare prohibition as
the precinet, ¢tc. They stand exactly
upon the same footing with reference
to the power to declare it, bhut not
upon the same footinz with reference
to the power to repeal it: for if a
precinet ean repeal it or defeat the
connty election, =o far as that pre-
cinet is concerned, then the county
has no rizht by an eleetion to declare
prohibition.”

As to the Cooke County ease cited,
a3 iz well-kknown, my view
law on that subject were
exnlicitly stated in the >
opinion filed by me in the case of Ex
Parte Heeman, 9 Texas Conrt Re-
porter, page 110, Ny dissenting opin-
ion in this ease followed the previous
opinions of the same eourt on this
subjeet, while the majority opinion
overruled them., T have had no rea-
son to chanze my views of the law
as stated in my dissenting opinion in
that case, and still believe them to
present a correct view of the statute,
in consonance with the constitutional
provisions on the subjcet.

Generally 1T desire to reply to the
editorial referred to by stating that 1
am unal‘erably opposed to any
changes along the lines referred to in
our loeal option laws, and if T should
he elected Governor and the L l1a
ture shou'd pass a bill similar t«
the Willaecy Dbill, introduced in the
Twenty-Ninth Legislature, or any
measure which wonld in anyvwise les-
sen the seope of efficieney of the exist-
ing loecal oprion s‘atutes of the State,
I would promptly veto it.

BOARD OF MISSIONS.

To the Preachers of the Texas Con-
ference:

The Executive Committee of the
Board of Missions of the Texas Con-
ference, and a few other members of
the Board, who could attend, held an
interesting meeting in Houston, Octo-
ber the 18th, and gave a day to the
consideration of the .important mat-
ters and grave conditions that are be-
fore us for the ensuing y-ar. The
Treasurer of the Board was request-
ed to report through the Advocate
certain facts that impressed the com-
mittee, and to appeal to the preachers
of the Conference and our entire mem-
bership to help us in the emergencies
that are on us. There were three
things that impressed us very much—
things that we feel we ought, as your
representatives, to report to vou:

First, the mission territory in our
conference is growing. The country is
settling up; new communities are be-
ing developed and there is a demand
for new charges in almost every dis-
trict. Eight presiding elders, out of
the ten in our Conference, ask for an
increase in the appropriation to their
districts to meet the inereasing de-
mand, and the development of grow-
ing fields. The reports from the pre-
siding elders ask for $1500.00 more
than was appropriated last vear. and
this sum is really needed to meet the
demands for the oceupancy of fields
that seem ready for development.

The second noteworthy faet is that
the missions served this year will
still have to have help—that is. they
have not become strong enough to
stand alone, so that we can not get
the needed money for the cultivation
of new territory in that way: we do
not mean to say that our missions
have not grown, but the growth has
not been sufficient to warrant the
withdrawal of assistance.

The third thing that I was asked to
report to you is this: While there will
be larger demands on your board next
year, and while the fields are more
promising, the collections up to this
time do not give promise of any large
inerease: and here is where I was re-
quested to exhort each and every one
to the most faithful effort for the few
remaining weeks of the Conference
vear. Even thougzh there are but
about thirty days vet in which to
work, these days, fully employed. will
see great things acecomplished. 1 knew
a pastor who, in six weeks, collected
the entire assessment against his
charge, and the assessment was large,
and the charge was not in the habit
of paying out: but the pastor said
it must be done, took hold of it with
a master hand, and the battle was
won. If others who are charged with
like responsibilitics, and whose devo-
tion to this cause is just as marked.
will take hold of the work with like
zeal and spirit, surprising results will
fo'low. We have not seen for years
greater need than will be upon us at
our next annual gathering, and in our
necd we can only appeal to you to
give us the most earnest help. We
appeal to the presiding elders, as the
leaders in their distriets, to do their
best: write personal appeals to the
pastors, and enlist the members in
vour district to make one supreme
effort. Give prominence to these great
interests at all of your Quarterly Con-
ferences between this and the close of
the ¥y If there are any large-heart-
¢d. liberal men, who will help in a
time like this, iry to reach them by
letter or personal solicitation. To the
pastors, without whose aid our most
promising plans would fail, and who
are the ones on whom we have to
depend in every time of great effort
like this, we make our appeal. Put
yvour heart into the work and your
shoulder to the wheel and show what
brave men, led of God’s spirit, can do
when a cause is so worthy, and the
need so great. Don’t stop until the
last cent of the assessment has been
raised. Nothing less than our best
ought to satisfy anyone under such
conditions as are upon us. We also
call upon our members in general
whose loyalty we do not question, and
who have shared with us the burdens
of the past, and have helped us to
take and possess this fair land. to
lend a hand in making larger resuits
possible. Let everyone do something;
and may we not hope for, and re-
ceive from those whom our Lord has
blest with large prosperity, contribu-
tions of tens, twenty-fives, fifties, and
one hundred dollars for this work that
must be done now, or that will forever
remain undone. This appeal is not
just made for, and in the name of
onr missions at home, but is meant to
apply to the help of our for-
eign field as well. The calls
are many and pressing: the
fields are white to harvest, and
the nations are dying without Gol
and without hope: let us not wait
longer but do our best to finish our
work well, and win our Lord’s “Well
Done.”

TO THE PREACHERS OF TEXAS
CONFERENCE.

Dear Brethren: The treasurer’s
hooks show that up to September 22,
the missionary treasury iz not pros-
perous. The receipts up to August
31, 1905, were $739.51 less than on
August 31, 1904. This shortage is a
serious prophecy looking toward the
closing up of the conference vyear.
Tnless we do something to offset this
shrinkage, we are doomed to meet
some difficulties that will wnavold-
ably eripple onr work next vear. In
pernsing the treasurer’s bhonks two
facts were conspienons: First, the
large number of ~harges that had
made no remittan~e, and second, the
small amounts of many of those who
had remitted.

On an assessment of $18900 for
missions only $7,774.10 has been
paid, and that by 136 charges, 27 of
which paid in full. This leaves 51
(of the 187 for the conference) that
have remitted NOTHING. If we have
51 pastors who have received nothing
for their services up to September
22 they are entitled to genuine sym-
pathy. But if any one of these 51
non-remitters has received anything
on salary he ought to have done
something for the missionary cause
a'so. The pastor who ecan accept
the offerings made by the people on
salary and at the same time decline
to take his missionary eollections on
the ground that the people are too
poor to give, needs a kink taken out
of his conscience. All honor is due
those pastors and people who have
made full remittances. Doubtless
they too had heard that money was
scarce, but they also knew that
money could get scarcer, and went
to work to do their duty with pres-
ent resources. They have helped
the cause and have helped them-
selves. Two thirgs make the situa
tion rather serious just now, viz:
The time is short. About sixty days
will close up all we will be able to
do this conference year. Just a few
rainy Sundays and a few dizappoint-
ed calls will cost the missionary
treasury large sums of money. This
risk grows more perilous every week.
In the second place the cry of hard
times is almost universal throughout
our territory. This cry is not NEW,
but there is perhaps more reason for
the ery than there has been for a
number of years. These things make
it evident that the pastor will have to
be a little more artful and a trifle
more persistent than formerly, if he
gots his assessments in full. Cer-
tainly this is the time for decisive
action. It is now, or never. The in-
dications are strong that the re-
ouests for missionary aid will he
greater mext year, but unless we
check the present tendency the next
vear will bring a retrenchment in-
stead of an increase. But if a
marked diligence is observed on the
part of all, we may make creditable
advance. So far as we have learned,
there will be a heroic effort to pay

the salaries out in full. It is hoped
that every charge that pays the pas-
tor’s salary in full will also pay the
missionary assessment in full. Run-
ning the eye along the column of de-
linquents, many names appear about
whom there need be no uneasiness,
as well among charges as among pas-
tors.

There is also a class of charges that
have never had the good habit of pay-
ing out in full. It is this class that
gives the most conecern. They mar
every year's report and give trouble
to the board. If the pastors of this
class will work to change the class
of these uneertain charges, they will
make a real eontribution to the cause.
It is heped that presiding elders will
study this class and try 1o help them.

This letter must not close without
special congratuiations to those who
have remitted in full. and an appeal
to those who are yet hehind.

CHINA LETTER.

I send a line to tell of our safe ar-
rival in China. The splendid S. S.
Siberia, after a run of only 23 days
from San Francisco, cast her anchor
at Woosung at 7 a. m. to-day. She
has reached this port some five days
early. The run was rather a ree-
ord hreaker., especially from San
Francizseo to Honolulu.

The voyage was the hest that we
have ever made. The ship was fine,
comfortable and well ventilated. The
weather, with the exception of the
two first days out from San Francis-
co. was all that one could wish.
There were about thirty missionaries
abcard. Some bound for Korea,
some Japan, some China and one for
India.

Our baby son Robert was so unfor-
tunate, as to have his left arm broken
at the elhow. The physician consid-
ered it a bad break, but he set it at
once, and soon the pain ceased. Yes-
terday was the 16th day since the
accident occurred. The physician ex-
amined the arm and pronounced it
doing as well as could be expected.
So we hope no bad results will fol-
low.

It makes me very glad to place foot
on old China’s soil once more. And
by the grace of our Lord and Savior,
I shall lay myself out to extend the
Kingdom among these people.

The bhoycott appears to be subsid-
ing. At all events, when we cast an-
chor today, it was only a few minutes
till the longshoremen were at their
posts and ready to discharge Ameri-
can goods. It is my hope that the
just grievance of China will soon re-
ceive the consideration due from
America, so that perfectly good rela-
tions may be again fully restored.

We are in good health, I am thank-
ful to say, and shall enter upon our
work at the earliest moment possible.

Baptized 8 babies, and
married five couples. Organized two
Classes, one W. H. M. Society, one
Junior League. Have had about 65
conversions on the work. Did all the
preaching mysclf in the meelings ex-
cept four or tive days. Will get two-
thirds of conference collections, The
pastor's salary was $250 and they
have paid ail but about §15v. Taking

SOUTHWESTERN UNIVERSITY.

One who has been visiting among
the Methodists of Texas during the
past few months, observing the open-
ings of a number of our Church
schools, and reading reporis in our
Advocaie of others, must be impressed
with the awakening on the subject of
Christian  education. From the ex-
treme borders of the State, where the
population is scattercd, to the larger
cities in the more populous ceaters,
parents are considering the question
of the higher education if their chil-
dren.

that the best zift for their children
is a Christian education. But our en-
largement and equipment must in-
erease with onr ‘owing educational
sentiment. and w the inereasing de-
mands of the age. No man saw this
more clearly than did Dr. Mood
More than thirty years ago, with only
about thirty thousand Methodists be-
hind the movement, he raised the
cry that our centra) institution ought
to have five hundred thousand dol-
lars endowment and that the Texas
Methodists were able to raise it.
