History of Corucll Countq

By FRANK E. SIMMONS

Authorized by County Commissioners, as Officlal History
tor Texas Centennial Celebration.

LAYING CORNERSTONE OF PRESENT
COURTHOUSE

Writing a County history in as condensed form as this nhas
uecessarily demanded, it has been no little task to separate the

outstanding facts and events from a mass of less important matter;

and finding the right place to close is a question of uneertainty.
The reading of this book will revive the memories of many old
timers who will be able to comtribute important facts and mate-
rial to the future author who may undertake to revise or rewrite
the county history in its final form.

Receiving information from so many sources, and the Ge-
lay delay as has often been the case, is a reason for the presen-
tation of chapters in a seemingly disconnected order.

Before giving you this last chapter, an account of the cor-
nerstone laying of the present courthouse, we wish to quote a
few words of approval of our efforts recelved from three distin-
guished native-born, former Coryell County citizens:

As stated in a preceding chapter in this history,
Coryell County is now using its third courthouse building.
The first was « wooden structure located on the corner lot
where the City Filling Station now stands. It was erected
soon after the county was orgenized and was used until
1872, when the cornerstone laying of the second court-
house took place. The second was a rock structure that
served its purpose for twenty-five years, and stood in the
upblic square now occupied by our present substantial
county capitol.

In the summer of 1897 work of tearing down the
cld building was started and three months later, Qctober
2, 1897, the cornerstone of the present building was ce-
mented in its vlace in the northeast corner, under the im-
pressive ceremoniez of the Masonic fraternity. We quote
‘here from an account printed in a local newspaper pub-
lished at that time:

. “Last Saturday Galesville Lodge No. 197, A. F. &
i:\ M., laid the cornerstone of the new courthouse with
the beautiful and ancient Masonic ceremony, assisted hy
members from all the other Lodges in the county. There
were thousands of peopl assembled from all parts of this
and adjoining counties to witness the ceremony. A large
l.p]atform had been erected at the northeast corner of the
| foundation, a part of which was occupied with a tent cloth
to serve as a stand for the speaker and musicians. Mrs.
Shadden’s orchestra, composed of herself, Mrs. 0. F. Welis,
Misses Shadden and Wells, Messrs, Fagg, Voss, and Baker,
rendered sweet music so soothing and soft that one almost
imagined himself in some enchanted clime.

“At two o’clock the Masons formed their line of
march at the southwest corner of the square and proceed-

ed two blecks east on Leon street, thence one block north
to Main, thence west to the vlatiorm. Rev. Sam Waddill
cpened the services with a beautiful and appropriate prayer,
after which the orchestra rendered another beautiful se-
iection. Past Grand Master Norton Moses then delivered
an address, explaining the ancient custom and treating
somewhat of the grand principles upon which Masonry was
founded, closing with a eulogy on woman that was sublime.
“After the address, the large, grey granite stone
from Granite Mountain, which was suspended by block-
and-tackle immediately above the spot where it was to
rest, was lowered to its resting place as the ritualistic
ceremony proceeded in solemn and impressive manner.

“The stone is of blue-grey granite, weighing 1825
