Should
any of these tests indicate the need for '
medical attention, the donor is notified
and referred to a physician. It's like a
“mini-physical which benefits both the
donor and the patient.

Tax Free Gifts In
Estate Planning

COLLEGE STATION--To
help ease the federal estate
tax bite individuals may
want to consider annual gifts
to their heirs, says an econ-
omist with the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service.

“Annual gifts up to $3,000
to each individual, or $6,000
if a husband and wife make
the gift jointly, are tax-free
under the federal gift tax
law. The amount given away
during your lifetime will
reduce the size of your
estate and consequently the
amount of federal estate tax
on what you leave your heirs
someday,” points out Tom

gift of a present interest.
Present interest indicates
that the recipient takes im-
mediate possession and en-
joyment of the gift. If poss-
ession and enjoyment are
postponed or are subject to
some condition or the wishes
of another, it is a gift of a
future interest and does not
apply to the $3,000 (or
$6,000 husband/wife joint)
annual exclusion, explains
the economist.

“Gifts made under the
$3,000 annual exclusion are
not subject to be included in
the gross estate if the giver
dies within three years after
making the gift,” notes Pra-
ter.

Masahiko Likes It Here

EXCHANGE PROGRAM BRINGS

JAPANESE YOUTH TO FLOYD COUNTY

Ask Masahiko Nakamura if he likes
it here (in Floyd County) and, after he
understands what you've said, his eyes
will light up and he'll nod an enthusiast-
ic “yes!" Masahiko is one of two
Japanese youngsters staying for a
month with Floyd County families as
part of the 4-H Labo International
exchange program. The 14-year-old is
staying with the Jerry Williams family
in the Providence community and
apparently having a lot of fun, although

staying with the Williams family
involves a lot of work, too.

He arrived on July 25 and since then
has “done everything Ty (the Wll‘l-
iamses’ 14-year-old son) does.” He's
helped Ty and Jerry change irrigation
pipe and work cattle, and washed
heifers in preparation for the upcoming
Texas Junior Angus Field Day at
Brownwood, where Ty and Libby (the
Williamses' 12-year-old daughter) are
to show the animals. Kay and Jerry
Williams have another son, eight-year-
old Matt, who's still a little young to
show a heifer at Brownwood.

Masahiko has studied English,
French and Spanish in the Labo
Exchange Program, but there's still a
language barrier. A lot of the conversa-
tion between Masahiko and his Floyd
County “family” is with the aid of
Japanese-English dictionaries.

We learned a few things about
Masahiko and his country in an
interview, also conducted with help
from the dictionaries:

A high priority for natural gas used
for irrigation pumping and crop drying
is one of the subjects of the energy bill
being considered before the Confer-
ence Committee this week in Congress.

The, Board of Directors of Plains
Irrigation Gas Users Assn. Thursday
night, July 20, in Plainview, expressed
alarm at the threat not only to priority,
but to continued availability of natural
gas at a price the farmers can afford to
pay.

from every irrigation farmer in the
area was going to be absolutely
essential if the work which needs to be

done is accomplished during this most
critical period. President Mills stressed
that it will be too late and much harder
to accomplish if the legislation becomes
law because it would then have to be
done by amendments to that la}v.
Vice President Jay Boston indicated
that this was just as important apd
vital to every agriculture-related in-
dustry as it is to irrigation farmers, and

He lives in Tachkawa, Japan, (appar-
ently a suburb of Tokyo) with his
father, Hisao; his mother, Kyoko; and a
brother, Akhiro, age 11, who is also in
the Labo exchange program.

Masahiko rides a train to school six
days a week--he goes to school all day
Monday through Friday and half a day
on Saturday. He plays basketball and
takes judo instruction in physical
education class, and although they
don't play football in Japanese schools,
Masahiko knows about the Dallas
Cowboys and Tony Dorsett. Baseball is
not a school sport in Japan either, but
Masahiko has played in several games
in a pasture near the Williams home
and, Jerry says, “gets a triple every
time he comes to bat.” Masahiko also
likes to swim.

There are 62 students in his class at
school. He started school at the age of
seven.

His family owns two cars, both
Toyotas, but Masahiko can't drive
legally until he's 18, the age at which
one may obtain a drivers license in
Japan. His father works in business
machine sales.

The weather where Masahiko lives is
much like here--hot in the summertime,
snow in the winter.

Kay says the Williams family is
really enjoying Masahiko's stay here:
“It will really be hard to see him go.
We're afraid the month will pass too
fast.”

LABO EXCHANGE PROGRAM
The Labo International Exchange
Foundation is a non-profit organization.
The main purpose of the Foundation is
to foster friendship and cultural ex-
change by sponsoring home-stay pro-
grams in several countries.

The Labo Foundation, inaugurated
May 26, 1973, was born out of a pilot
project begun in the summer of 1972.
At that time, the Labo Teaching
Information Center in Japan (founded
in 1966) and the 4-H Clubs of America
jointly sponsored home-stay visits. One
hundred seventy-nine Labo Party
children (11-18 years old) and tutor
chaperones were placed in 4-H homes
in America for one month. A savings
and loan program of financial assist-
ance for Labo members was esta-
blished with the approval the Ministry
of Finance of Japan.

Since that time a total of 4256
Japanese youngsters and 483 adults
have stayed in 16 states and one
Canadian province. During this same
period 1599 American and Canadian

of the Hawaii Kyoikukai and Hawaii
Labo have stayed in Labo homes in

Proper procedure for
checking fields prior to ini-
tial insecticide applications
consists of examining at
least 100 Vs grown or larger
green squares in each field.
At least 4 sites should be
inspected which are repre-
sentative of the field since
egg lays can be scattered
and spotty. While examining
squares for damage, egg and
worm counts should be
made. Count separately the
number of white and brown
eggs per 100 terminals.
While bollworm eggs can be
laid anywhere on the plant,
most are found on the upper
surface of the new terminal
growth (light green in color)
and on the bracts of squares.
Eggs that are brown in color
are probably within 24 hours
of hatching. Determination
of levels of worm infestation
in the next day or so can be

mation. If 20 or more eggs
per 100 plant terminals, and
found and beneficial insect
activity is not very good,
excessive damage could re-
sult following egg hatch.

Bollworms and tobacco
budworms can best be killed
before they reach the " inch
size. It is extremely difficult
to kill those any larger than
2 inch. In blooming cotton
with bolls present, 8-10 per
cent green square damage is
an appropriate treatment
level. However, after a hard
chemical has been used and
beneficials have been re-
moved, another chemical ap-
plication may be warranted
if square damage exceeds
4% and eggs plus 4 or 5
small worms are found.

All this, means we may
not have seen all of the

bollworm problem for 1978.

Know
what is going on out there.
Too little is always too late if
they get larger than "2 inch.
Timely applications of in
secticide can create more
damage and more costs.

Won’t Control Bollworms

Bollworm infestations
have been gpotty thus far in
Floyd County. Some damage
from armyworms has been
experienced, but these have
about run their cycle and
should not be a major threat
in most areas of the country.

Bollworms could be a
threat to the cotton in Floyd
County, especially in lush
irrigated fields. As mention-
ed earlier, bollworm activity
to this point has been lighted
and spotted. Activity should
pick up again now, with the
predicted peak egg lay about
August 17th.

Bollworms and Tobacco
budworms are attracted to
plants with lush, green
leaves and lay their eggs in
the tender terminal area.
High field humidity in irri-
gatef fields counteracts the
detrimental effect of high
temperatures and enhances
egg survival. Newly hatched
worms also survive better
on this tender plant growth.
Timing irrigation so that
they are cut off at least 10
days prior to August 17 will
aid in reducing plant attract-
iveness to bollworms and
budworm moths. This is not
possible where water is
short anyway and the cotton
is in bad need of moisture.
The producer should be,
extra careful, and quite of-
ten, in checking for boll-
worm and budworm eggs in
these wet, recently irrigated
fields.

Cotton fields should be
monitored closely beginning
this week. Fields should be
checked every 2 to 3 days
using a proper scouting pro-
cedure. Once-a-week scout-
ing is a waste of time. Eggs
hatch in about 3 days and
worms grow beyond the
recommended treatment
size in 5 or fewer davs.

With flurries of bollworm
activity cropping up all
across the area, several
farmers are beginning to
release Trichogramma
wasps for bollworm control.
Just how effective are these
tiny wasps? Programs we
are aware of generally con
sist of multiple releases of
from 1000 to 8000 (2000
average) wasps per acre on a
10-14 day schedule. Some
Trichogramma releases are
just one shot deals. Prices
for these wasps range from
20-50 cents per 1000 with the
producer usually applying
them by hand. We have
discussed the use of Tricho-
gramma with several ex-
perts and have also re-
viewed current research
findings. The following in-
formation is what we
learned:

1) Trichogramma are egg
parasites and will parasitize
not only bollworm eggs but
also several other species
such as beet armyworms
and loopers.

2) Bollworm eggs must be
parasitized within approxi-
mately 2': days after they
are laid if they are to be
prevented from hatching.

3) Trichogramma adults
have only been living 2-3
days in cotton fields under
prevailing weather condi-
tions.

4) One-time releases of
wasps could not be expected
to provide any degree of
control.

5) Releases of at least
12,000-50,000 parasites per
acre every 510 days would
probably be required to
bring a bollworm infestation
under control.

6) A high rate of parast-
ism is required, possibly as
high as 80°%, if an economie
infestation is to be reduced.

7) Trichogramma are ap-
parently incapable of esta-
blishing themselves when
the host egg population is
below the economic
threshold.

It would appear that
Trichogramma are not a
feasible control tool at the
present time. If host egg
levels were allowed to reach
economic proportions, se-
vere crop damage could

result before the wasp was
able to exercise control.
Researchers with USDA
were able to achieve 80%
control in one experiment
where 4 releases of 53,000
parasites per acre were ap-
plied at 3-5 day intervals.
This control bill would total
approximately 42-106 dollars
an acre!!

If Trichogramma cannot
provide control alone, then
what about their value in
augmenting beneficial activ-
ity? In one field we looked at
10 days ago, 50% control of
an economic bollworm in-
festation was achieved when
approximately 40-60 thou
sand resident beneficials
were present per acre. What
good would 1000-2000
Trichogramma do in this

instance? Since predators
would eat some of the para-
sitized eggs, control results
would not necessarily be
additive.

Then just what role have
Trichogramma been playing
in our area? In all successful
“control” instances we are
aware of, Trichogramma
were applied to subeconomic
populations which were cycl-
ing out of danger anyway. In
other words, the field took
care of itself. The role of
these wasps is probably a
psychological one. By releas
ing these wasps in fields
with bollworms which had
not reached treatment
levels, uneasy producers
probably avoided putting
out a costly and totally
unnecessary hard chemical.

Cotton entering the Commodity
program at High Plains area warehouses in 1978, for the first
time in memory if not the first time ever, will go in with a loan
rate higher than the rate for cotton ‘‘at average U. S. location.”

The average location rate was announced June 1 at 48 cents per
pound, effective October 1 this year. The rate for Lubbock area
warehouses has now been set at 48.10 cents, a tenth of a cent per
pound, or 48 cents per 480-pound net weight bale, above the ,
average.

In previous years the Lubbock area rate has been from .03 to as
much as .12 cents below the national average. No official 41
explanation has been given for the 1978 turnaround but it is
presumed to be the result of changes in freight rates and |
volumes of production from the various sections of the Cotton
Belt.

According to calculations made by Plains Cotton Growers, Inc.,
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(1) The story of the Quita-
que Ranch (or the old “p»
Ranch, as it was often called)
began in 1877 when the
cattle herd of George Baker
arrived a few miles south-
west of the present day
town of Quitaque. Stretched
out before them was a big,
raw country, matted with
rich buffalo grass with rich
buffalo grass studded with
scattered mesquite, and
dominated by the Quitaque
Peaks that loomed on the
southern horizon. One of the
ranch hands called it “the
best cattle country that ever
laid outdoors.

(2) After arriving in the
new country, Baker cowboys
tunneled into a red bank on
the north side of Quitaque
Creek, and fashioned three
rude half-dugouts and called
them “headquarters”. Later
this “"headquarters” wag
moved down the creek a
few miles, where there were
four half dug-outs and a
small round corral for pen-
ning saddle horses.

(3) Sometime in 1880 Char
les Goodnight, who already
had the vast J.A. Ranch to
the north, decided he needed
more land, so he looked at
the Quitaque. That year he
purchased close to 125,000
acres of good grass land,
along with 2500 cattle bear-
ing the “F" brand. The land
Goodnight purchased was
joined by alternating sect-

ions of State land, this
doubling the size of the
ranch.

(4) In its heyday the

Quitaque Ranch comprised
around 350 to 400 sections of
land, or approximately
250,000 acres. It was bound-
ed on the South by the
Matadors, on the North by
the J.A. and Shoe Bar, on
the East by the Mill Irons,
and it extended west to a
point north of present day
Lockney, Texas. Another
way of describing the boun
daries was the Palo Duro on
the North, the head of the
Pease River on the south,
and from Tulia on the west,
to the other side of Turkey
on the East. Whenever any
one set foot in that territory
he was said to be ‘'in
Quitaque”.

In 1898 Goodnight made
the first land sale from the
Quitaque Ranch, eventually
deeding over 100,000 acres
to Frank Howard of Biloxi,
Missippi. Later that year the
entire stock of cattle known
as the “F herd” was pur-
chased for $100,000 by
Cresswell Cattle Company.
But when settlers began to
crowd in and their grass
lease expired in 1902, it was
plain that the Quitaque was
soon to be a thing of the
past. By 1907 it was all over,
and today the Quitaque
Ranch is only a memory to a
small band of old-time cow
hn)‘\_

(6) Few of the ranch
cowboys are alive today,but
the Quitaque still sparkles
as it meanders past the spot
where the old Baker dug
outs were located, winding
its way to the site where
Charles Goodnight built his
headquarters, and the Quit
aque Peaks still loom silent

There will always be an air pocket
and air, too, expands. If your car is -p'.nrkcd uphxll
when refueling, the air pressure will force gasoline
out of your l;;nl\. But if you park facing downbhill,
only air will escape. Since gas leaks are always
dangerous, it would be wise not to fill your tank too
full and, whenever possible, park your car facing
downhill when refueling

Q. Is it legal to allow small children to sit in
my lap while driving?—K. N., Milsap

A. There are no laws that specifically ban carrying
small children on your lap. However, there is a state
statute that prohibits drivers from carrying passengers
in such a way that they interfere with the driver’s vi-
sion or driv u'lg mechanisms or control of the vehicle.
Even if you're driving only two blocks to the neigh-
hurhnnd'grnccr). carrying a small child on your lap
could interfere with your ability to steer, prevent
you from turning to look over your shoulder when
-p;u\mg or backing, or limit your field of vision.
Should you have to brake suddenly, the child could
pitch forward and injure himself, or you could
lose control of your car trying to restrain him.

The safest place for children to ride is in the center
rear seat. Buckled up. If your children are under four
years of age or small enough to slip out from under a
seat belt, then they should ride in a child seat or in-
fant carrier or car bed. Pets, too, do not belong in
your lap while you're driving. Even a minor distrac-
tion could cause a major collision
