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Petitions were beginning to
circulate in Hereford Wednes-
day in the first phase of an ef-
fort to call an election for a
Junior College District, contin-
gent with Hereford Independent
School District boundaries, and
the eventual construction of a
2.year college for this area,

The first petitions were cir-
culated at the weekly meeting
of the Hereford Lions Club
Wednesday, and workers were
busy placing the documents in
the banks and businesses
throughout Hereford in an ef-
fort to get the needed signa-
tures, Requirement is 5 per cent
of the roll of qualified school
district voters for 1969, but
proponents of the community
college effort hoped to far ex-
ceed the number needed ' as a
show of support when the ap-
plication is filed in Austin, The
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petitions, when completed, and
an application for the Junior
.y College will be filed with the
* State Coordinating Board as
soon as possible,*and pending
favorable action ,at ‘that junc-
ture, an election will be called
1o vote on the propmsed district.
A similar effort was dropped
last year when Deaf Smith
County was grouped with Par-
mer, Castro and Oldham Cour-
ties in a proposed Junior Co l-
lege District, Opposition f rom
some individuals in the other
counties and an impending
dispute over the eventual loca-
tion of the proposed school, ap-
parently caused the program to
be dropped at that time, Now,
however, Hereford can meet
the qualifications for a 2-year
college and a q;aew Citizen s
Committee has

The new district, when formed, '

en formed,'

will be known as the Hig h

. Plains Junior College District,

but the naming of the proposed
school will come at a later
date,

According to Wayne E, Thom-
as, a member of the state Co-
ordinating Board for Junior and
Senior Colleges, the state is
making a concerted effort to add
an additional 40 junior colleges
to compliment the 22 senior col-
leges now operating in Texas
and the present 40 junior col-
leges, Apparently state officials
believe the-additional junior col-
leges will relieve the pressure
on the 4-year schools which
have crowded and cumbersome
to govern¥The University of Te-
xas now has over 35,000 stu-
dents and state officials believe
it unwise to allow the 4-year
schools to enlarge further.

The proposed college would

offer a full academic schedule,
all courses transferable if and
when the student decides to
transfer to another school, as
well as a well rounded vocation-
al program,

“The proposed junior college
could relieve the pressure on
our vocational program now in
progress at the high school,”
said Roy Hartman, Superinten-
dent of Schools, ‘‘in that we
could contract some of the clas-
ses to the college and not dupli-
cate services.” He also pointed
out that many students would
continue their education in a 2-
year college if it were located in
Hereford, citing the con-
venience and the size as the
primary considerations. ‘‘We're
fully in accord with the junior
college movement,” Hartman
said,

According to information re-

ceived here, the State Education
Agency will subsidize a local ju-
nior college to thel point of $575.
00 per student “per year,
bringing into Hereford a mini-
mum of a quarter of a million
dollars annually based on 500
students,

If the voters of the present
school district approve the jun-
jor college district, the tempor-
ary governing board will be the
Hereford Independent School
District Board of Trustees who
will, when the final approval is
given, appoint the initial col-
lege governing body., Outside
of the initial phases of the pro-
gram, the local school district
board will not be involved with
governing the college, However,
the local school board must can-
vas the petitions, and propon-
ents of the college hope to have
these ready for board action at

the regular meeting Tuesday
night,

The final phase of the estab-
lishment of a junior college
will comeé when voters are ask-
ed to approve bonds' for c o n-

struction of the needed build- *

ing.

Educational committees have
been named to inform the citi-
zens concerning the proposed
college district, and will be a-
vailable to brmg programs to
civic clubs, ladies clubs, or
wherever needed. The groups
will be prepared to answer ques-

When it was constructed (opening in 1949), it was the fin-
est hotel on the Plains and Hereford citizens spent many
hours boasting of it. Even Amarillo could not brag of a fin-
er facility. The Jim Hill Hotel was much more modern than
gither the Amarillc Herring or the Caprock in Lubbock, al-
though somewhat smaller, There just wasn't anything a-
round to compare.

But people’s habits change and it wasn't many years al-
ter the Jim Hill Hotel opened it’s doors until it could be
seen that motels were going to eventually replace the ho-
tels as a place for tourist to stay, The families stopping In
Hereford during the summer months were looking for con-
venient parking, air conditioned rooms and a swimming
pool of the kids,

Of course, a lot of men who worked with the vegetable in-
dustry have made their home at the hotel, It was convenient
for them and they usually stayed throughout the summer
months. That fact probably prolonged the life of the hostel-
ery, But even these people eventually took up residence in
motels, and it has long since been something less than a
paying proposition.

The hotel first started as a community project back in 1947
and nearly all the business people of Hereford bought stock
in the corporation to get it going, The late Jim Hill, a pro-
minent Deaf Smith County wheat farmer, was a major
contributor, All ultimately lost their investment, although
most admit that the coming of the hotel certainly enhanced
their business ventures, The rerainder of the money need-
ed for the project was borrowed from the Reconstruction
Finance Corporation, Dr, L, B. Bamett was overall chair-
man of the hotel project and Jim Hill served as finance
chalrman,

It was a greal day in 1949 when the hotel opened, and it
was celebrated by a $25.00 per plate blast in the new din-
ing room. It was probably the bhiggest affair Hereford had
seen up to that date,

Francis Hardwick, the local theatre operator, was presi-
dent of the old Hereford Chamber of Commerce the year the
hotel opened, and the mammoth chamber banquet, billed as
the largest in Texas, was held in the hotel’s ballroom for the
first time, It remained there several years until finally forc-
ed to seek other facilities due to the lack of space,
