Statement. You will probably want to
hire an expensive consultant for this
item, as you probably have no one on
your staff with the expertise to prepare
it. The statement should show the
number of times the wvehicle will be
operated, times of day, the name of
the operator of the vehicle, the number
of pther vehicles that might be coming
intd or leaving the parking lot at the
same time, as well as the number and
type of aircraft that might be landing
or taking off at the airport at the same
time and an exact conclusion as to
the effect this will have on the at-
nosphere in West Texas

“7.. In order to obtain approval of
a negative Environmental Impact State-
ment, you will not be able to

“a) Operate the car on gasoline pro-
duced from domestic oil because that
would require that someone discover it,
process it and deliver it and it is possible
that some private person, firm or cor-
poration might realize a profit as a
result of such activities and this simply
won't do. However, if the gasoline is
produced from foreign oil, this will be
acceptable and we don't care what grade
it is or how much profit the foreign
producers make, nor will we even con-
cern ourselves about this;

“b) Operate the car from energy pro-
duced by coal because this might require
digging a hole in the ground and that
is simply not acceptable in the United
States;

“c) Operate the car by solar energy
because this is the most abundant source
of energy available and it is entirely
too practical to justify any expenditure
for research and development; or

“d) Operate the car with nuclear
energy because it is available.

“8. Submit a certificate from the
Attorney General of the United States
that all of the certifiers of the above

'Day Of Reckoning'’

Texans, and Americans gener-
ally, have been investing less and
less in transportation and a real

- crisis is upon us.

This was the startling message
delivered by Charles E. Simons
of Dallas in addressing the annual
meeting of the Texas County
Judges and Commissioners Asso-
ciation held recently at McAllen.

Simons, a member and former
chairman of the State Highway
and Public Transportation Com-
mission, explained that highway
construction is particularly hard
hit.

This was the frightening aspect
of the address, and the county
judges and commissioners knew
what he was talking about. Know-
ing Simons as they do, they also
are well aware of the fact that he
knows what he is talking about.

Highway construction is a mat-
ter with which county commis-
sioner courts deal regularly. They
initiate most of the highway build-
ing proposals and it is of deep con-
cern to county judges and county
commissioners when highway
building is hard hit, as Simons said.

State should be concerned.

But Simons didn’t stop there

“The day of reckoning is here,”
he told his interested listeners

“In terms of money devoted
to transportation in the federal
budget, transportation has drop-
ped from number two in non-de-
fense national priorities in 1956 to
number 13 today,” he said. ‘‘And
this 13 business may be an un-
lucky omen."”

The Political Implications Of Busing

BOSTON — The reason Kevin White
has irrgvocably abandoned all plans to
campaign for President of the United
States and instead has to fight for a
third term as mayor of Boston was
made clear one night last week as he
¢oncluded a hard day’s campaigning.

About 40 neighbors (‘95 per cent
for you,” the mayor was assured) crowd-
ed into the modest home of his ward
coordinator in the- lower-nmtiddle class
Hyde Park section. Noting that the World
Series game was about to start, White
made a few brief, bland remarks and
asked for questions.

The first question — how are you
going to stop the flight of whites from
the city because of court-ordered racial
busing? — set off an emotional hour-long
exchange between the mayor and his
anguished constituents. A mother told
of her 15-year-old son afraid to enter
the men’s room at racially integrated
Hyde Park High School; a teacher
declared discipline after school was
dead; a housewife promised that, if bus-
ing continued, “I've got to get out.”

White, articulate and voluble, fenced
with the complaints but finally replied
to the original question about flight from
the city with this blunt admission: “Tt
can’t be answered.”

Were it not for such unanswerable
questions posed by busing, White would
be a landslide favorite against his young
and not particularly distinguished op-
ponent in the Nov. 4 election, State
Sen. Joseph Timilty. Indeed, were White
facing a more formidable foe, he might
well be doomed as a sacrificial offering

on busing’s altar.

ing power in highway construc-
tion, to the point that while total
revenues available for state high-
way work in Texas have risen from
about $400 million in 1963 to almost
three-quarters of a billion dollars
last year, the money bought only
about half as much highway work.

Traffic volumes remain high,
he said, in spite of the energy sit-
uation, particularly in urban areas.

Simons forecast a leveling off
in revenues received for highway
work from auto registrations as
Detroit goes to more smaller,
lighter cars.

Simons went on to remind his
listeners that maintenance of the
highway system is of the utmost
importance. He cited the plight of
the Eastern railroads which, in the
face of rising costs, deferred and
canceled maintenance projects.

“We now have the real prob-
lem of this important means™ of
transportation being in a run-down,
crippled state,” Simons said. He
added that the same thing could
happen to the highways if main-
tenance is neglected.

“We don't intend to become an-
other Penn Central,”” Simons de-
clared.

He then cited a very real prob-
lem. He said the State Department
of Highways and Public Transpor-
tation now has a backlog of al-
most $11 billion in needed highway
construction. Forecasts of funds
to become available for highway
work in the next 20 years amoumt
to only $2.5 billion.

“That’'s only enough to whittle
away 23 per cent of our current
backlog and to do only one-seventh
of the work that was possible at
past funding levels,” he said.

This is where the ‘‘day of reck-
oning”’ comes in. Texans simply
will have to cough up more funds
if the state's highway system re-
mains what it 1s and what citizens
want it to be. This is essential.

Texans, incidentally, have beern
getting a bargain in their highway
system. The highways cost Tex-
ans only about 1.32 cents per mile
driven, while California pays 1.63
cents per mile, and the national
average is 1.58 cents per mile of
driving.

White provides a classic case of
the liberal Democratic politician
frustrated and confused by the
catastrophic social experiment of busing.
He concedes that for too long he un-
derestimated busing's corrosive effects
both on Boston and his own career
Partly out of deference to civil rights
and partly to maintain his national
aspirations, he long temporized on busing
— incurring deep suspicion among
Boston’s low-income white majority.

But his present unequivocal anti-bus-
ing stance makes him unacceptable to
the national party’'sdom in ant liberal
wing. Moreover, the need to stay home
because of the continuing busing crisis

writes off Timilty as a “lightweight,”
sees a relatively easy win for the mayor.

WASHINGTON — The full story can
now be told how top CIA officials, work-

Haldeman, to tell the FBI: “Don™t go
any further into this case.” Nixon sug-
gested that Haldeman explain “this
would open the whole Bay of Pigs thing.”

June 23, 11 am.: White House
counsel John Dean, acting on Haldeman's
instructions, telephoned Gray to suggest
that the CIA was involved in the Mexican
phase of the Watergate case

June 23, 1 p.m.: The President again
brought up the CIA in a private con-
versation with Haldeman. Referring to
Gray, Nixon instructed Haldeman: “Just
tell him to lay off.”

June 23, 1 p.m.: CIA director Richard
Helms and his deputy, Vernon Walters,
