FAA procedures stipulate that
controllers should relay adverse
weather conditions to pilots only
as time permits because the con-
trollers’ primary duty should be
the control of air traffic

change in the probable cause for
the Aug. 2, 1985, accident, saying
that the flight crew should not
have proceeded with the landing
attempt after lightning was seen
along the approach path.

“I think it’s one of the best
things we could do to get this
economy out of a recession,’’ said
Gibson, chairman of the House
Committee on Financial In-
stitutions.

Gibson said allowing out-of-
state banks to purchase Texas
bank-holding companies and in-
stitutions would provide a needed
shot of new capital.

‘“That means more loans. That
means more jobs,’’ he said.

But opponents said the bill was
being hurried through the special
session without proper attention
to the long-term consequences.

“The people of Texas have con-
sistently expressed a will that we
should be on the guard against
letting the out-of-staters control
our money and our destiny,’’ said
Rep. Al Price, D-Beaumont.

Rep. Pete Patterson, D-
Brookston, said that allowing out-
side firms to enter Texas and
take over banks would reward
bankers who have been bad
businessmen.

The bill, Patterson said, ‘‘is a
very special-interest piece of
legislation to bail out some peo-
ple that have done a dad-gum
poor job of handling their af-
fairs.”

Under

current Texas law.

banks and -bank-holding com-
panies — firms which own
several individual banks — that
are based outside of Texas may
not acquire banks within the
state. Thirty-eight other states
now allow some form of In-
terstate banking, however.

The bill endorsed Tuesday
would prohibit an out-of-state
bank company from controlliing
more than 25 percent of the total
deposits in thie state.

Out-of-state banks seeking to
buy a Texas bank would be re-

#pat a majority of the directors of
the acquired bank would be
Texas residents.

Broiler production increase

slated into ‘87, USDA says

WASHINGTON (AP) — Pro-
duction of broiler chickens, the
kind most familiar to consumers,
IS rising again this year and will
continue moving up 1n 1987, ac-
cording to Agriculture Depart-
ment economists.

Last year, a record 4.5 billion
broilers were produced, a 5 per-
cent increase from 1984. The
department’s Economic
Research Service says produc-
tion this summer i1s up about 4
percent from a year ago. In the
fourth quarter, output might be
up 6 percent from the year-
earlier level.

The broiler surge, despite this
summer’s drought and heat wave
in the Southeast where much of
the industry is located, 1s ex-
pected to continue 7 percent
above vyear-earlier production
levels at least through the first
quarter of 1987

Production has been goaded
upward by some of the best pro-
spects the broiler industry has
seen 1n years, according to USDA
economist Allen Baker. Feed
costs are lower and will edge
down further as reduced federal
price supports take hold with the
advent of this fall’s crop produc-
tion.

““The midyear report that pork
producers were not expanding
production, and the heat and
resulting slower weight gains,
helped boost prices early in the
third quarter (July-
September),’”’ Baker said.

“Declines in red meat produc-
tion and higher prices in early
1987 than in early 1986, especially
in cheaper cuts and hamburger,
will likely strengthen broiler
prices,”’ Baker said. ‘““However,
the expected 7 percent rise 1n out-
put will likely moderate some of
the price gains, and prices may
average 51 to 55 cents per pound,
up from 50 in (first quarter)
1086 *

Baker sees egg production in
the second half rising about 2 per-
cent from year-ago levels, and
prices have been strengthened by
concerns over heat losses.

DEAR READER — Plucking ear
hairs can cause infections to develop
in the pores once inhabited by the
hairs. Ask your spouse, your barber or
your hairdresser to trim the hairs
with scissors.

GOTT — | have what
my doctor calls a chronic bronchial
cough. I don’t smoke, but my husband
does. Could this be caused by the hair
coloring | use”

Driesell under

sharp criticism

UPPER MARLBORO, Md.
(AP) - Mafyland basketball
Coach Lefty Driesell came under
sharp criticism after he and two
other men were cleared of
criminal wrongdoing by a grand
jury investigating the death of
former All-American Len Bias.

State’s Attorney Arthur A.
Marshall Jr. suggested Tuesday
the university might want to use
‘“‘administrative remedies’’ to
discipline the veteran coach, who
escaped possible obstruction of
justice charges after suggesting
that Bias’ dormitory room be
cleaned after he collapsed of co-
caine intoxication on June 19.

While pointing to the im-
propriety of that action, Marshall
said Driesell had not lived up to
his ‘“‘almost parental’’ role-
setting model as coach. He also
said testimony indicated that
winning and moneymaking took
precedence over academics on
the team, and contended it was

evident that Driesell had
knowledge of one or more players
with drug problems.

But Marshall said there did not
appear to be a major drug pro-
blem on the team, pointing to
statistics supplied by the univer-
sity which indicated usage was
greater among the general stu-
dent population.

Marshall said no indictments
would be filed in the investigation
concerning conditions on cam-
pus, although the grand jury that
declined to indict Driessell on
Tuesday could write a report that
would be turned over to universi-
ty officials.

However, Marshall said more
criminal indictments in addition
to the three filed last month were
possible when more testimony is
taken when the jury in-
vestigating Bias’ death resumes
Its work on Sept. 10.

John B. Slaughter, chancellor
of the university’s main campus
at College Park, and Driesell
could not be reached for com-
ment.

Athletic Director Dick Dull
said he was not surprised at the
decision.

“I'll never believe Lefty was
engaged in criminal conduct, and
| think it was obvious to the
grand jury,’”’ Dull said.

As to the criticism of Driesell,
Dull, who began working at
Maryland in 1975 and was named
athletic director in 1981, said,
““Mr. Marshall and the grand
jury have looked at a group of
Kids presently on the team and
did not look at the record of a
man over 17 years. I think I'm
equipped to judge Lefty Driesell
and he has my confidence.”

Dull said he is waiting for
reports from two task forces
established by Slaughter in the
wake of the Bias tragedy.

Marshall said there was ‘‘no
evidence of evil or corrupt
motives’’ when Driesell, sports
agent Lee Fentress and Robert
Wagner, Bias’ former high school
coach, all urged a cleaning of the
room.

MEXICO CITY (AP) — The At-
torney General's office has

charged 11 Jalisco state
policemen with iInjuring an
American narcotics agent while
he was in police custody.

A statement from the at-
torney’s office said charges of
abuse of authority and inflicting
injury on Victor Cortez Jr., 34, on
Tuesday were filed in 1st district
criminal court in Guadalajara,
360 miles northwest of Mexico Ci-
ty. But it made no mention of
claims by U.S. officials that the
Drug Enforcement Administra-
tion agent was tortured while he
was in police hands Aug. 13.

The policemen acknowledge
detaining Cortez, ‘‘but do not
recognize having inflicted bad
treatment on those detained,’
the statement said.

However, it said four men, in-
cluding a former state judicial
policeman, who were under in-
vestigation for other infractions
at the time, said they ‘‘had
knowledge of the bad treatment’
by police of Cortez and a man de-
tained with him.

It also cited a report by Dr.

Hector Manuel Garcia of Red
Cross in Guadalajara, wjo said
that when he examined C al
12:15a.m. Aug. 14 he found blo
to the stomach and right
shoulder. The wounds were not
life-threatening and could be ex-
pected to heal in 15 days, his
report said.
Mention of the report was the
only elaboration on the injuries in
the statement, a summary of the
case as sent to the court.

After Cortez’ detention, the
United States lodged a
diplomatic protest against Mex-
ico, charging that he was sub-
jected to ‘‘unprovoked, brutal
and criminal acts’’ during the six
hours he was held

The DEA agent said he was
beaten and tortured with electric
shocks

Spokesmen for the Allorne)
General's office onginally denied
that Cortez, 34, was beatlen or
otherwise abused

In Washington, Stale D?pp,n
ment spokesman Pete Martinez
said the department would have
no immediate comment on the
Attorney General's announce-
ment

Cortez was believed to be In
Arizona, where he went after hs
release

Investigations by the state and
federal Attorney General's of
fices found that Cortez and An-
tonio Garate Bustamante, a Mex
ican, were stopped while 1n a car
that lacked an identfication
decal and bore license plates of
another vehicle, the statement
said.

Two of the policemen, Salvador
Salas Castaneda and Anselmo
Pulido Galvan, testified that they
saw an automatic weapon in the
glove compartment of the car
when Garate Bustamante, who
was carrying a pistol, opened it to
get vehicle identification papers

They found a semi-automatic
rifle and an UZI submachine gun,
both weapons that can legally be
used only by the armed forces, in
the trunk of the car, they said.

The statement said Garale
Bustamante was dismissed from
the Guadalajara city police
department in January 1982 after
he was charged with extortion. A
judge released him two months
later. Last March, it said, he was
jailed for violations of health
laws, which usually involve
narcotics-related offenses, and
later released. The case remains
open, the statement said.

At the time of his detention
with Cortez, local news reports
said Garate Bustamante was a
DEA informant.

Federal prosecutors asked
penal Judge Oscar Vazquez
Marin of Guadalajara, who is
handling the case, to obtain
statements from Cortez and
Garate Bustamante, since both
are in the United States, the
statement said.

on bond after being charged with
murder in the death of a 2-year-
old girl left in her care, officials
say.

gheila Arthur, 45, was freed
after posting a $25,000 bond Mon-
day in the death of Anna Smith,
who died Sunday in a Fort Worth
hospital, Assistant District At-
torney Bob Marshall said.

the child and said the girl was
hurt Friday afternoon when her
older sister, 3-year-old Rachel,
pushed her off a couch while Mrs.
Arthur was in another room.

“I wouldn’t hurt a child for
anything — I'd give my life for
one in a minute,”’ said Mrs. Ar-
thur. “I've never beaten a child
in my life. I love children very
much — that’'s the reason I
started doing this business ... |
did not hurt the baby. This is be-
ing all built up that I'm a
murderer.’’

She told the Fort Worth-Star
Telegram the child must have hit
her head on the edge of a nearby
television set or a metal toy.

But Tarrant County Medical

Examiner Nizam Peerwani call-
ed Mrs. Arthur's explanation
‘“ludicrous” and said the child
died from massive injuries to
both sides of her head.
He said the injuries indicate
that the head was swung side-
ways and struck on a hard sta-
tionary object, such as a wall or
floor.
