Twenty-One Cars 
Of Wheat Sold 
In Wellineton

Twenty-one cars of wheat have 
been bought in Wellington to date, 
and the county’s 1946 crop is ap­
proximately one-third out, local 
buyers estimate.

Although the yield is lighter than 
was hoped for earlier, the quality 
of this year’s wheat is the best the 
county has seen in recent years. 
Practically all the wheat sold so 
far has graded No. 1 and the aver­
age test is between 61 and 62 
pounds.

The yield, while disappointing 
for the most part, is running from 
10 to 15 bushels on most of the 
land now being cdt, with most 
averaging around 12. Some land 
in the south part of the county 
which was summer fallowed is 
making as high as 18 and 20 
bushels, owners repqrt.

Cutting in the south part of the 
county is nearing completion, but 
harvesting north of Salt Fork, 
where most of the county’s crop 
is grown, is just beginning and it 
is still too early to tell just how 
the crop there will turn out. Damp 
weather will hold up cutting for a 
few days.

Wheat is bring $1.70 on the local 
market.

Very little barley and no oats 
have been sold here. The barley 
which was raised is poor in yield, 
averaging around 12  bushels per

-★  Mrs. Deskins Wells, beloved so­
ciety editor of The Wellington 
Leader and wife of its publisher, 
died Monday morning, June 10, at 
2:30 a. m. in St. Joseph’s Hospital. 
Her death, which so shocked her 
family, her friends and the thous­
ands throughout the county and the 
Panhandle who knew her, came aft­
er an illness of only six and one- 
half hours.

She was stricken at her home 
about 8:00 p. m. Sunday evening, 
as she, her husband and a few 
friends were eating supper. She 
was taken to the hospital immed­
iately and was thought to be rest­
ing well until her condition sud­
denly became worse after 2:00 a. 
m. What caused her death is not 
known definitely.

Word of her death spread quick­
ly Monday morning.

Marian Wells had been with The 
Wellington Leader since 1927, just 
after her marriage to Deskins 
Wells, its editor, and for 19 years 
she had been its society editor and 
business manager, as well as its 
inspiration.

The press of Texas knew her as 
one of the outstanding newspaper 
women of the state. When she came 
to The Leader, she began to de­
velop a department so often neg­
lected by weekly and smaller daily 
papers, and for many years her 
society news won the acclaim of 
editors and publishers.

A few years ago, when The 
Leader was named winner of a gen­
eral excellence contest of The Na­
tional Editorial Associatipn, the 
judges and newspaper people from 
all parts of the United States gave 
particular recognition to the work 
she was doing. She was never con­
tent with its excellence, however, 
but continued to bring about some 
mark of improvement in that page 
of The Leader that records the 
hours of pleasure of the people of 
Collingsworth County and the in­
terests of its women.

Those closer home knew of these 
accomplishments, bdt they knew 
Marian Wells in other ways, too. 
Perhaps most important, they knew 
her as a friend. And this quality 
of friendship with people of all 
walks of life and in all circum­
stances was one of many gifts she 
possessed to a rare degree.

She was a friend to everyone who 
has worked for The Leader in the 
last 19 years, and those who have 
gone on to other towns and other 
work still count her friendship as 
one of the mosUloyal of their lives.

Those with whom she came in 
contact from day to day always 
had from her a pleasant smile, a 
word of greeting, a little time spent 
in their own interest or a small 
favor. It is these things that so 
many have remembered during the 
last few days.

Many who have come to Well­
ington as strangers recall that it 
was her friendliness that helped- 
open a way into community life in 
their newly-made home.

Her devotion as a wife and moth­
er has been a source of happiness 
to her own family and of inspira­
tion to many others. She had made 
her home one of contentment, and 
her gracious hospitality was widely 
known. Charm and poise, gentle­
ness and understanding were part 
of her, as were enthusiasm, keen­
ness of mind, talent and energy.

Her interests were many and 
they were varied. Whatever she 
gave her attention to, she did well, 
and her work contained a perfec­
tion that can come only from de­
votion and loyal effort.

Mrs. Wells loved flowers. She 
did not care to leave them growing 
in the yard, but preferred to cut 
them to add to the brightness of 
her own home or to give pleasure 
to friends. During the week end, 
after arranging her own flowers, 
she took a boquet to Mrs. M. M. 
Kern and another to Mrs. C. C. 
Bishop, who had been ill. Such 
gifts went to her friends through­
out the flower growing season each 
year.

She was keenly interested in fly­
ing and was taking lessons at the 
city airport. She had learned to 
pilot a plane and recently flew 
home from Plainview, where she 
had taken her daughter, Diane, to 
join other girls en robte to sum­
mer camp. She flew for the last 
time Friday morning.

Her community work was exten­
sive. She always worked quietly 
but with determination and the 
success of a number of Wellington 
organizations goes back directly to 
what she did to get them started. 
Two of her more recent activities 
were securing a Girl Scout organ­
ization here and helping to make 
possible the Youth Center and to 
furnish the room where boys and 
girls of Wellington have a place 
for fun and recreation.

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State Schools 
Face Critical 
Teacher Need

The Texas State Teachers As­
sociation has just completed a sur­
vey among the city and county 
school superintendents to deter­
mine the condition of the teacher 
personnel in Texas. Replies were 
received from 945 superintendents 
representating 36,057 teaching po­
sitions or about 80 per cent of the 
total in Texas. Since the opening 
of school in September, 3,633 
teachers have resigned their posi­
tions which represents abdut 10 
per cent of the total. Of the tea­
chers included in the survey, 5,546 
were listed with sub-standard quali­
fications which represents approx­
imately 15 per cent of the total.

Local districts are exerting every 
effort possible to keep teachers in 
the classrooms but many superin­
tendents report that it appears im­
possible to fill all of their positions 
this coming year because of _the 
low salaries paid and the number 
of resignations which are antici­
pated at the close of the current 
school year. Practically all of the 
cities in Texas report resignations 
averaging 13 per cent. Many local 
school districts are voting to in­
crease their tax rate or will in­
crease property valuations in order 
to secure more revenue for tea­
cher’s salaries. 110  independent 
school districts have voted a tax 
increase above the rates they levied 
a year ago and 142 report that 
they plan’ to hold elections for tax 
rate increases soon. In 40 counties, 
one or'^more common school dis­
tricts have increased their rates 
and 10 counties report that they 
plan to hold elections for this pur­
pose soon.

It is estimated that 8,500 Texas 
teachers entered the armed forces 
and industry from September 1941 
through 1945. However, only 1,277 
have returned to teaching.

In looking over the results of the 
survey, Mr. Anderson said: “ If we 
are to keep a staff of well trained 
teachers in the public schools of 
Texas, we must materially increase 
salaries. There is no other solution 
to the problem. The continued exo­
dus of our teachers from the class­
rooms presents an alarming condi­
tion.

Public Danger To 
Be Considered In 
Setting Meetings

Workers of the Texas A. and M. 
College Extension Service in practi­
cally all of the state’s 254 counties 
have been instructed to consider 
protection of the public health in 
scheduling any meetings either of 
young people or adults.

J. D. Prewit and Maurine Hearn, 
vice directors for the Extension 
Service said today they had 
charged county agents with the re­
sponsibility of cooperating fully 
with state and local health authori­
ties in cancelling meetings deemed 
unsafe for groups of people.

“ Any necessary local safegards 
for the protection of public health 
and the prevention of spread of 
epidemic disease, must always be 
givei^ first consideration in plan­
ning Extension meetings.” they 
said.

The revision to pre-war scale 
activities was given a boost in 
Vernon last week by the Santa 
Rosa Roundup and Rodeo, staged 
on elaborate rodeo facilities with 
8000 person seating capacity built 
from scratch in 90 days by E. Paul 
Waggoner. * * ♦

Scattered rains over Wichita 
Falls-Vernon-Crowell area put 
wheat and other small grains in a 
varied condition) but about two- 
thirds of the crop had been har­
vested last week with surprisingly 
good yields and better than aver­
age weights. Early varieties had 
nearly all been harvested, though 
some Tenmarq and Comarche and 
other later maturing kinds still 
stood in the fields.

Uncertainty of feed supplies still 
has poultry raisers in a dilemma 
which is seeing hatcheries close for 
the season this year much earlier 
than usual. With reserves of all 
feed gone, the government de­
mand for wheat for export, and 
the cotton and grain sorghum crops 
yet to be grown, even to be planted 
in many areas, the outloolc is dim—

too dim for the average feeder to 
penetrate.

With a covey of gobernatorial 
candidates from which to choose 
this time, Texans might profitably 
study the agricultural beliefs, con­
victions and learnings of each, and 
select a governor who will best 
serve the interest of farmers and 
ranchers in the marketing of their 
products.

To know that a candidate was 
“born and raised on the farm” is 
not enough. Neither is it sufficient 
to hear in generalized phrases he 
is “ 100 per cent for agriculture.”

We need to know precisely how 
he feels about such things as price 
control, slaughter quotas, gasoline 
tax, farm-to-market roads, freight 
rates, enforcement of seed and feed 
laws, public market facilities, cot­
ton insect control, price supports, 
the government’s wool buying pro­
pram, and a good many others. 
Then once hearing his views, we 
should try to decern whether he 
well back them up with action, 
once elected. * * *
