An order taking effect today, was | 
promulgated by the railroad commis. | 

wion, which bad a hearing on Feb. 17th, | 
concerning rates and minimum weights 

on live stock. 

The effect of the order is to materially 

enlarge the description of cattle, which 

may be moved at stock cattle rates, 

which are lower than beef cattle rates, 

and to establish minimum’ weights for 

stock cattle under the new] description, 

which minimum weights are from 10 to 

17 per cent less than the present weights 

applying to such shipments, 

Under the new order, cattle forward. 
ed to feeding points en route to market 

will take stock cattle rates, instead of 

the beef cattle rates as heretofore.
