My wife tells me this 1s a
boring column. She says that
most of the time when I write
about trade. It 1s not that
she doesn’'t think trade 1s
important, she does. It 1s not
that she doesn’'t understand
trade, she does. It 1s just not
a subject she gets very ex-
cited about. She has a lot of
company.

[t seems most of the
people 1mm Washington who
are 1n charge of making our
trade policy don’t get wery
excited about 1t either. In fact,
they think trade 1s so unim-
portant that they are willing
to trash a trade agreement
that would benefit US farm-
ers and workers just to spite
a lame-duck President.

The Columbian Free Trade
Agreement, signed by the
President over a year ago
and sent fo Congress last
week for ratification, simply
says that Columbia must im-
port all products from the
US duty free. It does not
say the US must allow im-
ports from Columbia duty
free. Why? That's because
Columbia already can send
products into the US with
since US trade
policy allows almost all prod-
ucts from South America into
the US without tariffs or du-

no duty

ties.

This policy has been in
place for decades. All this
new FTA would do is give
US companies and farmers
the same nght Columbian
farmers have had for years.
But in a much anticipated
politically motivated move,

the leadership of the House
announced they planned to
put off any vote on the FTA
indefinably.

To hear opponents tell 1t,
this agreement would be the
ruination of the US economy.
House Speaker Nancy Pelosi
said, “Helping the struggling
US economy 1s a higher pri-
onty.” US labor unions have
brought their well worn
clichés about losing jobs and
labor standards in other na-
tions. What makes all this
laughable 1s that the FTA
with Columbia will actually
help stimulate the US
economy and create jobs.

Let's take, for example, the
US pork industry. Now here
iIs a sector of the US
economy that 1s really hurt-
ing. Purdue Ag Economist
Chris Hurt says this may be
the worst financial year on
record for US producers.
What would the Columbia
FTA do for pork? According
to the Natonal Pork Produc-
ers Association, it would 1n-
crease the price of each hog
marketed by US producers
by $1.63. It would also gen-
erate $63 million 1n US pork
exports and create 945 new
jobs. But Ms. Pelosi 1s not
interested in helping US pork
producers; she and her fel-
low Democrats are interested
in scoring political points.

Producers with 2008
crops of wheat, triticale,
oats, rye, or barley for
grain, grazing, or hay need
to certify th&se acres' not
later than close of busi-
ness Thursday, May 15,
2008.

USDA has recently in-
dicated there will not be
general signups scheduled
for the Conservation Re-
serve Program (CRP) i1n
2008.

May 30 i1s the final
day to request a loan or
LDP on 2007 crops of cot-
ton, grain sorghum, corn,
and sunflowers and other
oilseeds.

The CCC-576, Notice
of Loss, 1s used to report
failed acreage and pre-
vented planting and may
be completed by any pro-

ducer with an interest in
the crop. Timely filing is
required for all crops in-
cluding grasses.

Producers should be
careful to differentiate be-
tween flexible leases and
cash leases when report-
ing to the Farm Service
Agency,

The USDA approved
conservation projects on
a quarter-million acres in
I8 states under a new pro-
gram called State Acres for
Wildlife Enhancement
(SAFE).
