Any hopes the recent rash of
shootings in the city of Big Spring
would quietly come to a close were
dismissed during the early morn-
ing hours Thursday, as yet anoth-
er home was riddled with gunfire.

Coahoma playing for boys and girls titles

COAHOMA — The last time
the Coahoma Bulldogs won the
Coahoma Invitational, Bill
Clinton was in the Oval Office,
gasoline was under two dollars a
gallon and all the young men on
this year’s version of the
Bulldogs where in the grades K-
3rd.

Now, thanks to a 78-47 drub-
bing of the Miles Bulldogs,
Bulldogs Head Coach Kim
Nichols and the rest of the
Coahoma faithful are poised to
celebrate a tourney win that has

eluded them since 1997.

And after the second straight 30
plus win in as many days, the
Bulldogs seem to be the safest bet
to claim team gold Saturday
night when they face off against
a traditional rival — Stanton’s
Buffaloes.

Paced by Matthew Tatum’s 15,
the Bulldogs wasted little time
getting the evening off to a fast
start. Cody Sheppard took the
ball off the opening tip in for an
easy 2-0 lead just five seconds
into the game.

After Miles tied the game at
two off an Adrian Padilla basket,
Coahoma went on its first run of

the night outscoring Miles, 14-4,
for the remainder of the first
quarter finding themselves hold-
ing an 18-6 lead after one quarter.

After a Tyler Krueger basket
trimmed the lead back to eight,
Braden Griffin buried a trey
from the top of the key that sent
the Bulldogs on a 10-0 run that
lasted a little over two minutes,
expanding Coahoma’s lead to 28-
12 with just over two minutes left
in the first half.

With the score 28-15, Coahoma
shot off one last little spurt of the
half, closing with Colter Morgan
doing most of the dirty work.
The 6-7 senior post started the

mini-run off driving hard to the
basket at the 1:23 mark of the sec-
ond to draw the foul for the 3-
point play. Another Morgan bas-
ket 30 seconds later pushed the
lead to 18 before Josh Paniagua
ended the first-half scoring, get-
ting off a shot just as time
expired to give the Bulldogs a 20-
point lead, 35-15, going into the
locker room.

It’s time to officially bid
farewell to the high school foot-
ball season in the Crossroads
region.

Grady clinched a playoff spot
and a share of the District I,
Division I title by winning the
first game.

However, the Red Devils get
the last laugh on the season,
clinching a Region I title with
Friday night’s win. Now, Rankin
prepares for a state semifinals
matchup with second-ranked
Rule.

Grady struggled to muster
enough offense to compete with
the Red Devils in the rematch.
Rankin outproduced the
Wildcats 404-277 in total offense.

“I just don’t think we ever got
our offense on track,” said
Wildcats Head Coach Joe Helms.
“They did a good job defensively
and it prevented us from getting
into a flow.”

Leading 28-23 in the third quar-
ter, Rankin quarterback Garrett
Avalos connected with Jesse
Sanchez from 22 yards out for his
fifth touchdown pass of the
game, extending the Red Devils’
lead to 34-23.

Avalos threw his sixth touch-
down pass with 8:50 remaining
in the game, connecting with
receiver Chase Epley for the

SAN ANTONIO — They
come from industrial
ports on the Gulf of
Mexico, border stops on
the Rio Grande, East
Texas timber towns and
high-toned Dallas sub-
urbs.

For quarterback Chase
Daniel and 17 other
Texans playing for top-
ranked Missouri,
Saturday’s Big 12 champi-
onship game against
Oklahoma at the
Alamodome will be any-
thing but a neutral site.

More like a homecom-
ing for a group that
includes Daniel, a
Heisman Trophy con-
tender, and five of the
team’s defensive starters.

“It’s going to be unbe-
lievable,” said Daniel,
whose Southlake Carroll
teams compiled a 47-1
record and won two state
championships at the sub-
urban Dallas high school.
“Going back to Texas is a
big deal.”

The game will be
Daniel’s fourth in the
65,000-seat Alamodome.
As a sophomore wide
receiver, his Carroll team
won the 2002 state title
there. A year later as the

quarterback, Daniel suf-
fered his only high school
defeat at the Alamodome,
but returned to win the
first game of his senior
year.

Playing in a state where
high school playoff games
can draw more than
40,000 fans conditioned
Daniel and his fellow
Texans for arguably the
biggest game in school
history, the quarterback
said.

As a prep player, Daniel
competed in the
Alamodome, Baylor’s
Casey Stadium and Texas
Stadium, home of the
Dallas Cowboys.

“It prepared me
immensely for the pres-
sure,” he said.

The surprising Tigers
(11-1), ranked No. 1 in
both The Associated Press
and BCS polls after start-
ing the season unranked,
are one win from the Jan.
7 BCS championship
game in New Orleans.

Missouri won the Big 12
North with a convincing
defeat of rival Kansas last
week. The title game
against No. 9 Oklahoma,
the South Division cham-
pion, is a rematch of
Missouri’s only loss, 41-31

was injured.

“We’re unsure of the
caliber gun used in the
attack because no shell
casings were recovered
from the scene. And, as
has been the case with
most of these shootings,
no one saw what hap-
pened, so we don’t have
any witnesses.”

Everett said it’s unclear
whether the attack is
related to similar reports
in the 1300 block of
College, 1500 block of

Sunset, Main Street and
Cherokee and the 2500
block of Langley, all
reported during the past
several weeks.

He does, however,
believe they all come
down to one common
denominator.

“l doubt it’s the same
people doing all of these
shootings, but I believe it
all comes down to gang
activity,” said Everett. “I
can’t tell you what specif-
ically points to that
because that’s informa-
tion we’re not ready to
release in this investiga-
tion, but it does appear to

be gang related.”

Similar attacks were
reported Nov. 19 in the
2500 block of Langley and
1300 block of College,
according to police
reports. Everett said a
9mm shell casing was
recovered from the scene,
the same caliber used in
several other shootings
earlier in the month.

During the early morn-
ing hours of Nov. 4, resi-
dences in the areas of
Main Street and Cherokee
came under fire, resulting
in three Big Spring men
being injured.

Joe Viera, 34, Chris

Ledesma, 24, and Ruben
Gonzales, 20, were all
wounded during the
shooting spree. A home
located in the 1500 block
of Sunset was also riddled
by gunfire a few days
later and is believed to be
related to the attack on
Main Street.

“There’s really nothing
you can do to prepare for
or prevent these types of
shootings,” said Everett.
“Someone drives by or
walks by your home and
just opens fire without
warning. The best thing I
can tell area residents is
if they see anything out of

He opened one club, and, after
West had overcalled with two hearts
(strong in those days), North raised
to three clubs on decidedly skimpy

values.

East bid three hearts, and South
tried three spades. After North bid
five clubs over West’s four hearts,
South could hardly be criticized for
carrying on to six. He had a right to
expect good trumps from partner,
and that was about all he needed.

Why North bid five clubs is diffi-
cult to understand. Perhaps he
intended the bid as a sacrifice against
four hearts. But, whatever the reason,
the outcome was disastrous.

West led a heart, and South
ruffed. Faced with certain defeat,
declarer attempted to cut his losses
by leading a club, hoping to find the
trumps divided 2-2 and so go down
only one.

But West won the club with the
ten and continued with the A-K-Q,
drawing all the remaining trumps. He
then cashed five hearts to defeat the
contract eight tricks!

The penalty amounted to 4,400
points because at that time (1934) the
first undertrick was 200 points, the
second was 300, the third one 400,
and so on.

Furthermore, to add insult to
injury, West scored 100 honors to
bring the total loss on the deal to
4,500 points!

Imagine my sur-
prise when I visited the NFL.com
site and found a live feed for the
game right there on the Web site!
Talk about luck! Not only was I
going to be able to keep up with
the game, I was going to get to see
it in full.

Now, I'm sure those of you out
there who are already familiar
with NFL.com’s live game time
feed are already laughing at me
for my obviously naive assump-
tion, but for those that have yet to
find themselves in similar shoes,
I’ll elaborate.

I got to watch the kickoff on the
live feed, even the greatly disputed
catch and strip between Terrell
Owens and Al Harris. However,
that was just about it.

For the rest of the game, my
trusty Yahoo Stat-Tracker, which
provides live fantasy football
updates as well as game informa-
tion, was more entertaining than
the NFL.com feed, which eventual-

ly turned into one long rant about
the evil cable companies, and how
they are keeping the NFL Network
out of the hands of cable cus-
tomers like you and me.

For those unfamiliar with the
ongoing war between the NFL and
cable providers, it goes a little
something like this.

Currently, about 8 million of the
NFL Network’s 35 million sub-
scribers come from cable. Nearly
all the rest are from satellite.

The NFL Network has been in
negotiation — if that’s what you
want to call it — with the major
cable companies, including
Comcast and Time Warner, for
more than four years now, and
efforts to bring the channel to
major cable company subscribers
has reached a stalemate.

That’s a nice way of saying both
sides are acting like the south
ends of northbound horses.

At the core of the standoff is the
long-simmering dispute between
proponents of bundled cable ser-
vice — where you pay for a big
package of channels, only a few of
which you actually watch — and
“a la carte” service, in which con-
sumers would choose, and pay
only for the stations they actually
want to see.

And now, the NFL Network
stalemate has the league running
to legislators and regulators to
compel cable operators to carry a
channel whose lead attraction is
eight games that started on
Thanksgiving — games that before
the 2006 season were seen Sundays
on CBS or Fox and ESPN. The
scarcity of games lets cable opera-
tors say they carry enough: 248
games on CBS, Fox, NBC and

ESPN.

“The eight games are a very
definitive attempt to say the NFL
Network is here to stay,” Jerry
Jones, the owner of the Dallas
Cowboys, said in a recent inter-
view. “It’s long term, and if it’s
not eight games, it could be 16.”

Bear in mind Jones’ interest is
personal. His team plays twice on
the channel this season, the first
being Thursday’s game against
Green Bay, and again Dec. 22
against the Carolina Panthers.

“Millions of our fans just won'’t
get the games,” Jones said. So he’s
telling fans to cast off cable and
embrace satellite options or new
TV services from Verizon and
AT&T. “The company we are talk-
ing about here (Comcast), I guess I
should go ahead and say it, is a
company that depends upon privi-
leges at the government level. And
they shouldn’t use those privileges
to keep fans here from seeing the
NFL.”

But the campaign is weakened
by the requirement that cable
games on ESPN or the NFL
Network be simulcast on local
broadcast stations in the home
markets of the teams that are
playing. That reduces fan unrest if
the primary audiences for each
game are being served.

But during the Dallas vs. Green
Bay game, cheeseheads in
Wisconsin who lived outside the
Green Bay and Milwaukee home
markets were just as cut off from
the game as we were if they were
Charter or Time Warner cus-
tomers.

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Daredevil Knievel dead at 69

CLEARWATER, Fla.
(AP) — Evel Knievel’s
hard life killed him — it
just took longer than he
or anyone else might have
expected.

The hard-living motor-
cycle daredevil, whose
bone-breaking, rocket-
powered jumps and stunts
made him an internation-
al icon in the 1970s, died
Friday. He was 69.

He had been in failing
health for years, suffering
from diabetes and pul-
monary fibrosis, an incur-
able condition  that
scarred his lungs. He had
undergone a liver trans-
plant in 1999 after nearly
dying of hepatitis C, like-
ly contracted through a
blood transfusion after
one of his many spills. He
also suffered two strokes
in recent years.

Longtime friend and
promoter Billy Rundle
said Knievel had trouble
breathing at his
Clearwater condominium
and died before an ambu-
lance could get him to a
hospital.

“It’s been coming for
years, but you just don’t
expect it. Superman just
doesn’t die, right?” said
Rundle, organizer of the
annual “Evel Knievel
Days” festival in the dare-
devil’s Butte, Mont.,
hometown.

Knievel’s son Kelly, 47,
said he had visited his
father in Clearwater for
Thanksgiving.

“TI think he lived 20
years longer than most
people would have” after
so many injuries, Kelly
Knievel said. “I think he
willed himself into an

extra five or six years.”
Immortalized in the
ashington’s
Smithsonian Institution
as “America’s Legendary
Daredevil,” Knievel was
best known for a failed
attempt to jump an Idaho
canyon on a rocket-pow-
ered cycle and a spectacu-
lar crash at Caesar’s
Palace in Las Vegas. He
suffered nearly 40 broken

bones before he retired.

For the tall, thin dare-
devil, the limelight was
always comfortable, the
gab glib. There always
were mountains to climb,
feats to conquer.

“No king or prince has
lived a better life,” he told
The Associated Presss in
May 2006. “You’re looking

at a guy who’s really done
it all. And there are
things I wish I had done
better, not only for me but
for the ones I loved.”

He garbed himself in
red, white and blue and
had a knack for outra-
geous yarns: “Made $60
million, spent 61. ...Lost
$250,000 at blackjack once.
... Had $3 million in the
bank, though.”

His death came just two
days after it was
announced that he and
rapper Kanye West had
settled a federal lawsuit
over the use of Knievel’s
trademarked image in a
popular West music
video.

Although he dropped off
the pop culture radar in
