MIRAMAR Fla. (AP) -  A fual4ad- 
en faght airplane nose-dived Into a hpme 
Sunday and exploded into flames, killing 
tbe three persons on board but sparing a 
woman and four teen-agers in tbe house.

Police had said four persons were on 
the twinengine plane when It took off 
from a small airpart near here Sunday 
morning But after an air and ground 
search lasting several hours, they said 
later there apparently had been only 
three aboard.

“According to eyewitnesses there 
were four persons lomling Ihe aircraft," 
said Miramar police officer Lee Eiw- 
knd. “However, from the site of the 
crash and everything else there are only 
three positively located."

England said authonties had identi­
fied one of the victims, who was from 
out of state and apparently was the pil­
ot. but were withholding the name until 
relatives could be notified. Neither of 
the other victims' names had been 
learned, he said.

The bodies were found in the charred 
wreckage at the single-stoiy home a 
half-mik from the North Perry Airport.

England, who was s few blocks away 
when the plane crashed, said the craft 
appeared to have trouble gaining alti- 
tu ^  after leaving tbe airport. The pilot

had filed oo flight plaa, he said.
"We do know the aircraft had been 

fueled with approaiinalely 910 galkns 
plus 50 galloiu of oil." Ea^and said.

"I heard a big. loud crash," said 15- 
year-old Maxine Hemmiiig.

Idaho lAP) — Indlam trying 
to enforce toning regulations on their 
Fort Hall Reservation have been told by 
some local ofliclals that nothing has 
changed in a century and they are like 
servants to the white man.

’'When the Indians UBi about rights 
they should remember it’s like a master- 
servant relatioastap," said Deputy Pow­
er County Proeecutor Ben Cavanets 
"Tbe Lord giveth and the Lord teketh 
away. TMs is tbe white man’s case; 
there are more of us than there are of 
them. If the treaty gives them rights, 
treaties can be amended.”

But on the other side of the dispute 
IS Daa Mabey of the tnal land use cons- 
misskn.

“We are a domestic sovereign nation, 
and we cootrol the land, he said. 
"Throughout our hktory wc have loit 
our rights because «re have not enforced 
them. Wc must turn that arousid "

The dispute arose in January 1977 
whCT then Interior Secretary Thomas 
Kleppc approved an Indian ordinance 
giving Ihe tribes land use and xoning au­
thority over all land on the reservatloa 
— inefaktag knd previouBiy sold by the 
tribes to private parties.

Tbe dispute is over tooing control of 
20,000 acres of the 533.600-acre reserva­
tion that have been told to private own- 
en  over the years. A state represente- 
tive has intensified the dispute between 
Indians and wMtes by expanding his 
trailer paik on Ms reservation land with­
out sonlag pennksioa from the Indiaiis.

"Tbe Imhana have knd use control 
over all lands withfai the external bound­
ary of the reservation." said Wymann 
McDonald, Bureaa of Indian Affairs re­
servation superintendent.

Tbe Shoshone-Bannock Indian tribes, 
backed by tbe BIA, say xoning rights be­
long to them and not to officiate in the 
four counties covered by the reservation.

Planets Pack Rox Dance Floor With Infectious Rock Roll

Something extraordinary haa been happening at Rox of 
lata. Drive t^  that place on a week night and yoo’re usually 
lucky to find 20 cars, yet last Thursday (and, It should be not­
ed. Friday and Saturday as well) the paikH« lot was packed by 
early evening. The Rox has a sign behind the stage which 
reads "This ain’t no disco." and for good reason; the chib does 
not draw the discoboogie crowd Yet here were all these peo­
ple getting up and crowding the small dance floor Finally, 
there's the case of A-J photographer Gary Davis.

Now Davis shoots a lot of local conceits: he's good at it, 
but that doesn t necessarily mean its his favorite pasttime Yet 
after he finished shooting a recent concert at Rox, he walked 
outside and locked his cameras away in Ms car — and then 
proceeded lo walk back in to enjoy tlK band s final set oo his 
own time ( stress this because this happens about as often as 
Lubbock i^w s towists seeking good snow skiing conditions.

But if^Il three of these mysteries, these strange occurr- 
cncev. iOQira m e  te ask the umpW «ptestioa "why,” the an­
swer can M ̂ e d  up wfth just two words: The Planets 

The Plafilets have to be one of the most exciting and prof«- 
sioiul rock'n roll bands stiD pisyiog the cinb drcult. Showing 
more infectious energy, along with a curteos combination of 
thought and spontaneity, than a great many rock bands piayiiy 
major halls these days, it's only natural to assimie that a re­
cording company will wise up to the bond's saleability sooner 
than one miipit think. In fact. I'd bet my last 16 bucks on it. 
But while one likes to tee talent rewarded, the selfish factor of 
wanting this band availabla ta nearby cMbt u  often aa possi­
ble can not be denied. ^

Jast as rewarding visually as it is musically, the Albuquer­
que-based Planets depend more on cover versions of songs 
than on onginaJ material though it should be noted pianut 
Steve Morelock't originals Uka "I Belong" have yet to meet 
with anything but the most positive tort of vocal response. As 
well th ^  should With perhaps the exception of "Sweet Steel 
Guitar," a fine country flair which just did not seem to mesh 
with the other tunes being played. Morelock'i compositions 
make the most of the other band memben’ talents

This Is roost likely a key to the band's success, that the 
spotlight ts shared and no strong paints are overshaidowed by 
up-front egos VonHst Denise BrMsey, wboac outfits and un- 
predirtably constant movanaent add lo the visual excHement.
IS without a doubt the moat thaafricai mamber. She is roach 
more likely to kick out in spootanaoni choreography during a 
song than vocalist Debbie BlaUcy. But both women work to­
gether. both have the ability to both belt out vocals and add 
sharp choruses for punch.

For example. Sstwday night's gig startad abo«t 1:65 and, 
just minutes later, the audience b ^  already started wosking 
up a sweat Is Deaise started rocking with "Rhumba Girl:” y«t 
Miss Blafcley's sultry sendup of Martha Reeve's "Power Of '* 
Love" Was just as effective. And let's not forget the snazzy 
land popular) version of The Andrews (Potnten?) Sistan' "In 
The Mood"

The entire sound of the band seems to key on Morelock's 
keyboards, then take off on tangents. Joe Don Davidson does a 
superb job on lead guitar, and the rhythm eombteations of 
John Hams bass and hypey Davis M eC i^ 's  parcomion more 
than once plays a big in gaffteg bodtei movies and audi- * 
ences up. .Morelock, also, has a Bnt siagtag voice and, as evid­
enced hii surprisiiigly raa tem tions and aerobatic singing 
of Billy Joel's "Big Shot,” B not adverse lo making bit own. 
visual statement. , ►

Indeed, the only thna vftnals became bothersoine wai dur­
ing "Hold The Une,** when Miss Blakley snd Miss BrteMy , 
tried a bit of coesdliiatcd body movement. It didn't vrark —

solely for the reason that one could sec, rather than experi­
ence, it unfolding An analogy would be when one views a film 
and. instead of being drawn into the story, notices that some­
one is "acting." But such comparisons are unfair, as the music 
saved the song anyway.

Though ru  admit being partial to the Zombies medley 
which came near the end at the Friday and Saturday shows, 
(he best times came when the band introduced the chib audi­
ence to their own versions of songs by Elvis Costello. David 
Bowie and especially Joan Armatradlng The soap were cov 
en. yes, but they came off as originals to the Rob audience — 
partly because the tunes do not receive radio airplay m this 
neck of the Top 40 woods and partly because of the distiact 
styling offered by The Planets

Indeed, accessibility and caring may be the band's most vi­
tal assets Sheer talent, alter aU, can't carry the whole load. 
That the band cares about its own image is made obviosa by 
the (act It carrta its own sound systems, light systems and 
crew along to every show (Their sound is the deanest heard 
in ages at Rox.) The band's accessibility stems from its aware­
ness of what it takes to attract both the people who want to sit 
down and listen to rock and roU. as weii at the people who 
want to get up and move to it.

The Planets have, just in the space of a couple months, 
made gunt strides as a good draw in West Texas and New 
Mexico. With crowds willing to go see the band perform two.

three and four nights in a row, it's only natosai to m  
we'D be sharing the band with other areas to no dma at alL

He added, however, that the lack of a 
budget ceiling would not affect the func-

Last week, the Senate approved a 
3S4S 3 billion 1980 budget with a 131 8 
billion deficit after voting a 3 percent in­
crease In defense budget above inflation 
and cutting social programs by $3.8 bil­
lion.

Defease issue Explosive
Higher defense spending has become 

' a politically explosive issue in the Seit- 
ate. where some have threatened to vote 
against the U S.-Soviet strategic arms 
liinitatioo treaty unless the Pentagon's 
budget is beefed up.

President CarW has endorsed the 
1900 defense spending level approved by 
(he Senate.

The proposed IMS 2 billion House 
budget calls for almost no increase in 
Pentagon spending levels and does not 
include the Senate's cuts in domestic 
programs. The House proposal projects 
a $28 9 billion défunt.

Debt CeiUag To Rise
The House also is expected to vote 

again this week on a new federal debt 
ceiling On the first attempt last week, 
the House narrowly rejected a $bS bil­
lion increase in the debt ceiling that 
would have extended the borrowing au­
thority through next July 30.

The nevi bill is likely to seek a $4S 
billico to $49 billion increase in the debt 
lirmt from its current level of $830 bil­
lion. The government's borrowing au­
thority IS set to expire Sept 30. meaning 
that if Congress does not extend the ceil­
ing by that time, the government wiH be 
unable to pay its bills.

Pay Raise Sought

British Doubt Rhodesia Solution
LONDON (AP) — As the Zimbabwe 

Rhodesia peace talks enter their third 
week. British sources hold out tittle 
hope for total success in settling Issues 
that have left the country ravaged by 
war. divided by politics and weakened 
by economic sanctions

Prime Minister Abel Muzorewa'i 
conditional agreement to drop the pre­
sent constitution's guarantee of white 
parliamentary seats was an important 
concession, but the talks are still a long 
way from the stated aim of ending the 7- 
year-old war and leading the rebel colo­
ny to recognized independence 

Peace Chrtnee Low
Before the fighting stops, the current 

black-led administration and the black 
guerrilla alliance that is its sworn enemy 
would have to decide who will run a 
new government and control the guns

Some British sources say privately 
they rate as low as 20 percent the 
chances of an overall settlement — so 
great are the differences between the 
warring parties.

Muzorewa'i agreement — at the Fri­
day session of the British-sponsored 
talks — to drop the white powers en­
trenched in his unrecognized constitu­
tion improves Britain's chances of get­
ting the guerrilla movement Into line on 
a new constitution. The guerrillas op­
pose the present constitution on the 
grounds it allows the tiny white minority 
continued control of the country.

Tories Under Pressure
Britain's Conservative government is 

likely to be under unprecedented pres­
sure at its annual party congress next 
month to end trade embargoes that srere 
imposed on the previous white Rhodesi­
an government and have been main­
tained against the government led by 
Muzorewa. the country's first black 
prime minister

The Patriotic Front guerrilla alliance 
insists on getting rid of Muzorewa. set­
ting up a new transition administration 
and building a new national army with is 
fighter at the core.

In what appeared to be carefully 
vague terms. Muzorewa announced his 
bi-racial delegation's acceptance of the 
“general principla " ef Britain's consti­
tutional draft which would sharply re­
duce the whites' powers. The sole dis­
senter was wMte former Prime Minister 
Ian Smith, now a government delegate.

It was Smith, leader of the colonial 
fovenunent who brake unilaterally with

Britain in 1965 in an attempt to stave off 
black-majority rule. Smith (ought hard 
to get the white veto powen entrenched 
in the constitution he worked out in last 
year's “internal settlement" with mod­
erate black leaders.

Muzorewa was dear about demand- 
mg an immediate end to the trade em­
bargoes. applied by most world nations, 
including Britain and the United States, 
and endorsed by the United Nations. 
But his qualifying statement on which 
he would not be questioned, was cloudy

"This acceptance is subject to the 
satisfactory working out of the many de­
tails concerned with these proposals and 
the subsequent steps that will (hen have 
to be taken." he said.

British of finals hope it meant Muzo­
rewa — earlier adamant he was here on­
ly to discuss a new constitution — would 
take part in debate on setting up a tran­
sition administration and preparations 
for elections The safest interpretation is 
that Muzorewa will not change his con­
stitution until he gets something m re­
turn.

companies.
A problem with sach high-energy 

advanced batteries is their cost Tbe 
more frequently batteries have to be re­
placed. tbe greater the lifetime costs of 
the car.

Current lead-add batteries can go 
through about 300 cydes of yidding W 
percent of their stared energy and then 
being fully recharged before thdr origi­
nal energy capadty Is reduced by 30 per­
cent. They are useless after about 400 
cycles. The greater the depth of dis­
charge. tbe fewer charge-toschirge cy­
cles the battery can underga

Current xtnc-nickd oxide batteries 
can go through about 300 cydes of yield­
ing 73 percent of thdr stored energy aad 
then being fuDy recharged.

GM researchers have said commer­
cially acceptable performance from a 
zinc-nicfcei oxide battery would be the

ability to undergo 300 bydes of yielding 
100 percent of stored energy nnd bdng

BOSTON (AP) — Tbe former duel 
counsel to the House Assasslnatiom 
Committee says there's stiO more to be 
learoed about the assassinations of Pres­
ident John F. Kennedy and dvil righU 
leader Martin Luther King Jr.

"The issue of the asaassinations is 
not entirely whether we can catch some­
body else.” said G. Robert Blakey 
"What's really at stake here b  our soul 
We have with a falsehood — 
though it's not necessarily a Ue — that 
we did everything we could in 1963 and 
1968 and that nobody dse was involved 
in the assassinations. Thai’s simply not 
true."

Blakey, now tfirector of the Cornell 
Law School Institute on Organized 
Crime, talked about the assassination In­
vestigations Saturday in Boston.

"My own judgment is that there is 
something that can stiO be done and that 
the Department of Justice has got to go 
into the ficid and try," Blakey toM The 
Boston Globe

After spending two and a half yevs 
and 2S.4 million in its investigatioa the 
House Select Committee on Assassina­
tions conduded last Jidy that a conspira­
cy "prohably ” was behind the killing of 
Kennedy and "possibly” behind the 
death of King.

The panel recommended that tbe 
Justice Department reopen its probe. 
The department is revlevring tbe recom­
mendation.

Blakey said it may be too late to find 
/out more about the ¿teged conspiradei.

Neighbors interviewed later protest­
ed that Mrs. Grant's arrival was part of 
a blockbusting scheme that wxnild have 
mox'ed more blacks into the neighbor­
hood Stewart Robinson, a retired naval 
officer who has kved on the block tar 39 
years, said.
