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It's official: Olympic commitee votes to boycott Summer Games

'C()L()RA!)()‘SPRIN(‘.S, Colo. (AP) — Bowing to pressure from President
Carter, the U.S. Olympic Committee's House of Delegates voted Saturday to
boycott the 1980 Summer Olympic Games in Moscow because of the Soviet

military intervention in Afghanistan

The delegates voted by a 2-1 margin to keep U.S. athletes at home unless
Carter advises the USOC on or before May 20 that the international situation
has changed and the United States could send a team

The vote was 1,604 in favor of the resolution and 797 against, with two

abstentions

In Washington, White House press secretary Jody Powell said Carter

“welcomes the strong vote .

But, in his written statement, Powell said: *'The president has authorized
me to say that this advice (to boycott the Games) will not change by May 20
or at any time thereafter. For all practical purposes, therefore, the House of
Delegates vote means the United States will not send a team to Moscow ™'
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If the United States did wish to send a team, it would have to accept the
invitation from the Moscow Olympic Organizing Committee before May

24

When Carter originally called for the boycott on Jan. 20 he gave the
Soviets one month to get their troops out of Afghanistan. After that deadline
passed, he said he could not enviston the United States sending a team to
Moscow even if the Soviets were to pull out before the deadline for acepting

the invitation.

Robert J Kane, USOC president, said after the delegates had voted that
“our patriotism and the support of the United States had to be preser-

ved.”

F_ Don Miller, USOC executive director, said the ‘‘great majority” of
delegates rejected by voice vote a Carter administration suggestion that

alternate games be staged

The administration had stepped up its pro-boycott campaign over the past

week. On Thursday, Carter threatened iegal action, if necessary, to prevent
American athletes from participating in Moscow. And financial
supporters of the USOC said they would not give money they had pledged if
boycott.

Legal action also has been threatened by some American athletes, who
contend neither the USOC nor the administration has the right to -
them from competing. It was uncertain what effect the athletes’ action

the committee did not support

might have on the boycott decision.

The resolution approved by the House of Delegates read in part. ““Since
the president advised the USOC thet in light of international events the
national security of the country is threatened, the USOC has decided not to

send a team.

“‘If the president advises the USOC on or before May 20 that international
events have become compatable with the national interest and national
security is no longer threatened, the USOC will enter its athletes.”

Code designed to cut insect population

Sometimes it’s not easy to be a city resident. After adhering to
numerous city regulations and then paying taxes on top of it all,
residents are being asked to “stuff it.”

What the city is talking about this time, though, is garbage.

In an effort to keep down the fly and mooa:ll population
during the warm spring and summer months, the city is
campaigning to get residents to stuff their garbage in plastic
bags and tie them shut before throwing it all into a Dumpster.

‘“The city code now says commercial customers, such as
restaurants and food stores, must place their garbage in a tied
plastic bag designed for garbage disposal,” said Jewel Smith,
chief sanitarian with the City-County Health Department.

Home and apartment residents are being asked to do the same,
he said. Instead of plastic bags, they may use paper bags. It's not
only garbage the health department wants to see disposed of in
this manner, but also animal droppings.

Smith explained that garbage and animal droppings serve as
good breeding grounds for insects.

A female fly can deposit 400 to 900 eggs. These eggs hatchin8to
24 hours at the larva, or maggot, stage. In 414 days, they are at
the pupa stage. In another 3% days, the fly .is an adult.
‘“Thus, you have a new generation every 10 days,” he said.

While chemical pesticides will only depress the fly population,
the real solution is basic sanitation, according to Smith.

The chain of breeding includes moisture, proper breeding
material such as organic matter, warm temperature and enough
time. ‘‘Break any one of these in the chain and you stop the fly

The city also is trying to do its part.

Smith said the Dumpsters are scraped routinely to remove any
organic material. They then are sprayed with diesel oil and
occasionally insecticides. The oil keeps material from sticking to
the Dumpster and prolongs the life of these oversized metal trash
cans.

The health department isn’t going to sit back on their thumbs
and whistle ‘Dixie’” while hoping citizens comply with the order.
Smith said the city will enforce it.

‘“Animal manure can account for 95 percent of horse flies in
some rural areas,’’ said Smith.

Entomologists with the health department can identify the type
of insect prevalent in any area of Midland. This identification
process is necessary to discover where the insect is breeding and
to-stop proliferation of it, according to the chief sanitarian.

He doesn’t believe the health department will have a hard time
finding out who's not complying in the residential areas with
bagging garbage. In the past, he said residents have called with
complaints about a neighbor’s garbage.

By following the health department’s guidelines for bagging
garbage, Smith said, Midland should be relatively free from
mosquitos and flies this summer and from diseases which can be
transferred to humans by those insects. ’

More than 500
editors are members of this group,
and for the past few days they have
been gathered in Washington, the
better to equip themselves for per
forming the important mission of in
forming millions of newspaper read-
ers

In my opinion, it is the most vital
mission in the history of our country,
for without the truth, no nation can
remain free. It is a pleasure to report
that this enterprise so essential to
liberty now includes Canada, and
many of our fellow editors north of the
border have joined ASNE in the past
two years

This process of self-education has
been going on for 58 years At conven-
tions like this one, editors participate
in an intensive program to expose
them to leaders who govern our coun-
try, leaders who would like to govern
our country, and all aspects concern-
ing publishing comprehensive and
honest newspapers

This year the editors heard Repub-
lican presidential candidate Ronald
Reagan talk about the need for lower
taxes and greater fiscal responsibili-
ty: “Americans aren’t losing their
confidence. They're losing their
shirts.”

He criticized the presidents han-
dling of the budget: “If Carter can cut
$15 billion out of his administration's
budget, what were they doing there in
the first place?”’

As in past years, the editors at-
tempted to open their minds — as
they do their newspapers — to all
points of view. So candidate Bush was
given ample opportunity to talk on
his favorite theme: ““What makes
George Bush run.”” He emphasized his
varied experience in government ser-
vice, arguing that it made him a
better candidate than his opponents,
and would make him a better presi-
dent than Jimmy Carter. Maverick
John Anderson stood his ground as
somewhat of a liberal dissenter, re-
fusing to close the door on the possibil-
ity of a third party.

_Democrats Carter and Kennedy
completed the spectrum. The presi-
dent naturally insisted that what he is
doing is right, while Kennedy -was
equally insistent in seeing it as
wrong.

President Carter’'s speech was de-
voted to the difficult and dangerous
foreign problems confronting our
country. It included one of the shar-
pest attacks he has ever made on the
Soviet Union for its invasion of Af-
ghanistan.

He was also critical, and 1 believe
quite rightfully, of our allies for not
giving us stronger support in applying
sanctions against the Soviets.

His decision to prohibit American
athletes from participating in the Mo-
scow Olympic Games deserves public
support. I certainly share his view
that participation of our athletes
would be widely viewed as condoning
Soviet occupation of Afghanistan —
an occupation which, as he said, has
been marked by ‘‘brutal mass execu-
tions’* and “appalling inhumanity "

Former Secretary of State Henry
Kissinger made easily the most inter-
esting and brilliant address at the
editor’s convention. His analysis of

the world situation was eloquent and
profound. His warning about the dan-
gers confronting the free world and
his reasons for optimism concerning
the future if we have the will to pursue

one hand and encouraging on the
other

While he did take the administra-
tion to task for compounding the
problems by failure to respond ade-
quately to them, by deprecating the
role of power in dealing with them,
and especially by vacillation, he was
much more critical of Congress than
of the president for the decline in
America’s military strength.

He warned once again that the bal-
ance of military power is shifting
dramatically and dangerously in

Israel will agree to change
in stalled negotiating effort

By LARRY THORSON

TEL AVIV, Israel (AP) — Israel
will agree to a key procedural change
in an effort to speed progress in its
long-stalled Palestinian autonomy
talks with Egypt, foreign diplomatic
sources here believe.

According to the sources, Prime
Minister Menachem Begin will agree
to let a separate committee consider
Israel’s security concerns so negotia-
tions about other aspects of Palestin-
ian autonomy can proceed.

Reports that Israel decided to go
along with the procedural change
came as Begin prepared for a two-day
meeting in Washington with Presi-
dent Carter, starting Tuesday.

Carter summ Begin and Egpy-
tian President Anwar Sadat to Wash-
ington in an effort to keep the talks
going beyond the May 26 target date
for an agreement. He met with Sadat
last week.

For the past 10 months, security
considerations have dominated every
phase of the talks designed to lead to
Palestinan autonomy in areas ca
tured by Israel durilng the 1967 lﬂddt
East war — and almost no progress
has been made.

‘“The Israelis have been waving the
security issue like a flag,” said Egyp-
tian Ambassador Ezzat Abdul Latif.
““They bring up security in everything
except matters dealing with the Mos-
lem and Christian religions.”

Latif said he hoped a separate com-
mittee could formulate a statement of
principles on Israel's security needs

An Israeli military government has
ruled over the occupied areas, and the
1.2 million Palestinians who live
there, for the past 13 years.

The Camp David peace accord be-
tween Israel and Egypt stipulates
that the military government is to be
abolished, and the Israeli army is to
withdraw into specified security
zones.

The agreement stipulates Palestin-
lans are to receive “full autonomy"
for a five-year transition period, dur-
ing which there will be negotiations
on the final status of the West Bank
and Gaza.

Begin believes the areas belong to
the Jewish people by biblical right.
While many of his countrymen dis-
agree with the biblical argument,
they agree that an unchecked Pales-
tinian presence on the West Bank
could pose a dire threat to Israel’s
safety.

The Palestinian terror attack that
killed three Israelis in a border kib-
butz last Monday reinforced their
concerns, although that attack was
launched from Lebanon. The Israelis
worry such attacks would be
launched from the West Bank and
(Gaza should Israel relinquish control
of those areas.

VANCOUVER, Wash. (AP) — The first clear, sunny weekend day since

Mount St. Hélens began spewing smoke and ash 1ast month Brought —

many tourists out to view the volcano Saturday, and it put on a display of
steam and ash eruptions.

The volcano watchers gathered at points along Interstate 5, a main
north-south freeway about 35 miles west of the volcano.

Viewers also congregned in Vancouver, Wash., 50 miles to the south,
where the view was ‘‘good,” sald Tad Kajiwara of the State Patrol.

Highways near the 9,677-foot peak, which began erupting March 27, are
closed by roadblocks manned by National Guard troopers.

The mountain continues to shake. Earthquakes measuring 4.3 and 4.2 on
the Richter scale rumbled through the area Saturday, said Don Finley, a
U.S. Geological Service spokesman in Vancouver.

The largest earthquake since activity started — one measuring 4.9 on the
Richter scale — was recorded Friday. The Richter scale is a measure of
ground motion as recorded on seismographs.

Eruptions lasting a few minutes are occurring hourly, and eruptions of an
hour or more occur about once a day, Finley said.

“Since the crater now is so deep, an eruption must rise 1,000 feet above the
crater floor to be visible above the rim,’’ he added.

Although he did not have figures on the size of the crater, Finley said it
changes hourly with eruptions, earthquakes, avalanches and steam and
water erosion.

The light plume of vapors that drifts almost constantly from the
summit was analyzed by scientists Friday, and concentrations of sulfur
dioxide were found, he said.

Scientists flew over the mountain in the early morning hours Saturday
and peered down into the crater, looking for the mysterious blue flame first

noted in March, Finley said. The flame was not seen, and scientists

believe water on the crater floor is dousing the burning gas.

IRS provides safety net
for late filing taxpayers

WASHINGTON (AP) — Nearly 60 million people already have filed their
taxes, but for those who can't meet the fast- nppronchlng April 15 deadline,

Pick up from any local IRS office Form 4868, an “‘Application for Automatic
Extension of Time to File U.S. Individual Tax Returns.”

Fill it out in duplicate. Send one copy by midnight April 15 to the IRS, with a
check for at least 90 percent of your estimated tax, the IRS advises.

The other copy is to be sent when you complete your tax forms, the IRS
says

If more than 10 percent of your taxes still are due when you file the
completed return, the IRS can levy a slight “underestimated tax penaity,”
says IRS spokesman Larry Batdorf

However, fallure to file form 4868 will lead to a far stiffer penalty, warns
Batdorf

That fee is 5§ percent per month, and it can reach a maximum 25 percent of
your taxes, says Batdorf.

As of April 4, the IRS had received 58.1 mllllon returns. It expects about 93
million by the end of filing season

The return rate is up 3.3 percent from last year, reports Batdorf

The main reason for the faster filing may be the higher refunds

Last year at this time, the IRS had made 38.74 million refunds equalling $19
billion. That came to an average refund of $490.02.

So far this year, refunds are up to 39.9 million. That’s a total of $23.6 billion,
or $580.53 per check.

“Obviously, this is the result of inflation,” says Batdorf, referring to the 20.5
percent increase in the average refund this year

Speed in filing may, however, contribute to errors

The number of mistakes found this year is up slightly over 1979, despite
forms that are relatively unchanged

The IRS reports that through April 4, 6.3 percent of those people filing 1040
long forms made mistakes, up from 6 percent last year.

Similarly, short form filers made mistakes 5.6 percent of the time, compared

WASHINGTON (AP) — A new
labor backed study contends that an
‘“‘epidemic’’ of plant shutdowns is

abuse, homicides, suicides and child
abuse — all in 'addition to severe
economic problems.

Six years after their plants closed,
workers who found new jobs were
making less money on the average
than before, and the economies of
their communities remained de-
pressed, the study reported.

Entitled, *‘Capital and Communi-
ties,” the study was commissioned by
the Progessive Alliance, a union-
sponsored coalition headed by United
Auto Workers President Douglas
Fraser;

moving factories in search of bigger
profits and leaving behind a trail of
human and community devastation.
The study, conducted by two Mas-
sachusetts economists and released
Saturday, reports that between 1969
and 1976, plant shutdowns and reloca-
tions eliminated 15 million jobs and
created 16.4 million new ones — pro-
ducing a slight net increase overall.
But the authors said the new jobs on
average were lower-paying and in
different regions of the country, and
did not go to the people who were left
unemployed by shutdowns in the first

They were not the favorites in any of them.

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favorites. Midland High's Jeff Robnett, making
a miraculous comeback after a severe foot injury,
was given second place for his second region berth in
two years. But the rub came when Midland High's
Billy Taylor was finally given third place. Some
observers thought Taylor won the race. Others
thought Robnett won the race while others thought
he was third. No one but the meet officials had
picked Smith as the winner

There was an Accutrack on the course for photo
finishes, but it didn’t get the finish in this race. The
officials’ decision stood firm

*“I think they should have run the race over again
This is the only race where the Accutrack is really
needed and they didn't get it on film. I think
an injustice was committed and no one seemed to
care,” was the reply of Williams

Robnett was also disturbed by the results, “I really
wanted to go back to the region ineet again, but this
whole thing takes the fun out of it. I really
feel bad about Billy. I thought I had won the race
because I had the tape in my hand and Billy was
right there with me. I didn’t even see the Abilene
kid (Smith).”

was given a chance to earn a region berth in the 200
meters also, but after the 100, he had no heart left for
the 200 and finished last. Robnett was next to last.

In all fairness, it’s like relying on the decision of an
umpire tn baseball. Someone has to make a decision,
and we have to live by it. The instant replay didn't
come through in this case. But it was a mistake to
run the race on the far side of the track where
the lighting was poor in the first place. The lighting
was so bad that the Accutrack didn’t have enough
light to produce a picture. The reason they ran on the
unlighted side was that the Abilene Christian Univer-
sity track was marked wrong for the 100 meters on
the lighted side of the track. The fans in the stands
could not see the finish and that also hurt the
meet

All of this is a case for the 54A meet to be moved to
Saturday afternoon instead of on a Friday night.
That’'s something writer's in the area have been
pushing for a long time before this incident. The
weather is almost always too cold for the meet to be
enjoyed by fans and the district’s best athletes end
up running in less than ideal conditions

Still, there were some golden moments. Region
berths were earned by Lee's Robert Schooler, Kee-
vin Harper and David Piccolo. Midland High also
won berths with David Simmons, James Lary, Rob-
nett and Jerry Zachery. Lee also won both relays.

But each has a unique story, and we need more
time to tell each. Their story is utimately what high
school athletics is all about. And sadly, the 100-meter
race Friday is part of what high school athletics is
about. We must work hard to insure that our
kids compete in the best circumstances possible. It is
felt here that a Friday night meet is not in the best
interest of the district, the fans or the kids. Let's
make a change.

Those who escaped the
fast-burning fire got out with only
their nightclothes.

“I knew I just had to get out,” said
Edna Robinson of Rialto, Calif., who
was to have been a speaker at the
convention.

“I wasn't panicked or anything, I
just knew I had to break that window
and get out of there. The smoke was
coming so fast I couldn’t stay in there
much longer."”

The guest register burned with the
rest of the building, Straw said, so the
exact number of guests was not
known. He said the fire spread too
quickly to notify guests, most of
whom were on the second and third
stories.

“We havé an alarm system,” he
said. “But we didn’'t get a chance to
sound it because it came so sudden-
ly.

STUMPY POINT, N.C. (AP) — A
fire believed started by an Air Force
practice bomb has already consumed
more than 11,000 acres of boggy pine
forest and will probably burn uncon-
trolled for several more days, author-
ities said Saturday.

The National Weather Service said
there was little hope for rain until late
Sunday, and even then, only a 30
percent probability. Dry, gusty winds
also were predicted.

““There’s not going to be any scar-
city of fire weather,” operations offi-

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Carter seems to widen lead in Southern states

President Carter maintained his
winning ways in the South and
seemed assured of widening his lead
over Sen:Edward-M:
national convention delegate-selec-
tion process continued Saturday in
South Carolina and four other states.

With Carter remaining at the White
House and away from the campaign
trail, and Republican front-runner
Ronald Reagan resting at his subur-
ban Los Angeles home, the spotlight
focused on precinct caucuses in Ari-
zona and second-stage district meet-
ings in Alaska, Virginia and the state
of Washington. =

South Carolina’s Democrats were
concluding their delegate-selection
process. Carter’s forces took 23 of the
26 delegate slots chosen from six con-
gressional districts, caucusing indivi-
dually at the state convention in Co-
lumbia. Two of the district delegates
were elected as uncommitted and one
went 1o Kennedy,

THE PRESIDENT was expected to
carry all of the 11 additional delegates
scheduled to be elected later in the
day, giving him 34 of the state’s 37
delegates at the national convention.

The president figured to do well at

as-the—

“the South &fmtmrconvenm Carter

had set a winning pattern in the
state’s precinet caucuses on March
15, emergingfwith more than 60 per-
cent of the vote. Going into Saturday’s
convention, he had been poised to
claim—at—teast—28—of the-state's 37
delegate votes at the Democratic Na-
tional Convention in New York this
August. .

Carter’s chief backer in South
Carolina, Gov. Dick Riley, said the
results were ‘“‘excellent, about as good
as we could have done today.”

IN ARIZONA, Carter was seen as
the heavy favorite over his challenger
from Massachusetts. The president
was endorsed on Friday by Gov.
Bruce Babbitt, and observers pre-
dicted Carter would get most of Ari-
zona's 29 delegates to the national
convention.

Delegates were being apportioned
to the presidential candidates based
on percentages of the vote by party
members at someé 75 polling places
across the Grand CanyonState. A
candidate had to receive at least 15
percent of the vote in any given to get
any delegates.

Joe Eddie Lopez, state co-chairman
for the Carter-Mondale Presidential
Committee in Arizona, had said a poll
showed Carter leading Kennedy by a

margin of 6-1 in the competition for—

the state’s delegates.

But Rick DeGraw, Kennedy’s state
campaign coordinator, didn't buy
Lopez’ assertion.

““There have been no polls,” De-
Graw-said—We-have 500 people
working in urban as well as rural
counties, If organization is any mea-
sure, we’ll beat the hell out of
them.”

IN THE DRAWN-OUT delegate-se-
lection process in Washington, Demo-
crats held caucuses in the state’s
legislative districts. State party
Chairman Joe Murphy has said the
president should beat Kennedy by a

2-1 margin in the battle for Washing-

ton’s 57 votes at the national conven-
tion.

Carter had established such a mar-
gin over Kennedy in the state’s March
11 precinct caucuses.

The representation at the legisla-
tive district meetings was weighted
heavily in Carter’s favor, since the
president-won 4,828 delegates to Ken-
nedy's 2,374 in the March caucuses
which named the party people to at-
tend the meetings on Saturday.

As Democrats in Virginia moved to
the second stage of their selection
process, Carter was holding an over-
whelming advantage. In precinct

—caucuses held -on Mareh 22, Carter

trounced Kennedy by a roughly 6-1
margin. The president was in position
to add 59 of Virginia's 64 convention
delegates to his steadily mounting
delegate count.

CONVENTIONS WERE being held
in each of the state’s 10 congressional
districts. The final Virginia lineup
will be determined at a statewide
convention to be held in Richmond,
the capital city, on May 16-17,

Virginia is the only southern state
that Carter failed to carry in his
successful 1976 presidential race
against Gerald R. Ford.

Kennedy's best hope for slowing the
Carter campaign juggernaut was in
Alaska, where Democrats scheduled
district conventions on Saturday and
Sunday as the state moved toward
selection of 18 national convention
delegates, who will cast 11 votes to-
ward the nomination of the party
standardbearer.

Alaska Democrats have historic-
ally gone to the national convention
uncommitted, and party chairman
Andy Edge, a Carter supporter, has
said repeatedly that Alaska can flex
more political muscle by sending an
uncommitteed delegation.

PHILADELPHIA — It was just
three and one-half years ago, in No-
vember, 1976, that one of the nation’s

poor management, buffeted by the

But she is back today, better than
ever, and has taken her place as the
finest hotel in a city that is surpris-

The savior of the Bellevue was Ron-
ald Rubin, a Philadelphia developer,
who bought the structure for $8 mil-
lion (the same price, coincidentally,

RUBIN THEN hired the small,
prestigious Fairmont Hotel group
(other hotels in Dallas, San Francis-
co, New Orleans and Denver), to
manage the property Two years-and
$22 million later the old Bellevue
Stratford opened its revolving doors
as the new Fairmont, undoubtedly the
city's finest hotel

In this Broad Street hotel, where
Mark Twain and J. Piermont Morgan
used to party, and where every presi
dent since Teddy Roosevelt slept, a
startling transition has taken place
Anyone who remembers the Bellevue
Stratford shortly before its death —
the grimy walls, the pipes visible in
the ceilings, the shoddy service, the
ragged carpets, the dull, uninviting
lobby, will be amazed at the meta
morphosis

Today the Fairmont is bright, invit
ing, well-maintained, sexy. The lobby
is a perfect example of the renais
sance.

Presiding over all this is Herman
Wiener, the general manager who
was imported from the San Francisco
Fairmont, where he was also the gen-
eral manager.

“Our aim has been to establish
ourselves as a luxury hotel, and to
give Philadelphia a truly world-class
facility,” said Wiener, a veteran of
more than 20 years with the Fairmont

THE AIR CONDITIONING and
ventilation systems that were su-
spected as transmitters of the disease
have been replaced as part of the
renovation, and the cooling tower
that, according to the best medical
theory, actually incubated the virus,
has been cleaned according to the
specifications of the Center for Dis-
ease Control in Atlanta.

No one with whom I talked, al-
though many remembered the inci-
dent, seemed concerned to be staying
in the hotel in which so many were
infected. Most didn’t even realize that
the new Fairmont was the same hotel
as the old Bellvue Stratford.

“It just isn't a problem with us,”
said Wiener. “We have booked hun-
dreds of conventions and thousands of
guests, and not one has asked us
about it. It's all history."”
