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Men 38 to 45 Must Get Essential War Jobs
Group Faces 
Draft, Says 
Gen. Hershey

WASHINGTON. April 3 (IP) — 
Maj. Gen. Lewis B. ilersliey, se­
lective service director, announced 
tonight that beginning May 1 men 
in ti e 38-45 year old group must 
leave the list of “no-deferable" 
occupations or face the possibility 
of induction.
Since April 1 the same rule has 

applied to younger men of draft age 
who were advised that if they had 
such “non-deferable jobs" as wait­
ers, bootblacks, elevator operators, 
and messengers, they could not be 
deferred regardless of family or oth­
er dependency status.

At present men over 33 are not 
being drafted regardless of reasons 
ior deferment.

Hershey announced the new poli­
cy in a letter to local selective ser­
vice boards in which he said “be­
cause of a rapid depletion of avail­
able manpower the national interest 
at this time demands that men 
within the ages liable for military 
service (18-45) who have qualifica­
tions that are not now being used 
in the furtherance of the war ef­
fort, and who at the same time are 
not acceptable for service in the 
armed forces simply by reason of 
age or physical disability, be requir­
ed to employ their efforts in those 
essential activities in which short­
ages of necessary manpower threat­
en the successful prosecution of the 
war effort."

The new rule on non-deferable 
occupations was listed as one of 
these steps. Others included:

An order that 4-F men (classified 
physically unfit) between 18 and 45 
who have had dairy farm experi­
ence return to such work, or possi­
bly be inducted for limited military 
service despite physical disabilities

A request that draft boards and 
county agricultural war boards cir­
cularize men between 45 and 64 who 
have had dairy or general farming 
experience to return to such work.

The new plan announced by 
President Roosevelt that men over 
38 already in the army will be ask­
ed to get into agriculture or other 
essential activities before being re­
leased from the army because of 
age.

Hershey told draft boards that 
"tile letters (letters to men with 
farm experience, to be written by 
diaft boards) to registrants in Class 
4-F and those between the ages of 
38 and 45 will inform them that if 
they do not contact the county war 
board within the time prescribed 
that fact will be brought to the at­
tention of their local selective ser­
vice board so that consideration 
may he given to requesting waivers 
of physical disabilities and age or 
both, which would permit their in­
junction into the armed forces "

Seger Predicts Tunisian Victory in 6o Days

Voicing an optimistic outlook. 
Dr. Gerhart H. Seger. former mem­
ber of the German Reichstag and a 
fugitive from Germany, predicts 
that the Allies will drive Generals 
Rommel and Von Amlin out of 
North Africa within 60 days, an in­
vasion of the European continent 
will follow almost immediately and 
when thuWaactually happens the 
time will be short until the German 
people at home fold up and cry for 
an ¿end of Nazi participation in the 
war.

Dr. Seger. now an American citi­
zen and publisher of a German-

language newspaper in New York 
City, expressed his views in an in­
terview following an appearance at 
Friday’s luncheon meeting of the 
Parnpa Kiwanis club where he 
spoke on "The Nazi Fifth Column 
in America." He also addressed an 
audience in the Junior High school 
Friday night under auspices of the 
Pampa Rotary club.

Dr. Seger is not a member of the 
school which foresees a long war 
with Germany. His optimistic an­
swer was a reply to this direct ques­
tion which we put to him:

“As a former member of the Gor­
man Reichstag, of course you have

| a definite idea when the war will
|end?"

“Net exactly a definite date,” he 
I replied, “but I am very optimistic 
about it.” ’

Then lie went on to explain why 
he thought there would be a speedy 
collapse in Germany, once the A l­
lies actually invade Europe.

One of the factors that will make 
this possible, too, he explained, is 
the unceasing bombing that British 
and American fliers have been deal­
ing out to the people of German 
cities during the past two or three 
months.

Dr. Seger went into much detail

to explain that there is no parallel 
between the bombing of England by 
the Nazis and tile bombing of Ger­
many by the RAF and Yanks.

"You will hear some argue,”  he 
said, “ that if the Nazi blitzkrieg 
couldn't shake the people of Eng­
land, then tlie British and Ameri­
can bombings of Germans will not 
shake the Germans.

"Those who say that forget about 
tlie reverse psychology held by the 
English people and the German 
people. You must remember that 
the English people were prepared 
for what finally came. They were

Axis Claims Europe 
Is Armed Fortress

LONDON, April 3 i/Pi —The Axis 
took a blustery attitude toward tlie 
increased threats of an Allied in­
vasion of Nazi-held Europe today, 
claiming adequate steps had been 
taken to protect tlie continent from 
attack.

King Boris I I I  returned to Bul­
garia after a visit to Hitler's head­
quarters and the German radio, 
commenting on their meeting, de­
clared that “all elements are be­
ing eliminated which made the Bal­
kans seem a convenient gateway to 
Europe."

Berlin broadcasts continued to 
boast of invincibility of Germany's

anti-invasion Fortress, following up 
last night's announcement that 
fortifications 125 miles longer than 
the great wall of China had been 
established along tlie channel and 
Atlantic coasts.

“Half a million men were needed 
to build this great rampart,” said 
one broadcast heard by Reuters.

Tlie Fortress was described as be­
ing 1,625 miles long, deeply stag­
gered. and with its own airports, 
roads and transport routes. Each 
soldier in it is protected by 50 to 
200 cubic yards of steel and con­
crete. the broadcasts said.

Compact Seeks 
Oil Price Hike

WICHITA. Kas . April 3 i/Pi — A 
I three-point recommendation — re­
volving around aij/fncrcas'c In price, 
materials and manpower — for 
boosting the nation's petroleum sup­
ply in the face of stepped-up war­
time demand was adopted today by 
the Interstate Oil Compact com­
mission.

Pointing out that "there is grave 
and deep concern among us that 
there is imminent a serious' shortage 
of current producible oil in this 
country,” tlie 12-state body approv­
ed a resolution calling for:

An adequate increase in the price 
of crude oil “ in order that new life 
be put into prospecting for oil;" 
that abandonment of stripper wells 
be thereby retarded, and that sec­
ondary methods of recovery may be 
made financially passible in many 
oil fields', and, steps to relieve "crit­
ical materials and manpower shot- 
ages."

“The price of oil has been fixed 
at a very low level while drilling 
and operation costs have constant­
ly risen," said a resolution address­
ed to federal authorities.

"Many independent oil producers' 
are thus being forced out of busi­
ness. The independent has in the 
past discovered most of the new oil 
fields. He will do it again if tlie 
government will permit the price to 
advance to cover costs and provide 
a proper incentive."

LaGuarda, Movie 
Producer Flayed

WASHINGTON. April 3 (/Pi — 
Senator Truman declared today 
(hat Col. Darryl Zanuck should be 
sent to the front instead of back 
to civilian life as tlie movie pro­
ducer has requested—and at the 
same time observed New York's 
Mayor LaGuardia has no “more 
business begin a brigadier general" 
than Zanuck has being a colonel.

Zanuck was defended by Under­
secretary of War Patteison. who 
said tlie producer has made heavy 
personal sacrifices to serve in tlie 
army.

Truman iD-Moi. a captain in the 
last war and chairman of the sen­
ate's war investigating committee, 
spoke up at a committee hearing 
into the relations of the army and 
Hollywood

"I  know the mayor was an air 
officer in the last war," Truman 
said, "but I don't think he has any 
more business being a brigadier gen­
eral than this fellow (Zanuck) has 
being a colonel"

As for tile latter, Truman sug­
gested lie be sent to the front.

“ I  don't believe in letting fellows 
back out bi the middle of a war,” 
lie said. "Why don't you send him 
to school and make a real soldier 
out of him? With his experience 
I think you could very well use 
him at the front. That's where we 
arc going to need men.”

Paterson, testifying that Zanuck 
"unwisely" edfitinued to draw a sal­
ary from Twentieth Century Fox. 
motion picture concern, for several 
months after he was called to serv­
ice, said his request for a return 
to inactive status has not been act­
ed upon and assured the commit­
tee its view will receive full con­
sideration.

It's the second year loan drive 
April 12. Newspapers have been 
assigned a leading, part in con­
ducting it.
The government calls it tlie big­

gest war financing operation in
history.

Its initial stages will last about 
three weeks, and it is designed to 
sell the American public $13.000.-
000.000 worth of war bonds.

Divide that figure by tlie number 
of people in tlie United States, and 
you arrive at t tie conclusion that— 
on the average—about $100 worth 
of bonds will have to be sold for 
every man, woman and child in tlie 
country if the goal is met.

Secretary Morgenthau and Frank 
E. Tripp, president of the Allied 
newspaper council, said in a com­
munication to all newspapers:

"The people of your community 
look first to the newspapers for 
leadership wtien united action is 
needed and this loan can only suc­
ceed through such action. Speak­
ing for the treasury and the Allied 
newspaper council, we ask you, 
therefore, to give this drive your 
enthusiastic support both in your 
news and editorial columns and by 
enlisting sponsored advertising sup­
port."

Tlie treasury is floating tlie sec­
ond war loan to:

1. Finance the war
2. Help avoid inflation.
To meet the $13.000,000,000 goal, 

tlie treasury says you can help if 
you.

1. Divert, in t* the purchase of ex­
tra bonds every cent not absolutely 
needed for food, shelter and other 
necessities of life for the three 
weeks beginning April 12.

2. Buy at least one extra bond 
each week for that period.

3. Forego some of the things you 
have been planning to buy.

4 Buy bonds beyond those you 
may be buying through pay roll 
sayings or regular bond purchases.

Both the treasury and the news­
papers are getting set to put over 
the biggest of all war bond drives.

Under the direction of Secretary 
Morgenthau. the treasury lias map­
ped full plans to launch the drive 
with tlie aid of the American press, 
radio, advertising and motion pic­
ture industries.

Americans Strive 
To Oust Germans 
Blocking Junction

Grim waves of- American infantry beat Saturday 

against the rugged and heavy-mined Axis defenses pro­
tecting Marshal Rommel’s inland flank which la y  wedged 
between the United States army corps to the west and 
the British Eighth army on the Gulf of Gabes.

On the steep slopes of the barren brown hills east 
of El Guetar, Lieut.-Gen. George S. Patton, Jr., renewed 
his attacks to clean the enemy out of positions now b lo c k ­
ing the expected junction of the Americans with the Brit­
ish.

The American:-,' made a sudden bid for a .reak-through early when 
a tank column traversed a narrow track across an enemy mine field 
along a road leading toward the coast.

Many German tanks immediately counter-attacked, however, and the 
American armor pulled back to let the infantry resume operations to­
ward widening a gap in the enemy defenses. i. %

Front dispatches reported some German panzers were knocked due 
and several others were damaged before the tank battle was broken off.

Mins by the thousands, in a variety of sizes and deadly trickery, 
have become one of Rommel's most potent defense weapons.

The Americans strove to develop technique for rapidly clearing the 
cleverly concealed infernal machines.—rxm
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In the Fondouk area 100 miles 
north of El Guetar. the Americans 
were frustrated temporarily in at­
tempts to win high ground south 
of Fondouk.

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Men 38 to 45 Must Get Essential War Jobs
Group Faces
Draft, Says 
Gen. Hershey

WASHINGTON, April 3 UP) — 
MaJ. Gen. Lewis B. Hershey. se­
lective service director, announced 
tonight that beginning May 1 men 
in tin  38-45 year old group must 
leave the list of "no-deferable” 
occupations or face the possibility 
of induction.
Since April 1 the same rule lias 

applied to younger men of draft age 
who were advised that if they had 
such “non-deferable Jobs" as wait­
ers. bootblacks, elevator operators, 
and messengers, they could not be 
aeferred regardless of family or oth­
er dependency status.

At present men over 33 are not 
being drafted regardless of reasons 
for deferment.

Hershey announced the new poli­
cy in a letter to local selective ser­
vice boards in which he said "be­
cause of a rapid depletion of avail­
able manpower the national Interest 
at this time demands that men 
within the ages liable for military 
service (18-45) who have qualifica­
tions that are not now being used 
In the furtherance of the war ef­
fort, and who at the same time are 
not acceptable for service in the 
armed forces simply by reason of 
age or physical disability, be requir­
ed to employ their efforts in those 
esseutial activities in which short­
ages of necessary manpower threat­
en the successful prosecution of the 
war effort.”

The new rule on non-deferable 
occupations was listed as one of 
these steps. Others included:

An order that 4-F men (classified 
physically unfit) between 18 and 45 
who have had dairy farm experi­
ence return to such work, or possi­
bly be inducted for limited military 
service despite physical disabilities.

A request that draft boards and 
county agricultural war boards cir­
cularize men between 45 and 64 who 
have had dairy or general farming 
experience to return to such work.

The new plan announced by 
President Roosevelt that men over 
38 already In the army will be ask­
ed U> get into agriculture or other 
essential activities before being re­
leased from the army because of 
age.

Hershey told draft boards that 
"the letters (letters to men witli 
farm experience, to be written by 
diaft boards) to registrants in Class 
4-F and those between the ages of 
:t8 and 45 will inform them that if 
• hey do not contact the county war 
liourd within tile time prescribed 
that fact will be brought to tile at­
tention of thetr local selective ser­
vice board so that consideration 
may be given to requesting waivers 
of physical disabilities and age or 
both, which would permit their in­
junction into the armed forces."

Axis Claims Europe 
Is Armed Fortress

LONDON, April 3 i/P)—The Axis 
took a blustery altitude toward the 
increased threats of an Allied In­
vasion of Nazi-held Europe today, 
claiming adequate steps hud been 
taken to protect the continent from 
attack.

King Boris I I I  returned to Bul­
garia after a visit to Hitler's head­
quarters and the German radio, 
commenting on their meeting, de­
clared that “ all elements are be­
ing eliminated which made the Bal­
kans seem a convenient gateway to 
Europe."

Berlin broadcasts continued to 
boast of Invincibility of Germany's

anti-invasion Fortress, following up 
last night's announcement that 
fortifications 125 miles longer than 
the great wall of China had been 
established along the channel and 
Atlantic coasts.

"Half a million men were needed 
to build this great rampart," said 
one broadcast heard by Reuters.

The Fortress was described as be­
ing 1,625 miles long, deeply stag­
gered. and with its own airports, 
roads and transport routes. Eacli 
soldier in It is protected by 50 to 
200 cubic yards of steel and con­
crete, the broadcasts said.

HOUSTON, April 3 (/PI—Steps to 
effect economics in the marketing
of petroleum products in District 3 
of the petroleum administration for 
war were outlined in a report on 
file today with the district market­
ing committee.

“Service stations have closed for 
economic and manpower reasons 
and a number of bulk plants have 
been discontinued." the report add­
ed.

Numerous trucks have been taken 
out of operation and held in re­
serve due to economies in truck 
ielivery and the use of manpower 

in the marketing of petroleum prod­
ucts “has been drastically reducer," 
the report said.

Soldiers Can 
Receive Aid 
From A .E .R .

Servicemen stationed at the Pam­
pa army air field who have legiti­
mate money problems or financial 
burdens are being urged to present 
those problems at the army emer­
gency relief office, which is now lo­
cated In The post library building, 
T-2-06, where Lieut. Benjamin Bock 
is in charge.

Army emergency relief—just what 
its name implies—is an organiza­
tion founded at the suggestion of 
the secretary of'war to provide re­
lief for members of the military 
personnel and their dependents.

Here’s how It works:
When a man in service finds that 

his dependents are In need of mon­
ey—oi- if he, himself, has a legiti­
mate financial need—he goes to the 
AER office and presents his case. 
I f  the relief is granted, a loan or 
cash grant (or other things, such 
as clothing or food) is given to the 
soldiers or hts dependednts.

The AER works closely with the 
American Red Cross, which investi­
gates local cases for the organiza­
tion and makes a report, a  grant 
of a million and a half dollars was 
given by the Red Cross to the AER 
when that division was organized. 
Since that time, its assets have been 
added to by gifts from stage shows, 
football and other athletic events, 
radio programs and so on.

Even if the soldier is. uncertain 
that his difficulty is the concern of 
the AER. he may file a summary 
of his case and learn if he is eligi­
ble for aid.

The army emergency relief office 
at Pampa field is not only for the 
use ol the men at the field, but also 
for civilians who live In the Pampa 
area and who have relatives in the 
army.

I f  the civilians are dependent on 
the man in service', or if some fi­
nancial emergency arises that they 
cannot cope with, they are eligible 
to apply for. aid through the AER 
office at the local base. However, it 
is suggested that the family request 
the soldier to apply for relief 
through his own camp's AER office, 
but if that is impractical—if he is 
overseas or has refused to apply for 
aid for those for whom he is legally 
bound to provide, then the depen­
dents may present their case at the 
local office.

In other words, a man may be 
fighting for this •count ry on Guadal­
canal. in Tunisia, or on the high 
seas, yet he’ll know that should 
some unforeseen financial emergen­
cy arise, his dependents will be car­
ed for by the army emergency re­
lief. It not only helps the man’s 
family in time of need, but it makes 
the hard lot of a fighting man that 
much easier.

Dead os Mutton
As a writer H. O. Wells must be taken seriously 

As a prophet, sometimes he Is Inclined to take in 
tpo much territory, like the bar-fly who announced 
his ability to lick any son-of-a-gun in the world 
and discovered that he was boasting to John L. 
Sullivan.

Mr. Wells expressed a profound conviction that 
“the newspaper Is as dead as mutton and that it 
win never come back.” We have no equivalent au­
thority as to English Journals, but we suggest—too 
late, of course—that the eminent author should have 

the 1943 Editor &  Publisher Year Book 
before he committed himself In such sweeping terms.

HI the United States our "dead as mutton 
newspapers enjoyed in 1942 the greatest circulation 
in their history, capping an unbroken year-by-year 
advanoe that began in 1938. As 1942 ended, morning 
and evening newspapers were selling more than 43,- 
008/000 copies daily. This represented an Increase 
of 3,400,000 over their pre-war total.

That does not suggest anything resembling death 
I t  would seem to indicate enormous vitality, par­
ticularly since many newspapers, to meet skyrock­
eting costs, found it necessary to increase sales 
prices.

I t  is Mr. Wells' idea that after the war we shall 
dial NEWS on our telephones and "listen then to a 
summary of what has been happening in the last 
two or three hours.”

This is entirely possible. I f  the telephone com­
pany needs a bit of needling about establishing such 
a service newspapers might encourage and assist 
them. A  telephone bulletin news service might do 
exactly what radio news bulletins have done—whet 
public appetite for news' of the day.

Many newspaper publishers suffered most of the 
pangs of death when the radio began broadcasting 
news. They feared the lightning speed of this “com­
petitor.”  I t  developed, however, that the radio was 
a newsboy crying headlines and telling listeners' 
why they should rush out and buy papers.

' The dally newspaper has Its faults, individual 
and collective. The wise editor never lets a day 
pass without seeking to better his service to his read­
ers. Nevertheless, there Is no medium of news dis­
tribution that can rival the newspaper for combined 
spaed, accuracy, completeness and impartiality.

Does this sound boastful? Sorry, but it's how 
IK  1M . -
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Bombing and Morale
“ Sir Cedric Hardwicke, British movie star, has

In  their deepest distress the British people al­
ways felt that they were not alone in the world— 
that the United States was ready and able to help, 
that most of the population of the world was sym­
pathetic.

UNION IN C O R roR A TU N  AMU 

RESPO NSIB ILITY

(The Loa Angeles Times)

The executive council of the State Federation 
at Labor (A F L ) recently formulated a number 
at objections to union incorporation and compul- 
Sory public responsibility which will seem to most 
people to furnish strong arguments for the pro­
posal. As quoted by the Beach Cities Labor 
Journal, published in Santa Monica, the council 
declares that a “ union corporation charter, even 
though obtained voluntarily, is subject to revo­
cation by the suit of the State if  its powers or 
privileges have been abused.”

Is  that an objection ?
The council goes on: "A  voluntary unincorpo­

rated association, such as a trade union, has a 
much greater power not only over the admission 
but also over the expulsion of members, than an 
Incorporated association . . . Membership in an 
ineorporatkm is a statutory right in the nature 
at R franchise, which can neither be withheld 
Dor taken, away by the act of the corporation 
unless the power to do so be given by the charter. 
lR  a  voluntary association membrship is derived 
exclusively from the body that bestows it and 
n*By be conferred or withheld at its pleasure . . .

. A  union must have untrammeled disciplinary 
pmver over its members if  it is to function prop­
erty 'and fu lfill its obligations. It  must also have 
ftocduiii in management of its internal affairs and 
not be Interfered with by the courts. This has been 
attained by the unions in remaining voluntary 
aaaociations.”

There is more of the same, all going to show 
that at unions are now organized, every member 
puts his whole freedom of action in the hands of 
union officers and must do as they say—or else. 
A  union member has only such rights as the 
union bosses choose to give him. He can be ex­
celled Or suspended, and Thus may lose his means 
vtf livelihood, at their whim; and he has no re­
course.

The A.F.L. State council seems to have given 
vwty effectively, the reasons whv unions should 
be incorporated.

IS  TH IS  D E M O C R A C Y f

The United States has already loaned or given 
away $58,000,000,000 to other nations.

The question is how much o f a democracy we 
are when we give the President o f the United 
States the right to cancel $58,000,000,000 worth o f 
wealth to other countries. Is this not too much 
power to ever give to any man to permit him to 
cancel $58,000,000,000 worth o f debt owed to the 
people o f the United States i f  he “deems” it 
necessary? •

We are far afield from the B ill o f Rights de­
mocracy that respects the inherent rights that 
belong to every citizen.

Undoubtedly the day w ill come when people 
will regret this kind o f a lend-lease program that 
rives the President so much power. People do 
■trange things under the effects o f war hysteria.

The New  Deal has remained in power since 
the war, and has been compelled to conduct the 
war with the institutions o f free enterprise which 
it had failed in eight years to destroy.

I t  is fortunate for the country that free enter­
prise survived, for it is the productive, administra­
tive and executive know how of management and 
labor under the American system of free enter­
prise which is winning the war.

Since the war is being won. and can only be 
won by the American system which the New  Deal 
tried for eight years to destroy, it is obvious that 
the victory w ill not stem from  New Deal “plan­
ning."

Nevertheless, the New Deal is still in power— 
biding its time until it can safely return to its 
original and b ftic  philosophy.

The same people are retained in power by it 
— thousands of them in influential and key govern­
mental positions, controlling the vast bureaucratic 
structure of supergovemment created by it.

They have the same antipathy for free enter­
prise and fo r  the character o f life  stemming 
from it.

Consequently, as Senator T a ft says:
“The capital is full of planners o f all kinds. 

Every economic panacea any long haired crank 
ever thought o f is being dusted o ff and incorpo­
rated in a magnificent collection o f glittering 
landscapes supposed to lead to Utopia.
' "N early  every one o f them rests on the huge 
expenditure o f Government money, without tell­
ing us where the money is coming from, when 
wc already face a debt o f more than two hundred 
billion dollars.

" I f  we do not develop a constructive plan o f 
our own, the country is like ly  to drift into poli­
cies which can only mean bankruptcy, the destruc­
tion o f private savings, and I  believe the end of 
our American way o f life as we have known It.“

I t  is certainly true, in the words of Senator 
Taft, that "our first job is to win the war.”

But It is equally true, again in his words, that 
there must he an American plan "fo r  the restora­
tion o f the American republic after the war.”

Does It not occur to us all that the American 
systejn o f free enterprise, which has been so useful 
and beneficial and utterly indispensable and irre­
placeable in this war, offers us our best chance 
for prosperity and happiness after the war.

It is the same system which made America the 
most prosperous and happy nation, the mont free 
and progressive and Just nation, in our century 
and a half of national experience before the war.

Do we not, therefore, agree with Senator T a ft 
that:

“The restoration and fu ll development o f pri­
vate enterprise, to a point at which it provides 
full employment, depends on maintaining the 
great principle and individual incentive which has 
created America.”

But there is no agreement with him among the 
"theoretical Communists” o f the New Deal.

I t  Is indeed our first job to win the war. But 
after that ft is clearly our patriotic American 
job to restore our free, productive and progressive 
American Republic which the New Deal tried 

before the war and w ill try again to

The National Whirligig
News Behind The News

PERISCOPE: Perhaps the Ameri­

can public will realize the grim­
ness of the battle against the U- 
boats when it digests the following 
facts obtained from unimpeachable 
source^« Admiral Doenitz's killers 
have enlarged their wolf pack tac­
tics. They now hunt in echelon- 
several fleets thrown into the at­
tack one after the other. A con­
voy may dodge the first group only 
to run into a second or third.

We are trying to overcome these 
deadly combinations by employing 
escort vessels, small aircraft car­
riers with planes and helicopters, 
and other secret weapons. Land- 
based Sunderlands, Lockheed Hud­
sons and Fortresses can form a 
protective umbrella six hundred 
miles o ff England or Nova Scotia, 
but beyond is the graveyard of the 
Atlantic where the enemy is now 
operating with alarming success. In 
theory a small flat-top can accom­
pany merchantmen across the ocean 
but it must ride out storms and 
bad weather. Keeping flying ma­
chines in service under such con­
ditions Is an extremely difficult 
undertaking.

When a submarine's periscope 
rears above the waves the hull it­
self is thirty feet under water. An 
aviator can sight any pigboat sub­
merged less than forty feet. When 
the sea is covered with white caps, 
the keenest-eyed lookout in a 
crow's nest cannot sight the telltale 
observation tube farther than seven 
hundred yards. Then it is too late.

• *  *

ESCAPE: One of the most de­
structive agents invented by man is 
the modem German torpedo. It 
is twenty-three feet long and is 
propelled by a four hundred horse­
power engine which drives the de­
vice at forty-five miles an hour for 
a distance of two thousand yards. 
A runaway can actually travel sev­
en miles at thirty knots before it 
is spent. Its charge is six hundred 
pounds of high explosive. The aver­
age U-boat, two hundred and twen­
ty-one feet long, carries twelve of 
these weapons and can cruise for 
six weeks before returning to port.

Laymen often ask why a freigh­
ter does not mount heavier guns 
with which to sink her enemy. Only 
a powerful cannon can penetrate 
the submarine's tough hide because 
today's tinfish plates are welded in­
stead of riveted to withstand two 
hundred and fifty feet of water 
pressure. Besides, the marauder 
can fire her torpedo while submerg­
ed with such accuracy that it near­
ly always hits the target.

Fast cargo ships have been sug­
gested. Naval authorities answer 
that we cannot build enough of this 
type for current requirements. We 
have a bottleneck in engines. We 
can launch eight slow supply craft 
in the time it takes to build two 
swift ones. All merchants are now 
being made on the same general 
model with Interchangeable parts. 
When, earlier in the war. skippers 
of speedy boats Insisted on going 
alone they frequently came to grief 
because, although they sailed at 
fifteen knots, they could not escape 
a surfaced sub racing at seventeen 
and one-half knots.

Burning: An ill wind has blown 
some good to Mexico. The new 
volcano in the state of Michoacan, 
west of the capital, which united 
States audiences are now seeing in 
the newsreels, is attracting so many 
awed spectators that the govern­
ment has taken over the ground 
and is building a highway to ac­
commodate the tourist trade. An 
eye-witness sends a description of 
this marvel of nature, the first of 
its kind in the section in two hun­
dred years:

A peon calmly hoeing a cornfield 
noticed steam curling from the soil. 
He called the owner, and when they 
returned to investigate lava was 
gushing from a hole. Now a peak 
more than a thousand feet high 
with an enormous crater noisily 
hurls tons of fiery debris over an 
area of five square miles. Some­
times melted rocks are blown six 
thousand feet Into the air. At night 
the phenomenon Is even more mag­
nificent and terrifying. Flames 
burst from the devil's caldron send­
ing geysers of red hot stones far 
into the black sky and aa they drop 
to earth it seems as if  all the stars 
at heaven w en  falling In one place

ter crawls slowly across the land, 
pushing hills out of its path and 
burning the tiny wooden crosses 
which pious Indians have set up 
to check the flow. Fine ashes two 
feet deep cover everything within 
miles, and a haze of cinders fills 
the atmosphere even as distant as 
the -suburbs of Mexico City. Who 
knows, another Popocatepetl, which 
the Aztecs ’ called the “smoking 
mountain,” may be In the making.• • •

DISAPPEARED: A few months 
ago several Republican Congress­
men protested against the presence 
o f bayoneted infantrymen as guards 
outside the Capitol building. Ever 
since Pearl Harbor fully armed 
soldiers have patrolled all the areas 
around the Senate and House.

The Q.O.P.-ers suggested that 
these fighters could be used more 
effectively elsewhere. They also 
pointed out in-off-the-record talks 
that assignment of several com­
panies to this detail was intended 
to Influence ballots. It was. In 
their opinion, a move designed to 
make Solons feel that every ballot 
they ¿ast had a military connota­
tion. 'It served to Impress on them, 
so they felt, that the United States 
—and he Congress—were fighting 
and voting with backs to the wall.

Speaker Rayburn, who acts as 
custodian and housekeeper of the 
legislative branch, pishpished these 
fears. He replied that he would keep 
the doughboys around for the dura­
tion in order to insure the safety 
of the people's elected representa­
tives. And he did so for a few 
weeks- after the uproar.

But quietly the soldiery has fold­
ed Its tents. The boys aye probably 
serving in North Africa or on Guad­
alcanal now. • • •

AGITATORS: President Roose­
velt's political m a n a g e r s  have 
launched several movements aimed 
at “appeasing” a mutinous band of 
Dixie Democrats. With 1944 around 
the corner, the Administration is 
determined to make sure that dele 
gates and voters in this section of 
the country will not misbehave at 
the convention or at the -ballot box.

Tlie Tennessee Valley Authority 
recently recommended a revision of 
railroad freight rates so as to place 
this area on an economic par with 
other regions. Although it is not 
generally realized, this has been the 
South's chief gripe against Wash­
ington for many years. Mrs. Roose 
velt has quietly abandoned certain 
activities which were stirring up 
racial feelings below the Mason and 
Dixon's line and also above it. The 
firs t Lady is distinctly worried re­
garding the hurricane of ^motion 
which, perhaps jpthinkably, she 
has caused. In ^recent newspaper 
column she criticized sensational 
treatment of the general subject.

It  is doubtful whether this Dem­
ocratic stronghold will vote Repub­
lican next year, despite reports to 
the effect. But Its leaders can make 
trouble far fourth-term agitators in 
the nominating assembly If they 
become sufficlenly provoked. F.DR. 
used to laugh at suggestions that 
the South might stage a revolt, but 
recently he has been convinced that 
he is not so popular down there as 
formerly.

POLITICOS: Washington looks 
for several major shifts in the Ca 
bluet within the next few months. 
F.D.R. frequently changes his mind, 
but it is Known that he has dis­
cussed reshufflings with his closcsl 
advicers.

Many Jobless 
Draw Benefits

There are today approximately
225.000 U. 8. workers drawing state 
unemployment insurance, and you 
can add thatrto your pet list of in­
consistencies 1 of war, taking into 
full consideration the fact that there 
Is supposed to be a manpower 
shortage..

This figure has dropped 70 per 
cent from a level of 800.000 as of a 
year ago, and from a peck of 1,-
268.000 in June, 1940, but Federal 
Bureau of Employment Security 
officials do not believe this number 
will ever be entlrly eliminated, even 
when the armed services have their 
11 million men and women and 
civilian Industry has reached the 
idyllic and Utopian condition of so- 
called “ full" employment.

Examination of the various class­
es and the conditions of the quart­
er-million workers now drawing 
unemployment compensation gives 
a little light on why this must 
apparently be so, according to the 
Social Security Board point of 
view.

In the first group are war indus­
try workers temporarily laid off. 
The cause of the layoffs may be 
shortage of materials, lack of parts 
for assembly, making necessary a 
retooling of the factory. 8tate un­
employment compensation officies 
now have a better checkup on work­
ers than they ever had. so appli­
cants for unemployment insurance 
must present proof that they-have 
left a good Job for good cause be­
fore they can begin to draw bene­
fits. Also, there Is a compulsory 
waiting period before the tempor­
arily unemployed can begin to col­
lect In most states, so there is little 
chance to fake the record and cash- 
in while playing absentee. 
NON-ESSENTIAiL UNEMPLOYED

Second group of workers drawing 
benefits Includes those former em­
ployes of industries now considered 
ndn-essentlal to- war production.

During the time they're looking 
for an essential Job in a war indus­
try, these people can collect com­
pensation, but here again are 
checkups. Beneficiaries must report 
regularly at employment offices and 
must take the first bona fide offer 
o f a job in their partioular trade. 
Mechanics aren’t compelled to take 
farm jobs, or vice versa, nor are 
workers compelled to take jobs that 
require extreme inconvenience in 
travel to and from work or the tak­
ing of a Job in another community, 
requiring a worker to move or be 
separated from his family. The In­
diana proposal that all unemployed 
must take farm jobs met violent 
opposition, so was never ordered or 
enforced.

Workers living in communities re­
mote from war production centers 
make u r  the third and probably the 
largest of the groups of unemploy­
ment insurance beneficiaries. Twen­
ty per cent o f all the benefits paid 
go to workers in the New York 
City area, which not only got com­
paratively few war contracts and is 
today the biggest surplus labor 
supply area in the country. This 
New York labor market situation Is 
of course an old story, but one a- 
bout which no one has been able to 
do anything constructive. Most 
suplus workers are in the needle 
trades. Many are older workers, 
unable to learn a new trade, un­
willing to move out of New York. 
WORKING WIVES

Working wives, on the fringe of 
the labor force, make up the fourth 
group. Many were persuaded to take 
better, judgment, s o m e t i m e s  
through sheer patriotism and de­
sire to help win the war. When lay­
offs come, these working wives are 
often the first to be dropped, but 
having been gainfully employed, 
they are eligible for benefits if they 
register with the employment offi­
cies as willing to take another job.

In all, from 40 per cent to 60 per 
cent of those receiving unemploy­
ment compensation today are wo­
men—single. career women as well 
as working wives—whereas the 
normal percentage of women on the 
benefit roles is 26.

Men about to be drafted made up 
a fifth  large group of beneficiaries. 
I f  a man is about to be called up for 
service, he is llkly to be among the 
first to be layed off, If his plant is 
forced into a temporary shutdown.

Today's War 
Analysis

What guarantees Vre our hard­
working statesmen going to be able 
to devise against the whelping of 
another war-mongering Hitler when 
once we have ended the present 
conflict?

The Nazi fuehrer himself prac­
tizes wholesale sterilization to pre­
vent perpetuation of element* he 
doesn't like. That’s an fctoa. But 
sterilization of entire militaristic 
nations doesn't seem to fit in with 
civilized practices.

Brtish Foreign Secretaryl An­
thony Eden, speaking Friday before 
the Canadian parliament in Ottawa, 
gave an answer for one angle of 
ths complicated problem In declar­
ing at! regards Germany, Italy and 
Japan:

“There is only one security for 
mankind in respect of all of them: 
to ensure that they are totally dis­
armed and in no position ever to 
try their strength again.”

Our own Under Secretary o f 
State Welles carried the matter 
rather deeper in an address the 
same day in New York City before 
the chamber of commerce o f the 
state of New York. Re said:

“ In attempting to put an end to 
war we face a problem that the 
human race has never yet been able 
to solve. But of one thing I  am 
perfectly sure: The greatest obsta­
cle to success is defeatism—the as­
sumption that nations are fay na­
ture so antagonistic, that foreign 
peoples are so untrustworthy or 
that the technical problems o f con­
structing peace machinery are so 
great that the task is a hopeless 
one."

Recently I  have talked with 
thinking people In various countries 
on this subject. The consensus 
seemed to be that Intensive train­
ing will have to .be employed after 
the war to make the aggressor na­
tions' peace-minded. I t  would have 
to be done through the medium of 
Axis nationals who are desirous of 
peace—and those people exist.

Forcible propaganda dots work 
wonders at times. I  refer to the 
terrific bombing which is being 
carried out, especially against the 
Nazis.

That bombing will help to knock 
toleration of Prussian militarism out 
of German heads — and Prussian 
militarism is the real scourge of
Europe.

The Allies had a chance to knock 
It out In the last war, but quit as 
soon as the Germans yelled “Earn- 
erad." The German civilians were 
hungry, but they never knew what 
bombing or shellfire was like. Had 
they experienced the frightfulness 
which their armies inflicted on the 
invaded countries, perhaps they 
wouldn't have been so quick to 
follow Hitler and the Prussian mil­
itary machine Into a fresh aggres­
sion.

This time the Allied nations are 
Set to carry the war through to 
unconditional surrender. They want 
no armistice, such as we had be­
fore.

Two out of three workers now are 
being covered by federal-state un­
employment insurance programs, 
the figure of 225,000 workers now re­
ceiving benefits represent only a 
little over one-half of 1 per cent of 
the 40 million workers under Job 
Insurance. This is of flource not the 
entire number of unemployed in the 
United States today. Social Secur­
ity Board experts estimate the total 
unemployment at the present time 
may number 1.5 million, believe it 
may drop to 750,000 eventually, but 
will never get below that figure.

(The British radio, in a broadcast 

to the continent recorded by the 
federal communications commis­
sion in New York, described Nazi 
stories of the coastal defense In­
stallations as ‘‘the greatest monu­
ment to the art of publicity ever 
erected."

Oerman military authorities who 
have taken a group of foreign cor­
respondents on an inspection of 
Dutch coastal defenses made it 
clear to them that they fully expect 
an Allied invasion there, Reuters 
reported from Stockholm.

Gen. Friedrich Christiansen, Ger­
man. commander In chief in Hol­
land. told them that "with present 
technical resources a landing is 
possible everywhere,”  the dispatch 
said.

"The flat Dutch countryside is 
pdrticularly propitious for such op­
erations,” Christiansen said. The 
dispatch said he "named three har­
bors especially suitable for an in­
vasion attempt—the hook of Hol­
land, Imuiden and Den Hclder, cov­
ering the approaches to Rotterdam. 
Amsterdam and the Zuider Zee.

The German news agency DNB 
also reported that everywhere along 
tlie Dutch coast workers are build­
ing fortifications.

As additional news of hasty Axis 
efforts to armorplatc the "under­
belly” of Europe reached London, 
King Boris’ visit to Hitler served to 
spotlight Oerman fears of a second 
front attack through the Balkans 
and preparations to meet it.

While Italian nervousness over 
tlie Invasion threat mounted dally, 
the imminent union of Fighting 
French and Oiraudlsts to Join in 
an attack for the liberation of 
France moved Vichy to reorganize 
the government and send aged 
Marshal Petaln to the microphone 
on Sunday evening to restate his 
position.

Matty Didn't Think Anybody 
Could Hit Him Safely — And 
Big Six Generally Was Right

Christopher Mathewson w as  
broad-shouldered, slightly knock- 
kneed, stood six feet, one-and-a- 
half inches and weighed 195 pounds 
~  'Big Six was the number o f New 
York’s principal fire-engine house 
of the period, and Sam Crane, base­
ball writer, wrote: "Mathewson is 
certainly the Big Six of pitchers.” 
He was, and the name stuck.

Matty had an imperturbable and 
unshakable air in the box. There 
was a contemptuous look in his pale 
blue eyes. He despised the opposi­
tion in a big, indolent sort of way.

It  rather annoyed Matty to think 
that a batter suspected that he 
could hit him safely, and generally 
he was right. The bnttcr couldn’t.

Because the Incomparable right­
hander spent practically his entire 
career with him, 14 was to be ex­
pected that John McGraw would 
caU Matty the greatest pitcher whe 
ever lived.
• But Connie Mack saying the same 
thing is the finest compliment ev­
er paid a ball player. Mack is as 
much an American leaguer as Mc­
Graw was a National leaguer, and 
had some fair to middling pitchers 
down through the years—from Wad­
dell, Bender, Plank and Coombs 
to Robert Moses Grove. The Old 
Man also saw a lot of a few oth­
ers. including Walter Johnson 
No Pilcher Had His Stuff

“With Johnson, it was brute 
force.” explains Mack. “With Math­
ewson. It was knowledge and Judg­
ment. perfect control and form. It 
was a pleasure to watch him pitch 
when he wasn’t pitching against 
you.”

Andy Coakle.v. who opixyicd Matty 
in the World Scries of 1905. and 
later many times In the National 
league, agrees with McGraw and 
Mack.

“Mathewson developed -his own 
stuff,” asserts the veteran Colum­
bia coach, “and had stuff no other 
pitcher ever had. , >

“He was the greatest guesser I 
ever saw. He was fast enough, and 
.at his best threw a beautiful curve 
and what I  would call a fallaway. 
The latter was almost a straight 
drop which broke around the knees. 
He threw- this ball three out of five 
times, yet a hitter would never get 
it when he was looking for it.

“Mathewson did not develop the 
fadaway for whicli he is remem­
bered until he was nlmost through. 
It was the opposite of the screw­
ball thrown by Carl Httbbell, a 
southpaw. It  required a twist of 
the wrist, and consequently was 
hard oh the arm."

Whan completed It gave 
Hitler a complete check on every 
resident In Germany who had rela­
tives In foreign lands. I t  worked the 
other way around, too. Nazi agents 
In this country when they ran into 
a German-American who wasn't 
sympathetic c o u l d  immediately 
threaten that person by promising 
harm to relatives in Gerihany and 
it*was done many times.

"The file was used for intimida­
tion purposes,”  Dr Segcr said. “ It 
caused many to do the bidding of 
Hitler whether they wished to or 
not.”

The speaker said there are seven 
million Americans of Gennan des­
cent in this country and that five 
per cent, or 350,000, o f them are 
Nazi sympathizers. While this per­
centage is small, he said. It still is 
a serious menace.

And they’re 
partly right, saving one family’s tin 
cans, mending sheets, and carrying 
a pound of waste fat to the butcher 
does seem like only a drop in the 
bucket. I f  these women could see 
their efforts multiplied by 10 or 20 
or even 30 they’d feel that they 
were making a real contribution.

To see one’s war contribution lit­
erally multiplied by 20 sounds im­
possible. Actually it ls not impossi­
ble at all. At least one organization 
in Pampa stands ready to give vol­
unteers a chance to do just that. 
The Pampa Girl Scout council has 
many girls on its waiting list who 
are eager to do more war work, 
eager to learn the ways of good 
citizenship (a war job in itself), 
eager to help their elders hasten the 
day c f victory. The women wlio lead 
these girls are not only utilizing an 
important part of our country’s po­
tential strength, but are helping to 
combat the threat of increased 
juvenile delinquency among young 
girls who want to “do something" 
about the war, but who lack prope - 
outlets for their energy and the sta­
bilizing effect of scout standards 
and fellowship.

And 
since they also considered It lucky 
to see a new bom lamb on Easter 
morn, believing the innocent lamb 
to be the only animal the devil 
could not possess, the custom of as­
sociating these animals with Easter

How the beguiling bunny has 
come to be coupletf with decorated 
eggs can only be attributed to folk 
lore, legend and speculation. For 
the rabbit was never directly asso­
ciated with the eggs in the pre- 
Christian Easter festivities, al­
though both were regarded as sym­
bols of springtime fertility by the 
pagans.

An old fairy tale handed down 
from long ago presents the version 
that the rabbit was selected by 
fairies to Inform the children that 
spring had come to the woodland 
since the rabbit was the only ani­
mal whom the children did not fear. 
He conveyed his message by leaving 
at the door of each sleeping child 
a token of spring—a basket or nest 
woven ol grass and filled with flow­
ers and colored eggs from the vari­
ous wild birds. *

I t  Is known that the pagans 
offered eggs as gifts during their 
Easter celebrations, and to make 
them more attractive boiled the 
eggs with various herbs. Early 
Christians who continued the cus­
tom of exchanging eggs on Easter 
dyed the eggs? to deep red to sym­
bolize the blood of Christ.
Spring blossoms, perenlal favorite 
of Easter card motifs, were also a

feature of the pagan celebrations In 
which they were used to signify the 
first coming of the vernal season

That is the situation in this city 
of 27,000 today as white collar work­
ers try to relieve the shortage of 
manual labor hi the Iowa Ordnance 
plant.

Fifty students and men who hold 
white collar Jobs during the day 
now work from 6 to 10 at night 
In the storage warehouses of the 
plant. They work one to six nights 
a week; the average is four.

The short-shifters are called 
“Dudes" by their fellow employes, 
but the plant management avers 
they are a far cry from the usual 
conception of a "Dude." They work 
hard, don’t complain and take the 
rough work like veterans.

One foreman declared “ the green­
horns do more work in their four- 
hour shift than the same number 
of regular laborers In that time."

The short-shifters answered the 
call for laborers because, they said, 
they wanted to help the war effort. 
Except, for the students, all of them 
hold daytime jobs which pay »1 
or more an hour. They get 62 V4 
cents an hour for the night, work.

Proper Laundering 
Suggestions Offered

Two wartlfne shortages testing 
the Ingenuity of feminine America 
are the scarcity of pure silk lin­
gerie and the lack of masculine 
fourths at bridge.

The bridge isn't s» important- 
most of us haven’t much leisure 
for this hitherto national pastime 
these days. But, what to do about 
our lingerie? This is something 
else again.

Right now, hundreds of women are 
tom between two choices: putting 
their Silk lingerie in moth balls for 
the duration or wearing it as long 
as It lasts.

Whichever plan you favor—here’s 
good news. You can make your 
mire silk things last much longer 
If you wash and iron them accord­
ing to the scientific rules suggest­
ed by the American Institute of 
Laundering.

First thing of Importance, is to 
separate your silk things according

to colors. White things should go 
together, pastels together, dark 
shades together. This is to keep 
the colors true and clear.

Next, use only lukewarm water 
for washing silks. And, if possible, 
use only soft water. I f  you haven’t 
a cistern, or if it isn’t practical to 
catch rain in a pan, or scoop up 
snow and hnelt it . . .  do use a little 
commercial water softener.

Soap Should be of a very mild 
kind. It  should be whipped into 
a rich lather before dunking the 
silks.

Douse the silks up and down in 
the water, squeeze and swish them 
gently around in the water, but do 
not rub them harshly. I f  neces­
sary, a light rubbing may be given 
heavily soiled places.

USb at least two (three is bet­
ter) suds waters. Change the water 
after each. Same number of rinses 
is necessary to remove all suds 
and soil.

Do use lots and lots of water for 
each Suds and rinse. This is im-„ 
portant. The suds loosens the soil 
—the rinses float the suds and loos­
ened soil out of the garments. Both 
operations require lots ol water.

Never wring silks’. Instead, press 
as much water out as you can be­
tween each sudsing and rinsing. 
Then, at the last, roll the article in 
a towel to remove excess water.

Never, never, never use Javel 
water for bleaching white silks that

Elimination of 3-B 
Classification Seen

WASHINGTON, April 3 (/P)—In­
formed sources said today that 
elimination of the 3-B draft classi­

Allies Uncertain Of 
U. S. Aims-Welles

NEW YORK, April s (/p)_Sum­
ner Welles, undersecretary of state, 
has said that “one of the gravest 
doubts that exists in the minds of 
the partners of the United Nations 
today is the doubts as to what the 
policy of the United States will be 
when the victory Is won."

Undersecretary Welles declared 
delivery to the chamber of com­
merce of the state of New York 
and broadcast by the National 
Broadcasting company, declared 
that our Allies remember that aft­
er the victory of 1918 the United 
States "withdrew from, almost ev­
ery form of practical cooperation” 
with friendly nations in the recon­
struction tasks, and “made no ef­
fort to win the peace.”

Welles said that whether the 
congress renews the trade agree­
ments act, which will expire in 
June, “ is the first concrete test of 
whether we really intend to cooper­
ate with the rest of the world in 
a matter that is essential not .only 
to the fpil solution or our domestic 
problems, but the construction of 
a durable peace.”

He explained the functioning of 
the act, which authorized the 
President to enter into agreements 
reducing tariffs, within specific 
limits in return for corresponding 
reductions in barriers e r e c t e d  
against our trade in foreign coun­
tries.

Action Dtlaycd On
Chain Store Tax

AUSTIN, April 3 (A*)—Governor 
Coke R. Stevenson has delayed 
action on a bill exempting certain 
lumber companies from payment of 
the chain store tax for a study of 
language which he though might 
exempt gas and electric utilities 
companies from the levy.

As passed by the house the bill 
exempted In towns of 3,000 or less 
population lumber companies 76 
per cent of whose sales were build­
ing materials.

I f  it wishes the legislature may 
by resolution recall the bill from 
the governor and amend i t  Oth­
erwise, R  faces a probable veto.

Wife-Swapping 
Agreement Revealed

INDIANAPOLIS. April 3 UP)—All 
innocent petition for the support of 
children filed recently in Marion 
county superior court revealed to­
day a wife-swapping agreement 
rivaling ait old balzac tale for 
frankness.

Judge Emsley W. Johnson, Jr., 
identifying the couples only as Mr.

REP. HARTLEY OPENS: Congress 
does have adequate control over gov­
ernmental expenditures. Whether it 
has, in the past decade, exercised a 
sufficient degree of control is another 
question. For ten years the country 
has been under what practically 
amounted to one-party government. 
The result has been almost uncon­
trolled bureaucratic extravagance and 
waste. The best evidence of the still 
existent Congressional control is the 

' tightening up process now being pur- 
j  sued by the more evenly politically 

divided 78th Congress.
Congress has two ways in which to 

implement its control over expendi­
tures. First, by standing committees 
which regularly hold hearings, study 
problems, work out and report the 
best forms of legislation to meet those 
problems! Second, through special in­
vestigating committees which conduct 
more exhaustive studies of problems 
and Anally report back to their re­
spective houses of the Congress. There 
is no other practical Constitutional 
.■nethpd of parliamentary procedure. 
Many special aommittees are now en­
gaged in investigations. Legislation is 
never worked out on the floor of the 
Senate and the House. This always 
has to be done by the Committees. 
The real proof Congress does have 
adequate control over expenditures 
is to be found in the fact that under 
our American Constitutional system 
of Government, we have, in 150 years, 
become the best governed Nation in 
the world.

MR. YOUNG CHALLENGES: Rep. 
Hartley uses outmoded methods of 
reactionary Congressional thinking 
to defend his arguments. He blames 
the bureaucrats for what is wrong 
and defends Congress by waving the 
flag: he is partisan in his attack and 
patriotic in his defense. On the one 
hand, there is “uncontrolled bureau­
cratic extravagance and waste”; on 
the other hand, by some sort of 
hokus-pocus, “ the best governed na­
tion in the world”—with the same 
set of bureaucrats, tool

The inadequacy of Congressional 
control is not a partisan issue; it has 
haunted Congress for a long time— 
before the Harding scandals, before 
the Grant frauds. If Hep. Hartley is 
correct, it will haunt Congress for 
some time to come.

REP. HARTLEY REPLIES: Ignor­
ing Mr. Young’s personal criticisms 
which are neither argument nor in­
formation, it must be observed that 
the bureaucracy I referred to in my 
opening statement had gotten out of 
control under one-party government, 
due to lop-sided majorities in the 

! Congress for the past decade. What- 
; ever inadequacy- of Congressional 
control may have existed up to the 

! 78th Congress certainly has been due, 
in the past ten years, to these lop­
sided majorities, and one-party con­
trol of the three branches of the gov­
ernment which. Constitutionally ire 
supposed to be coequal ar ' indepen- 
ient. each checking the o;he:\ Politi- 
:al balance is now largely restored.

MR. YOUNG OPENS: Adequate
Congressional control over govern­
ment expenditures means CnngrMS 
should determine total amounts «pant 
in a fiscal year and be informed how 
effectively this money is spent Con­
gressional procedures are deficient on 
both points.

Instead of passing a budget Mil
Congress passes a dozen appropria­
tion bills. These 10,000-word bills ar« 
detailed beyond comprehension,* thl 
attention of Congress is thus diverted 
to considering specific allocation 
about which it knows little. Occasion­
ally, Congress appropriates money in 
large amounts, then it can only hone 
that maligned bureaucrats wU! exer­
cise prudence. Congress never known 
how effectively money has been spent; 
there is no, post-audit system to I»* 
form Congress whether the country 
it getting a dollar’s worth of coven» 
ment service for every dollar appro­
priated. Congress attempts to teU 
bureaucrats bow they can spend the 
money, <end the bureaucrats HAVX 
to spend it.

Something Is wrong. Most Con­
gressmen know it. Every session there 
are countless proposals to give the 
Committee on Appropriations a larger 
staff; the Comptroller General more 
power; or place the Bureau of the 
Budget under Congressional control. 
Anyone who has examined Congres­
sional debates on, say« military ap­
propriations before the war, would 
be amazed by the lack of Interest 
shown by Congressmen in Important 
public questions and their great in­
terest in local affairs. ,

REP. HARTLEY CHALLRNGMl
Mr. Young, how would you remedy 
what you seem to consider the weak* 
nesses of the Congressmen in gen­
eral. the House Appropriations Com­
mittee in particular, and what you 
characterize as “ lack of interest- in 
and consideration of given appropri­
ation bills on the floor of the Con­
gress? Would you change the syeteqp 
of standing committees and special 
investigating committees? Would you 
endeavor to set up special technical 
groups to duplicate the research of 
the different executive bureaus ia 
order to give Congress first-hand ox- 
pert information from its own inde­
pendent investigators? Would you dis­
pense with the General Accounting 
System, Post-Audit System?

MR. YOUNG REPLIES: Bep
tative Hartley wants to change 
subject; he wants to discuss cures I 
obsolete fiscal control and to 
over the weakness I have pointed 
out. These weaknesses, briefly, of the 
undue attention Congress gives to do- 
tails and Congress' failure to debate 
and to determine broad questions at 
fiscal policy—in other words, to search 
after the pennies and lot tha dollars 
slide. I should like to ask you. Rep­
resentative Hartley, how many Mw^i 
during your 14 years in Congress yoy 
have ever commented on an appro­
priation bill? But I am not blaming 
you for this disinterest; the fault is 
ir. the procedure.
