wilt, caused by s soil-borne 
fungus, takes Its  toU of cot­
ton on the High Plains ovary 
year, especially in the heavier 
soils during cool, wet periods 
of the growing season. How­
ever there are several steps 
that producers can take to com­
bat this disease.

‘ T lr s t  of all , producers 
that have a history of wilt in 
their fields should consider 
planting adapted tolerant var­
ieties,’ ’ points out Dr. Earl 
Minton, USDA plant patholo­
gist at the Texas AAM Univ­
ersity Agricultural Research 
and Extension Center at Lub­
bock. " A  number of tolerant 
varieties are available such 
as Paymaster 909, Tamcot 788, 
Acala 3080 and Acala 1517V. 
A number of other varieties 
also have some degree of wilt 
tolerance.’ ’

Certain cultural practices 
can reduce the damage from 
Vertlcllllum wilt, adds the 
p l a n t  pathologist. Rotations 
have reduced the disease con­
siderably at the AAM Center. 
Crops that have reduced the 
incidence of wilt, in order of 
their effectiveness, are berl- 
ey, wheat, grain sorghum, cas­
tors and soybeans.

"W e have found that a three- 
year rotation Is much more 
effective to reducing Vertlcll­
llum wilt than one or two 
years,’ ’  says Minton. "A lso, 
the effect cd the rotations are 
not evident after three years 
of continuous cotton, so we 
encourage producers to avoid 
growing cotton continuously on 
the same field for more than 
three years.’ ’

ki studies at the AAM Cen­
ter, cotton yields have been to- 
c reused by most rotation treat­
ments. Fiber and seed quality 
have also been Improved by 
rotations.

Minton also encourages pro­
ducers to follow a good weed 
control program to order to 
reduce Vertlcllllum wilt to cot­
ton. Careless weed Is one of 
the many hosts of the fungus.

"Producers s h o u l d  avoid 
d e e p  cultivation during the 
growing s e a s o n , ’ ’  cautions 
Minton, "since the fungus rea­
dily penetrates Injured roots. 
Proper timing and application 
o f Irrigation water uid  nitro­
gen fertilizer and practices 
that Increase the soil tempera­
ture also help control the dis­
ease.’ ’

Skip - row planting and an 
adequate plant population (four 
to six plants per foot of row) 
will further reduce losses from 
Vertlcllllum wilt.

According to the plant path­
ologist, chemical control of the 
disease has bean ineffective.

Minton adds, "Delaying the 
onset and reducing the rate of 
development o f  the disease 
from two to four weeks have In­
creased yields and Improved 
fiber and seed qualities. So, 
the time to take steps to com­
bat Vertlcllllum wilt in cotton 
Is right now.’ ’

Wilt attacks cotton at all 
stages of growth. The outstan­
ding symptom Is the mottling 
of the leaves with yellow areas 
between the veins and on the 
margin. The woody stem near 
the soli line also takes on a 
brownish discoloration, ktfec- 
ted plants generally shad their 
leaves and many bolls. Bolls 
often open prematurely, produ­
cing poor quality fiber and 
seed, ki serious infestations, 
plants tnay be killed almost 
Immediately by the disease, 
adds Minton.

Cotton Production 
Methods Studied

With the growing interest in 
narrow-row cotton production, 
scientists at the High Plains 
Research Foundation have ini­
tiated a study to compare cot­
ton varieties under double-row 
production methods.

According to Dr. Douglas 
Owen, who will conduct the pro­
gram, there is significant in­
terest among farmers and seed 
companies alike to determine 
how different cotton varieties 
perform under close-row, high 
ixipulation conditions.

Dr. Owen said that in a dou­
ble-row versus a single-row 
test conducted last year on the 
Dennis Mooney farm near May- 
field, it was pointed out ttot 
variety was an important con­
sideration to farmers planning 
narrow-row cotton production.

He said in close-row opera­
tions, populations reach from 
75,000 to 100,000 plants per 
acre. "Th is  Is almost double 
the average standard single­
row per acre populations. While 
some v a r i e t i e s  may show 
Increased yields, other varie­
ties won’ t yield any more’ ’ , he 
said.

"W e think that the shorter, 
more determinate type varie­
ties will be best suited for 
c lose-row  production’ ’ . Dr. 
Owen stated.

Guide lines for the test re­
quire cotton to be planted on 
40-inch beds with two rows of 
cotton planted 10 to 12 Inches 
apart. He pointed out that the 
regular cotton variety test the

Foundation Farm wo u l d  be 
planted In single 40-inch row 
spacing.
