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“Thanksgiving” Is
“Thanksliving”

As sure as one plus one equals
two, or that X equals the un-
known value in mathematical
language, so Thanksgiving equals
Thanksliving. The words ‘think”
and “thank” have only one let-
ter different and actually both
come from the same root mean-

ing. One verse from David’s
psalm of Thanksgiving in I
Chronicles 16:8 suggests this
theme for worth while medita-

tion at this season of the year.

It reads: “Give thanks unto the
Lord (Jehovah), call upon his
name, make known his deeds

among the people.”

One of the great sins charged
against us is that of ingratitude.
Man is unthankful. This
pecially characteristic of the ra-
tionalists of the last days of time
(2 Tim. 3:2). Men receive the
blessings of dlivine providence
as a mere matter of course. God,
the Giver of all good, is unrecog-
nized because unknown. Every
blessing for time and eternity is
from His gracious hand and
rightfully calls for heartfelt re-
cognition from us.

Are we truly thankful? I fear
too many of us are like the hus-
band in the story related by
Dr. Robert G. Lee, Mempbhis,
Tennessee. A certain husband
who quarrelled frequently with
his wife (may his tribe become
extinct) made overtures after the

1S es-

quarrel:

“What little present shall I
get for the one I love best?” he
asked. »

The wife, with rebuking sar-
casm, said: “How about a box

of cigars?”

Anyway, we all know that a
man who is wrapped up in him-
self is wrapped up in a mighty
little package. Mere lip service
is not in itself true thangsgiv-
ing. It is quite possible to join
in glad songs of praise, to utter
words of gratitude in prayer
while the heart remains cold and
unfeeling. Thankfulness is ex-
pressed by deeds even more truly
than by words.

It was this consideration that
moved the heart of David,
prompted by Divine inspiration
of the Holy Spirit, to write the
psalm of thanksgiving already
referred to (1 Chron. 16).

It was this consideration that
moved the hearts of the Pilgrim
Fathers when they instituted the
first Thanksgiving feast of Am-
erica in 1621. After the hard and
discouraging trials of the earlier
period, God had given an abun-
dant harvest, and Bradford pro-
claimed, not one day only, but
a week for a thanksgiving har-
vest festival. Those were hard
days.

Adversity is the mother of
Thanksgiving. Happy is the man
who has learned to rejoice, not
“in spite of trials,” but BE-
CAUSE OF THEM. If it be
doubted that adversity is the mo-
ther of thanksgiving, then let it
be remembered that full appre-
ciation of our blessings rarely
comes until we are deprived of
thdm. Even one finger; until
that finger is arippled; no man
can fully appreciate the glory of
the dawn apart from the black-
ness of midnight; the comforts
of a well working auto until a
tire goes flat or the motor quits;
or the peaceful accumulations of
a United States working toget-
her with Nations of the world,
until after the waste and wan-
ton bloodshed and destruction of
several successive wars. There
should be the abiding conviction
that, after all, nothing matters
for the person who really knows
true values in life, but to rejoice
in God. Because of the present
state of affairs existing through
out the world, Thanksgiving
should mean more to us this

year, 1953, than at any previous
time since George Washington is-
sued the first proclamation on
Thursday, November 26, 1789,
